There were two trees in the garden of Eden (Gen. 29). Therewas in the garden the Treeof
Lifeandthetreeof knowledge of goodandevil. Adam and Evewere given the choiceof whichtrees
they would ed thefruit of. It saysin Genesis2:16,17,* And theL ORD God commanded theman,
saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat:...But of the tree of the knowledge
of goad and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for inthedaythat thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely
die”

AdamandEve chocseto ed of thewrong tree(thetreeof theknowledge of goad and evil).
Didyou knaw that Godwanted mantoed of “theTreeof Life,” but not of “thetree of knowledge
of goad and evil ?”

Did you knaw that the LORD Godwas not spegking to Adam alonein Genesis 2:16, where
issays, “ AndtheL ORD God commanded theman (adam), saying...”? Thereisamisstrangation
into the Engli sh Bibles by putting theword “ the” in front of theword “man” inthisverse. Did you
know that theword (adam) used in Genesis 2:16 means mankindin general, bah male andfemale?
It does not mean “Adam” (an individual person by the name of Adam). The LORD God was
spe&king to every human being that ever lived uponthis eath, beginning with Adam and Eve and
continuing on urtil Judgment Day, which is the day spoken of in Revelation 2012, where it says,
“And | saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and
another book was opened, which isthe book of life: and the dead were judged out of those
thingswhich werewritten in the books, according to their works.”

Our English Bibles do nd reved these truths. The truth of what was said is only found ty
studying the Hebrew andthe Greek, which aretheinspired Scriptures (2 Tim. 3:16; 2 Peter 1:20,21).
Every person will stand before the LORD and be judged acarding to that which is written in the
books (Rev. 20:10,12.

In Genesis2:17,the LORD Godsaid to youand| “...of thetree of the knowledge of goad
and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.”
The LORD Godwas ge&kingto all mankind(including youandl) at thetimewhen thiswas gpoken
in Genesis 2:17.

In Genesis, Chapters, One and Two, the LORD God was preparing for mankind (including
you and 1), to have an everlasting relationship and fellowship with God. God wants to have
multitudes of people (in eternity), in the image of Jesus Christ (His Son). In 1 Corinthians 15:49,
writing to Christians it says, “aswe have borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the
image of theheavenly.”

There were two trees in the Garden o Eden. The fruit of one treewould produce “eernal
life.” That treewas cdled “the Treeof Life.” The fruit of the other treewould producetwo deahs
(physicd and eternal deah). That treewas cdled, “the treeof knowledge of goodand evil .”

| experienced eding of “the Treeof Life,” asoppased to eaing of “thetree of knowledge
of goad and evil,” when | was born again into the family of God. Abou nine months before | was
born again, | went to adoctor, and then to the haspital and hed surgery dore. The doctor removed
atumor onthe left side of my face which he was concerned that it could have been malignant. At
that timel also had avery bad case of bleeding hemorrhoids. The doctor did a mmplete examination
of the hemorrhoids, and hed scheduled surgery for two days later in the same hospital.

After theoperation onthetumor, | asked thedoctor to put off the surgery for the hemorrhoids
until later, which he did. | never did go badk and have an operation an the hemorrhaoids. Shortly
foll owing my new birth into the family of God, | natice &l my hemorrhoids disappeaed, | have not
had any traceof hemorrhoids, or bleeding since 1979.

Beforel wasbornagainin 1979 had alot of fea. | wasafraid of thedark. | would runfrom
my garage in the dly to my house, in fea of someone or something catching me. | also had avery
bad case of nervousness | had a hard time getting to slegp at night, and in the daytime, many times
my hands would shake and it was hard to stop them from shaking. It was hard sometimes to drink
fromaglass My handswould shake so much.

All of these conditions left me shortly after | was born again. The more | read the Word of
God, thingslike that just started leaving me, things like that, that gave me problems for yeaswere
gore.

| did alot of praying beforel wasborn again. But my prayerswere not being answered. | was
at apoint wherel must have prayed over one-hunded timesthat the LORD would takemy life. | did
not want to continue to live, | wanted to de and get it over with. The LORD never answered that
prayer.

Oncel was born again, | naticed the LORD answered many prayers, with very littl e dfort
onmy part. After | receved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidenceof spegking intongues,
it was smpleto pray and watch the LORD answer my prayers.

All I neaded to dowas pray, and many times the answer was immediate. Many times, all |
needed to dowas ek against the problem, or condtion, andit would leave. | spoke against pain
and the pain left. Onetime | spoke ayainst bleeding on my ea, and the bleading stopped.

One morning | burned my hand onan aluminum cake pan in an oven at more than 400
degrees. All | did was sy, “Thank Y ou Jesus for heding my hand!” Within six hourstherewas not
even asign o any burn onmy hand. It was totally heded, with nomark where the burn had been.

Eating of the Treeof Life goesway beyondanything that the doctors or medicd people can
do.Heding comes by simply speging Words, and tkelieving in the promises of God. By believing
the written Word of God and spe&king against all kinds of thingsin the natural. Aswe believe and
spe, it isdore many times within avery short time.

JesussaidinMark 16:17,18,“ And thesesigns dhall foll ow them that believe; In my name
shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues;...They shall takeup serpents; and
if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay handson thesick, and they



shall recover.”

After | recaved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking in tongues, |
foundout that what Jesus ssidinMark 16:17,18works, just likeHesaid. It is  simple, yet very few
people believe it will work for them.

Itis smpleto speak Words and watch the LORD, by the power of the Holy Spirit work. In
the beginning | would pray for people’s arms and legs to adjust. At first | did na believe it would
work if | did the praying. When | saw it work, even when in my mind | did na believe it would
work, | was amazed.

The more | prayed for other people’s arms and legs to come out and adjust the more |
watched them move and adjust. Then it seemed to be so simple, that most of timetoday, al | dois
lookat the amsor legsandsay, “ Thank Y ouJesusfor adjusting these amsor legs,” andwatch them
moveandadjust. It isthat simple. TheWord of Godworksfor anyonewhowill believe and dowhat
it tellsusto doin the written Word.

The treeof knowledge of goodand evil does not work that way. By the knowledge of good
andevil, we caana simply spee wordsandseeresults. The knowledge of goodandevil usesnatural
means to oltain heding. The Treeof Life uses the written Word of God spoken in faith and it is
dore.

Have you ever wondered why there was only one type of fruit onthe Treeof Life and two
types of fruit onthe treeof knowledge of goodand evil ? Let me give you a due & to why?

The fruit onthe Treeof Lifeisatotal operation d Godin apersonslife. Godisin control
of all the fruit onthe Treeof Life. The fruit on the Treeof Lifeis God's “fruit of the Spirit,”
manifesting in thelife of aperson. Christians have aNew Testament in their Biblesthat helps them
to uncerstandthesetwo trees. Whenwelookat Galatians 5:22,23 we seethefruit of the Spirit li sted.
It says, “But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace longsuffering, gentleness goalness
faith,..Meekness temperance aganst such thereisnolaw.” (We will seethe significance of
thesefruit | ater). The reasonthere was only one fruit onthe Treeof Lifeisbecaise the sourceof the
Treeof Lifeis God Himself.

Looking at “thetree of knowledge of goad and evil” there were two types of fruit onit.
Therewas*the knowledge of good;” and“theknowledge of evil.” Both of thesefruit would produce
deah. Looking at Genesis 2:17 it says, “ But of the tree of the knowledge of goad and evil, thou
shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely (muwth) die
(muwth).” Noticethat the Hebrew word “ muwth” isthe same Hebrew word translated “ surely” and
“die” in most English Bibles.

Thesewords* surely die,” inthe Hebrew signify two deahs, correspondng with Revelation
20:6,14.The Hebrew word “muwth,” translated bah “ surely” and“die,” isaprimitive roat word.

Thefirst word “ surely” isin the “infinitive mood’ Infinite means, “unlimited; not limited
to any person, number, or tense.” Infinitive means “existenceor adionwithou referenceto person,
number, or tense. It isusually the form of thefirst personsingular present.” In the cae of mankind
(when Adam ate of the treeof knowledge of goodand evil), eternal deah came uponall mankind.

The secondword “di€’ is also the same Hebrew word “muwth,” but isin the “imperfed
mood,” “expressng anadion, pocess or condtionwhichisincomplete.” Thispertainsto thedeah
of the natural body, whichis cdled “mortal” in Romans 8:11 and 1Corinthians 15:5354. Morta
means “deah is resident; in the processof dying; and will eventually die.” Romans 5:12 says,



“W herefore, asby oneman sin entered into theworld, and death by sin; and so death passed
upon all men, for that all havesinned.” Therefore, theword “surely” in Genesis 2:17 pertainsto
“eternal deah” and word “die” in Genesis 2:17 pertains to “physicd deah.” These two deahs
“passed upon” mankindwhen Adam and Eve sinned in the garden of Eden. Adam and Evedid na
diethat day, bu sin and deah passed uponmankind, and becane resident within mankindthat day.

But, neither of these two deahs came uponJesus, Whois cdled “the Second Adam.” In
Jesuswaseternal life (John 14). Asaresult of what happened when Adam ate of thefruit of thetree
of knowledgeinthe garden of Eden, 1Corinthians15:22tellsus, “ For asin Adam all die, even so
in Christ shall all be made alive.”

What Christians have not understood is that “the knowledge of good’ can produce “two
deahs.” Also “the knowledge of evil” can produce ‘two deahs.” If Christians “continue” to ed of
either ore of thesefruit, their end could be questionable. Thisisall explained in Revelation, 2010
15, 21.7,8.

The sourceof thetreeof knowledge of goodandevil i s Satan, the Devil . Satan hastwo ways
inwhich he decaves people, and gets them to foll ow him. He has “the knowledge of good;” which
he uses to establi sh religious operations which people foll ow, thinking they are doing what God
wants them to do.The knowledge of good causes peopleto “justify themselves’ and nd believein
the righteousnessof God which isin Jesus Christ. (SeeActs 13:16 through 39).

Satan also has “the knowledge of evil,” whereby people judge others, based upontheir idea
of whoisgoodandwhoisevil. Judging others keeps a person from walking with God,and prevents
them from eding of the Treeof Life. Jesus began to explain thisto usin Matthew 7:1,2,where He
said,“J udgenot, that yebenot judged....For with what judgment yejudge, yeshall bejudged:
and with what measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you agan.” In Luke 6:37 Jesus said,
“Judgenot, and yeshall not bejudged: condemn not, and ye shall not be mndemned: forgive,
and ye shall be forgiven.” The Apostle Paul wrote in Romans 2:1, “Therefore thou art
inexcusable, O man, whosoever thou art that judgest: for wherein thou judgest another, thou
condemnest thyself; for thou that judgest doest the samethings.”

Inthenatural, everyoneknowswhat it isliketo ea of thetreeof knowledge of goodandeuvil.
Wewere dl borninto thisworld and grew up eding of “the treeof knowledge of goodandevil.” It
was away of lifefor us. We did na know any other way of life. Welived like the world lives and
did na know any other way to live.

The differencebetween eding of “the Treeof Life” and eding of “the treeof knowledge of
goodandevil” islike a @in. There aetwo sidesto a min. On ore side thereis animagewhichis
commonly cdled “heals.” On the other side there is an image which is commonly cdled “tail s.”
That’ stheway it isbetween the Treeof Life andthetreeof knowledge of goodandevil . Oneislife,
andtheother isdeah. It sthat smple. Headswewin andtail swelose. If we dhocsethe Treeof Life
and ed thefruit of it, wewin. If we dhoose the treeof knowledge of goodand evil and ed the fruit
of it wewill | ose. If we dhoasethetreeof knowledge of goodandevil we could even losethat which
we alrealy have, which is physicd lifein the flesh. We dready have physicd life, bu if we ea of
the treeof knowledge of goodand evil, sicknessand dsease can enter in andwe can de physicdly
before our time (1 Cor. 11:29,30.

In eding of the Treeof Life we have power over sicknessand dsease and all the works of
theenemy. Ineding of the Treeof Lifewe have*righteousness peaceand joyintheHoly Spirit”



(Rom. 14:17). In eding of the Treeof Life we havethe very life of Godliving in usandthrough us
(John 151-7, 17.1-10, etc.).



UNDERSTANDING
THE TREE OF LIFE

Itisto ou advantageto understandthe Treeof Life. In understandingthe Treeof Lifewe can
overcometheworks of thedevil, which operate by the treeof knowledge of goodandevil. Oncewe
understand the Treeof Life, we will recognize the treeof knowledge of goodand evil. The treeof
knowledge of goodandevil i sa cournterfeit of the Treeof Life. Wemust know the “True” beforewe
can identify the “false.”

One way to explain this is the difference between light and darkness The Treeof Lifeis
representative of light. In John 14,5, spe&ing of Jesusit says, “1n him waslife; and thelifewas
thelight of men... And thelight shineth in darkness and the darknesscomprehended it not.”
Light always destroys darkness Darknessmust leare whenever light comes. Therefore, the Treeof
Life destroys the works of the treeof knowledge of goodand evil.

Another way to explain the diff erence between the treeof life andthe treeof knowledge of
goodandevil isby “thelove of God.” In 1John 48it says, “ Hethat loveth not knoweth not God;
for God islove.” Those who do nd have the love of God in them do nd know God, for “God is
love.” Thelove of God destroys the works of the devil .

InJohn 316,17it says, “For God soloved theworld, that he gave hisonly begotten Son,
that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlastinglife....For God sent not
hisSon intotheworld to condemn thewor|d; but that theworId through him might besaved.”
It was because of “the Love of God,” that God sent Jesus into the world to destroy the works of the
devil. The love of God destroys the works of the devil. Those who do na have the love of God
within them do nd know God, for “Godis Love.”

Sataniscdled “thegod d thisworld” in 2Corinthians4:4 whereit says, “ 1n whom thegod
(theos) of thisworld hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the
glorious gospel of Christ, whoistheimage of God (theos), should shineunto them.” The same
Greek word (theos) used to identify Satan isthe same Greek word used to identify God. Themeaning
isthe same, which is* deity, having supernatural powers greaer than man, operating in the spiritual
redm.” Satan isagodwith supernatural powers, operating in the spiritual redm.

There are two dfferences between ou God and Satan. One isthat Satan isa aeaed being,
subjed to o GodWhoisthe Creaor of al things. The other diff erencebetween Satan and ou God
isthat our GodisLove, andlivesandmovesby love. If wetakethe Love of Godaway from our God
then we have Satan, for Satan hasnolove. Therefore, our GodisLove and Satan has nolove. That
ishow you can easily identify Satan and the works of the devil (for in Satan, thereis nolove).

Satan can come “as an angd of light” (2 Cor. 11:14). Satan can come and present himself
from the position d “the tree of knowledge of goad,” but the true Love of Godis nat there. His
motives and hsways are withou the Love of God for Satan daes nat have the Love of Godin him.

Thaosewho use English versions of the Biblewill not easily seethisdifference for the Greek
word “agape” istranglated “love” right along with the Greek word “phileo” in the English versions
of the Bible. There is a mgor difference between “agape” and “phileo.” God' s love is “Agape”
which only thasewhoarebornagain of Godcan passess It isGod' slove manifesting through those
who are cildren of God.

“Phileo,” isnatural human love, thekind d love ahusband hasfor hiswife, thekind d love
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amother hasfor her children. It isthe highest form of love that natural people have for eat ather.
Whereas God sloveis“agape” thevery love of God Himself, manifesting in Godandthrough those
who aretruly born again of the Spirit.

Therefore, Satan daes not have God' s “agape,” neither does anyone whois not born again
of the Spirit into the family of God. Only God hes God's “agape,” and God's “agape” canna
manifest in the lives of human beings unlessGod Himself manifestsin their lives by His Love.

“Phileo” iscondtional love. Peoplelove eab aher aslong asthey ead med the condtions
set by ead ather. Marriages continue & long as the husband mees the @ndtions of the wife, and
aslong asthewife medsthe mndtions of the husband. When the condti ons of one or the other are
nolonger met, theideaof divorceor unfaithfulnesscomes into the minds of one or the other. They
lookfor waysto endtheir fell owship andeven their relationship. Therefore, “ phil eo” iscondtiondl.

God s “agape” is “uncondtional.” There ae no condtions attached to God' s love. God's
love never changes. God rever stopsloving people. When Christianswalk in Love “agape,” they do
not walk in love by their own power. They are walking in the Love of God manifesting through
them.

Thereisamajor diff erencebetween Christianswalking in “phil eo,” and Christians walking
in God s “agape.” The English versions of the Bible do nd give us the true meaning of these two
Greek words. Therefore, many Christians are trying to serve God by walking in “phileo” thinking
they are doing the will of God. These ae decaved by the Devil, operating in their natural mind o
the flesh. The “god d this world” is operating in their lives from “the tree of the knowledge of
good”

Many Christians* have nat been taught” how to ea of the Treeof Life. Eating of the Treeof
Lifeisnot something you doin the natural, like eading an apple, or banana.

Eating of the Treeof Lifeisa “spiritual experience,” not a “natural experience” In aher
words, eding of the Treeof Lifeis ssmething you doin the spiritual redm, na in the natural redm.
In 2 Corinthians 10:3 it says, “ For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after theflesh.”
Onthiseath we still have anatura body of flesh and bores. But, in Christ we dso have aspiritual
body, joined ore Spirit with the LORD (1 Cor. 6:17).

In 1 Corinthians 15:44it says, “... Thereisa natural body, and thereisa spiritual body.”
Intheflesh we have anatural body, bu in Christ we dso have aspiritua body. Eventhough we have
a natural body of flesh and bores, we do nd operate in the Body of Christ from our natural body.
We operate in the Body of Christ from our spiritual body, which isin Christ Jesus.

When we operate from our spirit (which isin ou spiritual body), we operate by the power
of the Word of God and the Holy Spirit within us. That means, when we walk after the Spirit, and
operatein Christ, we operatein the spiritual redm by the power of Godwithin us. Romans 8:2 says,
“For the law of the Spirit of lifein Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and
death.”

Beingin Christ, Romans 10:8 says, “ But what saith it? Theword isnigh theg evenin thy
mouth, and in thy heart: that is, theword of faith, which we preach.” God sWordisin s.

In 1John 413it says, “Hereby know we that wedwell in him, and hein us, because he
hath given us of his Spirit.” God s Holy Spirit isin us.

Colossans 1:27 says, “ Towhom God would makeknown what isthe richesof theglory
of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.” Christisin us.



Colossans 2:9,10says, “ For in him dwell eth all thefulnessof the Godhead bodily.... And
ye are completein him, which isthe head of all principality and power.” We ae completein
Christ.

When we know whowe aein Christ, we can operatein the spiritual redm rather thenin the
natural redm. When we operate in the spiritual redm, it is not we who dothe works, but rather it
isGodin us doing the works (John 1410).

Whil e eaing of the Treeof Life, 2 Corinthians 10:4 says, “...the weapons of our warfare
are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds.”

In 2 Corinthians 10:5 it says, “ Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that
exalteth itself aganst the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the
obedienceof Christ.” Therefore, wedo nd operate acordingto thethoughtsthat cometo ou mind,
but rather by the written Word of God and the Spirit of Christ within us. We caicd and cestroy
every thought that does nat agreewith what the written Word of God says, bringing every thought
into agreement with the written Word of God.

Youcan ed of the Treeof Life “if youwill dowhat the Scripturestell usto do” But, to ed
of the Treeof Life, we must be led by the Holy Spirit acerding to the written Word of God. We
must “walk after the Spirit and not after the flesh” (Rom. 8:1). The choiceis up to us,
individually, which ore we will follow, the flesh or the Spirit?
