In 2 Corinthians 5:17 it says, “ Therefore if any man bein Christ, heisanew creature:
old things are passed away; behold, al things are become new.” What is 2 Corinthians 5:17
talking abou? Many Christianstoday read the Scriptures, they quate the Scriptures, bu they do nd
have spiritual understanding of what the Scriptures are saying.

In 1 Corinthians 15:45-47 it says, “And so it iswritten, The first man Adam was made
aliving soul; thelast Adam was made a quickening spirit...Howbeit that was not first which
isspiritual, but that which isnatural; and afterward that which is giritual...Thefirst manis
of the arth, earthy: the second man istheLord from heaven.” Thistells usthat there ae two
creaions of mankind. Thefirst credion d mankindwas manintheflesh, cdled“ Adam,” meaning
“mankind.” Then there was a second credion d man in the Spirit, cadled “the last Adam” also
meaning “mankind.

These are two dfferent creaions of mankind. The first Adam was “a living soul,” with a
body of flesh and bores (creded of thiseath). “ Thesecond man istheL ord from heaven,” alife-
giving Spirit (from heaven).

Thefirst Adam was nat spiritual, whereasthe second Adam is iritual. Thefirst Adam was
in the flesh, whereas the Second Adam is in the Spirit.

It is sad that so many are nat teading the truth that is reveded in Genesis 2.7 & 1
Corinthians 15:35-57. 1t has been in the Bible for amost two-thousand yeas. Still, there ae many
teading another doctrine. If Christians knew the truth, their whole lives would change and they
couldwalk like Jesuswalked. In 1John 26 it says, “Hethat saith heabideth in him ought himself
also so towalk, even ashewalked.”

Adam was the first man creaed in Genesis 2:7. Adam was nat spiritual, but was eathly of
this eath with a “terrestrial body” of flesh and bores (which needs air to breahe).

Christ isthe last Man, creaed by God the day that Jesus arose again from the dead, with a
“celestial body” (spiritual body), that does naot need air to breahe. In Christ Jesus, we have derna
life, the same life that God haes (which is cdled “zoe” in the Greek). Thisisthe very life of God,
which was in the Father and the Son from the beginning. In this new life we can enter into heaven
and spend eternity with God.

Why doChristians ill want to liveliketheworld lives, when they shoud beliving like God
lives? How sad it isthat Christians have been so long deceaved by the enemy, na believing thetruth
of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.



A New Creature

Looking at 2 Corinthians 5:17, it says, “ Therefore if any man bein Christ, heisanew
creature: old thingsare passed away; behold, al thingsare becomenew.” Over theyeas, men
have been trying to figure out what God istelling usin thisverse. There ae dl kinds of doctrines
and theologies onwhat it saysin thisverse.

Isthisverseredly true? Arewetruly aNew Credurein Christ? Are old things passed away?
Areadl things beacome new? Y esthey areif we will get our minds renewed uponthe Word o God.
If wewill dowhat it tell susin the New Testament.

First wewill needto get rid of alot of man’ steadings, doctrines, andtheol ogies. What men
have taught over the yeas is a corrupted version d the knowledge of good and evil. The Devil
corrupted the knowledge of good and evil that he once had, and therefore, thase who live in this
world acording to the treeof knowledge of goodand evil that Adam and Eve ae of, they will die.
Two deahswill comeuponthosewhoea of thetreeof knowledge of goodandevil. Thefirst deah
they will experienceisphysicd deah dof their physicd body. The second deah they will experience
iseterna deah in the lake of fire (Rev. 20.15).

Withou the true knowledge of good and evil, which comes from God (given to usin the
inspired written Word), wewill end up lelieving aliefrom the Devil . We need wisdom, knowledge,
and uncarstanding from God, nd from the Devil.

In the beginning the LORD God creaed man, and cadled hm Adam. In Genesis 2:7 it says,
“And theLORD God formed man of thedust of theground, and breathed into hisnostrilsthe
breath of life; and man became a living soul.”

Man becane eathly. Man’sbody wasformed dof the dust of the ground.Man’slife cane by
the breah of the LORD God. By this combination d the dust of the groundand the breah of the
LORD God, man becane aliving soul.

Now that shoud be simple enough for anyone to understand. Therefore if we look ower in
1 Corinthians 15:42-49 we will see an explanation d Genesis 2:7. In these verses we will seethe
diff erence between thase who are in Adam and thase who are in Christ.

Thefirst cregion d man wasintheflesh, cdled Adam. Thesemndcredion d manisinthe
Spirit, cdled Christ. Thosewhoarein Christ are nolonger in Adam (Rom. 8:9). But, we aestill in
thisworld. We ae still “a living soul,” with abody and a spirit given to us by God.

Those who have been ban again are given the aility of Godto know thetruth, andwalk in
the truth. The natural man o the flesh canna know the truth, reither can he understand spiritual
things, for spiritual things are only discerned by the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 29-14).

For those who have spiritual eas to hea and spiritual eyes to see let them recave the
revelation d what God hes prepared for those who love Him.

The first Adam was eathly, of this eath. The first Adam was formed o the dust of the
groundand hed a “terrestrial” body of the dements of thiseath. To live onthiseath Adam needed
the elements of this eath to kegy his physicd body aive and living. Withou the dements of this
eath, Adam’s body would de, andreturn to the eath where it came from.

Besides the dements of the eath, Adam neealed air to breahe. Adam’s life cane by the
breah of the LORD, and withou the breah o the LORD given to Adam, he would de (Job
34:14,19. Thefirst Adam, was eathly, of thiseath (1 Cor. 1545-48).



Aslongasmanlivesuponthiseaththesethingswill benecessary, otherwisethenatural man
of the flesh will die.

What abou the New Credure in Christ? The new creaure in Christ is a heavenly being,
creded by God, d heavenly substance The new creaure in Christ has a spiritual body made up o
spiritua elements. This heavenly body isa“celestial” body. A hearenly body does nat need air to
breahe. It islike the bodes of angels, which live in the heavens. They can appea and dsappea at
anytime. They are nat limited to this eath.

Inall of this, manis dill aliving soul. Theliving soul of man will never ceaeto exist. It can
exist in heaven, oneath, and in hell. It is aliving sou and it will never ceae to exist. Each
individual person is a living soul, with a mind, reasoning, intelled, and the aility to recave
informationfrom both the natural redm andthe spiritual redm. Therefore, the soul of maniscdled
“psuche” in the Greek, “psychic” in the English.

When aperson beacomesborn again, they receve anew spiritual body in Christ. They receve
anew life “zoe” in Christ. Y et, they remain “a living soul,” adopted by God in Christ Jesus (Eph.
1:4).

When weunderstand God,and knov Him, wewill also understandthat Godlivesinthenow
al thetime. God sees everything all thetime. Godisnat limited to eathly time. Godis eternal, and
livesin eternity at al times. For us, here on eath, many times God spe&ks things that are not as
though they were (Rom. 4:17).

Jesus spoke things that were nat as though they were many times. People were heded o all
manner of sicknessand d seases when Jesus oke things that were not as though they were. When
they beli eved thewordsthat Jesus goke, they receved acording to their faith (what they beli eved).

JesuswasaMan, ban of awoman. Mary was Jesus' mother. Jesus had abody of flesh and
bores. Jesus neaded air to breahe. Jesus needed foodto ed and water to drink, just like Adam did
in the beginning.

Jesus was also the Son d God. God was Jesus Father. The birth of Jesus came because
Mary’ s conception was caused by the Holy Spirit, na by aman.

Asthe Son d God, Jesusbecanethe Last Adam, thebeginning of anew creaion d mankind
(Maninthe spirit). All thetime Jesus was dive onthis eath He had bah aphysicd body of eathly
elements and a spiritual body of heavenly elements. Jesus had two lives, eathly life and heavenly
life.

AsJesuswasinthisworld, so areweinthisworld (1 John 417). Asnew creguresin Christ,
we have bath, aphysicd body and a spiritual body. We have bath, soul life “psuche” and spiritual
life “zoe.”

Lookat what is saysin 2 Corinthians 5:17is, “ Therefore if any man bein Christ, heisa
new creature: old things are passd away; behold, al things are beaome new.” At the present
time, Christians have both, the old man o the flesh and the new man of the spirit. We must stop
living acarding to the old man of the flesh and live acording to the new man o the spirit.

Until Christiansleanto spe& thosethingsthat arenot asthough they were, they will remain
defeded by the god d thisworld. We must learn to seethings the way God seesthings and talk the
way God talks. When we live the way God lives we will understand things acerding to what God
says, nat acording to what man says. For man still sees things the way the world seesthings. Man
still walks acarding to the crrupted knavledge of goodand evil that came upon mankind in the



garden o Eden.

Until Christians renew their minds uponthe Word of God, they will still be defeaed by the
god of this world who has blinded the minds of them that do nd believe the truth, which is the
gospel of Jesus Christ (2 Cor. 4:4).

Until Christians gop ogerating from their natural mind d the flesh and start operating from
the mind d Christ within them they will still be cnformed to thisworld.



ThisNew Lifein Christ

Through ignorance of the things of God, Christians are being defeaed by the god d this
world (2 Cor. 4:4). There ae many teadings within the body of Christ that do nd agreewith what
God has reveded in the inspired written Word of God. These teatings of men have made the
inspired written Word of God d none-effed among many of thosewhoaretruly bornagain. It would
takeabookamost the size of the Bibleto show the diff erencebetween the teadings of man andthe
teadings of God, by the Holy Spirit.

As some have said in the past, ignorance has gone to seed. Ignorance of the truth o the
inspired written Word of God hes defeaed multit udes of born again Christians.

The gredest deception that has come into the Body of Christ is nat knowing the difference
between a person who is truly born again and someone who says they are aChristian, bu are not
truly born again. Many of these ae only saved, bu nat born again. What adeceptionthat Satan hes
brought into the body of Christ by the ignorance of those who do na continue in the Word of God
oncethey first head the gospel of Jesus Christ.

Onceapersonistruly born again, the next thing they need to doisto be saved. In Acts 2:47
it says, “ And theL ord added tothe dhurch daily such as should besaved.” When they wereborn
again, they were added to the Church (which is the body of Christ) (Col 1:18). Now it is the
resporsibility of the Church to get them saved (delivered and proteded from the false doctrinesand
teadings of men).

Only those who are first born again and then saved will enter into heaven when they leave
thiseath.Jesus sidinMatthew 24:11-13,“ And many falseprophets sall rise, and shall deceve
many...And becauseiniquity shall abound, thelove of many shall wax cold...But hethat shall
endure unto the end, the same shall be saved.” Those who endure unto the end shall enter into
eternity with the LORD.

Therefore, Satan has all sorts of teadings of men within the Churches today to kee
Christians from knowing the truth. In Hebrews 5:8,9, spe&king of Jesus, it says, “ Though hewere
a Son, yet learned he obedienceby the thingswhich he suffered...And being made perfed, he
becamethe author of eternal salvation unto al them that obey him.”

Eternal salvation orly comeswhen we obey the LORD. Withou obedienceto the LORD we
canna be saved. Salvationis nat complete withou obeying the LORD.

Withou obeying the LORD, we caina inherit eterna lifein heaven. God uses many types
and shadows, to tead usthetruth. Only the truth will set usfreeof the teadings of men that kegps
us from our inheritance anong those who are faithful to the LORD.

Until Christians understand what it means by being anew creaurein Christ they will easily
be deceved by the teadings of men. If wewould understand the new birth by type and shadow we
will better understand the gospel of Jesus Christ.

In 2 Corinthians 5:17 it says, “ Therefore if any man bein Christ, heis anew creature:
old thingsare passed away; behold, al thingsare beacmenew.” Thewords“any man” istalking
abou someonewhois*“a living soul.” In Genesis 2:7 it says, “And the LORD God formed man
of thedust of the ground, and breathed into hisnostrilsthe breath of life; and man became a
living soul.” Man dd na become aliving spirit, with abody and a soul as me tead. Manisa
living soul. Therefore, the soul must be saved o it could spend eternity in hell with the Devil and



his foll owers.

Christians were aeaed “a living soul,” and when they become born again the same living
soul becane anew credure in Christ Jesus. Therefore, we did nd cease to exist and start all over
brand rew withou a past life. No, we remained “a living soul” but everything else danged.

If we aetruly born again, then there shoud be a @mplete dhange in everything from that
we werein Adam to what we aein Christ.

Now that there is a mmplete dange from being in Adam to being in Christ, we must
understand what that means? Therefore, let us use atype and shadow of ancther creaurein God's
credion.Let uslookat thelife of a caerpill ar and a butterfly.

When the eggof abutterfly hatchesit becomesa cderpill ar. A caterpill ar has many legsand
moves abou and lives by what heis ableto ea and lreahe. A caerpill ar islimited by hisability to
crawl upon hslegs. He cana fly like the butterfly that laid the egg that began his birth into this
world. The caerpill ar does nat have any wings.

When a cderpill ar goes through a process of change from a cderpill ar to a butterfly, its
whole physicd being is changed. It nolonger has multit udes of legs. But it does have wings. Now
it can fly (which it coud na dowhileit was dill a cderpill ar).

Now, the cderpill ar is “a new credure.” It isnolonger a cderpill ar, bu it has beaome a
butterfly.

What would happen to that butterfly if it continued to try to live like a ceerpillar? If it
refused to fly, and change the way it lived before it becane abutterfly, what would happen? Truly,
beyondall doult, it would de. A butterfly canna live like a céerpill ar.

Neither can aborn again Christian continue to live like people who are not born again. In
Galatians 6:7,8it says, “ Benot decaved; God isnot mocked: for whatsoever aman soweth, that
shall healsoreap...For hethat soweth to hisflesh shall of theflesh reap corr uption; but hethat
soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.” Regping corruptionisthe oppaite
of reging life everlasting. Thasewhoreg corruptioncould spendeternity in hell with the Devil and
his foll owers.

Thosewhoarenot bornagainlive dter theflesh. They arelike a céerpill ar, crawling around,
living off the world and the things of the world. They love the world and the things that are in the
world (1 John 215-17).

How can you tell the difference between a cderpill ar and a butterfly? Y ou can tell by how
they live. The cderpill ar crawlsaround upontslegs. It canna fly. A caterpill ar mostly li ves off what
is attached to the ground.Mostly caerpill ars are herbivorous, whereas sme ae ant eding. In bah
cases they live off the eath. Some cderpill ars communicate with ants and thereby the ants form
some degreeof protedionfor the caerpill ar.

A buterfly fliesin the heavenswhere the fowl of the ar fly (Gen. 120). A butterfly travels
usually in the daytime when there is light, na usualy in the darkness(1 John 15,6). A butterfly
feeds mostly upon redar from flowers. A butterfly is useful to plants by carrying pallen from one
plant to ancther. Butterflies are productive and nd destructive.

How can you tell a Christian from someone who is not truly born again? Born again
Christians shoud be like the butterfly, living in the heavenly realm, by the Word of God, which
creded al things (John 11-3). Christians shoud be productive, na destructive. Christians oud
havethe atitude of Jesus Christ, na that of the Scribes, Pharisees, and Sadducees. Christians sioud



love one another and help ore ancther, with more concern for ead ather than for themselves. A
Christian shoud nolonger love theworld or the things that arein theworld. In 1John 215it says,
“Lovenot theworld, neither the things that are in theworld. If any man lovetheworld, the
love of the Father isnot in him.”

Those who are nat born again love the world and the things of the world. The love of God
the Father isnat in thase who are nat born again.

Those whoare not born again still ad like the world, and live like the world, “ For all that
isin theworld, the lust of theflesh, and thelust of the g/es, and the prideof life, isnot of the
Father, but isof theworld” (1 John 216).

Godisthe Creaor of al goodthings. Christians sioud be like their heavenly Father. Satan
isthe destroyer of al goodthings. InIsaiah 5416t says, “Behold, | have created the smith that
bloweth the alsin thefire, and that bringeth forth an instrument for hiswork; and | have
created thewaster to destroy.” Theworld isvery wasteful of everything. Christians sioud na be
wasteful of that which God povides (Ex. 1616-20; John 612).

Thereisasmuch dff erencebetween “walking after the flesh” and“walking after the spirit,”
asthereisbetween living like a céerpill ar or living like abutterfly. It isawhoe new way of living,
awhadenew lifein Christ Jesus.

Thecaerpill ar lovestheworldit livesin. It doesn’t know any other way tolive. Thebutterfly
lovesits new life, for it can fly in the heavens and dothings the cderpill ar could never do. Which
life do Christians want to live? Do they want to live “in the flesh” or “in the Spirit?’

In Galatians 5:16,17says, “ This| say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the
lust of theflesh...For theflesh lusteth aganst the Spirit, and the Spirit aganst the flesh: and
these are contrary the oneto the other: so that ye cannot do the thingsthat ye would.”

If Christianswant to continueto livein the Spirit, then they canna go badk to walking after
the flesh. In Galatians 5:25 it says, “1f welivein the Spirit, let usalso walk in the Spirit.” If a
butterfly canna go badk to living like a ceerpill ar and live, why do Christians think they can
continue to “walk after the flesh” and still i nherit eternity in heaven?

Multitudes of timesin the New Testament we ae told that those who dosuch things shall
not inherit eternity in heaven. If we took al the references to those who will not spend eternity in
heaven out of the New Testament it would na take long to read the New Testament from the
beginning to the end.

Satan has bli nded the minds of multit udes of born again Christiansthat they think they have
eterna life, but they aredecaved. They have dready forsaken the LORD andgonefoll owing another
spirit. The teatings of men have made the Word of God d nore-effed in many of the Churches
today.

Jesussaid,“Enter yein at thestrait gate: for wideisthegate, and broad istheway, that
leadeth to destruction, and many therebewhich goin thereat...Becausestrait isthegate, and
narr ow istheway, which leadeth unto life, and few therebethat find it” (Matt. 7:13,14. Why
did Jesus sy, “...few therebethat find it?” It isbecause of theteadings of men whoarefoll owing
the spirits of thisworld. They love theworld and the things that arein the world morethan they love
the LORD our God. The love of God within them has waxed cold. They have gone bad to living
likethey lived before they were born again. They are dead, whil e they think they are doing the will
of God.



The Children of Israd died in the wil derness because they refused to oley the LORD. In
Numbers 14:1-14,it tell sof their desireto go bad into living likethey lived before they were saved
from Pharaoh and the Egyptian slave masters. Therefore in Numbers 14:22,23the LORD said,
“Becaause all those men which have seen my glory, and my miracles, which | did in Egypt and
in thewilderness and have tempted me now these ten times, and have not hearkened to my
voice..Surely they shall not seetheland which | sware unto their fathers, neither shall any of
them that provoked me seeit.”

All who were over twenty yeas old ded in the wilderness except Caleb and Joshua
Therefore, thisis an example unto Christians that they shoud oley the LORD, and mix faith with
the Word of God that has been given to us in the New Testament. Hebrews 4:1,2 says, “L et us
therefore fear, lest, apromisebeing left usof enteringinto hisrest, any of you should seem to
come short of it...For unto us was the gospel preached, as well as unto them: but the word
preached did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in them that heard it.”

Just like abutterfly canna go bad tolivinglike a céerpill ar, Christianswhowant to go badk
and live like the world lives coud de axd nd inherit eternity with the LORD in heasen. In
Colosgans 3:1,2it says, “If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above,
where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God...Set your affedion on things above, not on
thingson the arth.” Joshua and Caleb had their minds and heat set uponinheriting the promised
land. They did na want to go badk and serve the Egyptians. They wanted what the LORD had
promised to Abraham, Isaag and Jaab. They wanted to be freeto serve the LORD with all their
heat, mind, soul, and strength. Therefore, they did enter into the promised land.

Jesussaid, “ Not every onethat saith untome, Lord, Lord, shall enter intothekingdom
of heaven; but hethat doeth thewill of my Father which isin heaven” (Matt. 7:21). How many
Christians are willi ng to give up this world to gain eternity in heaven?

InJohn 151,2Jesus sid,”“ | amthetruevine, and my Fatheristhehusbandman...Every
branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he
purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit.” Thenin John 156, Jesus sid, “If a man abide
not in me, heiscast forth asabranch, and iswithered; and men gather them, and cast them
into thefire, and they are burned.”

In Matthew 10:38,39,Jesus sid, “ And he that taketh not hiscross and followeth after
me, isnot worthy of me...Hethat findeth hislifeshall loseit: and hethat loseth hislifefor my
sake shall find it.”

In Revelation 33-6 Jesus sid, “ Remember therefore how thou hast received and heard,
and hold fast, and repent. If therefore thou shalt not watch, | will come on theeasathief, and
thou shalt not know what hour | will come upon thee..Thou hast afew nameseven in Sardis
which have not defiled their garments; and they shall walk with me in white: for they are
worthy...He that overcometh, the same shall be dothed in white raiment; and | will not blot
out hisname out of thebook of life, but | will confesshis hame before my Father, and before
hisangels...Hethat hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the dwurches.”

In Luke 17:26-30 Jesus said, “ And asit wasin thedays of Noe, so shall it bealsoin the
days of the Son of man...They did eat, they drank, they married wives, they were given in
marr iage, until theday that Noe entered intotheark, and theflood came, and destroyed them
all...Likewisealso asit wasin thedaysof L ot; they did eat, they drank, they bought, they sold,



they planted, they builded...But the same day that L ot went out of Sodom it rained fire and
brimstonefrom heaven, and destroyed them all...Even thus dhall it bein theday when the Son
of man isrevealed.”

How many people were saved when the flood came in the days of Noah? How many people
were saved when fire and krimstone rained dovn onSodam?

In Luke 24:47, Jesus said, “And that repentance and remisson of sins dould be
preached in hisnameamong dl nations, beginning a Jerusalem.” Thisrepentance andremisson
of sinsisfor anyone andeveryone. For thosewhoareborn again andalso for thosewhoarenot born
again.

If anyonewho hesleft the LORD and hesgone bad to living likethe world will repent, they
will beforgiven. Many arelikethe Prodicd Sonin Luke 15:11-32. The yourger son“waslost, and
hewasdead.” But, herepented andreturned to hisfather. When hereturned to hisfather, hisfather
recaved him andrestored him to hisfull positionin hisfather’s house.

If anyonewhoisnat living thelife of abornagain Christianwill repent, they will beforgiven
and receved. The LORD will kegy His Word. Acts 2:21 says, “ And it shall come to pass that
whosoever shall call on thenameof theL ord shall besaved.” Today isnat toolate to repent and
be forgiven. Tomorrow may betoolate for many. Do na wait any longer. Repent and te forgiven,
for the LORD will receve dl whowill repent.
