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Introduction

In Matthew 13:3-9 it says, Jesus “... spake many things unto them in parables, saying,
Behold, a sower went forth to sow...And when he sowed, some sealsfell by theway side, and
thefowlscameand devoured them up...Somefell upon stony places, wherethey had not much
earth: and forthwith they sprung up, because they had no degnessof earth...And when the
sunwasup, they werescorched; and becausethey had noroat, they withered away.. And some
fell among thorns; and the thorns rung up, and choked them...But other fell into goad
ground, and brought forth fruit, somean hundredfold, somesixtyfold, somethirtyfold...Who
hath earsto hear, let him hear.”

Following that, in Matthew 13:10,11it says, “ And thedisciplescame, and said unto him,
Why speakest thou unto them in parables?.. He answered and said unto them, Becauseit is
given unto yau to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it isnot given.”

Why isit given to someto knav the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, bu unto athersit
isnat given? Is God unjust? Is God urfair to some? Is God arespeder of persons? The aiswer to
these last questionsis No, God loves everyone. Godis not unjust, urfair, or arespeder of persons.
The problem is nat with God, it is man’s fault that it is not given to them to know “the mysteries
of the kingdom of heaven.”

Then Jesus said, “ For whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have more
abundance but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that he
hath... Therefore speak | to them in parables. because they seeng seenot; and hearing they
hear not, neither do they understand” (Matt. 1312,13. What is Jesus talking abou? Godis nat
unfair. God hes already dore His part. But there is a problem on man’s part.

Then Jesus explained by saying, “...in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which
saith, By hearing yeshall hear, and shall not understand; and seeng ye shall see and shall not
perceve...For thispeople' sheart iswaxed gross and their earsare dull of hearing, and their
eyesthey have dosed; lest at any timethey should seewith their eyes, and hear with their ears,
and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and | should heal them”
(Matt. 1314,15. The Word of God hed already been spoken in Isaiah 6:9,10.

Isit any diff erent today? Are Christiansblindand canna se€? Arethey ded andcanna hea?
Are the words of men more important than the Word of God? Are they beli eving the words of men
over the Word of God? Something iswrong in many Churchestoday. Something is happening that
shoud na be happening among Christians.

The more we hea what is going onin the Churches the more we wonder, canna they see?
Canna they hea? Why do they teat some of the things we hea in the Churches today?

If their eyes were opened that they could see you would think they would stop dang some
of thethingsthey aredaing. If their earswere open that they could hea, youwould think they would
stop dang some of the things they are doing.

Have you ever asked the LORD, Why LORD? Why aretheir eyes © bind,andwhy canna
they hea? But praise the LORD, for He did say, “ But blessd are your eyes, for they see and
your ears, for they hear” (Matt. 13:16). We caana boast on what we know, neither can we brag
onwhat is happening in ou lives. Godis not arespeder of persons. What He has dore for one He
will dofor anyone whowill believe His Word and dowhat we aetold to do.

But for others, their minds are blinded and they canna see Their eas are ded and they
cannd hea.



Blind Eyes, Deaf Ears
Not Understanding

When Jesus goke of some having their eyes blinded in Matthew 13:9-16,Hewas e&ing
of the Children dof Israd, espedally the Pharisees, Scribes, and Sadducees. Many times whil e Jesus
was spe&king, the Pharisees, Scribes, and Sadduceeswould come tempting Jesus, trying to get Jesus
to deny the truth and submit to their ideas. Because that those whom God hed chasen to tead the
Children of Israd at thetime of Moses were not teading what they were instructed to tead, Isaiah
prophesied, “ Go, and tell this people, Hear yeindeal, but understand not; and seeyeinded,
but percevenot...Maketheheart of thispeoplefat, and maketheir earsheavy, and shut their
eyes; lest they seewith their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart,
and convert, and be healed” (Isa. 6:9,10.

For many yeas, the LORD sent prophets unto the Children of Israd, to turn them from
foll owing theteadingsof men.Y et, they would na listento thetrue propkhets, bu foll owed thefalse
prophetsinstea. Isit any diff erent today?

GodisLove(1John 48). Godwill not dowickedly. InJob 3412,it says, “ Y ea, surely God
will not dowickedly, neither will theAlmighty pervertjudgment.” InJob 83it says, “ Doth God
pervert judgment? o doth the Almighty pervert justice?”

Jesus is the expressimage of the Father (Heb. 1:3). Godislove. Therefore, Jesus is also
Love. To understand God and Jesus we need to understand the definition d the love of God. The
definition d the love of Godisfoundin 1 Corinthians 13:4-7.

The lealers of the tribes of Israd were nat walking in love. They had all kinds of rules and
traditions that did na agreewith what God hed intended for them. Therefore, Jesus goke to His
disciples, saying, “ But blessed are your eyes, for they see and your ears, for they hear” (Matt.
13.16).

Jesus' disciples were chosen by God, knawving the end from the beginning. In John 1712,
Jesus prayed to the Father, saying, “W hilel waswith themintheworld, | kept themin thy name:
those that thou gavest me | have kept, and none of them islost, but the son of perdition; that
thescripture might befulfill ed.” Godawayslooksat the heatsof people. Thosewhaose heatsare
right before God, He will keep them from the wicked ore. But those whaose heat isnat right before
God, their minds can be turned ower to the Devil, whereby they become blinded to the truth of the
Word of God.

In 2 Corinthians 4:3,4it says, “But if our gospel behid, it ishid tothem that are lost...In
whom the god of thisworld hath blinded the minds of them which believenot, lest thelight of
thegloriousgospel of Christ, whoistheimageof God, should shineuntothem.” CanaChristian
be lost? Certainly, if they continue in the things they are told na to do.We ae saved by grace
throughfaith, and nd of ourselves(Eph. 28-10). Y et, that doesnot mean eternal seaurity. Christians
must continue in the Word and the Spirit if they want to oltain urto the resurredion d the dead
(Matt. 24:13).

The New Testament iswritten to Christiansthat they can know thetruth and oliain urto the
resurredion of the dead andinherit eternal lifein Christ Jesus. The Holy Spirit will doall He canto
lead, help, guide, comfort, andtead thasewho aretruly born again. But, Godwill not force anyone
to doanything. Love never forces anyone to doanything.

Godfirst sent HisWord that we might know thewill of Godfor our lives. Then God sent His



only begotten Son (Jesus), into thisworld to show usthe Father, andtead ustheright way to oltain
eternal life. After Jesus went to be with the Father, He sent the Holy Spirit to continue to tead us
all things pertaining to God and eterna life.

Y et, there ae many who havedeparted from thefaith, giving heed to seducing spiritsandthe
doctrines of men. Thisis not God s will for thase who come to Jesus and recave dernal lifein
Christ Jesus. We must continue in the Way, the Truth, and the Life, if we ae to oltain urto the
resurredion d the deal.

The New Birth is only the beginning of a new lifein Christ Jesus. If we do nd continue in
theWord, led by the Holy Spirit we @uldloseour inheritance andeternal life. That iswhy the Devil
has 5 many working for him, to bind the minds of those who do na beli eve the true gospel.

How does the Devil blind the minds of Christians? In Romans 1:18-32 it explains how the
Devil blindsthemindsof Christians. The Devil uses other peopleto teat thingswhich are not true.
(Things which do na agreewith the inspired written Word of God.)

Not al Biblescontaintheinspired written Word of God. Many Biblestoday aretheideas of
men, who have dianged the Word to make it say what they think it shoud say. Therefore, it is
important to chedk everything out with the Hebrew, Chaldees, and Greek. At the same time, word
for word studiesis not always the right way. The only true way to knov what the inspired written
Word of God says, isto be taught by the Holy Spirit (Isa. 289-13; 1 John 227).

Concerning the blinding of the minds of Christians, Romans 1:18-20tell s us that the wrath
of God comes upon Christians, who knaw the truth, bu continue in urrighteousness These ae
withou excuse, for God has made the truth knawvn to them. Romans 1:21 then says, “ Becausethat,
when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither werethankful; but becamevain
in their imaginations, and their fodish heart was darkened.”

We are saved by gracethrough faith, bu if we ae not thankful for all that God has donefor
us by grace and nd of our ownworks, andwedo nd glorify God, Satan will have an advantage over
us. Satan will | ead usinto many areasthat God daesnat approve of. Not everyonewill get into areas
of homosexual adivities, including what the world cdls gay people (men having sex with men,
women involved with women). That does happen with some, bu there ae many other things that
Christians get invalved in listed in Romans 1:28-31. Thase things could also cause aChristian to
havetheir mindturned over to areprobate mind. A reprobate mindis “a debased, a rgeded mind.”

When Godregjedsthemind o aChristian, Satan isableto blindtheir mindthat they will not
know thetruth. These caana seeor understandtheinspired written Word of God, which could save
them and set them freeof the works of the Devil.

How sad it isthat so many born again Christians have their minds blinded by the god o this
world that they canna seeor understand the true Gospel of Jesus Christ. These go abou teading
another gospel, which is nat the true Gospel that Jesus and writers of the New Testament taught.

Thisis srious business Christians need to walk in the truth, be taught by the Holy Spirit,
and dothe will of Godin their lives.

In Romans 1:28-32 it says, “And even as they did not like to retain God in their
knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not
convenient...Being filled with all unrighteousness fornication, wickedness covetousness
mali ciousness full of envy, murder, debate, decat, malignity; whisperers...Backbiters, haters
of God, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventor s of evil things, disobedient to parents...Without
understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affedion, implacable, unmerciful...Who
knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not
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only do the same, but have pleasure in them that do them.”

How isit that there aemany in the Churchestoday cdli ng themsel ves Pastors, Prophets, and
even Apaostles, dang thaose things listed in Romans 1:28-32? Are they already blinded by the god
of thisworld that they canna understand the inspired written Word of God?

What will happen to thosewho dosuch things? What will happen to thosewhofoll ow thase
who dosuch things? Are Christians blind that they canna se€? Arethey ded that they canna hea?
Canna they understand the kingdom of God?

Some say, that could never happen to aChristian. Christiansare born again of the Word and
the Spirit, how can they be deceved?

The spiritual redm isred. Theinspired written Word o Godistrue. Lookat what it saysin
Colosgans 3:5,6, “Mortify therefore your members which are upon the arth; fornication,
uncleanness inordinateaffedion, evil concupiscence, and covetousness whichisidolatry...For
which things sake the wrath of God cometh on the dildren of disobedience” Is not this the
same thing we aetold in Romans 1:18-32?

In Ephesians 5:3-8 it says, “ But fornication, and all uncleanness or covetousness let it
not beoncenamed among yau, asbeameth saints...Neither filthiness nor fodlish talking, nor
jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving o thanks...For this ye know, that no
whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetousman, whoisanidolater, hath any inheritance
in thekingdom of Christ and of God...Let no man deceve you with vain words:. for because
of thesethingscometh thewr ath of God upon the dhildren of disobedience...Benot yetherefore
partakerswith them...For yeweresometimesdarkness but now are yelight intheLord: walk
as children of light.”

When the Pastors of Churches do these things what will happen to the members? Can the
blindlead theblind? If they do,what will happen to them?How blindcan aChristian get beforethey
fall i nto the ditch?

In Matthew 15:10-14 it says, “And he alled the multitude, and said unto them, Hear,
and understand...Not that which goeth into the mouth defileth a man; but that which cometh
out of the mouth, this defileth a man...Then came hisdisciples, and said unto him, Knowest
thou that the Pharisees were offended, after they heard this saying?..But he answered and
said, Every plant, which my heavenly Father hath not planted, shall be rooted up...Let them
alone: they beblind leadersof theblind. And if theblind lead theblind, both shall fall intothe
ditch.” Wherever welookin the New Testament there ae warnings abou foll owing those who do
not follow the example set by Jesus. Jesus is the Way, the Truth, and the Life (John 146). It is
important that we Seach the Scriptures for ourselves and Study the Scripturesto know the Truth.

There ae many, who have gone the way of Balaan. We nead to be caeful that we do nd
foll ow them. Peter wrotein 2Peter 2:12-21,“ But these, asnatural brutebeasts, madeto betaken
and destroyed, speak evil of the thingsthat they understand not; and shall utterly perish in
their own corr uption...And shall recavethe reward of unrighteousness asthey that count it
pleasure toriot in theday time. Spotsthey are and blemishes, sporting themselveswith their
own decevingswhilethey feast with you...Having eyesfull of adultery, and that cannot cease
from sin; beguiling unstable souls. an heart they have exercised with covetous practices,
cursed children...Which haveforsaken the right way, and are gone astray, following theway
of Balaam the son of Bosor, who loved thewages of unrighteousness..But wasrebuked for his
iniquity: thedumb ass peaking with man'svoiceforbad the madnessof the prophet... These
are well swithout water, cloudsthat are carr ied with atempest; to whom themist of darkness
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isreserved for ever...For when they speak great swellingwordsof vanity, they allure through
thelustsof theflesh, through much wantonness thosethat were dean escaped from them who
livein error...Whilethey promisethem liberty, they themselvesare the servantsof corr uption:
for of whom a man isovercome, of the sameishebrought in bondage...For if after they have
escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ, they are agan entangled therein, and overcome, thelatter end iswor sewith them than
the beginning..For it had been better for them not to have known the way o righteousness
than, after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered unto them.”

How doyou knaw if a Christian’s mindis blinded? How doyoutell if the one who clams
to be an Apostle, Prophet, or Pastor has hismind Hinded by the god d thisworld? If they continue
doing the things listed in the New Testament that they shoud nolonger do, something iswrong.

There ae many Christians today, teading that Adam was giritual. They have dl kinds of
Scriptures verses they use to prove that Adam was iritual. Are they blind? Canna they seewhat
it saysin 1Corinthians 15:45,462? Many say they have read the New Testament completely through
a lest one-hunded times. After reading it that many times, how could they read 1 Corinthians
15:45,46that many timesand rever seethat it says Adam was not spiritual ? It is clealy written that
Adamwasnot spiritual. Y et they insist that Adamwas iritual. | believethe god d thisworld used
men to tead their theology, withou heaing from God. The teadings of men have made the truth
of the inspired written Word of God d nore dfed in the lives of many Christians.

Thisdoesnat mean that everything they teadisfalse. Blinding of the eyjescomesgradually,
just asinthe natural eyes. Most people began to losetheir 20-20 visionslowly. But, for our spiritual
eyes, we must repent and stop teadiing thingsthat are cntrary to the inspired written Word of God.
If we do nd repent, God cannat help us. But if werepent, God s truthful andjust andwill forgive
usandcleanse usfrom whatsoever we haverepented of. Repentancebringsforgiveness Forgiveness
brings us into fell owship with God.

Wemust be caeful abou teading thingsthat are nat acerding to theinspired written Word
of God. The Bible spe&s of somewho canna repent. If we mntinue to go contrary to the inspired
written Word of God we oould fall into the trap o the enemy. In Hebrews 6:4-6 it says, “ For it is
imposgblefor thosewhowereonce anlightened, and havetasted of theheavenly gift, and were
made partakersof theHoly Ghost...And havetasted thegoad word of God, and the powers of
theworld to come...If they shall fall away, to renew them agan unto repentance seaeng they
crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame.” Thiswould na
be goodfor any Christian who continues to tead things that do nd agreewith the inspired written
Word of God. This shoud help usto understand, the wrath of God can come uponChristians who
had the truth in urrighteousness

When we dowhat the Scripturestell usto do,wewill know the truth and the Truth will set
usfree(John 831,32. If wefoll ow thasewhoare dready blinded by thegod d thisworld, what will
happen to us? Can we foll ow the blind and still walk inthe Light? 1 do nd believe that we can walk
in the Light by foll owing those who are blind, and canna seethe light.

When we study the New Covenant, and seewhat it says we shoud do, it is goodcommon
senseto dothe will of Godand nd belead astray foll owing thase who have their minds blinded by
the god d thisworld.

Keeo in mind, the wrath of God daes come uponChristians who continue to dothe things
they aretold na to do.God daesnat blindtheir minds. When they continue to dothose thingswhich
God had told them not to do,God hasnochoicebut to turn them over to areprobate mind.Oncethey
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have been turned ower to areprobate mind, Satan binds their minds that they canna seg know, or
understand the Truth. Not knowing and undrstanding the Truth can lead them into deception.
Deception can lead them into dang all sorts of things which are nat of God.

If Godisnot in onwhat we do, we nedd to repent, and return to God leforeit istoolate. If
we find we have been binded by the teadings of men, we neel to Stop dang what we have been
doing. Repent, andturn away from everything that isnot pleasing to God. Then, confessour sinsand
be forgiven. Oncewe aeforgiven, never go bad to that again.

GodisLove, and Heloves everyone. But God will nat force anyoneto turn from foll owing
those who are not walking in the Light of the inspired written Word of God. God hes given usHis
Word that we might know the Truth andwalk inthe Light (1 John 15-7). When weknow the Truth,
we shoud walk in the Truth.



Lying Spirits

Lying spirits are everywhere, even in the Churches today. Satan dces come to Church on
Sundays. In Job 16 it says, “Now there was a day when the sons of God came to present
themselves before the LORD, and Satan came also among them.” Thisis a prophetic message
to the Churches today. When the sons of God (who are cdled by His name), come to Church on
Sunday mornings, Satan comes also.

Satan hasentered into the Churchesand used lying spiritsto lead many into deception.Lying
spiritswork through false prophets. Wherever there aefalse prophetsthere aelying spirits. Wesee
thisin 1Kings, Chapter Twenty-two. King Ahab had many false prophets. Ahab dd na want to hea
from a true prophet. (Those who recave false prophets become blinded to the truth, “by lying
spirits’).

In 1 Kings 22:19-23, the true prophet (Micaah) spoke to King Ahab concerning his deah
(which came because of his disobedience). In 1Kings 22:19-23it says, “And he said, Hear thou
therefore the word of the LORD: | saw the LORD sitting on histhrone, and all the host of
heaven standing by him on hisright hand and on hisleft...And the LORD said, Who shall
persuade Ahab, that he may goup and fall at Ramothgilead? And one said on this manner,
and another said on that manner... And there ameforth a spirit, and stood before the LORD,
and said, | will persuade him...And the LORD said unto him, Wherewith? And he said, | will
goforth, and I will bealying spirit in the mouth of all his prophets. And he said, Thou shalt
persuade him, and prevail also: goforth, and do so.. Now therefore, behold, the LORD hath
put (permitted) a lying spirit in the mouth of all these thy prophets, and the LORD hath
spoken evil concerning thee”

Anything that is falseis not true. Anything that is not trueis alie. Asfor false Prophets,
Deuteronamy 1822 says, “W hen a prophet speaketh in the name of the LORD, if the thing
follow not, nor come to pass that is the thing which the LORD hath not spoken, but the
prophet hath spoken it presumptuously: thou shalt not beafraid of him.” If aprophesy doesnat
cometo pessit isalie. Therefore, alying spirit was operating through the personwho implied that
he or she was a prophet or prophetess

Lying spirits operate wherever they can. Usually, they are foundwhere people do nd walk
in the love of God. When people, including Christians, prefer themselves before others, they give
aplacefor lying spiritsto operate in their lives. Thisiscommon in the world, for the father of lies
isthe Devil, whoisalso “the god d thisworld” (2 Cor. 4:4).

What abou inthe Churchestoday? How many Pastors permit lying spiritsto operatethrough
them? How many Pastorswill tell youthey will do something at a cetain time andthey do nd keep
their commitment. Isthat alying spirit? If it doesnot cometo pass it was not something the LORD
said (Deu. 1822).

Thosewhoaretruly led by the Holy Spirit will ke their promises. If someoneisnat led by
the Holy Spirit, there is ancther spirit in operation. Most likely it isalying spirit.

If apersonistruly born again they have awitnessin their spirit, aknowing that they aretruly
born again (Rom. 8:16; 2 Cor. 1:22; 1 John 324; 5:10). Thiswitnessin ou spirit isGod confirming
HisWord from within our spirit. The same thing happens when aChristian tellsalie. Immediately,
following the telling of alie, thereisasick feding, awitnessin ou spirit that wetold alie.

For many, this experience of knowing they told alie, by awitnessin their spirit starts even
before they are truly born again into the Body of Christ. God knavs thase who are His own, even
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before they are born again.

When we get that witnessin ou spirit, that sick feding, we need to repent, confessour sins
and recave forgiveness It is important that we determine within ouselves that we will nat tell
another lie. Repentanceis the beginning of forgiveness Forgivenessreestabli shes our fell owship
with God. Through repentance and forgivenesswe can maintain ou relationship with God.

Lying spirits operate in the same way as the serpent did to Eve in the Garden of Eden. They
try to get youto doyour own will , and ke someone other than what God danned for your life. The
serpent told Eve alie andsaid, “... Yeshall not surely die” (Gen. 34). Evebelieved the serpent and
she de of the treeof knowledge of goodand evil (Gen. 36).

Lying spiritsalwaystell youthat it isok to lie, espeddly if it helps you get what you want.
The moretimesyoulet those lying spiritstalk youinto lying, the eaier it isto override the witness
in your spirit that warnsyou d alie.

Many Christians have overrode the witnessin their spirit so many time that they go abou,
“Speaking liesin hypocrisy; having their conscienceseared with a hot iron” (1 Tim. 4:2).

Thisisaresult of lying spiritsthat have not been overcome by thosewho have nat confessed
their sins, and repented o their lying. There ae many of these in the Churches today, even cdli ng
themselves Apastles, Prophets, and Pastors. They aredecaved, and Hinded by thegod d thisworld.

As Christians, we must try the spirits if they are of God (1 John 41). For many false
Prophets, have gone into the Churches, na knowing it but they are controlled by lying spirits.
