| believe there ae many Christians that the LORD has cdled into the ministry, bu “have
been hindered or deceved by others,” and dd na answer the cdl of God ontheir own lives
personally.

When | wasfirst bornagainin 1979] wasignorant of what was happening in many Churches
outside of the denominationthat | belonged to. | had adesireto tell othersabou what the LORD did
in my life when | becane born again. | withessed to alot of people of what happened when | was
born again.

Through thosetimes of sharing what happened to me, | wanted all that God hasfor me. Being
that | was truly born again, | had a grea desire to receve the Baptism in the Holy Spirit with the
evidence of speaking in tongues. | wanted the Baptism in the Holy Spirit myself.

The denomination| came out of did na beli eve that spegking in tongues was for today. But
the Holy Spirit put adesirein my heat to recave the Baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidence
of spe&ing in tongues.

The desire for the Baptism in the Holy Spirit was © grea in methat | started to get alot of
information on hav to receve the Baptism in the Holy Spirit from others in the ministry. | read
books andli stened to casette tapes onthe Baptism in the Holy Spirit. | wasleaning how important
it wasto recave the Baptism of the Holy Spirit. | was a'so heaing and leaning how to recave the
Baptism in the Holy Spirit from books and casstte tapes.

| started talkingto ather Christiansabou receving the Baptism inthe Holy Spirit even before
| had recaved the Baptism myself. One sister in the LORD in particular was the one whom the
LORD used to help meto understand the new birth and become born again. | knew this gster in the
LORD was nat baptized in the Holy Spirit so | kept sending her some of the information | was
reading and some of the ca<tte tapes | was li stening to.

It was not long after | started sending her information onthe Baptism in the Holy Spirit that
she wrote to me and told me that she went to atent meding in apark and she recaved the Baptism
in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking in tongues.

Christians neeal to get invalved in telling others abou what God is doing in their lives.
Christians neald to be encouraging others to go beyondjust being born again, and get involved in
what the LORD wants usto do.The Baptism in the Holy Spirit is the greaest blesgng a Christian
can recave oncethey have receved Jesus Christ as LORD and Savior.

What many Christians are nat taught in some Churchestoday isthe need for the Baptism in
the Holy Spirit. Unknowingly, that isawork of the enemy among many Christian Churches today.



When we get invalved with the Holy Spirit in our lives, the Word of God beaomes alivein
us. The Holy Spirit “giveslife” to “the Word of God.” Jesus sid, “ It isthe Spirit who gveslife;
theflesh profitsnothing. Thewordsthat | speak to you are spirit, and they are life” (John 663
NKJV).

The written Word of God will nat profit us until the Holy Spirit gives life to the written
Word. This is why Jesus sid to His disciples in Acts 1:4, “...they should not depart from
Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which, saith he, ye have heard of me.”

Before you can effedively dothe will of Godin your life, you must receve the Baptism in
the Holy Spirit with the evidence of spe&king in tongues. Jesus $oke of thisin John 738, saying,
“Hethat believeth on me, asthe scripture hath said, out of hisbelly shall flow riversof living
water.” The “...rivers of living water...,” isawork of the Holy Spirit from your “belly,” where
your spirit islocaed.

At the time Jesus goke of this, His disciples did na have the Baptism in the Holy Spirit.
Therefore, the Apostle Johnexplained thisin John 739, by saying, “ But this gpakeheof theSpirit,
which they that believe on him should receve: for the Holy Ghost was not yet given; because
that Jesuswasnot yet glorified.” The Holy Spirit will bring the truth of the written Word of God
to usfrom our spirit, which isin ou belly.

If we aetruly born again of the Spirit, therewill be adesirewithin usto recevethe Baptism
intheHoly Spirit. Godwill put that desirein us. But men, teading from their minds of the flesh will
tead against the Baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking in tongues. If we truly
believe what Jesus said, that desire will be in ou spirit. Remember, Jesus sid in Mark 16:17,
“...these signs $all follow them that believe...they shall speak with new tongues...” If youare
truly born again, the desire to spek in tongues will bein you,in your spirit.

Many Christians do nd understand this and they go abou teading what they have head
other men tead. They get into error, and they hinder the Holy Spirit from working in their lives.
Withou the Baptism in the Holy Spirit, we canna effedively dothe will of Godin ou lives.

First, westart by recevingthe Holy Spirit ourselves. Thenwehelp atherstorecevetheHoly
Spirit. Thisisthe beginning of fulfilli ng the cdl of God on ou lives.

Called by God

What many Christians today do not understand is that the truth of the Word of God will
aways prevail over the doctrines of men. Those who desire the truth shoud pay attention to the
witnessof Godwithin their spirit. When you have adesire for truth within you, do néstop,and do
not let anyone talk you ou of foll owing that desire within you.

In Mark 4:13-20, Jesus explained how that the Devil will try to take avay thedesirein your
heat. Even after youareborn again, the Devil will try to stop youfrom receving the Baptism in the
Holy Spirit.

Even after you have recaved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit the Devil will try to stop you
from teading the truth from the Word of God.

If Satan cannat stop you from becoming born again, he will try to stop you from receving
the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. If he caana stop you from receving the Baptism in the Holy Spirit,



hewill try to stopyoufrom entering into thework of the ministry you have been cal ed to. When you
enter into the cdl of God onyour life, Satan’s final attempt to stop you from fulfilling the cdl of
Godonyour lifewill be*...the caresof thisworld, and thedecetfulnessof riches, and thelusts
of other thingsenteringin...” (Mark 4:19).

Bevery caeful of thislast attempt of Satan to stopyoufrom fulfilli ngthe cdl of God onyour
life. If you will natice in the New Testament, Balaam is mentioned among those whom Satan
stopped from fulfilli ng the cdl of God on hislife (2 Peter 2:15; Jude 1:11; Rev. 2.14). What wasiit
that the Devil used to stop Balaan? In 2 Peter 2:15 it says, that Balaan “...loved the wages of
unrighteousness” The wages of unrighteousnessare money and the material things of thisworld.

Then also the New Testament speaks of Judas Iscaiot (cdled the son d Perdition). Satan
stopped Judas Iscariot from fulfilli ng the cdl of God on hslife (John 134, 1712, 2 Thess 2:3,4).
How did the Devil stop Judas Iscariot? The Devil got Judasto “desire money” and Judas becane a
thief.

Lookat what it saysabou thase in the ministry today that put their hands onthe money that
isto beused for thework of theministry. In 2Thessalonians 2:3,4it says, “ L et no man decaveyou
by any means: for that day shall not come, except there mwmearfalling away first, and that man
of sin be revealed, the son of perdition...Who gpposeth and exalteth himself above all that is
called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing
himself that heis God.”

Careful study of thewritten Word of Godwill reved that 2 Thessalonians 2:3,4is ge&ing
of today. Many are standing in the pulpit raising money, using the words “ God told me eveyone
here shoud gvea certain amourt of money...” Know this, in the New Covenant, God daesnot use
othersto tell uswhat God saysto usindividualy. God spe&ksto usindividually from our spirit.

Today, there aemany whom Satan hasdeceved by theteadingsof men,andthey havegone
theway of Balaam and Judas Iscaiot. They take the pasition o a minister of the Gospel, and stand
in the pulpit (asthough they are God, raising money to dothe work of the ministry). Many of these
have been deceved by “...the cares of thisworld, and the decetfulnessof riches, and the lusts
of other thingsentering in...” (Mark 4:19).

Many will say it takesmoney to spread the Gospel, whereby they get into grea error. Money
is nat the answer, the anainting isthe answer to dang the work of the ministry (Zedh. 4:6). Jesus
said, “...upon thisrock | will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail aganst
it” (Matt. 1618). Money is nat “the Rock,” that Jesus was geking of.

Oncethe “sonsof perdition” havetaken all your time andall your money, they will nolonger
have any need of you.When youaredown and ou, they will tell youto go to theworld’'s s/stem for
help.

Intruth, it takes*“the Word of God’ and*“the anointing” to dothework of the ministry. God
will supdy the money, if your heat isright in foll owing the leading of the Holy Spirit.

Jesus spoke ébou doing thework of the ministry in John 151-7. Everyonethat isborn again
does have aministry work to fulfill . Everyone must bea fruit in the work they have been cdl ed to.
Otherwise, they could be cast out and buned. Jesus said in John 155,6,“1 am thevine, yeare the
branches: Hethat abideth in me, and | in him, thesamebringeth forth much fruit: for without
meye @an do nothing..If aman abidenot in me, heiscast forth asa branch, and iswithered,;
and men gather them, and cast them into thefire, and they are burned.”



There are many ways to bea fruit in the ministry work we ae cdled to. Just like afruit
beaing tree we must first grow and mature before we can bea fruit. This processof growing and
maturing involves spending time in the Word and in prayer. It also involves gending time doing
what we know to doaswe grow in wisdom, knowvledge, and unarstanding of the working of Holy
Spirit from within us.

The Holy Spirit works by the anointing within ead individual Christian. We recave the
anointingwhenwe aebornagain, bu it usually doesnot manifest urtil after werecevethe Baptism
in the Holy Spirit.

From the time we receve the Baptism in the Holy Spirit we start to recognize the working
of theHoly Spirit within us. We must pay attentionto what comesfrom our spirit to know wherethe
LORD isleaing us. Theleading of the Holy Spirit is very important in the lives of Christians. In
Romans 8:14 it says, “For asmany as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.”

It is when Christians do nd reaognize the leading of the Holy Spirit within them that the
Devil getsthem to follow hisplan. Just asthe Devil used aserpent to get Eve, andthen he used Eve
to get Adam, hewill try to use othersaroundyouto ke youfrom fulfilli ng the cdl of God onyour
life.

Itisvery helpful to be aound aherswhoare more matureinthe LORD to gainthe necessary
wisdom, knowledge, and uncderstanding of spiritual things, that will help youtofulfill t he cdl of God
onyour life.

The Body of Christ shoud be working together, helping ead anather to dothe work of the
ministry. You can lean from those who are more mature in the work of the ministry (not by natural
means, bu by the anainting that is operating through them).

Thetrue anointing uponsomeone whois more maturein the LORD will always affed thase
aroundthem. But, be avare of thase who do nd have atrue anointing from the LORD (you will
know them by their fruits). If they are moreinterested in “you helping them,” than they arein “them
helping you,” thereis omething wrong. We ae dl cdledto be servantsto the LORD andthewhole
body of Christ. We ae nat cdled to be served by others. The wrong attitude identifies a wrong
spirit.

We aenat here to buld ou own ministry. We ae here to help athers become disciples of
Jesus Christ, and go forth and dothe work of the ministry themselves.

When we have the right attitude toward the work of the ministry (making disciples of all
nations), then the Holy Spirit will i ncrease the anointing upon ou lives. Thetrue anointing will not
increaseif we aenat doing thework of theministry. When Christians have thewrong attitude ébout
the ministry work, it will hinder the anointing, and they will not bea much fruit in the kingdom of
God.

Satan has filled many Churches today with the wrong attitude toward the work of the
ministry. The dtitude of many today is “how to buld their ministry” (using money as the way to
obtain that which they desire). When money becomes more important than hel ping others to fulfill
the cdl of God ontheir lives, Satan has them right where he wants them.

The Holy Spirit will not have fell owship with the works of darkness In 2 Corinthians 6:14-
18it tellsus, “ Be yenot unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath
righteousnesswith unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?.. And
what concord hath Christ with Belial? o what part hath he that believeth with an



infidel?.. And what agreement hath thetemple of God with idols? for yeare thetemple of the
living God; as God hath said, | will dwell in them, and walk in them; and | will betheir God,
and they shall bemy people...Wherefore comeout from among them, and beye separ ate, saith
theLord, and touch not theunclean thing; and | will recave you...And will be a Father unto
you, and yeshall bemy sonsand daughters, saith theL ord Almighty.” An unkeliever isanyone
who does not believein andtrust in the LORD and the Holy Spirit. They believein andtrust in the
world's g/stem of money and material things.

When Spirit-fill ed Christians turn to money to dothe work of the ministry, Satan has a
certain amourt of control in what they do. The more @ntrol Satan has over aministry, the lessyou
will seethetrue anainting of the Holy Spirit manifest. Y et, the wurterfeit will continueto manifest.

Do na give placefor the Devil in your life. Do na trust in money to buld your ministry.
Trust in the Holy Spirit to work from within you, andto supgy al your needs. God s faithful and
will nat let His onsand daughtersbe deceved if they will kego uptheir fell owship with the Father,
the Word, and the Holy Spirit.

Everything God daesin ou lives gartsfrom asmall beginning, and grows and matures until
it becomes fruitful in the work of the ministry. But, be avare of the snare of the Devil, you dan't
need to clean toil ets for someone to prove you are awilli ng vessel to dothe work of the ministry.

Youmust lean the leading of the Holy Spirit. Youlean how to dothe work of the ministry
by doing what the Holy Spirit leads youto do, nd what men tell youto do.

Men walk after the flesh. The Holy Spirit leads you to walk after the Spirit.

One day while | was working (not reading or studying the Word), it came from my spirit,
“When the sons of God come before the LORD, Sdan comesalso.” | foundthat in Job 1:6. When
Christians come together in Churches to worship the LORD, Satan comes aso, to get Christiansto
operate in the flesh, rather than in the Spirit.

Once Satan can get the leaders of the medings to look at the different ways they can
acompli sh more by the natural means, he getsthem to stoptrusting inthe Holy Spirit, and dothings
the way the world dces things.

Then, | understood hav that Satan gets Christiansto walk in theflesh and nd fulfill t he cdl
of God ontheir lives. Satan pusthoughtsin the minds of those whom God cdl ed into the ministry,
and gets them to find ways to get othersto “help them build their ministry,” rather than trust in the
leading of the Holy Spirit.

The Bible teades that we must be led by the Holy Spirit in the New Covenant, na be
controlled by the flesh (Gal. 5:16,17, 25. If we go to foll owing the ways of many Churches today,
wewill not fulfill the cdl of God on oulives. Wemust leanto foll ow theleading of the Holy Spirit
in everything we do.

Wemust al start somewherein dang thework of the ministry. We start with what we have
avail able to us. We start by realing and studying the Word of God, and praying in the Spirit. The
more we read and study the Word and the more we pray in the Spirit the more we will become
sensitive to the leading of the Holy Spirit within us.

We start by telli ng others what we learn “and knaw is truth from the Word of God’ and
“what the LORD isdoingin ou lives persondly.” Then find sources of materialsthat are avail able
and use them to share with athersthe truth of the Word of God. The more time we spend studying
the Word of God and praying in the Spirit, the more the Holy Spirit will | ead us and guide usto be



faithful in reating others for the LORD.

What | have learned by studying the Word of God and praying in the Spirit will help many
Christians today “to come out from among thase who are kegoing them from fulfilli ng the cadl of
God ontheir lives’ and “get going in the work of the ministry the LORD has cal ed them to do”

We must lean to “walk by faith” and “beled by the Holy Spirit,” then we can dothe work
of the ministry the LORD has cdled usto do.

Hands For Jesus, Inc. hastwo Web sitesonthe Internet. On these Web sites are many books
that can help atherslean theleading of the Holy Spirit and knav what is of Godandwhat is of man.
All the books on these Web sites are free There ae many Mini-Books with testimonies that will
inspire othersto believe God, and experiencethe work of the Holy Spirit within themselves.

Thisisagrea start in spreading the truth of the Word of God avail able to anyone who will
download these books, study them for themselves, then E-mail them to athers. Asthese books are
E-mail ed to athers, the Holy Spirit can work with them and encourage them to get involved in the
work of theministry. All over theworld, people can cometo the LORD and bkecomeborn again and
baptized in the Holy Spirit by reading these books.

As we beame faithful to spread the gospel to athers, the anointing of the Holy Spirit will
increasein ou lives. Asthe anainting increases and the knowledge of the Word increases, the Holy
Spirit will move uponthose who arefaithful to write their own books and start sending them out all
over the world.

It takesthe anointing. The anointingwill comeif we aefirst faithful to takewhat isavail able
to us and wse it to read athers.

TheHoly Spirit anaintsthosewhoarefaithful in thelittl ethings, andincreasesthe anointing
asthey arefaithful inwhat Hegivesthem. It islike asee. It must first be planted in goodsoil. Then
it must be watered, and given foodto grow. After sometimeit will become fully grown andthen it
also will bea fruit, and reproduce other seals, to start other plants.

It isimportant that we do nd negled the cdl of God on oulives. It isimportant that we do
not let others hinder us from fulfilli ng the cdl of God on oulives. Jesus sid, “ Not every onethat
saith untome, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but hethat doeth the will
of my Father which isin heaven” (Matt. 7:21).

The will of God the Father for everyone is that they fulfill the cdl of God ontheir lives
“personaly.” We ae dl cdledto dothewill of God,andwe must study the Word of Godto know
the will of God.We must pray in the Spirit to be taught by God and ke led by the Holy Spirit. This
is the beginning of fulfilli ng the cdl of God on ou lives.

When | first receved the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking in tongues, | was dill
working full time in my own businessof Television repair and sales. It was my own business
Therefore, | was ableto dowhatsoever | desired to do.l would open the businessabout 9:00am, and
then spend most of the rest of the morning studying and reading my Bible. When customers would
comein, | would take cae of them, and then go bad into reading and studying my Bible.

Most of the time, when a austomer came in | would ask them a question, “ how are things



goingfor you? Usually that questionwould start them telling me al their problems. Then | would
tell them, * thingsaregoing geat for me.” “T he LORD isdoing geat thingsin my lifeandHe an
dothe same for you.”

That would start a @nwversation abou the LORD. | would talk with them abou the LORD
andthen givethem abooktoreal, a a casttetapeto listento. | wasnot writing books at that time,
so | would give them books written by othersin the ministry. | wasnat praying for othersto receve
the Holy Spirit at that time, so | would give them cas<tte tapes by others teading on the Baptism
in the Holy Spirit.

| recdl one person who came to get some work dore ontheir Television set. After talking
to hm abou the Baptism in the Holy Spirit | gave him a catte tape to listen to.

After | sold thebusinessandwent to Bible Schod, | came bad to Mil waukeefor the summer
months between my two yeas of Bible Schod. This brother in the LORD found ol | wasin town
and contaded me. Then he cane to seeme and told me, he wanted to return the catte tape | lent
him. Hetold me, bah he and hswife receved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit after li stening to the
tape. He wanted to make sure | got the tape badk, so | could lend it to someone dse.

When things i ke this happen, we know the LORD andthe Holy Spirit arein onwhat we ae
doing. Eventhowh | did na pray with thisindividua at thetime, the Holy Spirit used that casstte
tape to help this brother in the LORD and hiswife to recave the Baptism in the Holy Spirit.

Itisimportant to understand, we start with what we have avail ableto us, and usethat. Then,
the Holy Spirit will i ncrease what we have avail able until the anointing comesfor usto write books,
trads, and make castte tapesor CD’s, or even DVD'’s.

| started with what | had, and then the LORD increased what | was doing. Now | have many
of my own testimonies to share with athersto help them and encourage them to dothe work of the
ministry the LORD has cdl ed them to.

Thereis away that others can get started in dang what the LORD cdl ed them to do.They
cangoto our Web sitesand davnload boolks. Then E-mail those booksto athers. Asthesebooksgo
al over the world, many will receve the Word of God and lelieve becaise of the witnessand the
anointing. Wehaveleaned by experiencehow to reat al over theworld, and spread the gospel into
every nation.

It takes the anointing of the Holy Spirit. The anointing will come when we aefaithful to do
what the LORD cdled usto do.We start where we ae & and use what is avail able to us. Then the
LORD will i ncrease our ability and the Holy Spirit will supdy the anainting, to dothe work of the
ministry.

Satan will sted everything you have. But if youlisten to the Holy Spirit within you, He will guide,
lead, comfort, help, and tead you everything you reed to knav and do.

We belong to the LORD and everything we have belongs to
the LORD. Nothing that we have belongs to us individualy. Everything we have belongs to the
LORD. Wegivewhen the LORD saysto give, andwetry to na give unlessthe LORD saysto give.
All we haveisnat ours, “it isthe LORD’s,” and He direds us to give when we aeto give.

We help those the LORD shows usto help, and dona help those whom Satan sendsto get
from us what belongs to the LORD. It isthe Holy Spirit within us that leads, direds, and helps us
to dowhatsoever the LORD wants usto do.

Christians need to knaw the leading of the Holy Spirit within them. They need to know if it
isGod a Satan working in their midst. When Christians cometogether, Satan comesalso (Job 1.6).
We nedl the anointing to know if it isGod a not?
