If at all passble, get al of the partsof this sriesof Mini-Books. Thereisalot of information
inthefirst partsthat needsto be understood,so that you can recognize the cdl of God onyour life,
and a'so reagnize how Satan works through athers to kegp you from fulfilli ng the cdl of God on
your life.

Many Christianstoday have been cdl ed into some type of ministry work, bu never entered
into that cdl. Many have not courted it as“important” in their lives. Many have dedded to ignore
that cdl. | believe there ae many Christians that the LORD has cdl ed into the ministry, bu “have
been hindered o decaved by others,” and dd na answer the cdl of God ontheir own lives
personally.

Everyone has a cdl of God ontheir livesfrom the day they were born into thisworld (Eph.
1:3,4). But, God can do ndahing to cause that cdl to manifest urtil two things happen in ou lives.
Thefirst thing iswe must become born again into the family of God. Jesus sidin John 37,"...You
must be born agan” (NKJV). God canna doHiswill i n your lifeif you are not truly born again.

Seoondy, youmust be baptized in the Holy Spirit with the evidenceof spegking in tongues
(Acts 2:4). Until these two things are evident in your life, youwill only be deceved and led astray
by the doctrinesandtraditi ons of men. Only thosewhoare God' schildren, andled by theHoly Spirit
can fulfill the cdl of God ontheir lives.

Aswe draw closer to the endtimes, many will be deceved and led astray from the cdl of
God ontheir lives. The Apostle Paul warned us of thisin Acts 20:29,30,saying, “ For | know this,
that after my departing shall grievouswolvesenter in among you, not sparingtheflock...Also
of your own selves dhall men arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away disciples after
them.” Thenin 2 Timothy 4:3,4the Apastle Paul wrote, “ For thetimewill comewhen they will
not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts dhall they heap to themselves teachers,
having itching ears...And they shall turn away their earsfrom thetruth, and shall beturned
unto fables.”

There are many teadings and dactrines of men today that do nd agreewith the “inspired
written Word of God.” There ae dso many whoarewalking after the flesh to satisfy their desirefor
the things of thisworld. These still | ove the world and the things of thisworld more than they love
the LORD Jesus Christ, who paid the pricefor their redemption. For many, “...the cares of this
world, and thedecatfulnessof riches, and thelustsof other thingsenteringin...,” have caised
them to become deceved, andthey have led many away, foll owing their deception. Oncesomeone
has been decaved, the Devil usesthem to draw others away from the cdl of God ontheir lives. Just
asthe Devil used Eve dter she was deceved to get Adam to sin, he will use those who have been
deceved to kegp athers from doing the will of Godin their lives.

Until Christians make afirm dedsionin their hearts and mindsto do“what Jesus said they
shoud do;” they will easily bedeceaved. One of theimportant statements that Jesus madeisin John
6:45 where He was quaing the Old Testament Scriptures, saying, “ 1t iswritten in the prophets,
And they shall beall taught of God...” Thosewho do ndunderstand hav Godteadesusfrom our
spirit will easily be decaved by men who are nat foll owing the leading of the Holy Spirit in their



lives.

Thereisno questionin the Scripturesthat “ God desiresto tead His people” the things that
pertain to eternal life in Christ Jesus. Withou life in Christ Jesus we caana enter into eternity in
heaven. Theteadingsand dactrines of men will makethe Word of God d nore dfed to thosewho
foll ow them. Just as Jesus said to the scribes and Pharisees in Matthew 15:6, their traditions have
made the commandment of God d nore dfed.

Theologies, traditi ons, and teadings of men will makethe “inspired Word of God’ of nore
effed in the lives of thase who foll ow them.

We must be taught by Godto dothewill of Godin ou lives. It isvery important that we do
the will of God here on eath, for our eternal life is dependant upon ow obeying the Word of God
acording to what the Holy Spirit teates us.

In thefirst threeMini-Booksthereisalot of information onfulfilli ng the cdl of Godin ou
lives. There aemany things mentioned in these Mini-Books concerning the cdl of God on oulives.
Inthis Mini-Book, | will givesomebasicson hav to recognizethe cdl of God onyour life, and hav
to begin to enter into dang what God hed already cdled youto do.

Called by God

Let usfirst start by understanding God and hav God works in those whom He has chasen
to beacome His Children. God operates in the spiritual redm, and manifestsin the natural redm. If
we do nd understand the spiritual redm, we will not understandthe cdl of God on ou life axdwe
will not be aleto fulfill the cdl of God on ou life.

Anexampleof thisisKing Solomon. Solomonwas chosen by the LORD to be king over the
children of Israd after King David ded. King Solomon (in a drean asked the LORD), “Give
therefore thy servant an understanding heart tojudgethy people, that | may discermn between
goad and bad: for whoisabletojudgethisthy so great a people?” (1 Kings3:5). In many areas
of Solomon'slife hedid na seek the LORD for wisdom, bu did things which were nat pleasing to
the LORD. In 1Kings 11:9,10it tellsus, “ And the LORD was angry with Solomon, because his
heart wasturned fromtheL ORD God of Israel, which had appeared untohimtwice..And had
commanded him concemningthisthing, that heshould not go &ter other gods: but hekept not
that which the LORD commanded.”

King Solomon was not born again. King Solomon dd na have the Baptism in the Holy
Spirit, whereby the Holy Spirit could tead him all things. But today, Christians are born again of
the Word andthe Spirit (John 35,6, 1 Peter 1:23). Being born again, we shoud recevethe Baptism
in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speing in tongues. Thereby, God hes madeit possblefor
Christiansto be “taught by God,” and dothe perfea will of Godin ou lives.

If or heat and ou intentions are right before God, we will receve the Baptism inthe Holy
Spirit with the evidence of spe&ing in tongues. The Baptism in the Holy Spirit gives us “the
anointing” to dothe works that we have been chosen by Godto doin ou lives. Christians can be
born again, and still not have “the anainting” to dothe will of Godin their lives.

Satan has used many in the ministry to tell others, you do n¢ need the Baptism in the Holy
Spirit to fulfill thework of theministry inyour life. That isalie of the Devil, andjust plain common



knowledge of the Word of God will tead us that.

As an example, Jesus was the Son d God from the beginning of time. He came into this
world, “born o avirginand kecaneman,” but that did na stop Him from being the Son o God.He
wasthe Son d God when He was born into thisworld and He remained the Son o Godaall thetime
He was here on eath in His eathly body of flesh and bores.

Y et, Jesus could na do what the Father sent Him into this world to do unil after He was
anointed with the Holy Spirit and pawver (following His baptism in water by Johnthe Baptist).

Before Jesus performed His first mirade of turning water into wine, He said to Mary (His
eathly mother), “...Woman, what havel todowith thee? minehour isnot yet come” (John 24).

Jesus could na do the perfed will of God urtil He was anointed by the Holy Spirit. Then,
even after He was anointed with the Holy Spirit, He muld na do anything unlessGod the Father
authorized it, and the Holy Spirit manifested it. Jesus could na turn water into wine withou the
anointing of the Holy Spirit working through Him. Jesus could na pread the gospel, hed the sick,
raise the deah, etc., withou the anointing of the Holy Spirit.

Jesuswas awaysthe Son d God. Foll owing Jesus birth into thisworld, He could do ndhing
of Hisown ahility to prevent King Herod from having Him kill ed (Matt. 2:7-18). BeforeKing Herod
issued the order to have dl male dhildren under two yeas old kill ed, an angel appeaed to Joseph
saying, “...Arise, and take the young child and his mother, and fleeinto Egypt, and be thou
thereuntil | bring theeword: for Herod will seek theyoung child todestroy him” (Matt. 2:13).
Jesus was gill the Son d God at that time, yet He could na proted Himself. Remember, Jesus
creded al things, andall thingswere aeaed by Him andfor Him, yet He cwuld na proted Himself
against King Herod at that time.

Until Jesuswas baptized intheHoly Spirit, foll owing Hiswater Baptism Hedid na havethe
power to dothe work of the ministry that God the Father sent Him to do.

It took“the anointing” that Jesusreceved beforeHe auld dothewill of Godthe Father here
oneath. Noticewhat it saysin Matthew 3:16,17, 41, “ And Jesus, when he was baptized, went
up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the
Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him...And lo a vacefrom heaven,
saying, Thisismy beloved Son, in whom | am well pleased...Then wasJesusled up of the Spirit
into the wildernessto be tempted of the devil.”

Thefirst thing that happened after Jesusrecaved the Baptism intheHoly Spirit wasthat “the
Holy Spirit started leading Jesus wherever Jesuswent.” Unknown to many, once Jesusreceved the
Holy Spirit Henever did Hisown will of theflesh. Heonly did thewill of Godthe Father. Jesus said
in 5:19,“Verily, verily, | say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeh
theFather do: for what things ®ever hedoeth, theseal so doeth the Son likewise.” InJohn 530,
Jesus said, “1 can of mine own self do nothing: as | hear, | judge: and my judgment isjust;
because | seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father which hath sent me.”

Jesus could na fulfill thewill of God the Father withou “the anointing” of the Holy Spirit.
Neither can we fulfill the cdl of God on ou lives here on eath withou the anointing of the Holy
Spirit. Fulfilli ng the cdl of God on ou lives will never be done by our power or our might (Zedh.
4:6). It will only be dore by the power and might of the Holy Spirit working through us that we will
dothewill of Godin ou lives.

The anainting and the Holy Spirit are the same thing. Jesus was “anointed with the Holy



Spirit” to dotheworksHe did (Acts 10:38). It wasthe anointing of the Holy Spirit that did the work
in Jesus life andthat isthe only way the will of God can bedorein ou lives.

To dothewill of Godin ou liveswe must “be taught by God’ (the Holy Spirit). In 1 John
2:27it says, “ But the anointing which ye have receved of him abideth in you, and ye need not
that any man teach you: but asthe sameanointing teacheth you of all things, and istruth, and
isnolie, and even asit hath taught you, ye shall abidein him.” The anainting is not athing. It
isa“Him.” The anointing isthe Holy Spirit Himself. He, “the Holy Spirit” will tead usall things.

Just like with Jesus, the Holy Spirit will start to work in ou lives from the day we ae born
into thisworld. We will see @idence of thework of Godin ou lives. At that timein our lives, all
theHoly Spirit can doishelp keg usfrom theworksof the Devil while Hedrawsusto recave Jesus
Christ as our LORD and Savior. We must come to Jesus and recave Him, before we can begin to
fulfill the cdl of God on ou lives.

Oncewe aetruly born again, then the Holy Spirit can teat us certain things, so that we can
know the will of God, and then empower usto dothe will of God.

Jesus sid in John 33, “Verily, verily, | say unto theg Except a man be born agan, he
cannot seethekingdom of God.” Until we aetruly born again, we caana “ se€’ (understand) the
reign of Godin ou lives.

Beforewe aetruly born again, we can beacome very religious, and spendalot of timedoing
what we think is of God. But, it will be of noavail to usuntil after we aeborn again. For it will be
works of the flesh, nd works of the Holy Spirit in ou lives. By our own works we caana please
God. If man could please God “by his own works of righteousness’ then Jesus would na have
needed to come into thisworld to save us from the works of the Devil .

Oncewe aetruly born again, the Holy Spirit starts Hiswork in our lives. The Holy Spirit
will start to tead us spiritual things by giving us the desire to study and seach the Scriptures. But
that isonly for our personal lives, na for thework of the ministry. Thework of the ministry and our
personal lives aretwo dfferent things. Oneisfor our benefit. The other isfor the benefit of others.

One of thefirst things the Holy Spirit doesis He gives us the desire to receve the Baptism
intheHoly Spirit with the evidenceof spe&ingintongues. OncewerecevetheBaptism intheHoly
Spirit, just as Jesus recaved the Baptism at abou the age of thirty, we recave the anointing to do
the work of the cdl of God on ou lives.

Withou “the anointing,” we ae dildren of God, bu withou the power to fulfill the cadl of
God on ou lives. When we recave the Holy Spirit, we receve the anainting at the same time, for
the anointing isthe Holy Spirit in ou lives (1 John 227).

InIsaiah 289-13it says, “W hom shall heteach knowledge? and whom shall hemaketo
understand doctrine? them that are weaned from themilk, and drawn from the breasts...For
precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a
little, and there a little...For with stammering lips and another tongue will he speak to this
people..Towhom hesaid, Thisisthe rest wherewith ye may causetheweary torest; and this
isthe refreshing: yet they would not hear...But theword of theL ORD wasunto them precept
upon precept, precept upon precept; lineupon lineg, line upon line; herealittle, and there a
little; that they might go, and fall backward, and be broken, and snared, and taken.”

Thisishow the Holy Spirit teades us, “...with stammering lipsand another tongue will
he speak to this people...” Heteadesus”... precept upon precept, precept upon precept; line



upon ling, lineupon line; herealittle, and therealittle...” Asweleanto knov what isfrom our
spirit and what is from our head, we began to lean haw to beled by the Holy Spirit in everything
wedo.

God never intended man to do the work of the ministry withou the leading, guiding,
comforting, helping, andteading of the Holy Spirit. The ministry work in the New Covenant isnot
to be dore by the might, or power of man, but by the Holy Spirit working through man (Zedh. 64).

Let me share with you hawv one brother in the LORD got started in the ministry. He told it
somewhat likethis: At abou the age of thirty, he and hswife made adedsion, he had to answer the
cdl of God on hslife. Hequit hisjoband pertitioned dff asmall room in abuil ding they had rented
to hdd church services.

That small room he used as his “prayer closet.” Every day he spent at least eight hous
praying in the Spirit. Hesaid, if he could work eight hours aday for theworld, he auld spend eight
hous aday working for the LORD, praying in the Spirit.

For months he was faithful to spend at least eight hous a day, praying in the Spirit.
Everything you can imagine came against his mind. Every thing you can think of concerning what
he shoud bedoing to provide for hisfamily came & him. Thethoughtsin hismindwere constantly
coming against him as he was continuing to pray in the spirit eight hous a day.

At times, thingsdid na look goodin the natural. Therewas nofoodin the house, nomoney
to pay the bill s, etc. Yet, he kept his commitment to pray in the Spirit eight hours a day.

After some months of every day praying in the Spirit, God begin to show His faithfulness
People would stop by the house and give them groceries and things they needed to live on. As he
continued his praying, months and months went by and it seemed as though it was of no avail.
Nothing was happening, except he was just continuing to pray in the Spirit.

Then ore day, a woman whom he knew came and invited him to attend a meding of her
denomination. Now, her denomination ddn't believe in spe&king in tongues, but it would be a
chance for him to get out of the prayer closet for a short time. He dedded he would go to the
medings.

Whil eat themeding, hesat inthebadk of theroom. He had gotten to the meding alittl elate,
anddid na naticethe dderly woman sitting next to hm camein using a autch towalk with. During
the meding, helooked ower toward the dderly woman sitting next to him, and it was as thouwgh he
had x-ray vision. He saw, as it was her hip socket, it had a dark substance aoundthe ball joint,
extending threeor four inches down the leg.

As he saw this, he started to pray, “O God, O God, what isthis? Do Youwant meto pray
for thiswoman? What in the world doY ouwant meto do?” God dd na respond.After awhile he
said to thewoman, “Ma am, you havetrouldewith your hip!” Sheturned andlooked at him, and all
of asudden theword “arthritis’ came out of hismouth. Then hesaid, “it’ sarthritisin your hip!” She
said, “that’ swhat thedoctor tell sme, young man!” Excited, hesaid, “ Godwantsto hed you.Ma am,
may | pray for you?” Thinking “he must mean when he getshome,” she said to him, “Y es, youmay
pray for me!l” As onas esaid that helegoed out of hischair, laid handsupon ker and prayed. The
LORD heded her instantly, and she legoed upshouting and graising the LORD for what God had
dore. Thewhae asmbly got upinwonder. They had never seen amirade and heding likethat in
their church.

Following that meeing, people were heded, and baptized in the Holy Spirit with the



evidenceof spegking intongues. The LORD opened upthisbrother’ sministry that day. He hasbeen
flowing in the gifts of the Spirit ever since heding and mirades happen wherever he goes.

Theanointing comeswhenwe aein communicaionwith the Holy Spirit. Themorewe pray
in the Spirit the greder the anainting for the work of the ministry.

Ancther brother in the LORD said, the LORD spoketo hm one time andtold him, “ If the
ananting leaves you, fast and pray (in the Sgrit) until it comes back”

One way to knaw the cdl of God onyour lifeisto study the Word, andfast and pray in the
Spirit until you have apositive knowing (beyondall doult) what the LORD wants youto do next.
Anytime you have aquestion as what to do rext, “study the Word and gpray in the Spirit” until you
know (beyondall doult) what to do rext.

God leads us by our spirit, na by our mind. What God writesin ou minds comes from our
spirit where God dvellsin us. It does not come from our mind where Satan works to lead usin the
wrong diredion.

Therefore, if you do nd know what the al of God is on your life, do nd go and ask
someone dseto tell you.Do na go to get aword from the LORD from someone dse. God dwvells
in you (in your spirit). It is from your spirit that God will spe& to you and give you a pasitive
knowing what He has cdl ed you to do.

Youmay find ou that all God hes cdled youto dois*“pray.” Intercesory prayer is one of
the highest cdli ngsuponapersonslifeof all the cdli ngs. All throughou the Bibleit tell sabou those
whointerceded for others. Abraham interceded for Lot in Genesis 18:23-33. Mosesinterceded for
the Children o Israd anumber of times.

Intercesgon is such a high cdling that Jesus Himself is at the right hand d the Father
interceding for the whole body of Christ here on eath (Heb. 7:25). The Holy Spirit also makes
intercession for us (Rom. 826,27. In Luke 2:36,37 it says, “And there was one Anna, a
prophetess thedaughter of Phanuel, of thetribe of Aser: shewasof a great age, and had lived
with an husband seven year sfrom her virginity...And shewasawidow of about four score and
four years, which departed not from the temple, but served God with fastings and prayers
night and day.”

Many Christians are cdl ed to the ministry of intercesson. Their rewardsin heasen will be
just as gred as that of an Apostle, Prophet, Teader, Evangelist, or Pastor.

Many who are operating in some of the fivefold ministry gifts today started out in the
ministry of intercesson. Anyone whois Baptized in the Holy Spirit can pray in the Spirit anytime
they desire. Praying in the Holy Spirit is omething ead individual does whenever they desire. It is
oneway you can enter into the anointing, which will t hen move you into another phase of ministry
work inyour life. Youshoud na wait for the Holy Spirit to start you praying in the Spirit. If you do,
youwill never pray in the Spirit.

Praying in the Spirit is your resporsibility, “speging in tongues,” is the Holy Spirits
resporsibility. Thereisadiff erencebetween praying inthe Spirit and spegkingintongues. Actually,
intercesgonis“spegkingintongues,” not prayinginthe Spirit. Spegking intonguesiswhentheHoly
Spirit puts the words in your mouth. Praying in the spirit is when you pray in tongues from your
spirit. Praying in the spirit is you dang the praying from your spirit. Speaking in tongues is you
doing the spe&ing asthe Holy Spirit gives youthe utterance Many timeswe start by praying in the
Spirit, and then the Holy Spirit switches us over to speking in tongues.



There was atime when | was praying in the spirit for another sister in the LORD who hed
been in an automobile acedent. | started praying in the spirit. | prayed in the spirit for quite some
time. At onetimethis sster inthe LORD asked me, “ Merle, isthat all you ae gaingto dois pray
inthespirit?” | saidto her, “ just let theHoly Sprit dowhat Hewantsto do” After quite sometime,
words began coming out of my mouth in English, saying, “ In the name of Jesus | commandthe
eydashesto bethere. Inthename of Jesus| commandthe eyérowsto bethere. Inthe name of Jesus
| command the tear glands to be whole and working. In the name of Jesus | command the eye
muscles to be working properly. In the name of Jesus | command 2620visionin her eyes.” Then,
unexpedantly | heard these words come out of my mouth “ And she will bein church on Sundg”
When | head myself say that, my mind stopped my spirit from praying. | could not believe in my
mind that she would be in Church onSunday. It was abou 6:00 PM on Friday at that time.

That was the Holy Spirit switching me over to speaking in tongues first then spegking in
English. The words just started coming out of my mouth withou me knowing what | was sying
until I heard myself say, “ Andshewill bein church on Sundg” My mindwas not realy to believe
what | heard my mouth say.

Just recently these words came from my spirit, “T wofold victory, Praying in the Sprit.”
Shortly after that the Holy Spirit reminded me that when we ae praying in the Spirit our spirit is
praying the perfed will of Godfor our lives, whilewe ae eifying ourselves (1 Cor. 144,14). Also,
when we ae praying in the Spirit, we ae building up ou faith (Jude 1:20).

When we daify ourselvesand buld up ou faith, we ae preparing ourselves for the work of
the ministry. For it is not us working from our mind d the flesh, bu us working from our spirit,
where God dwvellsin us. The Apostle Paul said he does nat serve Godwith hismind o theflesh, bu
rather with his spirit (Rom. 1:9). Paul spoke of serving God with the inward man of the spirit, na
the outward man o the flesh (Rom. 7:14-25).

As Christians, we must serve God with ou spirit, from the inward man of the spirit, na the
outward man of theflesh (Rom.7:22; 2 Cor. 4:16; Eph. 316, 422,24 Col. 3:9,10. Wheresas, world
reli gions operate from the outward man of theflesh (they arenat born again andcanna operatefrom
the inward man o the spirit).

To know and undbrstand spiritual things, we must havethem spiritual discerned by the Holy
Spirit within us. Thisisexplained in 1 Corinthians 2:9-14,whereit says, “ But asit iswritten, Eye
hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into theheart of man, thethingswhich God
hath prepared for them that love him...But God hath revealed them unto usby hisSpirit: for
the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, thedeep thingsof God...For what man knoweth thethings
of aman, savethe spirit of man which isin him? even so the things of God knoweth no man,
but the Spirit of God...Now we have receved, not the spirit of theworld, but the spirit which
isof God; that we might know thethingsthat are freely given to usof God...Which thingsalso
we speak, not in thewor dswhich man'swisdom teacheth, but which theHoly Ghost teacheth;
comparing spiritual thingswith spiritual...But the natural man recaveth not thethingsof the
Spirit of God: for they are fodishnessunto him: neither can heknow them, becausethey are
spiritually discemed.”

Praying in the spirit, isthe key to urlocking the mysteries of God, and knaving in our spirit
what God hes prepared for us. God hes prepared aministry for every born again Christian. To knowv
and undbrstand that ministry, it must be reveded to us by the Holy Spirit within us.



Being ban again o the Spirit into the family of God makes us enemies of Satan and his
spiritual forces. Being these ae spiritual forces that operate in the spiritual redm, we must also
operate in the spiritual redm.

In 2 Corinthians 10:3,4it tellsus, “ For though wewalk in theflesh, wedo not war after
the flesh...(For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the
pulling down of strong holds;).” Ephesians 6:12tellsus, “ For we wrestle not aganst flesh and
blood, but aganst principalities, aganst powers, aganst the rulers of the darknessof this
world, aganst spiritual wickednessin high places.”

Onereasonfor the ministries within the Body of Christ isto bettle”...against the rulers of
the darknessof thisworld, aganst spiritual wickednessin high places.” If there were no evil
spiritual powers operating in thisworld, it would be the samefor ushereoneath asit isin heaven.
But, we ae nat in heaven, therefore we must operate in the spiritual redm against evil spiritual
forces affeding this world.

| would encourage erery born again Christian to “pray in the spirit and study the Word of
God’ asthe Holy Spirit leals you and teades you that you knav (beyondall doult) what God hes
cdled youto do personaly inthislife here oneath. Then, dothat which God hes cdled youto do.
Fulfill the cdl of God onyour life while you still have time.
