Part 5

In 1John 48it tell susthat Godislove (agape). How can anyone understand hav God could
belove?Loveisnot aphysicd substance, it is giritual. The natural man canna understand spiritual
things. It tellsusin 1 Corinthians 2:14,“...the natural man receiveth not thethingsof the Spirit
of God: for they are fodlishnessunto him: neither can he know them, becuse they are
spiritually discemed.”

Inthispart, let usunderstandthe plan of Godfor usfrom the founcition d theworld, based
upon*“the love of God.” In the Scriptures, God uses types and shadows, symbadli c language, and
figurative speaking. Therefore, we dso use types and shadows to explain spiritual things, just as
Jesus used parables, symbdli ¢ language, and figurative speking.

There is a saying in the world that many have head ower the yeas. That saying is, “like
father, like son.” Thisisatype and shadow of the love of God. God is sirit, andloveis iritual,
but if we seethisin atype and shadow of “like father, like son” we can better understandit.

InJohn 519it says, “ Then answered Jesusand said untothem, Verily, verily, | say unto
you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeh the Father do: for what things
soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.” Thisindicates that Jesus learned what to do
from His Father. We muld say God the Father taught His Sonwhat to do,and haw to doit.

If wego badk into Proverbs 8:21-30,andread with the help of the Holy Spirit (not acwrding
to the teadings of men), we will seehow that Jesus was with the Father in the beginning of time
before Genesis1:2. Jesusleaned abou creding thingsfrom HisFather. Then JesusHimself, creaed
the world and all things we have now (John 110, Cal. 1:15,16.

Jesusleaned, whil ebeing with His Father from the beginning of time. Then Hedid thesame
thing in the aeaion d this world we live in today. God is love, and Jesus “being one with the
Father” isalso love.

After creding mankind in the likenessand image of God, the LORD had fell owship with
Adam in the garden of Eden, where He placal man in the beginning. In the garden of Eden, Satan
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used the serpent to decave Eve, and then used Eve to get Adam to sin. Because that the LORD is
love, and love dways considers others before themselves, the LORD said in Genesis 3:15, “ 1 will
put enmity between theeand the woman, and between thy seed and her sedd; it shall bruise
thy head, and thou shalt bruise hished.”

This is the true love of God, whereby The LORD Himself said He would come into this
world andtake uponHimself thesin of theworld, deonthe Cross defed the Devil, andraise ajain
from the dead in victory over sin and deah.

By Jesus deah andresurredion,He made it passble for mankindto become born again of
the Word andthe Spirit. By thisnew birthwerecevethevery life of Godwithin us. We bemmetrue
children of God (in the spirit).

Beingtrue diildren of God,webemmelike God(spiritual), anew creaion d mankind, being
“one gpirit with the LORD” (1 Cor. 6:17). Being Children of God, in Christ Jesus, we must now
lean how to livein the Spirit.

Inthe beginning of time (before Genesis 1:2), Jesuswasthe Son d God. Godwas His Father
from the beginning. But, the Son d God reeded to lean from His Father how to dothingsin the
spiritual redm. Therefore, God the Father taught His Son spiritual things.

Now that Christians are born again dof the Spirit they also nead to be taught spiritual things.
What we have leaned in the natural concerning natural thingsin thisworld is not sufficient for us
to walk with God. In Amos 3:3 it asks the question, “ Can two walk together, except they be
agreed?” The answer is smple, nothey canna walk together unlessthey agree

Aswe study the New Testament, we will findthat the flesh and the spirit canna agree One
exampleisin Galatians5:17whereit says, “ For theflesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit
aganst theflesh: and these are contrary the oneto the other...” In Galatians 6:8 it says, “ For
he that soweth to hisflesh shall of theflesh reap corr uption; but hethat soweth to the Spirit
shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.”

The spirit andthe flesh do na agree Therefore, we must be taught how to live acording to
the spirit, rather than acording to the flesh. Speaking of the New Covenant in Isaiah 5413t says,
“And all thy children shall be taught of the LORD; and great shall be the peace of thy
children.” Jesuscould havebeenreferringto Isaiah 5413when Hesaidin John 645, [t iswritten
intheprophets, And they shall beall taught of God. Every man therefore that hath heard, and
hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me.”

Godislove, andlove does nat force aayoneto doanything. Therefore, if we aeborn again
of the Spirit, we must recave the Holy Spirit also to betaught by God. If weignore the Holy Spirit,
and do nd study the Scriptures we may not be taught by God. The Holy Spirit does use the
Scripturesto tead from. The Holy Spirit confirms the Word of God when we believe. If wedo nd
spend time studying the Scriptures, we may not beame taught by the Holy Spirit.

Many Christians today have been taught by men, and some of what they have been taught
does nat agreewith the Scriptures. It may agreewith what they believe it says, andin the natural it
may seam as though what they say is corred. But, the true meaning of what it says may not be what
they believe.

God goes by what the Holy Spirit meant when He used men to write the Scriptures (not by
what people believe He meant). What God said, and what peoplebelieveis ssmetimestwo dff erent
things. Just as the Pharisees beli eved they were right when they came ayainst Jesus for heding on



the Sabbath day. They thought they were right, but the Holy Spirit confirmed that Jesus was right
when He heded onthe Sabbath day.

If webelievethereligious giritstoday whotead their ideaof what God said and meant, we
could be deceved just as the Pharisees were decaved when Jesus heded onthe Sabbath day.

As an example, some beli eve today that a person canna become born again withou water
baptism. Careful study of the Scriptureswill reved that the Gentil esat Cornelius’ house were born
again and baptized in the Holy Spirit before they were baptized in water (Acts 10:44-48).

We must not become so returally minded that we caana understand spiritual things. Many
times spiritual things are reveded in the Scriptures using types and shadows of natura things.
Therefore, intype and shadow, the Son d Godwas taught by God the Father. All that Jesusleaned
from the Father He did, to help tead us how to dothingsin the spiritual redm (John 1412).

Faith is a spiritual operation in the spiritual redm, which manifests in the natural redm.
Hebrews 11:1 says, “ Now faith isthe substanceof things hoped for, the evidenceof things not
sea.” Faith daes have substance That is, faith has iritual substance This giritual substanceis
the evidence of things nat seen.

Therefore, faithisnat blind,itisnot somehard headed determinationtorejed all i nformation
andwait for something to happen. That isnot what faith is. Faith dces have substance and evidence
concerning what is not seen at the time.

A few yeas ago a preacher was trying to cast a demon ou of a dild. The dild had a
condtionwhereit seamed hewould go ou of hismind.In trying to cast the demon ou of thischild,
the preadier sat uponthe child to hdd him down while he mommanded the demonto leave. Asa
result, the dild suffocated and ded. This preader thought he knew how to cast out ademon, bu
God was nat in onwhat he was doing. It takes faith to cast out a demon. Faith operates in the
spiritual redm, na thenatural redm. Sitting ona childto hdd them down whil e cating out ademon
isnaot operating in faith.

Faithworksby words gpoken, nd by physicd force Wordsare spirit, andthey operateinthe
spiritual redm. Christians must be “taught by God” how to live by faith. God can use Christiansto
tead others giritual things but, the end results must be aspiritual operationin the spirit redm, na
anatural operationin the natural redm.

God never usesforcein the spiritual redm. Godislove, and God operates by HisWord and
the anointing of the Holy Spirit. These two working together producethe faith that causes changes
in the natural redm.

Yeasago asister inthe LORD had atooth that was causing pain. She mentioned to me that
she had pain in atooth and had gone to a dentist. An x-ray was taken and she was told she had a
hairline dad in oretooth. Her choicewasto haveit pulled, a have aroot canal dore.

She did na have any work dore on her toath by the dentist. When she told me what the
dentist told her, | prayed for her. | simply laid my hand on ler face ad commanded heding in that
tooth “in Jesus name.” That was yeas ago, and she has not had atoothadhe in that tooth since

Faith is a spiritual operation, by the anointing of the Holy Spirit and words oken. Faith
never usesforce Faith operatesin the spiritual redm, nat the natural redm. Thosewho are baptized
in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of spegking in tongues have the anointing of the Holy Spirit
within them. The anointing flows from one person to another when we lay hands uponthe one we
are praying for.



This is the instructions given to us by Jesus in Mark 16:17,18.Jesus sid, “...these signs
shall follow them that believe; In my name...they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall
recover’” (Mark 16:17,18. Thisisaspiritual operation, nd anatural operation.

Theworld operatesinthe natural redm, using natural thingsto acempli sh what they desire.
God operatesin the spiritual redm, using the anointing and Words to acampli sh what He desires.

To live by faith, we must do things the way God daes things, not the way the world dces
things. If we ae born o the Spirit, we shoud aso walk in the Spirit (Gal. 5:25).

Jesus wastaught by Godthe Father, how to walk andliveinthe Spirit. Then Jesus cameinto
thisworld, ban o the Holy Spirit andawoman. Helived asaManintheflesh, bu walked after the
Spirit rather than after the flesh.

Whil e Jesus was here on eath as the Son d Man, he did the things that His Father taught
Him. One thing the Father taught Jesus was how to be led by the Holy Spirit in everything He did.
Jesus made referenceto this when He said in John 828 that He spoke those things that His Father
taught Him.

Jesustaught His disciplesalot abou faith, bu could na tead them very much abou being
led by the Holy Spirit, because they did na have the Holy Spirit dwelling in them at that time.
Therefore Jesus said to them in John 1612,13,“1 have yet many thingsto say unto you, but ye
cannot bear them now...Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, iscome, he will guideyou into
all truth: for heshall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak:
and he will shew you thingsto come.”

By this we seethat Jesus was teading His disciples faith (how to live by faith). But, Jesus
could na tead His disciples how to beled by the Holy Spirit.

The Holy Spirit, Himself, will tead us how to beled by the Spirit. By this we can seethe
saying, “like father, like son,” seemsto be the way God teadies a so.

Thisis God s plan for His Children here oneath. We aeto be taught by God, nd by man
(1 John 227). Men can teat us ©me things, bu the way to live by faith and walk after the Spirit
will be taught by the Holy Spirit.

Thereisalot that Christians should lean from the Holy Spirit that will help them in their
lives here on eath. That is why Jesus made mention d thisin John 645, saying, “It iswritten in
the prophets, And they shall beall taught of God...”

God the Father taught His Son haw to live in the Spirit and dothingsin the spiritual redm.
Then Jesus came and dd what the Father had taught Him.

When Christians beaome born again of the Holy Spirit, they shoud desire to receve the
baptism in the Holy Spirit, which is also the anointing of the Holy Spirit. Once they receave the
baptism in the Holy Spirit, the anointing within them will begin to tead them how to live in the
spirit and beled by theHoly Spirit. Thereisadiff erencebetween walking after theflesh andwalking
after the Spirit (Gal. 5:16,17).

In May of 1981 | recaeved the baptism in the Holy Spirit. Within weeks, the Holy Spirit
began spe&ing to mefrom my Spirit. | wasin asituationwhere |l needed $3,000within two to three
weeks. | only had abou $600at the time.

On Tuesday of the last week of May, words came from my spirit, saying, “ send (o]}
hunded ddlars.” That wasabou noonthat day. Immediately, | said to the LORD, “L ORD, | dorit
haveone hunded ddlars to spare.”



Somehow | just knew that was the LORD spe&king to me from my spirit. | canna explain
how | knew it wasthe LORD, bu it wasinstant knowledge. Just as sonasthewords camefrom my
spirit to send ore hunded ddlarsto a cetain personin the ministry, | spoke to the LORD, saying,
“L ORD, | don't haveone hunded ddlars to spare.”

The next day, abou noon,from my spirit came the samewords, “send _ oe hunded
ddlars!” | said, “L ORD, | dorit haveone hunded ddlars to send, | neal threethousand ddlars
by the fifteenth of June, if | hadit, Youknow | would send it.”

Again, on Thursday about noon,from my spirit came the same words, “send o
hunded ddlars!” Thistimel answered, “L ORD, I’ Il sendthemoney, but Youwill haveto take are
of the threethousand ddlars | need by the fifteenth of June.”

| wrote out the dhedk andwent to the corner mail box andmailed it. When | was entering the
doa to the shopthe telephore was ringing. | got one phore cdl after anather for servicework.

By thefifteenth of June | had over threethousand ddlars. By thefirst of July | had ancther
onethousand ddl ars, and by the end d July | tookin abou fivethousand ddl ars morethan any yea
previous during thase threemonths.

The Holy Spirit was teating me one way to receve money when we aein need. That way
is by giving into the ministry work that the LORD has others doing. When we give by the leading
of the Holy Spirit from within us, God will i ncrease our income to cover all our needs.

What the Holy Spirit wasteading me & that timeisnot the way theworld daesthings. The
world does not understand that by giving to athers the LORD can cause an increasein ou income
to help uswhen we have anedl. That iswhat the Bibletell susin Deuteronamy 8:18. God wants to
blessus financially for giving into the work of the LORD.

Godislove, and love gives to those whom they love. When there is a need, love gives to
those in need. God proved that when He saw the need for mankind to be set freeof sin and deah.
When Adam and Eve sinned in the garden of Eden, the LORD said Hewould comeinto thisworld,
born of awoman, and set mankind freeof the sin and deah that entered into the human race The
LORD saw the need, and becaise of His love for us, He paid the price for our sins, and made it
possble for us to become true dnildren of God in Him. That is the true love of God, which dces
manifest in the lives of those who love God.

Likefather, like son,the Holy Spirit comesinto ou livesto tead ushow tolivein the spirit.
There are many things that we need to learn abou living in the spirit that is different from living in
the flesh. Eadch o these things the Holy Spirit will tead us Himself.

Godthe Father taught His Son haw to creae dl things. Then the Son creaed thisworld and
al that isinthisworld. John 110 says, “Hewasin theworld, and the world was made by him,
and the world knew him not.” The Son d God first creaed this world, then He cane into this
world to dfer to us eternal lifein Him.

John1:11,12says, “Hecameunto hisown, and hisown received him not...But asmany
asrecdved him, to them gave he power to beaome the sons of God, even to them that believe
on hisname.” Did you ndice, Heonly gave the power to become sons of Godto thosewho kelieve
onHisname? Why? Because Godislove andwill not force anyoneto receve Jesus astheir LORD
and Savior. But, for those who docome to Him, He will not refuse to receve them (John 637).

Godislove, andwhat we canna do, God daesfor us. We caana, of our own ability become
children of Godtherefore, God made usanew credurein Christ Jesus. It saysinJohn 113,“W hich



were born, not of blood, nor of thewill of the flesh, nor of thewill of man, but of God.” God
did it for us. That shows how much God loves us.

But, did you ndicethat the same God who made us a new credure in Christ Jesus, is the
same God who will tead us al things pertaining to living in the Spirit? God the Father taught His
Son how to live and dothingsin the spirit. Now, that we ae dildren of God in the spirit, the Holy
Spirit teates us how to livein the spirit. “Like father, like son,” our teader is the same one who
made us new creauresin Christ Jesus.

Thereis © muchtolean concerning “how to livein the spirit,” that we need to be taught by
the Holy Spirit Himself. Men canna teat ushow to livein the spirit. But the Holy Spirit can tead
us how to livein the spirit.

Many times, men try to tead us how to live in the spirit, and they end upteading us how
to operate in the false operations of the spirit. Men tead Christians how to prophesy falsely. Some
tead Christians how to receve false words of knowledge. Some tead al sorts of false spiritual
operations and say it is God.

TheHoly Spirit teadesus how to knaw the falsefrom the true. The Holy Spirit givesusthe
gift of “discerning of spirits’ to know the false from the true. Godislove, and dces not desire that
any Christian shoud bedeceved, andfoll ow false operations. To truly know thefalsefrom thetrue
sometimes we nedl the gift of “discerning of spirits’ (1 Cor. 1210). Thetrue gift of “discerning of
spirits’ only operateswhen it isgiven to us by the Holy Spirit, “asthe Spirit wills’ (1 Cor. 1211).

The gift of “discerning of spirits’ operates by an “instant knowing” from within our spirit
(sometimes we will see ademonin avision). It is not head knowledge, or something we lean by
studying the Scriptures. It isa mmplete operation d the Holy Spirit, reveding “instant knowledge”
to us concerning awork of the Devil in thelife of an individual.

When Christians permit the Devil to operatein their lives, they get into false manifestations
of spirits. By a work of the Holy Spirit from within ou spirit, sometimes will receve “instant
knowledge” of the false operation d spirits among us.

Godwantsto teat usall things pertaining to “walking and living in the Spirit.” But, Satan
has snt many into the dhurches, trying to tead things that shoud na be taught.

Godislove. Where God is working their will be evidence of the love of God aso. When
someone clamsto be atrue Apastle, Prophet, Teader, Evangelist, or Pastor, the evidence of the
love of Godshoud manifest intheir lives. Thelove of Godaways prefers others before themsel ves
(Philp. 2:4). By the manifestation d the love of God within an individual, and their concern for
othersfirst, you can know if they are sent by God a nat.

Controlling spirits are never sent by God. Satan sends out controlling spirits among
Christians. Thosewhom Godsendsinto the Churchesawaysprefer othersbeforethemselves. These
walking in the love of God always prefer others first, before themselves. They are in the body of
Christ to serve, na to be served. That is one way you can know if they are truly sent by God?

When a personis truly sent by God, they will be led by the Holy Spirit, na by the will of
man. Their desire will be to help athers “For the perfeding o the saints, for the work of the
ministry, for the elifying of the body of Christ...Till weall comein theunity of thefaith, and
of theknowledge of the Son of God, unto aperfed man, untothemeasure of the stature of the
fulnessof Christ” (Eph. 412.13.

The*...unity of thefaith...” includes havingfaithin God, nd in man. To believethat God



is our source and supgy for al our needs, na man. (Whenever the Bible talks abou faith, it is
alwaystalking of having faith in God, nd in ouselves). It isGod s desire that every Christian pus
their trust in God, nd in man. When we have anee, the first thing we should doisgo to Godin
prayer, and ask the LORD for help in atime of ned.

Jesussaidin John 1412-14,“ Verily, verily, | say unto you, Hethat believeth on me, the
worksthat | do shall hedo dso; and greater worksthan these shall hedo; because| gounto
my Father...And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will | do, that the Father may be
glorified in the Son...If ye shall ask any thing in my name, | will doit.”

“Like father, like son.” When Jesus had a need, He dways went to the Father. He dways
prayed to the Father. Asan example, in John 1141,42it says, “... And Jesuslifted up hiseyes, and
said, Father, | thank theethat thou hast heard me...And | knew that thou hearest me always:
but because of the people which stand by I said it, that they may believe that thou hast sent
me.”

Christians today, shoud dothe same & Jesus did, by going to God when they have anedl.
Pray and bkelieve Godfor whatsoever we have aneed of. That is God swill for us. That iswhat God
wants us to do.God wants to be GOD in ou lives. God wants to be the sourcefor everything we
have aned of.
