It was necessary that Jesus fhoud comein the flesh, ban of awoman, live and de onthe
Crossfor our sins, iniquiti es, sickness diseases, andall our infirmities. Everything God had dedared
from the foundition o the world, was finished when Jesus died and arose ayain from the dea.

There ae some important fads that shoud be known to thase who are cildren of God
through the new birth. These fads, if we know them and apply them to our lives can bring
completenessand fulnessto our lives, here on eath and heredter in eternity.

Some important fads that shoud be known by all who are born again of the Word of God
and the Spirit are asfoll ows:

(1) All things were dedared finished from the foundation o the world (Isa. 44:6,7).

(2) Satan was defeaed before man was creaed (Rev. 138b).

(3) All who arein Christ were dhosen in Him from the foundation d the world (Eph. 14).

(4) Everyoreis saved by gracethrough faith, including Abel, Enoch, Noah, Abraham, etc.
(Eph. 28,9,Heb. 11).

(5) The Holy Spirit is given that we may know all things (John 1613).

Christians neal to knov what the Holy Spirit is reveding to them every day of their lives.
Godisfor us, na against us.



Truth VersesLies

Intheworld, peoplewhoareunder “the aurse of thelaw of sinand deah” (which cameupon
mankindin the garden of Eden), believethat if they do nd fed good, a if they fed pain, they would
betelling alieif they said, “I am heded.” That is one of the biggest lies the Devil has ever told
people living today.

Thetruthis, “heding was completed onthe Crossof Calvary” when Jesus bore dl our sins,
iniquities, infirmities, sicknesss, and dseases in Hisown body, that by His gripeswe ae heded.
If westudy the Scripturesin Isaiah 531-12; Matthew 8:16,17, 1 Peter 2:24,it isclea what Jesusdid
for al of us onthe Crossof Calvary.

Therefore, God being willi ng to make ashow of Satan and all his demons, dedared “the
Lamb slain from the foundation of the world” (Rev. 138). Throughou the Scriptures, God
reveded the lies of the Devil, such asin Isaiah 4325,26,where it says, “|I even | am he that
blotteth out thy transgressonsfor mine own sake, and will not remember thy sins...Put mein
remembrance let us plead together: dedare thou, that thou mayest be justified.” In Isaiah
33:24it says, “ And theinhabitant shall not say, | am sick: the people that dwell therein shall
beforgiven their iniquity.”

When Christians lean the diff erence between the Devil ' slies and the truth of God' s Word
from the foundition d the world, they can be freeof all the works of the Devil (1 John 38).

Christians must lean how to be imitators of God. What God daes, we shoud aso do.In
Romans 4:17it says, “ (Asitiswritten, | have madetheeafather of many nations,) before him
whom hebelieved, even God, who quickeneth the dead, and call eth those thingswhich be not
asthough they were.” If God cdls*“...those things which be not asthough they were,” surely
Christians shoud dothe same. As me say, “like Father, like son.” What Godthe Father does, His
children shoud doalso.

InMark 11:23,24Jesus said, “ For verily | say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto
thismountain, Bethou removed, and bethou cast intothesea; and shall not doubt in hisheart,
but shall believethat thosethingswhich hesaith shall cometo pass he shall have whatsoever
he saith...Therefore | say unto you, What things sever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that
yerecavethem, and yeshall havethem.” If wetruly beli eve something, weshoud openly confess
what we believe, even if the world daes nat believe us. Even if the Devil does nat like heaing us
say, “By Jesus stripes we are already healed.” God says, that by “By Jesus stripes we are
already healed.” We neel to be speking the same words that God spe&ks. Sometimes, we shoud
dolike Jesusdid to the Devil in Matthew 4:4, saying, “ It iswritten.....” then qudetheWord of God
exadly what it says, By Jesus “stripeswe are healed.”

When it says“we aeheded,” that meansit isaready dore and complete. It isnot something
that will happeninthefuture, it isalready done (evenif inthe natural there seemsto be alot of pain,
and other effeds showing up). God s Word always works when we do exadly what Godtellsusto
do, cdl “...those things which be not asthough they were’ (Rom. 4:17).

Christians: Do na let the world or the Devil tell you, you are sick, or you are not heded.
Isaiah 33:24 says, “ And the inhabitant shall not say, | am sick: the people that dwell therein
shall beforgiven their iniquity.” Do what God saysin HisWord, “...when ye pray, believe that
yerecdavethem, and ye shall havethem” (Mark 11:24). Say, “ By Jesus’ stripeswe are already
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healed.” The Devil andthe arcumstances are lies that the world believes.

Christiansare not of theworld. Jesus saidin John 1716,“ They are not of theworld, even
as| amnot of theworld.” We aeborn again from above (John 36). Wedo nd belong to the Devil
or theworld.

Therefore, do nd let the Devil or the world tell you that saying “ By Jesus’ stripeswe are
already healed,” isalie. It is“the Truth,” and rever let anyonetell you any differently.

Do nat ever say, “T he LORD is going to heal me.” Do nd ever say, “| know | will be
healed.” That istheflesh. That is nat of God.

The Word of God dedares, “By Jesus' stripeswe are already healed.” It isnot because
there are still symptoms of sicknessor disease in your body. They will remain there until you get
your confesson right with the Word of God.

It isnot amatter of when the LORD heded you. The LORD heded youall ready beforeyou
were born into thisworld. It is amatter of “when will you receve your heding?’ Heding isyour
inheritance, by what Jesus did for you onthe Crossof Calvary. It was aready “dedared dore and
complete” from the foundation o the world. So, it is not “when Jesus is going to hed you?’ He
drealy did hed you amost two thousand yeas ago.

The questionis, when are you going to recave your heding? It belongsto you alrealy. It is
yours by inheritance So, receve it now, and do no wait any longer.

Do nat let the adrcumstances change your confesgon. Confesswith your mouth and believe
inyour heat that the Word of Godistrue. God canna lie.

It may take sometime for youto get the Word of God into your heat from your heal. You
may believe in your head, and still need to wait to seethe manifestation in your body. The Words
that you speak with your mouth must get into your heat. Then it will manifest in your body.

Do na think God is not heaing your words that you spedk out of your mouth. God heas
“every word” you spe&k. Godiswaiting for you to get the Word of God davn into your heat. For
whatsoever you believein your heat and confesswith your mouth, God will cause it to manifest.

For some Christiansit happensimmediately, when they confesswith their mouth. For others,
sometimes it takes awhil e, even weeks, months, or yeas.

Why? Becaise some Christians gendmoretimeintheWord andin prayer dail y then athers.
Some Christiansalready havetheWordintheir heat. Theonly problemwith many Christiansisthey
have not been spedking it out of their mouth.

Christians nedl to start spegking the Word of God that isin their heat out of their mouth.
Then they will seethe manifestation d heding in their bodes.

Heding is included in Salvation. Salvation means, “delivered and proteded.” Therefore,
heding is deliverance and protedion from sickness disease, or infirmities. This is explained in
Romans 10.9,10,whereit says, “ That if thou shalt confesswith thy mouth the L ord Jesus, and
shalt believein thineheart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved...For
with theheart man believeth unto righteousness and with the mouth confesson ismadeunto
salvation.” Thisishow torecevethe manifestation d your heding. Confesswith your mouth what
you lelieve in your heat.

Now, there aetwo ather versesthat go alongwith versesnine andten. That is, for thosewho
arealy have the Word of Godin their heat, Romans 10:8 says, “ But what saith it? Theword is
nigh thee even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach.”



For these Christians already havethe Word in their heat. But, they have not been confesang it with
their mouth.

Then there is Romans 10:11 which says, “ For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth
on him shall not beashamed.” Some Christianshavethe Word intheir heat, bu they are ashamed
to confessthe Word in front of others, espedally those who do nd believe.

Never be ashamed of the Word of God (for it isthe power of God urto salvation). Do nad let
thethoughtsin your mind stopyoufrom confessng the Word of Godto recave your heding, which
isarealy dore, complete, and finished, waiti ng for you to confessit with your mouth and receve
what is yours by inheritance

O how the Devil likesto pu thoughts in your mind to stop you from confessng with your
mouth, and receving what is aready yours by inheritance The Devil does nat like Christians who
know what the Word of God says.

When you knaw the truth, the Devil canna stop you from receving your heding. It is nat
knowing the truth and nd getting the Word of Godinto your heat that prevents you from walking
in hedth all the days of your life.

Sometimes, it takes a lot of speaking of the Word of God aut of your mouth before your
heding manifestsin your body. Just kegp onspeaking the Word, over and ower, day and right until
you receave your inheritance Your inheritance was arealy yours before you were born into this
world. It isjust amatter of you knaving what is rightfull y yours by inheritance So, ke speging
the Word o God urtil youreceve your inheritance, and the manifestation d your heding comes.

No matter how long it takes, never stop confessng the Word of God. Thisworks, na only
for heding, but for everything that belongs to you by inheritance

Believe God, nd theworld, nd the Devil, na the drcumstances. Believe the Word o God
only, and nahing but the Word of God.

Do nat compromisewith the Word of Godto please other people. Just explain to them, you
believe exadly what the Word of God says. When they understand and kelieve exadly what the
Word of God says, they aso will recave from God whatsoever God promises’ them in His Word.
Never, compromise with anyone mncerning the Word of God.

Thisiswhat Godsaid we shoud do.Do na doanything el se other than what Godsaid to do.
Then Godwill giveyouthevictory over theworld, “by your faithin Godand HisWord.” In 1John
5:4it says, “ For whatsoever isborn of God overcometh theworld: and thisisthevictory that
overcometh theworld, even our faith.” Christiansareborn of God,therefore, they must overcome
the world by their faith in what God said in His Word.

Speeking the Word of God and believing the Word of God worksfor all areas of our lives.
Satan triesto stop usfrom beli eving when we pray. Heknowsif his giritsof doult and unlelief cen
get aplacein your mind, ke can stop you kefore you recave whatsoever you are praying for.

As an example, in the world, when they discovered how to buld jet airplanes they also
discovered that thereisasound larrier that must be broken to fly at high speeds. When ajet airplane
reates aspeal o abou 700miles per/hou the spead of the arplane caches up with the sound d
the engines (which before that time traveled ahead of the arplane; or faster than the arplane was
traveling). When this happens, the sound causes a vibration in the arplane and all surroundng
objeds. The arplanebeginsto shake and vibrateviolently. At thepoint of breskingthesound larrier
thereisatremendouwsviolent forcefrom both dredionsasthe soundfrom the arplane mmesagainst



the soundin front of the arplane.

Oncethe arplane excealsthe speal of soundthevibrationand violent shaking stopsandthe
airplane travels at high speads with esse. So it isin prayer and receving an answer to your prayer.
When you pray, asking the LORD for whatsoever you have need df, the praying is easy. It islike
asking a dose friend, a someone you knaw very well to help youin aminor task. But, as youthen
wait for the answer, standing in faith, thereisa" fight of faith” (1 Tim. 6:12).

When standinginfaith,itislike dl hell bre&kslooseinyour mind.The spiritual forcesattadk
your mind with all kinds of doult and thoughts that God will not give you what you asked for.
Thoughtscomewith all the dternative waysyoucould goif you do nd get what you prayed for, etc.
This battle in your mind will continue for hous, even for days, even longer at times. Thisis the
battle of the bregking point. The spiritual forces will try to bres your faith, to get you to give up,
to nat continue to stand fast and fight the goodfight of faith. Thisisthe time when you reed to tell
the devil "heisaliar; Jesuscanna lie!" Don't givein to the devilslies, and decetful thoughts!

Oh how wonderful it is and the eae and joy that comes after you kregk the barrier in your
mind, hdding fast to what you prayed for. The battle will be over after the trying of your faith. In
James 1:3,4, it says, “Knowing this, that the trying o your faith worketh patience..But let
patiencehave her perfed work, that ye may be perfed and entire, wanting nothing.” Keep up
your faith and the victory will bewon. Youwill recave whatsoever you prayed for if you continue
to pressonfor the answer, refusing to accept anything lessthan what you asked for in faith. O how
wonderful it isafter the battleisover. But what abattle, when all theforces of darknesscome against
your mindto destroy your faith! Don't give up and lose the victory, reg the grea reward for your
confidence and faith!

Whatsoever you ask the LORD in faith, Hewill doit, if you do nao lose your confidencein
theWord o God.Inthe ealy 1990s | was paying rent onaplaceto runmy printing equipment. The
work | needed to suppy the incometo pay the rent was not coming in.

After afew weeks, it cameto meto ask the LORD to bring in the work. In John 1413,14it
says, “ And whatsoever yeshall ask in my name, that will | do, that the Father may beglorified
in the Son...If ye shall ask any thingin my name, | will doit.”

| walked owver into a corner of theroom | wasin and| prayed. “L ORD, | need some work to
bring in the income to pay the bills. | am now asking You to bringin some work. | thark You for
answering my prayer. Amen.”

From the time | prayed, the battle started in my mind. Thoughts kept coming to my mind
“Youarewastingyour time. The LORD will not answer that prayer...” Thesethoughtskept coming
day and night for threedays.

Onthethird day, when the mail camethere was a dhedk in the mail for six-hunded ddl ars.
The chedk was nt asadown payment for printing books for someonein LasVegas, Nevada. | had
printed abookfor thisbrother in the LORD yeas before that. Now he was asking meto print some
more books for him.

There were afew things that were interesting abou that letter. First of all, it was mail ed to
the addresswhere | had my printing equipment at that time. | had na been in contad with that
brother in the LORD for a number of yeas. How did he know my new address?

Ancther thing abou that letter isthe chedk waswritten ou the same day | prayed. Theletter
was postmarked the same day | prayed. It only took threedays for the mail to get to me from Las



Vegas, Nevada.

All during the time | was waiting for the aaswer to my prayer, the LORD alreadly answered
the pray. It was the mail system that took the timeto get the dhedk to me.

When we pray, the prayer is already answered. In Isaiah 6524 it says, “ And it shall come
to pass that before they call, | will answer; and whilethey are yet speaking, | will hear.” God
knew | was going to pray even before | prayed. God answered my prayer even before | prayed. God
head my prayer while | was ge&king.

Why do Christians | et the Devil tell them that God will not answer their prayer? The Bible
arealy told us, ou prayer will be answered even before we pray.

It Takes Faith

“...God islove” (1John 48). Godworksby faith. GodrequiresHis childrento live by faith.
In Hebrews 10:38it says, “ Now thejust shall li ve by faith: but if any man draw back, my soul
shall haveno pleasure in him.” If Godisnat pleased with ou faith, He canna answer our prayers.
Therefore, we must use our faith when we pray.

GodisagoodGod,andHe does nat ask usto doanything withou giving usthe aility to do
it. Therefore, when we aeborn again of the Word and the Spirit, God givesusfaith to believe. The
faith God gives usis one of “the fruit of the Spirit” listed in Galatians 5:22.

Therefore, Godisjust in whatsoever He does and the way He does things. Christians cannat
say they do nd havefaith. For God knawvsthey havefaith. God gavethem faith when they wereborn
again.

What Christians need to understandis, “they need to pu their faith to work for them.” They
must adivate their faith. They must come against the thoughts in their mind and release their faith
from their spirit (where God dwvell sinthem). Faith dces not operate from our mind, it operatesfrom
our spirit. Therefore, we must cast down all thoughtsthat come against the Word of Godandrelease
our faith from within ou spirit.

Thisis smething that Godwill t ead ushow to do,if wewill “study the Scriptures,” and“be
taught by God.” It tells us in 2 Timothy 2:15, “ Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a
wor kman that nealeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing theword of truth.”

Jesus said in John 645, “It iswritten in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of
God...” In 1John 227it says, “ But theanointing which ye have receved of him abideth in you,
and ye nedl not that any man teach you: but asthe same anointing teacheth you of all things,
andistruth, andisnolie, and even asit hath taught you, yeshall abidein him.” TheHoly Spirit
isthe anainting within us that does the teading.

Thenit alsotellsusin Mark 16:17,"...these signs dhall follow them that believe; In my
name shall...they shall speak with new tongues...” In 1 Corinthians 14:2 it says, “For he that
gpeaketh in an unknown tongue speaketh not unto men, but unto God: for no man
understandeth him; howbeit in thespirit hespeaketh mysteries.” TheninJude1:20it says, “ But
ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Ghost.”

In ead ore of these things it tells us, we must also dosomething. It isnot al God dang
thingsin ou lives. It includes that we do what Godtold usto do.

Therefore, if Christiansdo nd dowhat God told them to doin the Scriptures, how can they



exped Godto doHis part? We must study the Scriptures and pray in the Spirit, if we want Godto
doHispart. If Godisgoingtotead us, we must get involved in studying the Scripturesand praying
in the Spirit daily.

Faith Works by Love

In Galatians 5:6 it says, “...faith which worketh by love.” If our faith is not working, we
shoud chedk out our walk. Are we walking in love?

There are two mgjor types of love spoken o in the New Testament, in the Greek. Thereis
“agape,” the very love of Godthat is poured ou in ou heart by the Holy Spirit when we ae born
again of the Word and the Spirit (Rom. 5:5). Thisloveisthefirst of al “the fruit of the Spirit”
(Gal. 5:22). Thisisthelovethat istalked abou and defined in 1 Corinthians 13:4-7, saying “L ove
sufferslong and iskind; love doesnot envy; lovedoesnot paradeitself, isnot puffed up...does
not behave rudely, does not seek itsown, isnot provoked, thinks no evil...does not rejoicein
iniquity, but rejoicesin thetruth...bearsall things, believesall things, hopesall things, endures
all things’ (NKJV). Thisloveis*“uncondtional love,” becaiseit is“God slove, na human love.”

The other major type of love spoken o inthe New Testament, inthe Greek is“phileo.” This
is human love, “whichis condtional.” Thisisthe type of love most husbands have for their wives
or most wives have for their husbands, or most mothers have for their children. Thislove operates
only whenthereisalikerespornsefrom the othersinwhom they love. If the husband daesnot receve
love badk from hiswife, he nolonger loves her. If the wife does not receve bad her love from her
husband, she nolonger loves him. If thislad of resporse continuesover aperiod d time, they may
end upgetting adivorcefrom ead ather. Why? Becaise human love “is condtional.”

Some things of importance dou this“agape” loveisasit tellsusin 1 Corinthians 13:4-7,
“Lovesuffersiong and iskind...” andlove“isnot rude, nor selfish...” Therefore, God “ suffers
long andiskind...” “isnot rude, nor selfish...” Many Christiansthink they know God, bu dothey
truly know God ly Hislove?

When we spe&k of God, that includes the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit (Whois snt
to be our helper, guide, comforter, leader, and teader). We must understand God, kased uponthe
knowledge of “ God islove’ (1 John 48).

Whenwetruly love someone, we aenever “rude” intheway we dothingsconcerning them.
Theword “rude” means“cruel, harsh, a rough in theway we dothings.” That means, Godis never
“crud, harsh, a rough intheway He doesthings.” In 1Corinthians 13.4, it dsotellsusthat loveis
“not selfish.” Theword “ selfish” means, “too much concerned with ore’s own welfare or interests
and having littl eor noconcern for others.” Thisisalso adescription d God.Heisnot selfish or self-
centered.

Thisaso means, Christians must nat be “rude,” which means, “cruel, harsh, a rough in the
way we do things.” This also means, Christians must not be “selfish.” Which means, “too much
concerned with ore's own welfare or interests and having littl e or no concern for others.”

Godwill never forceHimself uponsomeone dse. Godwill never dothingsagainst your will .
God sLovedoesnat operate by force andis never rude or selfish. God' sLove dso“...sufferslong
and iskind...” (1 Cor. 134, NKJV). Therefore Godaso “...sufferslong and iskind...” Withou
the Holy Spirit leading, guiding, comforting, helping, and teating us we caina truly know God.



This also means, Christians must aso “suffer long and ke kind’ one toward ancther.
Christians must do as God daes. Christians must walk in the same love God walksin.

Jesussaid “...thou shalt love (aggpao) theLord thy God with all thy heart, and with all
thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: thisisthefirst commandment...And
thesemnd islike, namely this, Thou shalt love (agapao) thy neighbour asthyself. Thereisnone
other commandment greater than these” (Mark 1230,3]).

In the Greek, “agapao” isthe verb form of “agape,” which isanoun.Therefore, depending
uponthe sentence structure, either anoun @ averb is used, yet they bath are spe&ing of the love
of God, which is*“uncondtional.”

If our faith is not working, we shoud ched out ourselves, are we walking in “agape” love?
Being that thelove of Godisin every born again Christian, the first thing we shoud seeis, how are
wetreding other Christians? If Christiansarein Christ, and Christ isin us, then thelove of Godin
us $oud show it.

How dowetrea other Christians? Look at what the LORD said to Saul, now cdled Paul in
Acts 9:4,“...Saul, Saul, why perseautest thou me?” Whowas Saul perseauting, other Christians
or the LORD?

Theway wetred other Christiansistheway wetrea the LORD. Thisisaprinciplefrom the
founcition of theworld, which very few Christians understand. When the Devil used the serpent to
deceve Eve, he was coming against the LORD himself, for man was creaed to be in the likeness
andimage of God. Satan came to destroy the likenessand image of Godin man by getting man to
sin against God.

Theway wetrea other Christians, whoarein Christ (in whom Christ dwells), istheway we
tred Jesus Christ Himself. When we understand that principle of God, we can understand what is
happening in ou lives?

We canna tred other Christianstheway wetrea the LORD, unesswe walk in the “agape”
love of God.Walking in “phileo” lovewill nat producethe manifestation d the love of Godin our
lives. We caana walk in the “agape” love of God uriesswe trust in the LORD and love the LORD
our God with al our heat, mind, soul, and strength (by loving God ac®rding to the two
commandments given to us by our LORD Jesus Christ in Mark 1230.31).

InAmos 3:3it asks, “ Can twowalk together, except they beagreed?” How can Christians
walk with God if they do nd agreewith what God hes told usin His Word?

God hastold usin HisWord, “ It Is Finished.” What God has dedared isfinished, we must
believeit istrue. God canna lie. Whenever we do nd agreewith God,we aeli stening to thewrong
voice We ould get over into serving the Devil , rather than serving God by not agreeng with God.
