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Introduction

Aswereal the Scriptures, espedall y the New Testament, weshoud pay very close dtention
to what Jesus said. The reason it is © important to pay attention to what Jesus sid, is our very
existenceis dependent uponthe things that Jesus said.

There are many thingsthat Jesus said, that Christians have overlooked, and nd paid enough
attentionto them. Thereisareasonwhy it isthat way, andif wewill pay attentionto what Jesus said,
wecan havevictory in ou lives. Victory in ou livesisnot dependent uponwhat wedo d ourselves.
Victory in ou livesis dependent uponwhat we believe acording to what Jesus sid?

It takes the whole Bible from Genesis through Revelation to know and understand “this
simpletruth” concerning what Jesus said. Theteadingsof menwill not reved to uswhat Jesus said.
When Jesus poke, Hewas not always gedking to peoplediredly. Many times, Jesus was eeking
to “spirits’ that weretrying to control what people believed (Matt. 16:23). Christians are still being
defeded in their lives by not understanding this.

InJohn 1412,Jesus saidto Hisdisciples, “ Verily, verily, | say unto you, Hethat believeth
on me, theworksthat | do shall hedo aso; and greater worksthan these shall hedo; because
| gounto my Father.” Was Jesus ge&king the truth when He said that to His disciples? Certainly,
Jesus always goke the truth in everything He said.

How doweknow that Jesuswas gpe&king thetruth? For thasewhoaretruly born again, they
have awitnessin themselves. Born again Christians know “beyondall doult,” that what Jesus said
istruth. They also believe that Jesuswas geeking the truth when Hesaid in John 146, “...1 amthe
way, the truth, and thelife...” Those who are not born again may not believe that Jesus is the
Truth. But for thase who are born again, the truth is within them, and they know beyondall doult
that Jesusisthe Truth.

Jesusis Godwith the Father andthe Holy Spirit. Being God, Jesuscanna lie. If Jesuswould
lie, then He would beaome like the Devil, whois the father of lies (John 844).

When Jesus came into this world, He was withou sin. There was no sin in Jesus when He
was born into thisworld o the Holy Spirit and Mary (avirgin woman). All throughout Jesus' life
here on eath He did na have awy sin in Him. The Bible will verify this from Genesis through
Reveation.In 2 Corinthians 5:21, speaking of Jesusit says, “ For he hath made him to be sin for
us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousnessof God in him.”

If, what Jesus said at anytimewould na have been thetruth, Hewould havelied. Had Jesus
lied at any timeHewould have had sinin Hislife. If Jesushad any sininHislife, He could na have
been able to take our sins uponHimself and set us free of sin and deah. Had Jesus lied, then
everything we believe concerning the Word of God and ou eternal lifewould be alie dso. No ore
can receve forgivenessof sins and eternal life if they do nd believe that Jesus told the truth in
everything He said.

Once Christians dedde to believe what Jesus sid, in everything He said, they will find
freedom and victory intheir lives. Jesusisthe Truth, andthe Truth never lies. Therefore, whatsoever
Jesus sidis Truth.

Aswe study thethingsthat Jesus sid, kegpin mind, Jesusisthe Truth, andthe Truth canna
lie. What Jesus saidistruth, andwhen we believethe Truth, the Truth will set usfree(John 831,32.

InMark 9:23,Jesus sid “to aman” whaose sonwas possessed with aded and dumb spirit,



“If thou canst believe, al things are possbleto him that believeth.”

Jesus did na have any doult, when he spoke. Jesus beli eved the Word' s He spoke would
cause “whatsoever He said” to come to pass Therefore, Jesus said “to the spirit,” “... Thou dumb
and deaf spirit, | chargetheg come out of him, and enter no more into him” (Mark 9:25).

Noticethat Jesus did na spe&k to the father or the sonthat was possessed by the ded and
dumb. Jesus “ spoke to the spirit” that was controlli ng what the sonwas doing. Jesus believed the
words He spoke would acampli sh that which He said. Therefore, it saysin Mark 9:26,“ And the
spirit cried, and rent him sore, and came out of him: and he was as one dead; insomuch that
many said, Heisdead.”

When Christians believe, and do n¢ doult, “what they say will cometo pass” When “we
doult” the spirits will not obey what we say.

Thissame acourtisalsorecmrdedin Matthew 17:14-21.InMatthew 17:19,20it says, “ Then
camethedisciplesto Jesusapart, and said, Why could not we @ast him out?.. And Jesus sid
untothem, Because of your unbelief...” Jesustold Hisdisciplesthat thereasonthey could na cast
out the ded and dumb spirit was because of their “ unbelief.”

This is a truth that Jesus taught His disciples, and it aso applies to al Christians. Any
Christian that will believe what Jesus said, “and will not doult,” will be @leto dowhat Jesus sid
they can do.

In every areaof our lives, the problems we have, are not because of what someone dsedid.
The problem isour “ doubt and unbelief” concerning “what Jesus said.” When we beli eve what
Jesus said, and do ndo doult, we will have victory in ou lives aso.

Overcome
Doubt & Unbeli ef

To overcome doult and unlelief, we need to know the Truth. Of ourselves (by our own
ability), we caana overcome doult and unlelief. But, “knowing” the Truth, and “believing” the
Truth, can help usto overcome dl doult and unkelief.

InJohn 7.38,it says, “Hethat believeth on me, asthescripture hath said, out of hisbelly
shall flow riversof livingwater.” Was Jesustelli ng usthetruth? Certainly, Jesus canna lie. What
Christians need to understand is that Jesus was nat talking abou “liquid water.” Theword “water”
in John 738 is a symbadlic word, spe&ing of “the Word of God,” coming out of our belly by the
anointing of the Holy Spirit. In John 7.39,the Apostle Johnexplained what Jesus wastalking about
by saying, “ (But this gpake he of the Spirit, which they that believe on him should recave: for
the Holy Ghost was not yet given; because that Jesus was not yet glorified).”

When a Christian receves the Baptism in the Holy Spirit, they receve the aility of the
anointing of the Holy Spirit. It is by the anointing of the Holy Spirit that dould and unlelief are
overcome.

We nedl the help of the Holy Spirit to overcome the works of the Devil. Many Christians
today do nd have the Holy Spirit working in their lives. They have never receved the Holy Spirit
sincethey believed and were born again (Acts 19:2).

If Christianswould beli eve what Jesus said concerning the Baptism of the Holy Spirit, and
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then recave the Baptism in the Holy Spirit, they would experience the help of the Holy Spirit in
overcoming doult and uni&lief. | receved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit in May of 1981 ,andsince
that time the Holy Spirit has helped me overcome doult and unleli ef many times.

| experienced what Jesuswastalking abou shortly after recaving of the Baptism intheHoly
Spirit. In June of 1981,1 broke my toe on a Saturday afternoonin a downtown apartment buil ding.
| was ona Television service cdl. | was leaving an apartment buil ding, carrying the dhasss of a
Televison set in my arms. It was not easy to seewhere | was walking. As | was going through the
doa, | stubbed my foot ona @ncrete block in the doaway. | felt a sharp painin my toe, | knew |
had broken it. | drove home, took df my shoe and saw the swelli ng and the blad and Hue wloring
of my foat. | felt the pain.

When this happened, my mind kegan to recave thoughts from the Devil. | knew it was
broken. | had experienced a broken bore in my body yeas ago. The pain o a broken bore is
different from that of a sprain or torn ligament.

The thought came to me, “ | had ketter go to the hospital and ¢t it x-rayed, to be sure the
borewasintheright place” The secondthouwght that went through my head was, “ When | dothat
the doctor will cut out the front of my shoe and pu a bandag onmy toe, andl will go aoundlike
that for abou six weels.”

Then the Spirit of Godrose upwithin me andsaid, “ You dorit haveto dothat, by His gripes
you are healed, He bore your sicknessandinfirmiti es, tell the dewl to takea jump.” Immediately |
said, “ Dewul get out, | don't need this andyou can't put this on me, by His dripes| am healed.”
“ Jesus, Himself took my infirmities and bae my sickness so you can gotakea jump. Thark You,
Jesus.”

All of thistimel wasaonein the house. | spoke wordsout loudto the Devil and| confessed
before God my heding. Then | took a shower, dressed up,and went out for lunch.

The thought again came to meto go to the hospital and have an x-ray, bu then | said within
myself, “ Why shoud | spend God's moneyfor somethingl didn't need. GodsWord istrueandl am
healed.”

That day my foot was very sore but | kept on going. The person| went to lunch with said to
me, “ Merle, you shoud have stayed hane, and na be walking aound onthat foot.” | just said,
“Don't worry abot it, it's Ok.”

The next day the sorenessleft. It was Sunday, and | went to Church. On Monday evening |
showed my foot to those & my house who were there for a share group meding. All we ould see
was orered spat and ablue stripe mark where the break had been. Praisethe Lord for HisWord! By
Tuesday all was badk to namal, nored spat, no bue stripe.

On Friday, | showed my foot to a nurse friend o mine. | told her what had happened the
Saturday before and hav the foot came badk to namal in threedays. She said, “ It hadto be God,
for in the natural it would taketen days to two weels before the black and Hue would be gore.”

Many Christians today are trying to do what the Scriptures say we shoud do Ly their own
ability. They believe they can dowhat it says withou the help o the Holy Spirit. They are not
believing what Jesus said in John 154. Jesus said, “Abidein me, and | in you. Asthe branch
cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abidein thevine; no more can ye, except yeabidein me.”

Jesusis“the Word of God” (John 11, 14 1 John 11,2 5:7). To abide in Jesus, we must
abidein “theWord of God.” To abidein “the Word of God,” we must be cntinualy keeuing the



Word o Godin ou heat andin our mind.

When Christians go abou doing what they have been dang all their lives before they were
born again, they are not abiding in the Word of God. They are still foll owing the teadings of man.

Intheworld, people aetaught by other people, what to doand haw to doit. Educaed people
(thase who have gone to schods and coll eges) have been dang the teading of others. They teah
what to doand haw to doit?

God hasabetter plan for leaning andteading what to doand hav to doit? When Jesuswas
abou twelve yeasold (at the time of the feast of the Passover), Jesus spent at least threedays“in
thetemple, sitting in themidst of thedoctors, both hearing them, and asking them questions’
(Luke 2:46). Jesus was more interested in what the Scriptures had to say, than what the world has
to say. We uld say, “Jesus was taught by God, nd by man.”

When we ae taught by God, we will know things withou learning. We will experiencethe
leading, guiding, comforting, hel ping, andteading of the Holy Spirit in our lives. Jesus, qudingthe
Scripturessaid, “ It iswritten in theprophets, And they shall beall taught of God...” (John 645).
Inlsaiah 5413t says, “And all thy children shall be taught of the LORD; and great shall be
the peaceof thy children.”

Then in Isaiah 289-11 it says, “W hom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he
make to understand doctrine? them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the
breasts...For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon
ling; herealittle, and therealittle...For with ssammeringlipsand another tonguewill hespeak
to this people.” Thereforein 1 Corinthians 14:2 it says, “ For he that speaketh in an unknown
tongue speaketh not unto men, but unto God: for no man understandeth him; howbeit in the
spirit he speaketh mysteries.”

When we ae spe&king in tongues, God will tead us things that we do nd receve by the
teadings of men. The“ mysteries’ spoken of in 1 Corinthians 14:2 arethingsthat God knaws, bu
we do nat know. When God revedsthingsto us, it isthetruth, andit isnot alie. Thistruth that is
reveded to us by the Holy Spirit, will help usto overcome the doult and unt&lief in our minds that
prevents us from believing and recaving what the Word of God promises us.

The day that | was heded of abroken toe, it was the Holy Spirit within me that helped me
to overcome doult and unkelief. When the doult and unl&li ef are overcome, the Words we spek
come to pass and we have the victory.

In John 1413,14,Jesus sid, “ And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will | do,
that the Father may beglorified in the Son...If yeshall ask any thingin my name, | will doit.”
Doyou telievethat, whatsoever youask in Jesus' name, Hewill doit? Many Christiansdo nd truly
believe what Jesus sid in John 1413,14.

Y eas ago, a brother in the LORD caled me and we went out for lunch after Church one
Sunday. While & lunch, he said to me, “ Merle, | don't know what I'm goingto do.l don't have
enoughmoney oming in to pay my hills. I've been in businessfor thirty-years. | kegp up my
advertising, I’ mdoing eveythingtheway | alwaysdid, but the work andthe moneyare not coming
in.” I saidto him, “ Why don't you go aver to John 1413,14, ancask the LORD to bringinwork for
you, that you have enoughto pay your bill s?” Helooked at me, and | said, “ Just ask the LORD to
bring in the work you reed, andthen thark and praise Him for doing it.” | said to him,” Do this
eve'y morning. Thark Himand paise Him, andHe will bringin the work you reed!”



Abou two weeks | ater, he cdled me andtold me, he had all the work he could do,and was
making alot of money to pay his bill swith. A number of times he told me, the work is coming in
and the money is coming, and he would say, “ Andyou andl know it’s not my advertising.”

On January 15, 2004,He cdled me andsaid, “ Merle, | just wanted to tell you, | haveto pay
over $3,000 addiond taxestoday.” He made more money in the last six months of that yea than
he made dl yea the yea before.

If Christians will believe what Jesus said, they will have victory in their lives over al the
circumstances that come ajainst them. It isknowing that Jesus canna lie, that helpsusto overcome
the drcumstances.

What Christians sroud knaw, but do nd redizeisthat our problemsin ou livesare caised
by “spirits.” There aetwo waysto overcomethe “spirits’ that aretryingto control the drcumstances
in ou lives. One way isto rebuke the spirits, in Jesus' name and command them to leare us.

The other way is by prayer. Praying, is asking the LORD, or the Holy Spirit to rebuke the
“demonic spirits’ for us. When we ak “in Jesus' name,” the anointing of the Holy Spirit within us
takes control of the “demonic spirits,” and casts them out. It is the anointing within us, that we
recaved when we were baptized in the Holy Spirit that does the works.

In Matthew 12:28, spe&king to the Pharisees, Jesus sid, “But if | cast out devils by the
Spirit of God, then the kingdom of God iscome unto you.” Thisiswhere many Christians have
not been taught corredly. They have not been taught the value of being baptized in the Holy Spirit
with the evidence of spe&ing in tongues.

Being they are not Baptized in the Holy Spirit with the evidenceof spe&king in tongues, the
anointing is not working in them to overcome the works of the Devil. Withou the anointing, they
do nd have the power within them to dowhat Jesus said they shoud.

There are many Christian churches today that have services every Sunday, and even some
times during the week. Y et, they still do nd spe&k in tongues. They have not been baptized in the
Holy Spirit. They are similar to the saints in Ephesus, when the Apostle Paul came to Ephesusin
Acts, Chapter nineteen. The Apostle Paul knew there was smething very important missng in the
lives of those Christians. Being that the Apostle Paul was led by the Holy Spirit, he said to them,
“Haveye receved the Holy Ghost sinceye believed?” (Acts 19:2).

When they told Paul their situation concerning the Baptism in the Holy Spirit, Paul, “...laid
his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spake with tongues, and
prophesied” (Acts 19:6).

| believethat there ae many Christianstoday that could be freeof many of the atadcs of the
spirits of thisworld, if they would believewhat Jesus sid. Andthen recave the Baptism inthe Holy
Spirit with the evidenceof spe&ingintongues. Thisisthestarting paint in aChristian’slifeto have
victory over the works of the Devil .

Oncea Christian hasreceved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of spegking
in tongues, they neal to pray in the Spirit everyday. Everyday, the spirits of thisworld are atadking
Christians. Everyday Christians are receving thowghtsin their minds from the spirits of thisworld.
These thoughts nead to be brought into subjedion to the anainting within us.

In 2 Corinthians 10:5 it says, “ Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that
exalteth itself aganst the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the
obedienceof Christ.” Christiansareborn againin Christ Jesus. The Spirit of Christ dwell sinthem.



Christ isthe Anainted One. It isthe anointing within us that destroys the thoughts that come from
the spirits of thisworld.

The anainting within us works when we spe& in tongues. By spe&king in tongues, we
adivate the power of Godwithin usto overcome the works of the spirits of thisworld. If wedo nd
pray, God canna release the power of the anointing within us.

Christians have afreewill . God will not override aChristian’s freewill . To overcome the
works of the spiritsof thisworld, weneal to release the anointing within us. The anointingisaways
in usoncewe have recaved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. But the anointing will only be of value
to usif wereleaseit.

We adivate the anointing by praying in the Spirit. Then we release the anointing by the
laying on d hands and spe&king the Word of God ower the situationsin our lives.

What many Christianshave not understoodistheway to releasethe anointing. They havethe
anointing within them. But they do nd understand haw to release the anointing. There ae diff erent
ways to release the anointing. One way isto recave from our spirit, the leading of the Holy Spirit
to speak Words. That iswhat happened in my life many times. That is what happened when | broke
my toein 1981.That is what happened in my life when | spoke to a brother in the LORD in 2003,
concerning how to recave help for his finances. When we ae led by the Holy Spirit to spe&k, we
need to dothe spe&ing. If we do nd say anything, nahing will happen. Things happen after we
sped the words that the Holy Spirit brings to us from our spirit.

The Holy Spirit dwellsin ou spirit. It is from our spirit where the anointing comes from.
When we lean how to release the anointing from our spirit, we will experiencethe power of God
working in ou livesto overcome the spirits of thisworld.

Jesus taught us alot of things that will help us, if we will dowhat Jesus sid. When Jesus
spoke, He was telli ng us the truth. When we believe what Jesus told us, and dowhat Jesus sid to
do,wewill havevictory in ou lives.

Our whale life, here on eath and heredter in eternity is dependent upon s believing the
Words that Jesus goke. What Jesus said istruth, and it does work if we dowhat Jesus said.

Remember, ore of the most important things that Jesus said isin John 36,7, where Jesus
said, “That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is
spirit..Marvel not that | said unto theg Yemust beborn agan.”

If thereisanyonereading this Mini-bookandthey arenat pasiti ve, beyondall dould that they
are born again, they shoud believe what Jesus said. When anyone beli eves what Jesus said, and
recaves Jesusinto their life astheir LORD and Savior, they will become born again into the family
of God.

InJohn 112it says, “ But asmany asreceved him, tothem gave he power to beaomethe
sons of God, even to them that believe on hisname.” Do what the Bible says. “Believe in your
heat” and pray:

"LORD Jesus, | knowthat You aethe Son ¢ God.| know that You ded onthe aossfor me.
| know that God raised You from the dead.

Jesus, forgive me of all my sins, wash me dean in Your blood that | may be the
righteousnessof God in You. Thark You, Jesus!

Jesus, | ask Youto comeinto my life! LiveYour lifein me! Let Your will bedonein me! Let
thewill of God bedorein my lifeasit wasin Your life. | surrender my life to You, Jesus!



Youlead me by Your Sgrit and| will foll ow to the best of my ahility. | will li vefor You dl
the days of my life, as Youlead me by Your Sgrit.

| receve You naw, as my LORD, and SVIOR for all eternity. | will be with You here on
earth, andl will bewith Youin heaven, foreve andeve . | will giveYou dl the Glory. It isfor You
that | will li veforeve. Amen."

Onceyou haverecaved Jesusinto your life asyour LORD and Savior, continuein the Word
of Godand prayer every day of your life. Do na just pray onceinawhile. Luke 18:1 says, “ And he
spake a parable unto them to thisend, that men ought alwaysto pray, and not to faint.”

In Jude 1:20 it says, “But ye, beloved, building up your selves on your most holy faith,
praying in the Holy Ghost.” Praying in the Holy Ghost is the same & praying in the Spirit. The
King James Bible uses the words “Holy Ghost,” whereas other trandations use the words “Holy
Spirit.” They both mean the same thing.

When Jesus was teading in the Gospels on prayer, He could na tead them to pray in the
Holy Spirit, because the Holy Spirit was not yet given (John 738,39. Now that Jesus has gone to
be with the Father, He sent the Holy Spirit to indwell in Christians and give them the power to
destroy the works of the Devil.

Theworks of the Devil are destroyed by the anointing of the Holy Spirit within uswhen we
pray inthe Holy Spirit. Thisisvery important for Christiansto understand. If they are not anointed
by the Baptism in the Holy Spirit, with the evidence of spe&king in tongues, they need to be.

Withou the Baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidenceof speing in tongues, wedo nd
havethe power, which isthe anainting within us. The anointing comeswith the Baptism inthe Holy
Spirit.

Jesussaid to Hisdisciplesin Acts 1:5, “ For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall
be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence” If Jesus' disciples needed the Baptism
in the Holy Spirit, then we dso neal the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. In Acts 1:8, Jesus sid to His
disciples, “ But yeshall recavepower, after that theHoly Ghost iscomeupon you: and yeshall
be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the
uttermost part of the earth.”

Thefirst andmost important thinginaperson'slife, isto becomeborn again. But that isonly
the beginning of our lifein Christ. We dso nead the Baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidence
of spe&king in tongues. That is where we get the power to overcome the spirits of thisworld.

If you have not been baptized with the Holy Spirit, with the evidenceof speakingintongues,
pray a prayer while believing in your heat on what God has promised you in His Word. Pray:

"LORD Jesus, Yousaid in Mark 16:17,that in Your name | can cast out devils.

Saan,inthenameof Jesus | cast you ou of my mind. You hareno atthority over my mind.
My mindisclear of all demonic oppressonin Jesus name.

Father, according to Your Word in Luke11:13, You promised me the Holy Sprit if | ask.
Father, | am now asking You to gve me the Holy Sgrit with the ewdence of speaking in Your
heavenly languagp. | recave Him from You naw, in Jesus name.”

Continue to pray in the Spirit every day. PlaceGodfirst in your life andlive for God every
day.

To dothewill of Godin ou lives, we must doit acarding to the Scriptures, and nd let the
Devil tell usthereis another way. There is only one way to dothe will of God, and that way is



written in the Scriptures, and witnessed by the Holy Spirit within us.

Thereisagrea missunderstanding among many Christianstoday. They know they areborn
again. But they do nd understand the importance of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit.

TheBaptism inthe Holy Spirit, is 9 that the Holy Spirit can work in ou livesasour Hel per,
Guide, Comforter, Leader, and Teader. We limit God by not having the anointing within us to
recave from the Holy Spirit al that He has come here on eath to dofor us.

God knowsthat of our own ability we caana defed the spirits of thisworld. Therefore, God
sent the Holy Spirit to help us defea the spirits of thisworld. Jesus cameto take avay thesin of the
world, so we muld beaome born againinto the family of God. The Holy Spirit cameto empower us
to defed the spirits of thisworld, by the anainting within us.

It isour desireto seeGod manifest inyour life by working in youandthrough you.Welove
the LORD ouwr God. Heislove, and He will manifest Hislove in the lives of those who love Him.
