InJohn 539,Jesus sid," Search thescriptures; for in them yethink yehave gernal life:
and they are they which testify of me." When Jesus spoke of searching the Scriptures, He was
including the New Testament as well as the Old Testament. The New Testament is written for the
benefit of those who are born again o the Spirit (John 36,7). It isinteresting to know that the Old
Testament was not written to the world, bu to the dhildren of Israd, and those who would receve
the LORD astheir God. The Book d Genesis was written by Moses, for the dhildren of Israd, to
know the plan of God from the foundation d the world, that they could walk with the LORD, and
beapeopleunto Him. They did nd recaveit urtil thetime of Moses abou 1462yeas before Jesus
cameintheflesh. Genesis, Chapter Onebeginsabou 3,975yeasbefore Jesuscamein theflesh. For
around 2,500/eas (from Adam to Moses), there was no book & Genesis.

Abou the yea of 1422B.C., Joshua lea the dhildren of Israd into the promised land d
Canaan. For abou 1,000yeas the children of Israd had prophets, priests, and kings. Then came
Maladhi, thelast of the prophets before Johnthe Baptist. Malaci began to prophecy abou 397B.C.

Then came Johnthe Baptist, preading in the wil derness abou 25A.D. Johnwas 30yeas
old when he began to pread the coming of the LORD. Then came Jesus, abou 26 A.D.. Hewas 30
yeas old when He began to pread the cming of the kingdom of God. Jesus preaded for 3%2yeas,
and then He died onthe aoss Shortly after His deah, the kingdom of God came. When Jesus
breahed onHisdisciples, the Holy Spirit cameinto them andtheir bod es becane the temple of the
Holy Spirit. Then they were baptized in the Holy Spirit on Pentecost day.

After the Holy Spirit came, abou 29 A.D., the kingdom of God was establi shed, and the
writing of the New Testament began. The last book(Revelation) could have been written about 95-
100A.D.

Therefore, the Scriptures Jesus was talking about were written over aperiod o abou 1,550
yeas. Inthese Scriptures, Jesusis revealed; that we can know Jesus, the Father, andthe Holy Spirit.
Jesus instructions to usin John 539, isto seach the complete Scripturesto knowv Him.

Some time ayo, a Word came from the LORD, saying,”T hase who haretaugh what they
have heard ather men teach and haenat receved it from My Sgrit, if theywill repent, My grace
will cover them!” Thase who do nd know Jesus as LORD, will not repent. Do you knov Him?



JESUS

In the gospel of John, it tellsus, " He (Jesus) wasin theworld, and the world was made
by him, and theworld knew him not" (John 110). Thisis sad, for in the beginning Jesus creaed
the heavens and the eath and all that is within them. John 11-3, tell us,

In the beginning wasthe Word, and the Word waswith God, and the Word was God.

The samewasin the beginning with God.

All thingswere madeby him; and without him wasnot any thing madethat wasmade.
Then in Colosdans 1:16, it says, " For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and
that arein earth, visibleand invisible, whether they bethrones, or dominions, or principalities,
or powers: all thingswere created by him, and for him."

Everything was creaed by Jesus and for Jesus, the Father and the Holy Spirit working
through Jesusin everything. Y et, when He caneinto Hisown creaionasthe Son d Man, theworld
did nat know Him. How sad it is that those who were aeaed by Him do not know the One who
creded them.

What's even worse than the fad that the world dd na know Him; isthat, He cane to thase
who He dhose in Abraham, to be His gedal people, and theydid na know Him. His own people,
the Jewish ration, dd na know Jesuswhen He caneto savethem. Hedid na cometo destroy them,
but to save them, and they rgeded Him and crucified Him onthe Crossof Calvary.

Through Jesus deah andresurredion, we have been given the oppatunity to comeinto the
family of God through the new birth. Yet, even today, among those who ae born agan into the
family of God, very few really know Jesus.

Thisis sd, for even those who cdl themselves Christians dorit know Jesus, the One Who
made it posgble for them to have d@ernd lifein Him. For al who have dernal life aein Him. In 1
John 511,12 it tellsus,

And thisisthe reard, that God hath given to useternal life, and thislifeisin his Son.

Hethat hath the Son hath life; and hethat hath not the Son of God hath not life.

Herewe ae, inthisworld, creaed by Jesus, andwe dorit know Him. Herewe ae, banagain
of the Spirit, in God's Son,and we dont know Him. Many are born again, fill ed with the Spirit, and
still dorit know Him. Isn't it sad that so many cdl themselves Christians, yet they do nd know Jesus?

There are multitudes of churchesin the world, saying they are Christian churches and they
donat know Jesus. They know all about Jesus, bu they do nd truly know Him. Many of them use
the name "Christian” but rejed the very truth that Jesus came to reved to thase who say they love
Him.

Deceptionisvery highamong thosewhocadl themselvesChristians. They arebeingdeceved
becaisethey do nd know Jesus. The mgority of those who cdl themselves Christiansdo nd redly
know Him for whoHeredly is.

What abou youand|, doweredly know Him for whoHeredly is? How dowe know if we
truly know Him for who He redly is? The Scripture reveds that those who knav Him will be
transformed into Hislikenessandimage (1 Cor. 1549). When we walk like Jesus walked, and talk
like Jesus talked, and live like Jesus lived, then we will know Him for who Hereally is.

It will take usalifetimeto get to knav Him for whoHeredly is. The oppatunity to know



Him ishere, now, bu many will not makethe dfort to get to knonv Him. Jesus said to thosewhoHe
cdled to be Hisdisciples, "Come, follow Me..." How many Christians today want to foll ow Jesus?
But, how can they follow Him when they dorit even knov Him?

Jesus said in John 173, " ..thisislife gernal, that they might know theethe only true
God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent." God the Father sent Jesus into this world.

How many know Godthe Father, that is, truly know Him? Multit udes of Christians sy they
know the Father, yet they love the world, and the things of the world. In 1 John 215,16,it says,

Lovenot theworld, neither thethingsthat are in theworld. If any man lovetheworld,

thelove of the Father isnot in him.

For all that isin theworld, thelust of theflesh, and thelust of the g/es, and the pride

of life, isnot of the Father, but is of theworld.

Isit posgbleto know the Father and love the world and the things of the world at the same
time? Not acwrding to the Scriptures... Yet, many preach another gospel, that you can love the
world, and the things of this world and love the Father at the same time... In Matthew 6:24, Jesus
said," Noman can servetwo masters: for either hewill hatetheone, and lovetheother; or else
he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Y e cannot serve God and mammon." What is
mammon? Mammon includes the material wedth and things of this world. To the Church of
Laodiceg Jesus sid, " ..thou sayest, | am rich, and increased with goads, and have nedl of
nothing; and knowest not that thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and
naked" (Rev. 3:17). InMark, Jesus said thefinal temptationsof Satanthat render Christiansfruitl ess
are, " ..thecaresof thisworld, and the decetfulnessof riches, and thelustsof other things..."
(Mark 4:19). In Matthew 6:31-33, Jesus sid,

Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, What shall we drink? or,

Wherewithal shall we be dothed?

(For after all thesethingsdotheGentiles ®ek:) for your heavenly Father knoweth that

ye have ned of all thesethings.

But seek yefirst the kingdom of God, and hisrighteousness and all thesethings dall

be added unto you.

When we truly know Jesus, for Who Heis, we will nat concern ouselves abou the things of this
world, we will only concern ouselves abou the will of God the Father in ou lives.

Let us ach the Scriptures that we truly know Jesus, na just know al abou Him. In John
8:31,32,Jesus sid,

..If ye @mntinuein my word, then are yemy disciplesinded,;

And ye shall know thetruth, and thetruth shall makeyou free.

Theword "know" (ginosko) inthe Greek is smil ar to the Hebrew word (yada’). They both mean "to
know by experience" Even abetter definition comes from the use of this Hebrew word in Genesis
4.1, whereit says, " And Adam knew Eve hiswife; and she onceved, and bare Cain, and said,
| havegatten aman fromtheL ORD." Theresult of Adam knowing Eve produced ancther person,
in hislikenessandimage. When we truly know Jesus, He will reproduceHislikenessandimagein
us.

When Jesus cameinto thisworld, ban of awoman andthe Holy Spirit; Hewasbath, the Son
of Man andthe Son d God at the same time. Jesus was the first human being to be both God and
Man at the same time.



Thosewhoarebornagain of the Spirit (John 36,7) are dso, bah, children of human parents
and children of God at the sametime. Just like Jesus, we have two lives, "psuche and Zoe" (natural
life and spirit life). In the flesh we ae natural people, ban of natural parents. In the spirit we ae
children of God, ban o God the Holy Spirit.

Taking abou Jesus, Hebrews5:8 says, " Though hewerea Son, yet learned he obedience
by the things which he suffered." Jesuswasin abody of flesh, just asyouand| arein abody of
flesh. Whil e Jesus was in abody of flesh, He leaned oledienceto the Father by the things that He
suffered.

The word "flesh" includes everything we came into this world with. John 36 says, " That
which isborn of the flesh isflesh..." Everything we cane into this world with, ou bodes, our
minds, ou intelled, ou reasoning, etc. isall apart of what iscdled "the flesh."

Jesus brought His flesh (His natural life) "into subjedion” to the Word of God. Every
thought, and every adionwas brought into subjedionto the Word of God.Heleaned by obedience
to the Word of Godin every areaof Hislife. By being totally and completely subjed to the Word
of God, Jesus was withou sin.

When we live ompletely acording to the Word of Godwewill become like Jesusin every
areaof our lives. We lean this by things we suffer in the flesh, that the will of Godisdorein ou
lives. Luketellsusin Acts 14:22,that Paul went about " Confirmingthesoulsof thedisciples, and
exhortingthemto continuein thefaith, and that we must through much tribulation enter into
thekingdom of God." Itisnat easy to live acording to the Word of Godand nd acwrding to the
flesh. Yet, we can doit by being obedient to the Word of God. When we ae obedient to the Word
of God, the rewards are greaer than the things of thisworld.

Aswe submit ourselvesto the Word of God,the Holy Spirit givesusthe aility to overcome
the flesh. By this, it isnot "we" that are daing the works, but the Spirit of God within us that does
theworks. When we submit oursel vesto the Word of God,we ae submitting unto God; for Godand
HisWord are One (1 John 57).

The Word of God always works, even when there is no hge in the natura. Abraham
believed God for a son, and Isaacwas born when Abraham was 100 yeas old and Sarah was 90.
Romans 4:18-20, says,

Who aganst hope believed in hope, that he might become the father of many nations,

acoording to that which was oken, So shall thy seal be.

And being not weak in faith, he considered not hisown body now dead, when he was

about an hundred yearsold, neither yet the deadnessof Sara's womb:

He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was grong in faith,

giving gory to God.

Against hope, we must believein hope. For theWord of Godistruth, andit cannat fail i f we
do nat permit doult and unlelief to enter our heats. Doult and unbelief are not from God.
Therefore, "wemust agreewiththeWord of God." Amos 3:3 says, " Can twowalk together, except
they be agreed?

In this world we facethe same situations Adam and Eve faced; the thougtts that come to
peoplefrom other sources. Thethoughsthat Evereceved wasaresult of what the serpent said (Gen.
3:1-5). Those thouglts caused Eve to douli the Word of the LORD. The thougtis that Adam
recaved was aresult of thewordsthat Eve spoketo hm (Gen. 317). Those thougttis caused Adam




to dsobey the LORD.

Thouglts, are our greaest enemy, they present uswith ideas, andtemptationsto disobey the
LORD and doulh theWord of God.One of the most hel pful versesintheBibleis2 Corinthians10:5,
which says, " Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself aganst the
knowledge of God, and bringinginto captivity every thought tothe obedienceof Christ." If we
bring every though into captivity, and completely destroy every thougtt that doesnot agreewith the
Word o God, we will walk like Jesus walked, and talk li ke Jesus talked.

One of the gredest hindrances to oleying the Word of God today, is those who say they
know the Scriptures, and lead many astray with their doctrines and teatings. We must seach the
Scriptures for ourselves.

In John 10, Jesus explained that the thief that comesto sted, kill , and destroy is the person
who comes as a pastor, an evangelist, ateader, aprophet, or an apostle; and dd na enter through
thedoa (John 101,8). Or, it isapersonwhois ahireling, na agoodshepherd (John 1012,13.

Youwill hardly ever hea anyone pread the same gospel that Jesus preaded here in John
10.Almost everyone who qudes John 1010will tead that the thief isthe devil. Thisisto get your
eyes off the thief that Jesus was talking abou. If they can blame the devil for what they are doing,
they get the dtention off themselves as the thief; thereby making themselves as angels of light (2
Cor. 11:12-14).

JesussaidinJohn 107,8," ... amthedoor of theshee. All that ever camebefore meare
thieves and robbers..." We nedl to search the Scriptures to knav Jesus. Jesus sid, " Heisthe
door." We nedl to seach the Scriptures and seeif Jesusisdoa?In John 1011, Jesus sid, " | am
the goad shepherd: the goad shepherd giveth hislife for the sheg.” We ned to seach the
Scriptures and seeif Jesus is the good shepherd and if He did give Hislife for the sheg? In John
14:6, Jesus sid, " ...| am theway, thetruth, and thelife..." We neal to search the Scriptures and
seeif Jesusisthe Way, the Truth, and the Life?

Aswe seach the Scripturesfor ead of the things Jesus said, wewill findthat Jesustold the
truth every time He said something. If we will believe what Jesus sid, and nd doult; we will
bemme like Jesus. Hislife will manifest in ou lives.

Somethings Jesus said are hard to uncerstand, bu wedorit always haveto uncerstandthem,
if wewill cometo theredizationthat whatsoever Jesus sid, istruth. Too dten, there aethosewho
try to analyze the Word of God and kring it into their human understanding. By this they missthe
truth and live in error, even convincing others to foll ow their ideas, rather than believe what the
Word adually says.

InProverbs3:5,it says, " Trust intheL ORD with all thineheart; and lean not untothine
own understanding.” If wetrust inthe LORD with al our heat, we dont haveto understandwith
our natural mindthosethingsthat the Word of God dedaresto betrue. TheWord of Godshoudtake
priority over the thouglts of our mind.

We shoudn't let our mind control the Word of God; but rather, let the Word of God control
our mind. The Word of God is greder than ou mind. Our mind was creaed by the Word o God
(John 1:1-3). Therefore, the aedor is greaer than the aeaed. We neeal to oley the Word of God
in everything we do. When we obey the LORD, and His Word, the power of God will manifest in
our lives.

The first thing a person must do, is become "born again” of the Holy Spirit! That is what




Jesustaught in John 33-7. Jesus sid, " ...Yemust beborn agan" (John 37). What Jesus ssid we
must do,we shoud do,withou question.If we aesincerein ou heat, all we haveto doisask Jesus
to come into ou life and ke our LORD and Saviour; believing in ou heat, and we will become
"born again."

Oncewe aeborn again of the Holy Spirit, into the family of God, we must ALSO obey the
LORD and receve "the Baptism in the Holy Spirit." Jesustold usin Mark 16:16-17, that, all who
believe "will speak with new tongues.” If Jesus said it, then it is true, and we shoud nat listen to
anyonewhoteades otherwise. Jesustold usin Luke 11:13,if wewould ask the Father for the Holy
Spirit, Hewill giveustheHoly Spirit. Jesustold usthat, as Johnthe Baptist baptized with water, "we
shoud be baptized in the Holy Sgrit" (Acts 1:4,5). Jesus said that, "we would receve power after
the Holy Sgrit iscome upon 8" (Acts 1:8).

Now, if we search the Scriptures, espedally the book d Acts, we will seethat everything
Jesus said abou receving the Holy Spirit with the evidence of spe&king in tongues is true. It
happened, just as Jesus said it would happen. God is not a respeder of persons; therefore, what
happened to thase who believed in the book d Acts will also happen for us today, if we will
believe....

Oncewe have obeyed the LORD andareborn again and baptized in the Holy Spirit, with the
evidence of spe&ing in tongues; we ae aleto get to know Jesus. That is TRULY KNOW HIM,
BY EXPERIENCING HIM in ou lives.



LOOKING AT JESUSFROM THE BEGINNING

First of we need to cometo the understanding that Jesus creaed all things (John 13,10,Coal.
1:16,Heb. 1:2,10,Rev. 4:11,etc.). Then Jesus oversaw al theworks of His hands, knowing the end
from the beginning (Isa. 46.9,10.

Jesusiscdled "the LORD God' throughou the Old Testament. Godthe Father put al things
into Jesus hands right from the beginning (John 335). Right from the beginning it was Jesus who
caried out the plan of God throughou the Old Testament. The Holy Spirit worked with Jesus all
through the Bible, from Genesis 1:1 through Revelation.

Jesuswasthe onewhomadethe mvenant with Abraham (Gen. 17). It was Jesuswho lrought
the children of Israd out of Egypt (Ex. 6:1-8). It was Jesus that gave the dhildren of Israd the Law
(Ex. 20). It was Jesus that proclaimed the New Covenant, becaise the dnildren of Israd broke the
covenant of the law (Jer. 31:21-35).

Whenever thewordsof the Old Testament say, "thus siththe LORD," it is gpe&king of Jesus
as"the LORD God," doing the spe&ing. There ae afew times when theword "LORD" in the Old
Testament pertainsto Godthe Father, but only afew. Almost awaysit pertainsto Jesus, whoisand
alwayswill bethe LORD of lords, andthe King of kings. Hewas LORD from the beginning, for the
Father made Him so...

AsLORD, Jesus madethe mvenants, andas Man, Jesusfulfill ed the cvenantsfor man. God
the Father and the Holy Spirit work through Jesus in everything He does.

Therefore, when Adam and Eve ae of thetreeof knowledge of goodandevil, Jesustookthe
resporsibility for man's sn uponHimself (Gen. 315), for the Scripture dedares thelamb was dain
fromthe founddion d the world (Rev. 138).

When the world was 0 corrupt, " And GOD saw that the wickednessof man was great
inthe arth, and that every imagination of thethoughtsof hisheart wasonly evil continually"
(Gen. 65); the LORD saved Noah and his family. When the LORD spoke to Abraham and cdled
him out from his courtry and from his family, Abraham obeyed the LORD. The LORD made a
covenant with Abraham, and his el after him (Gen. 177, Gal. 3:16,29.

This was the LORD Himself; the One who creded al things, that made a ©venant with
Abraham and his e after him. Jesusisthe LORD! He dways was the LORD and aways will be
the LORD...

The LORD kept His covenant that He made with Abraham. Four-hund-ed-thirty yeas|ater,
the LORD brought the children of Israd out of Egypt, using Moses astheir leader. The Children of
Israd rebell ed against Moses and Aaron (Num. 14:2), and the LORD answered acording to their
murmurings. All those over twenty-yeas old ded in the wil derness but thase under twenty lived
and entered into the promised land (Num. 14:20-38).

JesusisLORD! Andall whowill obey Him will have dernal life, but thosewhorebel against
Him will not inherit the promises.... For abou 1400yeas, the LORD saved thase who would cdl
uponHim. The LORD delivered them from their enemies, proteded them, and hel ped them when
they cameto Him for help. Y et, thase who rebell ed against Him, He wuld na help them, and they
went into captivity, and many died like those in the wil derness

Then abou 4 B.C. the LORD was born in the flesh and He was given the name of JESUS!



For thirty-yeas He was obedient to God the Father. It says, " Though he were a Son, yet learned
he obedienceby thethingswhich hesuffered" (Heb. 58). At abou the ayeof thirty, in olkedience
to God the Father, He receved the baptism with the Holy Spirit... Mark 1:9-11it says,

And it cameto passin those days, that Jesus came from Nazareth of Galil eg and was

baptized of John in Jordan.

And straightway coming up out of thewater, hesaw theheavensopened, and the Spirit

like a dove descending upon him:

And there amea vacefrom heaven, saying, Thou art my beloved Son, in whom | am

well pleased.

Jesuswas thefirst Man in the flesh that the Holy Spirit was poured ou uponfrom heaven...
Thiswasthe beginning of the promise of Abraham coming uponthe Gentil es (Gal. 3:14). Jesuswas
the "first fruit" of many brethren (1 Cor. 1523). Jesus was anointed with the Holy Spirit and pawver
to dothewill of Godthe Father. Acts10:38tellsus, " How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with
the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing goal, and healing dl that were
oppressd of the devil; for God was with him." (No one can dowhat Jesus did withou the
baptism in the Holy Spirit...)

After three and one-half yeas of doing the will of God the Father, Jesus fulfill ed the Old
Testament Law for everyone whowas under the law, and seded the New Covenant for uswith His
blood.When Jesus knew that all that had been written in the Scriptures concerning Him could then
be fulfilled, He said "...It isfinished..." (John 1930). Everything He caneto dofrom Genesis 1:1
to John 1930 was now able to be finished. All that was left for Him to dowas His deah and
resurredion. Then the Holy Spirit could come andfinish what Jesus began to dg urtil al thingsare
completed.

Jesus, the Son d Man, had to de, that the Scriptures might befulfill ed. Therefore, Jesusdied
in the flesh, and was raised again by the Holy Spirit threedays later. From the time of Jesus dedh,
until His oonreturn, al things on eath arein the hands of the Holy Spirit. After Jesus went to be
with the Father (40 days after His resurredion), He sent the Holy Spirit to be our Helper, Guide,
Comforter, and Teader; to lead usin all truth and righteousness.. Withou the Baptism inthe Holy
Spirit, we caana obey the LORD as He instructed usto.

Jesusisnow at theright-hand d God the Father, sitting on His Father's throne (Rev. 3:21),
whiletheHoly Spiritisoneath, workinginthasewhowill receveHim. Phili ppians2:13says, " For
it isGod (theHoly Spirit) which worketh in you both to will and to do of hisgoad pleasure.”




THE LORDSHIP OF JESUS

When Jesus came into thisworld asthe Son d Man, ban of awoman, He cane acording
to the Scriptures. The Scriptures completely foretold of His coming. He cane & the Son d
Abraham, the Son d King David (Matt. 1:1).

Jesus came @ a ovenant keguing God, the God d this credion, the LORD of heaven and
eath. Jesuscameto show us Godthe Father by HisWords, Hisadions, Hislifestyle. Inall that Jesus
said and dd we oould see God the Father. He dways did the will of God the Father, therefore,
whatsoever Jesus did, He was the exad image and likenessof God the Father (Heb. 1:3).

Godisunique. ThereisnorelikeHim. Y et Godisthreepersonsin ore. Therefore, the Father
is God. The Sonis God. The Holy Spirit is God. Yet they are eat individually unique in their
abiliti es, but alikein their ways. Theimage of Godistheway youseeGod.We caina seeGodwith
our natural eyes, but thereisarefledion d GodintheWord o God.JesusistheWord of Godcome
in the flesh. Therefore, He is the expressimage of God in the way we seeHim in the Scriptures.

Some have seen Jesusinthefleshfor thirty-three and ore-half yeas, asHelived onthiseath
to show usthe Father. Y et, we aetold by the Holy Spirit, na to knowv Jesusintheflesh, but to knowv
Him asHeisnow, inthe Spirit (2 Cor. 5:16). We aeto knaw Jesus by the Word of God, nd by the
natural abiliti esof themind. TheWord of Godshoud barewitnesswith ou spirit, andwewill know
JesusasHeis....(1 John 510). There shoud be aknowing in ou spirit that will produce an image
of Jesus and the Father within us (1 John 511,12, 2John 19). Anyone whois truly born again of
the Spirit has the Father and the Son dwelli ng in them.

The Father dwelt in Jesus from eternity past. Jesus came into thisworld with the very life of
Godthe Father in Him. By thelife of Godthe Father dwelli ng in Jesus, He was One with the Father.
AsJesusdid na doHisown will, but only the will of Godthe Father; He was the expressimage of
God the Father that dwelt in Him. (If Christians would stop dang their own will, and do oty the
will of Jesus, theywill become the expressimage of Jesus, Who dwell sin them).

Asweseachthe Scriptures, thetruth will berevededto us. TheTruthisintheWord of God.
Thetruthwill set usfreeof al false and unknavn spiritual blindness That iswhy it is 9 important
to seach the Scriptures, for they reved Jesus, the Father, and the Holy Spirit.

Jesuscame asthe Son d Abraham...(Matt. 1:1). Why was Jesus cdl ed the Son d Abraham?
By a @mvenant that Jesus made with Abraham in Genesis 17:7; in which Jesus said to Abraham,
"And | will establish my covenant between me and theeand thy seal after theein their
generationsfor an everlasting covenant, tobea God untothee and tothy seed after thee™ The
"sedal" of Abraham, whichthe LORD Godwas ge&kingof is"Christ.” Thisisexplainedin Galatians
3:16,which says, " Now to Abraham and his el were the promises made. He saith not, And
to seals, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seal, which isChrist.”

The sead of Abraham is"Christ” (the anointed One)... The Anointed Oneisnot many seeds
but One seal, which today is the body of Christ; who are dter the faith of Abraham (Gal. 3:7,26).
Thereisonly onetrue body of Christ, that is, those who are of the faith of Abraham; andtheir faith
isin Jesus Christ.

Jesus is aso the Son d King David by covenant. For a mvenant was made between the
LORD and David, by prophecy given by Nathan (2 Sam. 7:11-16). Out of King David'sloins came
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the sead of David, whose kingdom shall have noend. That seed is"Christ Jesus." He isthe King of
kings, and LORD of lords; and d His kingdom thereis noend.

Thereisathreefold pupaose for the mming of Jesus...

(1) To destroy the works of the devil ...

(2) To beaome the first-fruits of the mvenant made with Abraham, which is the body of

Christ...

(3) To establish His kingdom on eath; which shall extendinto al eternity...

To acomplish all of these, there was athreefold fulfillment to be acomplished...

(1) Thewill of God hed to be made known to all whowill follow Jesusin Hiskingdom, and

bemme His srvantsfor eternity...

(2) The mvenant of the Law of Moses had to be fulfill ed and dore avay with, that the New

Covenant could comeinto effed for thase who were under the Law....

(3) Theworks of Satan had to be destroyed; through the deah and resurredion d Jesus.

Hebrews 2:8, tell us, “ nat all thingsare put under Jesus fed yet;” but the pricewas paid,
the Word has goneforth, the Holy Spirit has been sent to carry out the will of the Father... Oncethe
Holy Spirit has destroyed deah, which isthe last enemy to be destroyed, then the kingdom of God
will reign forever and ever; with a new heavens and a new eath. These threemust take place..

(1) TheHoly Spirit must reign oneath; filli ng peoplewith Hispower to overcometheworks

of the devil.

(2) The manifestations of the Holy Spirit must be seen in al the eath, as a sign do the

coming of the power of Godto set the cativesfree..

(3) Deah must be swallowed upin victory, mortality must put on immorality, corruption

must put onincorruption...

Thisisall explained in 1 Corinthians 15:25, 53,54

For he (theHoly Spirit) must reign, till hehath put all enemiesunder his(Jesus) fed.

Thelast enemy that shall be destroyed is death.

For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on

immortality.

Sowhen thiscorr uptibleshall have put on incorr uption, and thismortal shall have put

on immortality, then shall be brought to passthe saying that is written, Death is

swallowed up in victory.

Now, wedo na yet seeall things put under Jesus fed, but we seeJesus andthe Father inthe
Gospels. Jesus came to show us the Father. By the life that Jesus lived in the flesh, we can seethe
Father in Him. Godisunique: the Son rever glorifiesHimself, but always glorifies the Father. The
Holy Spirit never glorifies Himself, but always glorifies the Father and the Son. The true foll owers
of Jesus never glorify themselves, bu aways glorify the Father, the Son,and the Holy Spirit. These
make upthetotality of God onthiseath; the Father, the Son,the Holy Spirit, andthe son'sof God....

None of these operate by their own power... The Father operates by the power of the Word
of GodandtheHoly Spirit. The Son d God operates by the Word of God andthe power of the Holy
Spirit. The Holy Spirit operates by the Word of God and His almighty power. The son's of God
operate by the Word of God and the power of the Holy Spirit.

The Father, being the head dof the Godheal, is the Father over al credaion. The Son, isthe
LORD of this creaion, Who proceealed from the Father from eternity past (John 842). The Holy
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Spirit isthe power of Godfrom eternity past, who proceealed from the Father (John 1526). Theson's
of God, are the vessls for the power of God. They are the body of Christ on eath. They areto be
theimage of the Son, and are one with the Father and the Son by the very life of Godthat dwellsin
them.

In the Gospels, we seethe Father working in the Son as Jesus does the will of the Father.
Jesus never asked anyone to doanything He would na do Himself.... Heis our example; the only
Onewe aeto follow...

In Matthew 5:1-7:27, Jesus taught us how to dothewill of Godthe Father; just asHedid the
will of Godthe Father. Jesus teadings were acording to the New Covenant, na acording to the
Old Covenant of the Law. Therefore, He compared the Old Covenant Law with the New Covenant
(seded in His blood), many timesin Matthew 5 and 6.

First in Matthew 5:3-12, Jesus pronourced "whois blessed” in the kingdom of God. Jesus
proclaimed "nine blessngs.” These nine blessngs are nat acwrding to human understanding, bu
acording the working of the Holy Spirit within us. These nine come by the nine fruit of the Holy
Spirit in Galatians 5:20,21 ,and cause the nine gifts of the Spirit (1 Cor. 127-11), to operatein the
lives of thase who oley the LORD.

Ninetimes, Jesus gave referenceto the diff erence between the Law and the New Covenant.
FivetimesHesaid," Yehaveheard..." andfour timesHesaid," It hath been said..." Eadh ore of
these times there was arevelation d Jesus and the Father.

From Matthew 6:1-7:27, Jesus taught on some of the foll owing subjeds:

(1) doing dms

(2) praying

(3) fasting

(4) laying up treasures

(5) judging others

(6) asking and recaving

(7) the way to heaven

(8) false prophets

(9) doing the will of God
In between these, Jesus included the most important of all His teadings "the controlli ng of our
thoughts." To acaomplish this, Jesus said, " ... seek yefirst the kingdom (reign) of God, and his
righteousness and all thesethings shall beadded unto you" (Matt. 6:33). Of al theteadingthat
Jesus did in Matthew 5 through 7,the most important, and orly way to dothe will of the Father is
"..se&k yefirst the kingdom (reign) of God, and hisrighteousness.."

Every Christian whofail sto fulfill the plan and purpose of Godin their lives "missesit on
thisrequirement,” first, seekngthereign d Godintheir lives. Withou thisonerequirement fulfill ed
in our lives, we caana do the will of God. Every false manifestation can be identified by alad of
seeking the kingdom (reign) of God and the LORD'S righteousness..

Christians canna walk after the flesh and after the Holy Spirit at the same time. These two
arecontrary to ead ather (Gal. 5:17). Christiansmust dieto self; or they canna foll ow Jesus... Jesus
used Himself as an example of what it takes to dothe will of God.In John 1224-26, Jesus sid,

Verily, verily, | say unto you, Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it

abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.
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Hethat loveth hislifeshall loseit; and hethat hateth hislifein thisworld shall keeo it

untolife @ernal.

If any man serveme, let him foll ow me; and wherel am, there shall also my servant be:

if any man serve me, him will my Father honour.

Duringthethree ad ore-half yearsof theministry of Jesus, Hedid al that wasnecessary that
the Scriptures might befulfill ed! Onthe Cross thelast wordsthat Jesus goke cane dou asit says,

After this, Jesus knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the scripture

might be fulfill ed, saith, | thirst.

Now therewas st a vessl full of vinegar: and they fill ed a spunge with vinegar, and

put it upon hysp, and put it to his mouth.

When Jesustherefore had recaved thevinegar, hesaid, It isfinished: and hebowed his

head, and gave up the ghost (John 1928-30).

Y et, we do nd see dl things finished, for the finishing of the Scriptures was to be dore by
theHoly Spirit... The Holy Spirit isto finish all that Jesusbegan to do...After Jesusrose again from
the dead and ascended to the right-hand d the Father, He sent the Holy Spirit "to be GOD" onthis
eath. Therefore, from the beginning, it has always been cdled "the kingdom of God," nat the
kingdom of Jesus. Jesusis the head of the body of Christ. Jesusisthe LORD of lords. Jesusisthe
King of kings. Jesus is the king over the kingdom of God. But the Holy Spirit is GOD on eath,
working all thingstogether..." And weknow that all thingswork together for goad to them that
love God, to them who are the alled according to his purpose” (Rom. 828). " For it is God
which worketh in you both to will and to do of hisgoad pleasure” (Phil. 2:13).

Only when the Holy Spirit isin control of our lives can we dothewill of God the Father. It
is by His power and His might that all things are dore on eath asit isin heaven (Matt. 6:10), as
prophesied in Zedhariah 4:6," ...Not by might, nor by power, but by my spirit, saith the LORD
of hosts."

Within the body of Christ today, multit udes are being deceved by false manifestations, and
false prophets, and fal se operations; by other spirits. The true manifestations of the Holy Spirit can
easily been knowvn when we get to knaowv Jesus as LORD, na just as Savior. Then, wewill get the
know the Holy Spirit as God onthis eath from the epistles of the New Covenant. Unlesswe know
the LORD Jesus Christ as LORD, and the Holy Spirit as God onthis eath, we will easly be
deceved by false manifestations.

Itis 9 sad, that in the beginning Jesus creaed all things, andwithou Him was not anything
creaed that was creaed. Then “ He came into the world andthe world knew Him not.” (John
1:10)“ He came unto His own andHis own recaved Himnot.” (John1:11) Heisthe Word of God
(that is; theincorruptible seed of the new birth), and Christiansdo nd know Him. How sad it isthat
so many who shoud know Him dorit know Him? Neither dothey know the Holy Spirit whois sent
to be our Helper, Guide, Comforter, and Teader...

For Christiansto dothewill of Godthe Father, they must first “totall y and compl etely submit
themselvesto the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ.” Until Jesus has complete andtotal dominancein our
lives, we caana do the will of God the Father. Every time aChristian tries to dothe will of God
withou the LORDSHIP of Jesusthey will fail. Y et, they canna submit to the LORDSHIP of Jesus
Christ withou submitting themselves unto to God the Holy Spirit first. That was why it was ©
necessary for Jesusto ascendto the Father, that the Holy Spirit could come andmakeit possblefor
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Christians to submit to the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ.

Our adversary (the devil ), isworking day and right to hinder us from doing the will of God
the Father. The only way to defed the devil isto" Submit your selvestherefore to God. Resist the
devil, and hewill fleefrom you" (James 4:7). Anytime and every-time Christians do nd submit
themselves unto God--the Holy Spirit--the devil will not fleefrom them. Christians can try to resist
the devil all they want to, bu unlessthey first submit themselves unto God “the Holy Spirit,” the
devil will not flee..!

Submisson is our job. God is not going to submit us withou our willi ngnessto submit.
Thereisafight to fight, and a battle to be won by every born again Christian. If Christians do nd
submit themselves unto the Lordship of Jesus Christ, other spirits will enter through their thought
redm and take the pasition in their lives that the LORD shoud have. Many spirits will convince
many Christians that, that isnot possble.... These ae drealy deceved by the enemy. Many have
li stened toreli gious iritsthat causethem to rebel against the Word of God,andthe Wordsof Jesus.
Jesus sid in Mark 16:17," ...these signs dhall follow them that believe; In my name shall they
cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues.” Multitudes of Christians have rebelled and
refused to recave the Holy Spirit with the evidence of spe&king in new tongues. We aetoldin 1
Samuel 15:23," For rebellion is asthe sin of witchcraft, and stubbornnessis asiniquity and
idolatry..." Thereisno dfference between rebelli on and witchcraft, they are equal to ead ather.
Witchcraft isiddatry, serving another spirit rather than the Holy Spirit. Multitudes of Christians
have given themselves to serving religious irits that tead contrary to the teadings of Jesus, and
theWord of God. Y et, they confessthat thereis nothing wrong with what they are doing, they even
take pridein dang so (2 Thes. 212).

To submit unto the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ isto believe every Word Jesus gooke, and
doeverything Jesus said we shoud do.When JesusisLORD in ou lives, then we ae His srvants
in everything He asked usto do.We start where He said to start, that is, " seek yefirst thekingdom
of God, and hisrighteousness.." (Matt. 6:33). Any Christian who claimsto bejustified by what
they say or doisnot submitted urto the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ. Claimingto bejustified by their
works is denying the righteousnessof Jesus Christ, which is uponall who kelieve in Jesus Christ
(Rom. 3:22). When ou righteousness prevail s over the righteousness of Jesus Christ we ae no
longer under grace bu rather under the Law, which canna save us.

Submissonmust betotal and complete, starting with Hisrighteousness thereby completely
denying any of our righteousnessby what we say or do... The next important part of submissonis
in John 831,"...If ye ontinuein my word, then are ye my disciplesindeeal." Continuancein
Jesus Word is arequirement of submissonto the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ. John 157 says, " If
ye abidein me, and my wordsabidein you..." Daily, abiding in Jesus and His Words abiding in
usisarequirement of the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ.

Doing thewill of Godthe Father isa so arequirement of the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ. In
Matthew 7:21, Jesus said, " Not every onethat saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the
kingdom of heaven; but hethat doeth thewill of my Father which isin heaven." Thosewho do
not do the will of God the Father have not submitted themselves unto the LORDSHIP of Jesus
Christ. Jesus sidin Luke 6:46," And why call yeme, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which
| say?" A personwho cdls Jesus LORD and dces not dowhat Jesus sysis cdled a hypocrite...

Unlessa person knows Jesus, and nd just knows al abou Him, they will not submit unto

His LORDSHIP. Only those who truly know Him will fully submit unto His LORDSHIP.
Submisgonrequiresmaking astandagainst al other controlli ng spirits. Romans 6:16 says, " Know
yenot, that towhom yeyield your selves ®rvantsto doey, his ®rvantsyeare towhom yeobey;
whether of sin unto death, or of obedienceunto righteousness?" Jesusisour righteousness We
must submit ourselves srvants unto the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ...

Submisgonto the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ comesabou inaChristian'slifelittl eby littl e,
herealittl e andthere alittl e. Isaiah 28 10tell sushow the Holy Spirit teadesus. " For precept must
be upon precept, precept upon precept; lineupon line, lineupon ling; herealittle, and there
alittle."

Before the Children of Israd went into passessthe promised land, the LORD told them,

| will send my fear before thee and will destroy dl the peopletowhom thou shalt come,

and | will make all thine ememiesturn their backs unto thee

And | will send hornets before theg which shall drive out the Hivite, the Canaanite,

and the Hittite, from before thee

| will not drivethem out from before theein oneyear; lest the land become desolate,

and the beast of the field multiply aganst thee

By littleand little will drivethem out from before theg until thou beincreased, and

inherit the land.

And | will set thy bounds from the Red sea even unto the sea of the Phili stines, and

from the desert unto the river: for | will deliver the inhabitants of the land into your

hand; and thou shalt drive them out before thee

Thou shalt make no covenant with them, nor with their gods.

They shall not dwell in thy land, lest they make theesin aganst me: for if thou serve

It is important to understand that it is Jesus (the LORD God), that will send " His fear"
before us. Aswe submit to the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ, He sendsthe HOLY SHRIT before us
to drive out the spiritsthat try to control us. By the power of the Holy Spirit, every spirit that isnot
of Godwill bedriven ou of our lives. Not all at once, but one & atime, here alittl e andthere alittl e.
Until we have completely overcome every evil spirit that dwellsin ou flesh.

The flesh must be overcome, that the spirit of man isin control. Our flesh has been the
inhabitation d many spirits. Corruptionis passed upon from Adam (1 Cor. 1553). Mortdity is
passed upon s from Adam (Rom. 5:12). Corruption must be destroyed first in our lives. Mortality
will bethelast oneto be destroyed. Mortality is the processthat brings mankindto physicd deah.
Physicd deah must be overcome, as it was overcome in the life of Jesus. Through deah, He
defeded deah for all whowill enter into His LORDSHIP.

First corruption must be overcome. Thisbeginsin every Christian’slife when they are born
again. " Being born agan, not of corr uptible seal, but of incorr uptible, by the word of God,
which liveth and abideth for ever” (1 Peter 1:23). Thisisthe beginning of completefreedom from
corruption. A seed was planted within the spirit of man. That planting of the incorruptible seed is
symbadlic to the aossng of the Jordan for the chil dren of Israd. Uponentranceto the promised land
they were facal with all the inhabitants of the land which had to be driven ou.

Romans 8:9 says, " But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so bethat the Spirit
of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, heisnoneof his." At the
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time of our new birth, we aelike the dnildren of Israd. Our living soul is passed from the flesh to
the "New Creaed Spirit." We aenolonger in the flesh (asthe dhildren of Israd were nolonger in
thewilderness. Y et, the flesh hasto be overcome, just as the inhabitants of the land o Canaan had
to bedriven ou. Upon ou new birth, we aefacel with al thesin and spiritsthat inhabited our lives,
they nead to be driven ou of our flesh.

The apostle Paul, in Romans 7:13-25, explained that the sin which wasin hisflesh was nat
yet fully overcome. He dso explained that it was the LORD Jesus Christ that would give him the
victory.

O wretched man that | am! who shall deliver me from the body of thisdeath?

| thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the mind | myself servethe

law of God; but with the flesh thelaw of sin (Rom. 7:24-25).

Jesus Christ would send HisHoly Spirit to driveout the spiritsin ou flesh that kegp usfrom
entering into the full nessof the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ. When the fulnessof the LORDSHIP
of Jesus Christ is come into ou lives, we will come into what is cdled " the manifested sons of
God" (Rom. 819).

Just like the dhildren of Israd, when they entered into the land o Canaan, they had to drive
out theinhabitants (the LORD working with them, and going beforethem), yet they had to make the
effort, "by faith,” trusting in the promises of the LORD. It is" by faith," believing in those things
that be nat, " asthough they already are" (Rom. 4:17-21). As Abraham was, we must be "full y
persuaded, that what the LORD has promised, He will perform" (Rom. 4:21).

Wemust " try every spirit," if they areof God a naot (1 John 41). Thosethat arenat of God
must be cat out of our lives, ou of our minds; completely destroyed in our lives. If the thoughts of
our minds do nd agreewith "the Written Word of God," they must be destroyed, completely cast
out of our minds (2 Cor. 105). We must overcome "by the blood d the Lamb, andthe words we
speak out of our mouth." Thisovercoming must be even urto deah..." And they overcame him by
theblood of theLamb, and by theword of their testimony; and they loved not their livesunto
thedeath" (Rev. 1211).

Itisnot by our power aonethat we overcome; if it would be, then it would be works of the
flesh, dead works. It must be by submisson to the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ, that we overcome
the spirits that try to hdd usin bondge. The LORD must send His Holy Spirit to Help, Lea,
Guide, Comfort, and Tead us. Withou the Holy Spirit we caana overcome.... Yet, we must
overcome, na by our power, but by His Spirit

The gredest of all hindrances are others around s who submit themselves to ather spirits,
falseteadings, andfalse prophets. Thasewho do nd" Search the Scriptures' and do no" Study
to show themselves approved unto God," they "believe other spirits' other people who say "they
are of God..!" They follow the teadings of men, nd the teadings of the Holy Spirit. They are
deceved, and they deceve many...

The Word o God dedares; WE MUST TRY THE SRHRITS, IF THEY BE OF
GOD...PROVEALL THINGS...(1John 41, 1Thes. 5:21). Thasewhothink themselves"spiritual"
will come against anyone whotriesthe spirits. The greaest of all statementsthey will makeis"you
better be careful, for youmay be blasphemingthe Holy Sprit by sayingif it isof God d nat, for you
may be mistaken andcall that which isof God d the dewvl." Anyonewho comes against the "trying
of the spirits," hasanather spirit with them, whichisnot of God...For theWord of God dedares, we
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must try the spirits.... The Holy Spirit NEVER, tellSusNOT TO Dowhat He has already told usTODO
"in the Written Word."

It isimportant to understand, there ae many false manifestations within the body of Christ
today. Many morethan ever before acording to Jesus (Matt. 24:24). Y et, to try the spirits, we must
have the help of the Holy Spirit... It isthe Holy Spirit within us that will reved the false spirits to
us. If wetry to doit with ou natural mind, ou human understanding, we will fail to know the true
Spirit from the false spirits.

That iswhy we must be baptized in the Holy Spirit with the evidenceof speging intongues
first; before wetry the spirits... We must know the Holy Spirit, na just know all abou Him. Many
Spirit-fill ed Christians today do nd truly know the Holy Spirit. They know all abou Him... They
know what the Bible says abou Him, but they dont truly know Him "inwardly." If they knew Him,
personaly, inwardly, by awitnessin their spirit onadaily, houly, basis; their liveswould na be
what they are today.

There are many other spirits, as angels of light, pasing to be the Holy Spirit, yet they are
courterfeit... We caand identify the courterfeit unlesswe know the true.

There ae catain things that will help to knav the Holy Spirit.

(1) The Holy Spirit is known by "the fruit of the Spirit" (Gal. 5:21,22.

A. Thefirst fruit of the Spirit islove (Agape).
1.1f werea 1 Corinthians 13:4-8, and apply theword "Love/Charity" to the
Holy Spirit, we will seethe true Holy Spirit. The courterfeit spirit will not
stand the test...

(2) The Holy Spirit is"power" (Acts 1:8, 1010, etc.)

A. The Holy Spirit is not a Spirit of;
1. Self-righteousness
2. Self-justificaion
3. Self-exaltation
4. Prideful
5. Pity, self-pity
6. Childish, (swed little angel)
B. The Holy Spirit moves in "power" against al ungodiness..
"We havenat been gven aspirit of fear, but of power, of love, and d a soundmind"
(2Tim. 1.7)

(3) The Holy Spirit always agrees with the written Word.

A." For thereare threethat bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and
the Holy Ghost: and thesethree are one" (1 John 57).
B. The Holy Spirit had "the Word of God" written (2 Tim. 3:16).

(4) The Holy Spirit works from "the spirit of man" not from the mind d man.

A." But thereisaspiritin man: and theinspiration of the AlImighty giveth them
understanding” (Job 328).

B." TheSpirit itself beareth witnesswith our spirit, that we are the dildren of
God" (Rom. 8:16).

C. Thegiftsof the Spirit (word of wisdom, word of knowledge, discerning of spirit),
do orerate through our mind BUT THEY DO NOT ORIGINATE IN OUR MIND;
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they come from our spirit through ou mind...
1. false operations originate in our mind, and do nd bare witnesswith ou
spirit...
2. there must be awitnessin ou spirit of all true operations of the Holy
Spirit....

When the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ isin ou lives, there will be no desire "for any sin
whatsoever." The desire for sin is destroyed by the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ. When the
LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ is present in ou lives, thereisno desire for " the ares of thisworld,
and thedecatfulnessof riches, and thelustsof otherthings..." (Mark 4:19). TheLORD Himself,
by the power of His Holy Spirit goes before us, and dives away al desiresfor " the cares of this
world, and the decetfulnessof riches, and the lusts of other things...." When the LORDSHIP
of Jesus Christ ispresent in our livesthereisno desirefor " theworld, thethingsof thisworld, the
lust of theflesh, and thelust of the gyes, and the prideof life..." (1 John 215,19.

Christians have along way to go to become "the manifested sons of God' (Rom. 819). This
canna take placein ou lives until we submit to the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ.

Romans 8:19-21 tell susthat thewhadle aedionis awaiti ng the manifestation d the sons of
God. When will t he sons of God manifest to the degreethat even thewhole aedionis st free€? We
dona know, bu what wedo knav iswhat it takesfor Christiansto beame manifested sonsof God.

Every born again Christian can become amanifested son d God. God is not arespeder of
personsandwill nat withhdd from any Christian the ailit y to become amanifested son o God.The
only thing between aborn again Christian and the manifestationistheindividual themselves. There
are many things that hold Christians bad, such as:

(1) Their unwilli ngnessto receve the Holy Spirit with the evidenceof spe&king in tongues.

(2) The cares of this world, the decatfulnessof riches, and the lusts of other things (Mark

4:19).

(2) Their unwilli ngnessto deny themselves and submit to the total Lordship of Jesus Christ.

(3) Their ladk of understanding the person d the Holy Spirit (Who controlsall operations of

the anointing).

(4) Their husband/wife or anather individual that does not want to foll ow the plan of God

acording to the Scriptures.

(5) Other resporsibiliti esthey aaquired through the yeas, that they do nd want to release to

the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ.

Christians can overcome drcumstances that hold them badk by:

(1) Daily, every hou they can find, spend it studying the Word of God, espedally the

teadings of Jesusin Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John.

(2) Whenever possble, even while working, pray in the spirit.

(3) Spendtimequietly beforethe LORD (the LORD dwell sin your spirit, andit isfrom your

spirit that you will receve your diredions).

The qualificationsfor adisciple aethe same qualificaionfor the manifestation o the sonsof God.
Some of them are:

(1) Deny yourself (Luke 14:26,27,33.

(2) Continue in Jesus Word (John 831,32.

(3) Must have an horest report, full of the Holy Spirit, and wisdom (Acts 6:3).
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After al the other qualifications are met, thelast one "full of wisdom™ isthemost important.
Knowledge withou wisdom is useless At the same time, wisdom withou knowledge is nat from
God. One must know the will of God the Father. Then they must use wisdom to apply the will of
Godthe Father in their lives.

Wisdom does not work alone, it works with knowledge. There ae cetain important aress
of knowledge of the Word of God and the will of God the Father that will help tremendously.

The Crossof Calvary isthe most important knowledge aChristian can have. Seacondy, how
to apply that knowledge. What happened onthe Cross? Why it happened? When it happened? Then
rightly divide that which was acaompli shed onthe Cross

Tota remissonandforgivenessof sinscameby theblood d Jesus Christ shed onthe Cross
Redemption was made avail able because of the Cross Sanctificaion was made avail able becaise
of the Cross Physicd heding was made avail able by the Cross

The new birthinto thefamily of Godwas made avail able dter the Cross Thebaptism inthe
Holy Spirit was made avail able dter the Cross

Themainreasonmost Christiansdo nd enter into the manifested sonsof Godisbecaisethey
let doult and unl&lief of the finished work of Jesus Christ onthe Crossenter into their heats. All
that pertainsto sins, iniquities, and plysicd heding was aready avail able from the foundation o
theworld. For it tell susin Revelation 138, "the Lamb was dain fromthefoundaion d theworld."
Sins were not imputed from Adam to the law that came through Moses (Rom. 5:13). Even from
Mosestothe Cross sinswereforgiven (Ex. 3010,Lev. 16.2-30). Heding wasavail able eren before
the Law. Abraham prayed and the God heded Abimeledh, his wife, and his maidservants (Gen.
20:17). The dhildren of Israd came out of Egypt in agrea multitude, na afeedle one anong them.
Heding continued all throughou the Old Testament and is gill continuing today where people
believe the Word of God.

The New Birth and the Baptism in the Holy Spirit did na happen urtil after the Cross for
Jesus was the first-born from the dead. The Baptism in the Holy Spirit canna take placeurtil after
apersonisborn again, therefore it only came dter the Cross

The new birth isthe most important of al operations of Godin the lives of people. The new
birth brings a person into the family of God, making them one with God, and giving them an
inheritance in heaven after this life. The Baptism of the Holy Spirit is the sed to ou inheritance
(Eph. 113,14, 430).

OnceaChild of Godisbaptized in the Holy Spirit with the evidenceof speakingintongues,
they must put onthe whoe amor of God (Eph. 613-18) and rever takeit off. Don' listen to those
who say you have to pu onthe amor every morning when you get up....dort take it off, you reed
it on, even when you are sleging. The amor of God includes:

(1) having you loins girt about with truth...

(2) having onthe breastplate of righteousness..

(3) your fed shodwith the preparation d the gospel of peace..

(4) the shield df faith...

(5) the helmet of salvation...

(6) the sword of the Spirit, which isthe Word of God...

(7) praying aways with al power and supgicaionin the Spirit...

When we understand the whole amor of God, we must bring every thought into subjedion
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to the Word of God concerning ourselves and ahers. Everything we dowill depend uporwhat we
believein ou heat and speak with our mouth (Rom. 10:10). We must be caeful what we do and
what we say... By the words of our mouth, we submit to the spiritual power that isin control.

There ae two spiritual powers in operation oneath. There is the power of God and the
power of the devil. The power of Godis greaer than the power of the devil. The devil i slimited by
the LORD asto what he can doandwhat he caanat do (Job 16,7,12, 21,2,6. To Job, Satan could
not do anything unlessJob a the LORD permitted him. Job let the devil put fea upon hm, and
opened the doar to the works of the devil. Y et, the LORD limited the devil asto what he could do
to Job.

Thisistheway it isin thelives of every individual in theworld. They can open the doar for
the LORD to work in their lives, or they can open the doa for the devil to work in their lives. The
LORD till puts alimit uponwhat the devil can doin a persons life. Therefore it is important to
understand Romans 6:16, which says, " Know yenot, that to whom yeyield your selves srvants
to obey, his rvantsyeare to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedienceunto
righteousness?" Be caeful that you do na let somereligious persontake thisout of context; this
verse was not written to untelievers, or sinners, it was written “ to the saints which were in Rome
andall other saintseveywhere” (Rom. 1.7). Christianscan yield themselvesover to olkey thedevil.
Y et, the LORD determines how much the devil can sted and kill i n an individuals life. Thisisa
whoesubjed initself, toolargeto go into much detail at thistime. Just be avare of whoyouyield
yourself over to oley, the LORD or the devil.

Physicd heding was amajor part the Jesus ministry. Jesus was doing the will of God the
Father. Therefore the will of God the Father includes physicd heding. Physicd heding is onthe
Crossaong with forgivenessof sin. Therefore, physicd heding is effedive for those who are not
born again just as well as for those who are born again. NOTE: none of the people heded under
Jesus ministry were born again. Heding is for everyone, na just for Christians.

Asmanifested sons of God,wemust lookaat sicknessand d sease asworks of thedevil inthe
lives of human beings. The works of the devil must be destroyed by the manifested sons of God.

Do nat even consider whether or not a person has snned when it comesto heding. Do na
even mention sin (unlessthe Holy Spirit speaficdly tells you d some sin that is necessary to be
repented from before heding can ocaur).

Sin, sickness disease, are dl works of the devil. The pricefor the payment of sin, sickness
and disease was already paid in full by Jesus onthe Crossof Calvary. According to the Scriptures,
sin canna stop a person whois nat born again from receving heding.

In John 92, the disciples asked Jesus, " ...saying, Master, who did sin, thisman, or his
parents, that he wasborn blind?" Thedisciples did nat understand the Cross Jesus understood
the Cross and answered their question by saying, in John 93-5,

Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be

made manifest in him.

| must work theworks of him that sent me, whileit isday: the night cometh, when no

man can worKk.

Aslong as | amin theworld, | am thelight of theworld.

The Crosséeliminates al generational curses. Generational curses came by the Law (EX.
20:5). Jesus bore the airse of the Law for us (Gal. 3:13). The Lamb was dain from the foundaion
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of theworld. Therefore, Jesustookthe aurseof the Law uponHimself for anyonewhowouldreceve
Him. Thiswas aready spoken of in Isaiah 4325.1t says, " |, even |, am he that blotteth out thy
transgressonsfor mine own sake, and will not remember thy sins." Thiswasrepeaed againin
Isaiah 4421,22,saying,

Remember these, O Jacob and Israel; for thou art my servant: | havefor med thee thou

art my servant: O Isradl, thou shalt not be forgotten of me.

| haveblotted out, asathick cloud, thy transgressons, and, asacloud, thy sins: return

unto me; for | have redeemed thee

This man, ban dind from his birth was a child of Israd. Jesus sid in Isaiah 4421, “ He
would nat forget His chosen people, their transgressons andsins, bu He would blot them out as
athick doud” Jesus said to Hisdisciplesin John 94," | must work theworks of him that sent
me..." It was the Father's will t hat the works of the devil be destroyed. And Jesus destroyed them
onthe Crossof Calvary. It was dedared dore before Jesus died (Rev. 138), and finished when He
was crucified.

Putting sin, sickness and dsease dl onthe Crossof Calvary wasthe plan of Godthe Father
from thefoundation d theworld. Jesuswas only carrying out the plan of Godthe Father, and dang
the works of God the Father by not suggesting that sin was the problem. It was not amatter of what
caused the blindress bu a matter of the will of Godthat all sicknessand dsease be destroyed by
the power of God working through the anainting of the Holy Spirit. Jesus was anointed, and the
anointing destroys the works of the devil .

There are nogenerational cursesfor Christians. Christians are redeemed by the blood d the
Lamb. All sins, and generational curses are remitted at the time of the new birth. All past sins are
wiped out by the new birth (2 Cor. 5:17). God daes not inpu any trespasses upon anyone who
beames barn again (2 Cor. 5:19). Christians do nat have generationd curses--those who lelieve
theydo aelisteningto awrongvoice

Look at the man who was sck of the palsy (Matt. 9:1-7, Mark 2:3-13, Luke 5:18-25).
Withou asking any questions concerning sin, Jesus proclaimed the Crossby saying, " ...Son, be of
godd cheer, thy sins be forgiven thee' (Matt. 9:2). The sin issue was %ttled onthe Cross of
Calvary. Theonly sinsthat can prevent hedi ng are thase Christians commit, will full y, after they are
born again.

Itisnot thejob o Christiansto lookfor sinin ancther person'slife. That isthe Holy Spirit's
job (John 168), and He doesn't need ou help to doHis job. John 168 says, " And when he (the
Holy Spirit) iscome, hewill reprovetheworld of sin, and of righteousness and of judgment.”
When it saysthe world, it includes anyone in the world, including Christians. The Holy Spirit will
convict and convince Christians of sins that they must repent and confess That isthe Holy Spirit's
job, nd the Christian's job.

When the Holy Spirit gives smeone "aword of knowledge' concerning the sin of another
who has come for heding, it is only for the purpose that they would administer grace and much
grace that repentance and confesson is acaomplished. Through repentance and confesson, sinis
removed by the blood d Jesus, and heding can take place With sin removed by theblood d Jesus,
Christians are freeof any past sins, and Satan has nothing on them.

In James 5:14,15it says,

Is any sick among you? let him call for the ddersof the church; and let them pray over
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him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord:

And the prayer of faith shall savethesick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he

have committed sins, they shall be forgiven him.

James 5:14,15does nat say the sick person hes to confesstheir sins. It says, “ the prayer of
faith gven by the dders will heal the sick, andif he committed sins, theywill be forgiven.” The
prayer of faith has power over sins committed by another Christian.

Theman sick of the palsy in Mark 2:3,4was brought by four menwho hed faith. Based upon
the faith of these four men, Jesus said, " Son, thy sins be forgiven thee" That is the same thing
Jamesistalking abou in Chapter five. Thefaith of the dderswill hed thesick andif he cmmmitted
any sinsthey will be forgiven him.

Hedingwill cometothebody of Christ when Christiansget their minds off sinandthe Cross
of Calvary. The prayer of faith must be based uponthe Word o God concerning the Cross of
Calvary.

When Christians lean what Jesus' righteousnesspurchased for them, and apply it to their
lives, they will walk in victory over al the works of the devil .
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DO CHRISTIANSTRULY KNOW JESUS?

Jesussaidin John 539," Search the scriptures; for in them yethink yehave dernal life:
and they are they which testify of me." Thenin John 831,32,

..If ye mntinuein my word, then are yemy disciplesinded;

And ye shall know thetruth, and thetruth shall makeyou free.

The word "know," used in this last verse ames from a Greek word (ginosko), which aso
corresponds to the Hebrew word (yada), which includesinits meaning "to know to the degreethat
what isknown isreproduced in likeness" When Christianstruly know Jesus, they will belike Him.

Let'slookat some examples of the use of thisword. In the Hebrew it isused in Genesis4:1,
which says, " And Adam knew Evehiswife; and she concaved, and bare Cain, and said, | have
gotten aman from the LORD." The result of Adam knowing Eve reproduced ancther personin
the likenessand image of Adam. Over in the New Testament the Greek word (ginasko) is used a
number of times. InLuke 1:34,it says, " Then said Mary untotheangel, How shall thisbe, seang
| know not aman?" It isvery clea that Mary was nat talking abou knowing aman in the natural.
For Mary was espoused to Joseph, they were to become married at alater date. Therefore, it wasn't
that Mary did na know aman in the manner of which we know people. Shedid know Josephin the
same way as any woman knawvs aman before they get married. She had to knav him or shewould
not have been espoused to marry him.

Therefore, we must understand the meaning of the Greek word "ginosko" acarding to the
way the Holy Spirit used it. The same gpliesto Matthew 1:25. Talking abou Joseph knaving Mary
before Jesuswas born. It says, " And knew her not till she had brought forth her firstborn son:
and he alled his name JESUS" (Matt. 1:25). Mary and Joseph were married at that time, yet
Joseph still did na know (ginasko) Mary until after Jesus was born.

Now let usapply this smetype of meaningto Matthew 12:33.Jesus sid, " Either makethe
treegoad, and hisfruit goad; or elsemakethetree corr upt, and hisfruit corr upt: for thetree
isknown (ginosko) by hisfruit." The treeis known by what kind d fruit it produces. The fruit
must be areproduction d thekind d treeit is. An divetreewill not produce derries. These aetwo
different kinds of fruit. Neither can apple trees produce bananas. There ae many examples of the
use of thisword "ginosko" throughou the New Testament.

Ancther placewhere Jesus used this same word is in Matthew 13:11, which says, "He
answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the
kingdom of heaven, but to them it isnot given." Jesusis nat talking about knowing abou the
mysteries of the kingdom of heaven. Jesus is talking abou experiencing the mysteries of heaven
reproduced in ou lives. There is anather placewhere Jesus also use this same word. In Matthew
7:21-23 Jesus sid,

Not every onethat saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven;

but hethat doeth thewill of my Father which isin heaven.

Many will saytomeinthat day,Lord, Lord, havewenot prophesied in thy name? and

in thy name have @ast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works?

And then will 1 professunto them, | never knew you: depart from me, ye that work

iniquity.
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What is Jesus telli ng us in these verses? There will be somewho dd cast out devilsand dd many
wonderful works, but they never got to know Jesusin away inwhich Jesus could reproduceHimsel f
intheir lives.

We nedal to have arelationship with Jesus that causes our lives to change and Jesus is
reproduced in ou lives.

We get to know Jesus from the Word of God, empowered by the Holy Spirit. It takes a
revelation by the Holy Spirit to reved and impart into Christians the likeness of Jesus. Many
Christians sean to have some of theli kenesses of Jesusin their lives. But the fulnessof theli keness
of Jesusincludes:

(2) All of the fruit of the Spirit (Gal. 5:22,23.

(2) All of the gifts of the Spirit (1 Cor. 127-11).

Jesus operated in all the fruit of the Spirit and all the gifts of the Spirit--He had the Spirit
withou measure. Can Christians today have the Holy Spirit withou measure? YES... Those who
tead otherwise do nd know the truth (John 8:31,32). The same Holy Spirit that Jesus had is the
same Holy Spirit that is given to every Christian when they receve the baptism in the Holy Spirit
(Acts 1:4,5, 24). The word "baptism" means "completely submerged into." When a Christian is
completely submerged into the Holy Spirit the cmplete power of the Holy Spirit is avail able to
them. They are One Spirit with the LORD (1 Cor. 6:17,Eph. 44-6), they are mmpletein Him (Col.
2:9). The fulnessof the Godhead dwellsin them (Col. 2:10).

Jesus said in John 1412," Verily, verily, | say unto you, He that believeth on me, the
worksthat | do shall hedo aso; and greater worksthan these shall he do; because| gounto
my Father." To dothe same works that Jesus did, Christians must have the same anointing that
Jesus had, the full nessof the power of the Holy Spirit "withou measure.” Thase who bkelieve that
Christianscanna have the Spirit withou measure haveread theitali c addtionsto John 334,which
was added by man saying "unto him." The New Testament reveds that the Holy Spirit is given to
every Spirit-fill ed Christian "withou measure." The problem Christians have comes by Christians
limiti ng the power from flowing through them. The power is in them, bu they limit it by their
doctrines, and theologies. They let men teat them the ways of man, and nd the ways of God.

The Apostle Paul made this datement abou himself, " That | may know him, and the
power of hisresurrection, and thefellowship of his sufferings, being made @mwnformable unto
hisdeath" (Phil. 3:10). To knonv Him isto experiencethe fulnessof Christ in us. Y et, Paul said,

Not asthough | had already attained, either were already perfed: but | follow after,

if that I may apprehend that for which also | am apprehended of Christ Jesus.

Brethren, | count not myself to have apprehended: but thisonething | do, forgetting

those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before

(Phil. 3:12,13.

The Apastle Paul knew he had na yet attained the positionin Christ that was avail able to
him. Therefore, He said, " | presstoward the mark for the prizeof the high calling of God in
Christ Jesus" (Phil. 3:14).

We must presson, “ setting behind those things that hold us badk,” and go forward orto the
high cdling in Christ Jesus. When Christians totally and completely submit themselves to the
LORDSHIP of Jesus Chrigt, all the powers of heaven are a their command. Satan can haveno dace
in the lives of those who are totally submitted to the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ.
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This submission must be on adaily basis. Daily, walking in the light as He is in the light;
where the blood d Jesus Christ cleanses usfrom al sin (1 John 17). When we ae daily cleansed
from al sin, Satan has nothing on ws... When we ae daily cleansed of al sin, we are vessals of
hona, fit for the Mastersuse (2 Tim. 20). At that timein ou lives, God can use usjust as He used
Jesus... Theworksthat Jesus did we can doalso, even greaer works, because Jesus has gone to the
Father and sent the Holy Spirit to be our helper, guide, comforter andteadier. All power isgivento
us onthis eath through the Holy Spirit.

TheHoly Spiritisin usto dothe works of God. If weyield to the leading of the Holy Spirit
and do nd waver, Satan hasno paver over us. Godswill can cometo passin ou lives, just asit did
in thelife of Jesus.

Just anote to those who desire to dothe will of God the Father in their lives. It is said that
there has been in the past many who have submitted themselvesto the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ.
Such as Smith Wiggdlesworth, whoit is said, raised many people from the dead, heded many who
were left by doctorsto die... Through the ministry of JohnG. Lake, well over 100,000 pople were
heded, many of them were left to de by doctors. These ae just two of the many Christians who
submitted themselves unto the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ in the past century.

Christianswhotruly know Jesus (by experience, by Him reproducing Himself intheir lives)
will have dl the powers of hearen avail able to them to dothe works of Jesus in thislife. Anyone
who desires to do the works that Jesus did, CAN... The only person who can stop them is
themselves... Thepower of Godisavail ableto anyonewhowill commit to the LORDSHIP of Jesus
Christ.

If youarereading thisbookand do ndhavethe power of Godworkinginyour life, youcan...

FIRST: You must be born again... To become born again is smple. Believe onthe LORD
Jesus Christ, and ask Him to comeinto your lifeand ke your LORD and Savior. If you lelieve Him,
and ask, He will comeinto your life and ke your LORD and Savior. He will not turn anyone avay
that comesto Him, believing. Jesus sid in John 637, All that the Father giveth me shall come
to me; and him that cometh to me | will in nowise @ast out.”

SECOND: You redal the power of the Holy Spirit in you (Acts 1:8). To recave this power,
pray to the Father and ask for the baptism inthe Holy Spirit with the evidenceof speaking intongues
(Acts 2:4). If you are born again and ask for the baptism in the Holy Spirit, you will receve the
baptism with the evidence of speaking in tongues. God is not arespeder of persons. Anyone who
isborn again will recave.

If for some reason you do nd recave when you ask, go to someone who isin the ministry
"who alrealy has the baptism, with the evidence of spe&king in tongues,” and they will help you...
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CHRIST IN YOU

Ephesians 2:10 says, " For we are hisworkmanship, created in Christ Jesusunto goal
wor ks, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them." How many Christians
today understand what this verse is talking abou?

We are His workmanship. In 2 Corinthians 5:17 it says, " Therefore if any man be in
Christ, heisanew creature: old things are passed away; behold, all thingsare become new."
If we aein Christ, thenwe ae anew creaion.We aencot the same & we were before we were born
again. We have anew spirit, which came down from heaven. Ezekiel 36:26,tell sus, we have anew
spirit, theold oreis passed away (2 Cor. 5:17). Our new spirit makes us one Spirit with the LORD.
Wearein Him andHeisin us(John 1723). Acts 17:28 says, " For in him welive, and move, and
have our being.."" Jesus sid, we ae nat of thisworld (John 1716).

When will we come to the placewhere we will agreewith the LORD, "we arein Him, and
Heisin us, we arenaot of thisworld." We ae anew creaurein Him, yet our soul isin the process
of being changed, and ou body is dill the same; only our spirit is completely new. Therefore, we
must present our bodesaliving saaifice andrenew our " ...mind, that yemay provewhat isthat
goad, and acceptable, and perfed, will of God" (Rom. 122). If we dont renew our mindwe will
livejust like the rest of the world. We ae nat to live like the rest of the world. We aeto livelike
Jesuslived, “ by the Word of God” (Matt. 4:4).

We must understandwhowe aein Christ Jesus. Before we were born again, wewerein the
flesh (Rom. 7:5). But after we ae born again we ae nolonger in the flesh but in the Spirit (Rom.
8:9). Wehave changed pasitions. Wewerein Adam, now we aein Christ. " For asin Adam all die,
even so in Christ shall all be made alive" (1 Cor. 1522). We have passed from deah urto life
(5:24). We ae heavenly credures, "hid with Christ in God' (Col. 3:3).

For in him dwelleth all the fulnessof the Godhead bodily.

And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power (Col.

2:9,10.

Wearein Him, and"in Him" dwell sthe fulnessof the Godhea... We aeonewith God.We
are Hisworkmanship, creaed urto goodworks (Eph. 210). Thiswas Gods plan, Godsideafrom
thefoundition d theworld. We aelike Jesus, part man and part God...Man and God untedin ore
being. A human being and a heavenly being at the sametime. We ae in the One who creded all
things, by Him all thingswere aeded..." For by him wereall thingscreated, that are in heaven,
and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or
principalities, or powers: all thingswere created by him, and for him" (Col. 1:16).

The Same God who creded all things dwellsin us. We ae one with God. How long will it
taketo get our mindsrenewed to understandwhat agred thing God hesdorein ou lives? How long
before we will start to live & God intended for usto live? He gave us an abundant life, why arewe
not living it?

Doult and unleli ef haverobed usof the dundant lifewereceved from Him. Hedidn't make
us new creguresin Him sowe couldlet thedevil control our lives. Hedid it sotheHoly Spirit could
bein control of our lives.

Y et, many have not given the Holy Spirit an oppatunity to have @ntrol in their lives. Many
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let otherstell them that the baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of spe&king in tonguesis
not necessary. They do nd understand that there ae many advantages for Christians who have
recaved the Holy Spirit after they were born again. Ephesians 1:13,14 tell susthat after we believe
andareborn again, we shoud recave the Holy Spirit asased of our salvation. The sed of theHoly
Spirit is our down payment toward ou heavenly inheritance Once we ae seded with the Holy
Spirit, He remains until the day of redemption (Eph. 430).

We nedl the sed of the Holy Spirit to stand in these last days, before the cming of the
LORD (2 Thes. 1:3-12). There is much tribulation ahead, before the coming of the LORD. The
LORD will not return urtil after thereis first agrea falling away... Who will stand in these last
days? Wenedl all the help we can get from the Holy Spirit, the sed of the Holy Spirit isonly astart.
We neal His power...

In Acts 1.8, Jesus sid, " But ye shall recave power, after that the Holy Ghost is come
upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in
Samaria, and untotheuttermost part of the earth." We nedal thispower. We nedd al the power
we can get from God. We neal to witnesses unto Jesus wherever we ae, in Jerusalem, Judaea
Samaria, or unto the uttermost parts of the eath. This power comes when we ae baptized with the
Holy Spirit, with the evidence of spe&ing in tongues (Acts 2:4).

We must renew our mindsto knov whowe aein Christ. In renewing our minds Jesus said
in Matthew 6:33," But seek yefirst the kingdom of God, and hisrighteousness and all these
things shall be added unto you." The kingdom of God came into us when we recave the Holy
Spirit. The Holy Spirit is God onthis eath, carrying out the plan of God the Father while Jesusis
at theright-hand d God making intercesson for us.

We must renew our minds concerning "His righteousness™ Unlesswe understand andlive
by Hisrighteousnessthe Holy Spirit canna work in ou lives. Heiswith us, but He can oy work
acwording to the Word of God. The Word of God dedares that we must believe unto His
righteousness That eliminatesall our righteousness Our righteousnessis no tetter than filt hy rags.
It isJesus righteousnessthat gives usthe power to cast out demons. By His righteousness we have
aright standing before God. Satan hasnothing on iswhenwelive by Hisrighteousness When Satan
has nathing on s, he has no pawer over us.

In 1 John 3it tellsus, " And ye know that he was manifested to takeaway aur sins; and
in him is no sin” (1 John 35). "Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not...” (1 John 36).
"Whosoever isborn of God doth not commit sin; for his el remainethin him..." (1John 39).
"Little children, let no man decave you: hethat doeth righteousnessisrighteous, even ashe
isrighteous' (1 John 37)." And every man that hath thishopein him purifieth himself, even
asheispure” (1 John 33).

"Wemust walkinthelight asHeisinthelight." " Thisthen isthe message which we have
heard of him, and dedare unto yau, that God islight, and in himisnodarknessat all" (1 John
1:5)." But if wewalk in thelight, asheisin thelight, we havefellowship onewith another, and
the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth usfrom all sin” (1 John 17).

Wherethereisno darkness thereisnosin...Wherethereisnosin, God abidesin us. In our
spirit, thereisnosin. If we ae born of God, God abidesin ou spirit, andin Him isno darknessat
al... Wemust stand Y against the devil, knowing that we aein Jesus, and Heisin us..." Ye are
of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater ishethat isin you, than he
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thatisintheworld" (1John 44). Don' let thedevil have even orethought inyour mind...Destroy
every thouwght that doesn't agreewith whoyou arein Christ.

Walk in the light, as He isin the light... It is His righteousnessthat we live by, na ours...
"My little dhildren, thesethingswritel unto you, that yesin not. And if any man sin, wehave
an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous' (1 John 21). "And he is the
propitiation for our sins: and not for oursonly, but also for the sins of the wholeworld" (1
John2:2). " If we mnfessour sins, heisfaithful and just to forgive usour sins, and to cleanse
usfrom all unrighteousness' (1 John 19). " Weknow that whosoever isborn of God sinneth
not; but hethat isbegotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not"
(1 John 518).

"1 write unto yau, little dildren, becuse your sins are forgiven you for his name's
sake" (1 John 212).

Lovenot theworld, neither thethingsthat are in theworld. If any man lovetheworld,

thelove of the Father isnot in him.

For all that isin theworld, thelust of theflesh, and thelust of the eyes, and the pride

of life, isnot of the Father, but is of theworld.

And theworld passth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will of God

abideth for ever (1 John 215-17).

Whoisaliar but hethat denieth that Jesusisthe Christ?...(1 John 222,23.

L et that therefore abidein you, which yehave heard from thebeginning. If that which

yehaveheard from thebeginning shall remain in you, yealso shall continuein the Son,

and in the Father.

And thisisthe promisethat he hath promised us, even eternal life. (1 John 224,25.

Get this sttled in your mindandin your heat; " Ye are of God, little children, and have
overcomethem: becuse greater ishethat isin you, than hethat isin theworld" (1 John 44).

For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that

overcometh the world, even our faith.

Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of

God? (1 John 54,5).

"Thesethingshavel written unto you that believe on the name of the Son of God; that
yemay know that yehave dernal life, and that ye may believe on the name of the Son of God"
(1John 513). " Hethat believeth on the Son of God hath thewitnessin himself..." (1John 510).

And thisisthe confidencethat we havein him, that, if we ask any thing according to

hiswill , he heareth us:

And if weknow that hehear us, whatsoever weask, weknow that wehavethepetitions

that we desired of him (1 John 514,15.

"God is for us, na aganst us..." (Rom. 831). "And all things are of God, who hath
reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to usthe ministry of reconcili ation"
(2 Cor. 5:18). "Let ustherefore come boldly unto the throne of grace that we may obtain
mercy, and find graceto help in time of need" (Heb. 416). "For, we are nat of thisworld, even
asJesusisnot of thisworld. We arein theworld, bu theworld does nat know us, for we are not of
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thisworld. We are born of God, and avell in Him; andin Himis no daknessat all."

Cast not away therefore your confidence which hath great recompenceof reward.

For yehavened of patience that, after ye have donethewill of God, ye might receve

the promise (Heb. 1035,36.

Righteousness like the new birth is not something youfed. With the new birth, you have a
witnesswithin yourself, you know you are born again (1 John 510). Y et righteousnessis smilar to
the baptism with the Holy Spirit. As with the baptism in the Holy Spirit there is evidence “by
spe&ingintongues.” We know we haverecaved the baptism inthe Holy Spirit by the evidencethat
we spedk with new tongues.

We uncerstand that the baptism with the Holy Spirit is aso evidencethat your body is the
temple of the Holy Spirit, that He dwell sin youandyou are one with God. Therefore, you can enter
into the throne-room of God with confidence, knowing your prayers will be answered.

Asatypeof this, inthetime of the Old Covenant of thelaw, the High Priest only entered into
the Holy of Holli esonce ayea. There he made saaificefor the sinsof thewhole congregation. Y et,
before he could enter into the Holy of Hollies, he first had to sanctify himself. If he were not
sanctified he would de in the presence of the Holy Spirit. Sanctificaion and righteousness go
together, you canna have one withou the other.

Our sanctificationcomesby the presenceof the Holy Spirit in our lives. In Exodus29:43-46,
the LORD said, by Hispresence and by Hisglory Hewill sanctify the congregation,the priests, and
the tabernade. We aethe angregation d the LORD, we ae priests unto Him. Our bodes are the
tabernade of the LORD, and d the Holy Spirit. We ae sanctified by His presence Our
righteousnesscomes by beli eving the Word of God concerning what Jesus has dore for us (Rom.
3:22-26). Therefore, if we ae fill ed with the Holy Spirit and we were not sanctified and righteous
we ould na live.

The presence of the LORD and the presence of the Holy Spirit in ou lives brings our
sanctificaion. If we have the presence of the Holy Spirit in ou lives and we ae not sanctified we
could na continueto live.

Lookat Acts5, Ananiasand Sapphra. They were Spirit-fill ed Christians; but they liedto the
Holy Spirit. They did na confesstheir sins when they were expased by Peter, and they died. The
Holy Spirit canna dwell in abody that is not sanctified. Sanctification comes by His presence, and
righteousnessis obtained by awork of the Holy Spirit in those who kelieve.

Christians believe the Word of God urto righteousness by ahelp o the Holy Spirit within
them they are sanctified. Righteousness is maintained by confessng our sins (1 John 19).
Sanctificationismaintained by the presenceof theHoly Spiritin ou lives. Hispresenceisevidenced
by spe&ing in ather tongues (Acts 2:4).

Dont let the devil have any placein your life. Confessyour sins, repent from all ads of
unrighteousnessand the Holy Spirit will remain in youto help you, guide you, comfort you, and
tead you al the things of thislifein Christ Jesus.

Never dould the Word of God. Doult isawork of Satan, and any work of Satanin ou lives
is sn. Do na give ay placefor the devil, rgjed all doult of anything the Word of Godtells us.

Jesus said in Luke 10:19, " Behold, | give unto you power to tread on serpents and
scor pions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you."
Never doult the Words of Jesus, they aretruth. Y ou have power over all theworks of thedevil . This
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power comes with the baptism in the Holy Spirit. Heisthe power of Godthat destroys the works of
the devil .

When yourecevethe baptism inthe Holy Spirit, youreceavethe power to destroy theworks
of the devil (Acts 1:8). This power remainsin you. It isresident in you. When you agreewith the
Word of God, this power is ableto bring to passwhatsoever you say with your mouth and believe
inyour heat. The power isinyou,and Satan hasno paver over youif you believein your heat and
confesswith you mouth (Mark 11:22-24).

Demons are cast out of people when you kelieve in your heat and use the name of Jesus
against them. In Luke 10:17, it says, " And the seventy returned agan with joy, saying, Lord,
even thedevilsare subjed unto usthrough thy name." When you kelieve, even the demonsare
subjed to youin the name of Jesus. Sicknessand dsease must go when you use the name of Jesus.
Peter used the name of Jesus onthe man at the gate cdl ed Beautiful. The man was heded, andwent
legoing and walking into the temple, by the power of the name of Jesus goken by Peter.

Every Christian hasthe right to use the name of Jesus against the works of the devil. Every
Christian isin Him, and ore with Him. Every Christian belongs to Jesus, and His name belongs to
them. Every Christian has been given the right to use Jesus name ajainst the powers of darkness
and they are subjed to any Christian who wses that name. Phili ppians 2:10tellsus, " That at the
name of Jesus every kneeshould bow, of thingsin heaven, and thingsin earth, and things
under the aarth." No matter where the demons are, they are subjed to the name of Jesus. Usethe
name of Jesus against every thought that comes to your mind that does not agreewith the Word of
God concerning your eternal life in Jesus.

" For we are hisworkmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto goa works, which God
hath before ordained that we should walk inthem" (Eph. 210). All thegoodworksthat aredone
in our lives are awork of God, working in us and through us. It isnot our works, but Hisworksin
us. Wedo nd glory over what Heisdoingin ou lives. We glory only in that our names are written
in heaven (Luke 10:11).

All the works that Jesus did, He said we shoud doalso (John 1412). Jesus did na do the
works of Himself, it was God the Father doing the worksin Him (John 1410). It isnot usdoing the
works, but the Holy Spirit in us doing the works. Therefore, do nd glory in the works, only glory
in that your name is written in heaven.
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THE NAME OF JESUS

Phili ppians 2.9 tell sus, " Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a
namewhich isabove every name." Thename of Jesusisabove every name... At the name of Jesus,
evey kneeshall bow andevey tongue onfessthat Jesus Christ is LORD!

Why did God give Jesus that name? The name Jesus means, "Jehovah is salvation! In the
Old Testament, Jesuswas cdl ed "the LORD God." Inthe New Covenant Heiscdled "Jesus." Jesus
cameto save theworld from the works of the devil . Jesuswas snt by God the Father to dothe will
of God here on eath. The will of God is that "...dl men to be saved, and to come unto the
knowledgeof thetruth” (1 Tim. 2.4)." That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but
have dernal life" (John 315).

How was Jesus to save the world? It was to be dore by the power of God working through
aman, the Son d Man, and the sons of God. Therefore, the Son d God kecane the Son d Man,
when He was born in the flesh. The Holy Spirit caused Mary to beaome pregnant with the Son d
God.The Son d God cameinto thisworld acordingto " Spiritual law (Gal. 4:4), thelaw of Godthe
Father." When Jesus camein theflesh, He becane aMan, ban in the flesh, having dominion (Gen.
1:27,28 over al that He creaed in the beginning (John 13,10,Cal. 1:16). By the dominion given
to man from the beginning; as a Man in the flesh, Jesus did the will of God the Father...

Being obedient to God the Father in al things, Jesus " ...boecame the author of eternal
salvation unto dl them that obey him" (Heb. 59). Therefore, His name was exalted above every
name...

Jesus name is "savation." In His name, we ae saved.... The word "salvation" means
"delivered and/or proteded.” In His name we ae delivered and poteded...

Christians must believe "in His Name," the power of Hisnameto deliver and proted them.
John 3:18, says, "He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is
condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of
God." It isthe name of Jesusthat destroystheworks of thedevil ... It isthe name of Jesusthat brings
salvation...

Peter said that is was the name of Jesus that made alame man wholein Acts 3." And his
name through faith in his name hath made this man strong, whom ye seeand know..." (Acts
3:16). The Apostle Paul was chosen by Jesusto " bare Hisname." Acts 9:15,16tellsusthat Jesus
said to Ananias, " ...Go thy way: for heisa chosen vessl unto me, to bear my name before the
Gentiles, and kings, and the cildren of Israel” (Acts 9:15).

Christians areto bare Jesus name beforetheworld, from kingson davnto every individual,
gred or small. His nameis above erery name, in heaven, oneath, and keneah the eath.

Jesus namebelongsto every born again Christian. They arein Him andHeisinthem, " ...as
heis, so are wein thisworld" (1 John 417). Jesus hame worked for thasewhowere His disciple,
before they were born again. In Luke 10:17 says, " And the seventy returned agan with joy,
saying, Lord, even thedevil sare subjed unto usthrough thy name." Even athers, before Jesus
died onthe adosswere using Jesus nameto cast out devils. Luke 9:49 says, " And John answered
and said, Master, we saw one casting out devilsin thy name; and we forbad him, because he
followeth not with us.”
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Christians must lean to use the name of Jesus in every situation, sickness disease, trias,
tribulations, against thoughts that do nd agreewith the Word of God; whenever they come into
contad with any of the works of the devil.

One of thefirst thingsevery child of Godshoud betaught is"how andwhen to usethe name
of Jesus’! Little children can use the name of Jesus, adults can use the name of Jesus, anyone can
use the name of Jesus.

| was at a meding one day, when a dild, abou 12 yeasold laid his hand onaman's nedk
and commanded heding in the name of Jesus; the man was heded! | was told of a diild abou 5
yeasold, wholaid her hands upon ter grandfather, saying, "thank you Jesus for heding grandpa,”
immediately, the grandfather was heded. Children need to be taught the use of the name of Jesus
from avery young age. They need to use that name, all of their life, against al the powers of the
devil .

Christians are to raise up Jesus, using His name before dl people, before the whole world,
that the world may know that Jesus Christ is LORD! Jesus said,

And these signs $all follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils,

they shall speak with new tongues,

They shall takeup serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them;

they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover (Mark 16:17,18.

Had the Christians dore what Jesustaught in Matthew 10:7-11aone, thisnation,andall the
nations of the world truly know JESUS...
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FEAR, DOUBT, & UNBELIEF
AMONG CHRISTIANS

The meaning of the word "Christian” has changed over the yeas. In Acts 11:26, it tellsus
that the disciples were first cdled Christians in Antioch. At that time the word Christian was not
spelled the same & it istoday. At that time, anyone who was cdled a Christian was hated by the
world. They were an oucast of society. The Roman government off ered them no protedion. Jesus
told His disciples they would dothese thingsto them (Matt. 1022, Luke 21:17, etc.).

Today themeaning of theword " Christian” haschanged. Today it i sthe highest hona anyone
can oltain, even thouwgh the world still doesn't know it. Today the word "Christian” means " Christ
in," born again of the Holy Spirit, and fill ed with the Holy Spirit." The word "Christ" is"Christos"
in the Greek, meaning "anointed, a the Anointed One."

Christians today shoud na just be born again of the Holy Spirit, but they shoud be
"anointed,” with the Holy Spirit; that is, baptized in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of spegking
in tongues. Jesus made anumber of references to this. In John 738, Jesus said, "Christians that
believeonHimshoud haverivers of livingwater flowing ou of their belly." The Apostle Johnsaid
" (But this gake he of the Spirit, which they that believe on him should recave: for the Holy
Ghost wasnot yet given; becausethat Jesuswasnot yet glorified.)" (John 7.39). TheHoly Spirit
was not given urtil after Jesus rose from the dead. When they recaved the Holy Spirit, they were
born again o the Spirit (John 2022). The Holy Spirit was “in them” but not “uponthem...” After
Jesusascended into heavenin Acts 1.9, these same disci pl eswere bapti zed (compl etely submerged)
in the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:4).

InMark 16:16,17 Jesus said, "theythat believeand aebaptized will speakin newtongues.”
By this, Jesusmadeit clea that all baptized Christians shoud spe& intongues. TheninActs1:4,5,
Jesus told the same disciples that receved the Holy Spirit when He breahed uponthem (John
20:20), that they shoud wait for the baptism (complete submersion) withtheHoly Spirit. Jesus said,
“For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many
days hence” They had drealy receved the Holy Spirit, bu they still needed to be baptized
(completely submerged) with the Holy Spirit. The power comesto Christians when the Holy Spirit
iIs“UPON” them, nat just in them. The baptism is“uponthem” thefilli ngis*“in them.” Jesus sid
to those who had already receaved the Holy Spirit when He breahed uponthem, “But ye shall
receve power, after that the Holy Ghost iscome upon you: and ye shall bewitnessesunto me
both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the
earth” (Acts 1:8). Jesus said, “uponyou,” meaning Baptism (submersion). This happened in Acts
2:4; they wereboth fill ed and beptized at the sametime, Peter verified thisin Acts11:15-17,saying;

And as | began to speak, the Holy Ghost fell on them, ason us at the beginning.

Then remembered | theword of theL ord, how that hesaid, John indeed baptized with

water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost.

Forasmuch then as God gave them the like gift as he did unto us, who believed on the

Lord Jesus Christ; what was [, that | could withstand God?

Why should a Christian be baptized with the Holy Spirit, with the evidence of spe&ing
tongues? When Christiansrecavethe Holy Spirit with the evidenceof spe&ing intongues, they are
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fill ed with the Holy Spirit andthey are submerged in the Holy Spirit. In ather words, the Holy Spirit
isinthemandtheHoly Spirit iscompletely surroundng them, externally. Thisproducesaprotedion
against all the dtadks of the enemy. They are seded with the Holy Spirit (Eph. 430). The anointing
isinthem andaroundthem at all times. They have ahedge aoundthem that Satan canna penetrate.
Job had a hedge aound hm, urtil he let fear come upon hm (Job 110, 325). Until Joblet down
the hedge Satan could na touch him.

The Holy Spirit isour hedge aound s, andin us, and when we do nd let sin enter into our
lives, Satan canna touch us. Sin entersthrough, doult, unkelief, fea, etc. These aethefiery darts
(Eph. 6:16) that Satan throws at Christians to get an entranceinto their lives. Therefore, Christians
need the whale amor of God onat all times.

In Matthew 14, Jesus came to His disciples walking onthe water. When they first saw Him,
they weretrouded, saying it isaspirit! But Jesus oke to them saying, " Be of goad cheer; itis |,
benot afraid" (Matt. 14:27). Then Peter saidto Jesus, " Lord, if it bethou, bid me cmomeuntothee
on thewater" (Matt. 1428). Jesus sid to Peter, " Come."

As Christians, barn again o the Holy Spirit into the family of God, we shoud be people of
supernatural experiences... The LORD never intended for His brothers and sisters in Christ to be
natural people. Godisasupernatural God,wholivesandmovesin the supernatural redm. Jesuswas
asupernatural human being. Hewas man in theflesh, and Godin the Spirit. Oncewe aeborn again
of the Holy Spirit, we too, are men in the flesh and God in the Spirit; just like Jesus...

If Jesuscould walk onthewater, and Peter could walk onthewater, why can't we? Let'slook
further into Matthew 14 and seePeter walking on the water.

...And when Peter was come down out of the ship, he walked on the water, to goto

Jesus.

But when he saw the wind boisterous, he was afraid; and beginning to sink, he cried,

saying, Lord, save me.

And immediately Jesus gretched forth hishand, and caught him, and said unto him,

O thou of littlefaith, wherefore didst thou doubt? (Matt. 1429-31).

What happened? Peter did walk onthewater, urtil, " when hesaw thewind boisterous, he
wasafraid..." Fear,isthefirst stepto defed inaChristianslife. Peter obeyed the LORD and started
to walk onthe water toward Jesus. Jesus had told Him to come to Him. Therefore, Peter was not
trying to make himself someone gred, or someonetrying to get attentionfor himself. No, Peter was
only being Peter, a man excited abou the LORD. A man who loved the LORD with al his heart,
willi ng to go to the extremesto be with Jesus. Peter had ahady baldnessabou him that did na let
him remain quet, and dawn badk when it cameto dang things for the LORD. Peter was excited,
and willi ng to dowhatsoever the LORD told him to do...

When Peter saw the wind basterous, fea came unto hm. Fea is a spirit, and it does not
come from God (Rom. 8:15, 2Tim. 1:7). Romans 8:15tells us, " For ye have not recaved the
spirit of bondage agan to fear; but ye have receved the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry,
Abba, Father." Fea brings Christians into bonage. Jesus did na come to bring us badk into
bondage. Wewerein bonage to the spirits of thisworld before we were born again. The new birth
brings usout of bondage. In 2Timothy 1:7, it says, " For God hath not given usthespirit of fear;
but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind." Withou fea, Peter had "power, andloveand
asoundmind..”
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Whil e Peter was walking on the water, he was in his right mind, amind that all Christians
shoud bein, amindthat "wantsto be with Jesus!"

Thereisonly one person mentioned in the Bible that it spedficdly says, hewasin hisright
mind. Now, we know there ae many others who were in their right mind. But this one personis
spoken of in Mark 5:1-20. This was the man who at one time was posessed with a legion of
demons. After Jesus st him freeof all demonic adivity in hismind,it tellsusin Mark 5:15," And
they cometo Jesus, and seehim that was possessed with the devil, and had thelegion, sitting,
and clothed, and in hisright mind..." Besides stting at Jesus fed and being clothed; naticethis
man's attitude in Mark 5:18," And when hewas comeinto the ship, hethat had been possessd
with thedevil prayed him that hemight bewith him (that is, with JESUS)." Any Christianwho
isin their right mind wants to be with Jesus!

Peter wanted to be with Jesus. He saw Jesus walking onthe water, and he wanted to be with
Jesus...bu when he saw thewind "boisterous,” a spirit of fea came against his mind. Peter yielded
over to the spirit of fea; " beginning to sink, he cried, saying, Lord, saveme." The LORD saved
Peter, when he asked to be saved.

But, look what the LORD said to Peter, "...O thou of little faith, wherefore didst thou
doubt?" (Matt. 14:31). Doult does not come from God, it adually comes from the devil. To have
fellowshipwith doult, ishaving fell owshipwiththedevil . Wewill never recave aything from God
if wedoult inour heat. Mark 11:23tellsus, " For verily | say unto you, That whosoever shall
say unto this mountain, Be thou removed, and bethou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt
in hisheart, but shall believethat thosethingswhich hesaith shall cometo pass heshall have
whatsoever he saith." Doult in ou heat makes the promises of God d nore-effed in ou lives.
God canna have fell owship with the works of darkness Darknessrepresents awork of the devil.
Light represents awork of God.In 1John 15t says, " Thisthen isthe message which we have
heard of him, and dedare unto you, that God islight, and in him isno darknessat all ."

God confirms His Word, when we walk in thelight; and do nd doult... When welet doult
comein, we aewavering in what we believe. James 1:6-8 says,

But let him ask in faith, nothing wavering. For he that wavereth islike a wave of the

sea driven with thewind and tossed.

For let not that man think that he shall recave any thing of the Lord.

A double minded man isunstablein all hisways.

Doukt first cameto mankindin the garden of Eden. Evelistened to the voiceof the serpent,
and began to doult theWord of the LORD concerning thetreeof knowledge of goodandevil . Doulx
brings fea and fea brings doult, they work together. Job let a spirit of fear cometo hm. By it, he
let the hedge down, and Satan could comein and destroy. The LORD let Satan destroy (Job 1:7-12),
becaiseJoblet fea comeupon hm. Later, Jobsaid," For thethingwhich | greatly feared iscome
upon me, and that which | wasafraid of iscomeuntome" (Job 325). Joblost aimost everything
he had becaiseof fea... Peter beganto sink, becaiseof fea... Christianswaver intheir walk of faith,
becaise of fea...

Christians, arebeing destroyed becaiseof alad of knowledge (Hosea4:6). Twothingshave
caused aladk of knowledge anong Christians.

(1) A lad of goodteading within the body of Christ.

(2) Wrong teadings, that do nd agreewith the Word of God.
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What Jesustaught shoud betop priority inwhat we believe. Jesusis" the Way, the Truth,
and the Life" (John 146). We shoud never accept anything contrary to what Jesus taught. We
shoudline everything el seupwith what Jesustaught. When something isquestionablein ather parts
of theBible, weshoud first accet what Jesus said onthesubjed. Jesus sid," donot doubt in your
heart..." JesusasosaidinMark 9:23," ...If thou canst believe, al thingsare possbleto him that
believeth."

What Christians believe shoud be acording to the Word of God, nd acording to the
teadings of men. Most Christians are defeaed because they dont know the power of God that is
avail able to those who believe the Word of God. Believing prodwces faith, faith produces adion,
adioncomeswhen the Spirit of God confirmsthe Word of God andrewardsthosewholive by faith.
Y et, thewhoeNew Covenant isenforced by faith. It says, " But that noman isjustified by thelaw
in thesight of God, it isevident: for, Thejust shall li ve by faith" (Gal. 3:11).

Jesus sid in Mark 11:22," Have faith in God." Our faith isnot in ouselves, bu in God,
acording to His Word. Outside of God, there can be no true faith, for faith is afruit of the Holy
Spirit (Gal. 5:22), given to every Christian when they are born again of the Spirit.

Every barn again child of God hes faith... It's nat a question if we have faith or nat, it's a
question,if wewill useour faith or not? Even the disciplesof Jesus, beforethey wereborn again hed
faith, it was given to them by Jesus (Matt. 10.1). When Jesus gave His disciples "power," against
unclean spirits, to cast them out, andto hed all manner of sicknessandall manner of disease; it was
the power of the Holy Spirit that operated acerding to the Word of God. All power from God
comes through the Holy Spirit; He isthe power of God onthis eath.

Many times, Jesusrebuked Hisdisciplesfor not using their faith. Heknew they had faith, bu
they were not using it.

Christians have many rights, that theworld daesnot have. They havetheright tocomebaldly
unto the throne of gracein time of need, expeding help from God (Heb. 416). Christian have the
right to demand Satan and hisdemonsto leare otherslives, using the name of Jesus, and they must
leave. Christians have theright to demand heding in athers, even thasewho are not Christians, and
they will be heded. Christians have the right to forgive the sins of others, and God will hona their
forgiveness(Matt. 9:2,John 2023). Christiansare sonsof God, taking Jesus placeinthefleshtoday,
whil e Jesus dwell s in them. Whatsoever Jesus did whil e in the flesh, Christians have aright to do

today

Y et, there ae rights that Christians do not have today... Just as Jesus did nd have cetain
rightswhile Hewas here oneath. If you study Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John,youwill noticethat
whenever anyone cane to Jesus asking Him to dosomething for them, He did it; except when they
asked Him to dosomething He did na have theright to do.When Johnand James came and asked
Jesus if He would grant them to sit at His right side and left sidein heaven, Jesus said He did na
have the right to grant them their request, only His Father had that right.

Christianstoday do nd havetherighttosin, douh, or nat beli evetheWord of God. Y es, they
dosin, douly, and nd believethe Word of God dhily. Y et, they do nd havetheright to doso. When
they dosin, doult, and nd believetheWord of Godthey let down the hedge aoundthem, and Satan
can cause sickness disease, fea, torment, ladk of power, etc. in their lives. They must repent, and
confesstheir sins, then the hedge is put badk and Satan canna touch them.

Satan has many decatful tricksandtadics he uses on Christians. One of the most often used
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tricks Satan usesis"the Old Testament Law." Satan has many Christiansdeceved by theLaw. This
puts Christians under bondage, fea, and leads to sicknessand dsease.

One of thetadics Satan usesis cdled "generational curses.” If Satan can get Christians to
convince other Christiansthey may have agenerational curse uponthem, he can get them into fea,
fea brings torment, and opens the doa for doult and unt&lief. There ae no generational curses
uponChristians... Galatians 3:13says, " Christ hath redeaned usfromthe airseof thelaw, being
made a cursefor us: for it iswritten, Cursed isevery onethat hangeth on atree."

Where did theteading of generational curse ammefrom? Thefirst time agenerational curse
ismentioned isin Exodus 20:5. It was a part of the Law (the Ten Commandments). It says, “ Thou
shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for | the LORD thy God am a jealous
God, visitingtheiniquity of thefathersupon the children untothethird and fourth generation
of them that hateme.” Looking at thisverse dosely, youwill naticeit wasthe LORD that said“ He
would visit theiniquity of the fathers uponthe diildren urto thethird andfourth generation.” If the
LORD pu the airse onthem, it was not the devil. “Don’'t cdl the LORD the devil!” Secondy, the
curse cane only uponthose that “ hatethe LORD.”

Lookat thekingsof Israd and Judah and seethe generationcurse. Solomon,theson d David
did evil inthe sight of the LORD (1 Kings 11:4-13). Rehobam, the son d Solomon kecane king
over Judah and Benjamin (two tribes of Israd). Judah, under Rehobaam did evil i n the sight of the
LORD (1 Kings 14:21-31). Abijam, Rehobam’s onreigned after his father’s deah. He did that
which hisfather did, (which was evil in the sight of the LORD). He died and Asa, his onreigned
in Judah. Asadid right in the sight of LORD, as King David (1 Kings 15:9-14). Yet, Asatook the
silver and gold from the house of the LORD, andthe kings house and gave them to the king of Syria
to make aleague with him (1Kings 15:8). Then Jehoshaphat, his n reigned in his dedal.
Jehoshaphat did that which wasright in the sight of the LORD, except he did na take awvay all the
atarsunto ather gods (1 Kings2243). After hisdeah, Jehoram his onreignedin his sead (1 Kings
22:50). After Jehoram died, Ahaziah his onreigned in his gead (2 Kings 8:24).

Asyoucontinueto foll ow the kings of Judah, youwill findthat some of them did evil inthe
sight of the LORD, “astheir fathersdid.” Others, did right in the sight if the LORD as King David.
The generational curse was only uponthaose who dd na love the LORD, “those who hate the
LORD.”

“T hereareno generationd cursesuponChristians.” Youcanna be aChristian if you hate
the LORD. The aurse was a part of the Law. Jesus came and fulfill ed the Law for those who were
under theLaw (Matt. 5:17). Jesus teadingswere dways, “ donat look backonthepast...” He even
used Lot’swife & an example, saying in Luke 17:32,“ Remember Lot'swife.” Lot’swifelooked
badk at the old life she had in Sodam, and becane apill ar of salt. If Christians go badk to any part
of theold lifethey had before they becane anew creaurein Christ, demonswill manifest. Demons
love attention, they want to manifest in the flesh. They will manifest if Christians givethem aplace
to manifest. The manifestation d spirits does not give evidence that the spirit was there before
someone gave placefor that spirit. “ Giveno dacefor thedevil” Do na openthedoa for spiritsto
manifest. Galatians 3:13tell susthat Jesusborethe aurseof theLaw for us.. If Christianswere never
under the Law, then there never was a generational curse uponany Christian.

Sickness diseaseg, etc. are dl onthe aossalong with the arses of the Law, andsins. If you
accet any of these, you give placefor the devil. Christians do nd have the right to not believe
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(douh) the completed work of Jesus Christ onthe Cross.. Doult and unt#li ef of the Word of God
bringsthe dtadsof Satan, and opensthedoa for al kindsof Satanic adivity. If you have evidence
of sicknessor disease in your body, Jamestells us, " Submit your selvestherefore to God. Resist
the devil, and hewill fleefrom you" (James4:7).

If the condtion still persist, James said,

Is any sick among you? let him call for the ddersof the church; and let them pray over

him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord:

And the prayer of faith shall savethesick, and theLord shall raise him up; and if he

have cmmmitted sins, they shall be forgiven him. (James 5:14-15).

Thisisasure aurefor any sickness or sins. Being freeof sicknessand sin, go onwith God
and give no dacefor the devil ...
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THE WORKSTHAT JESUSDID

Jesus said in John14:12, " Verily, verily, | say unto you, He that believeth on me, the
worksthat | do shall hedo also; and greater wor ks than these shall he do; becausel gounto
my Father.” How did Jesus do the works that He did? He explained in John 1410, that it was the
Father in Him that did theworks. In 2 Corinthians 5:19, it explainsthat it was God, the Holy Spirit,
in Jesus reaoncili ng the world urto Himself.

Jesus could na have doretheworks He did withou the baptism in the Holy Spirit which He
recaved at the age of thirty (Matt. 3:16,Mark 1:10,Luke 3:21,22, 418,John 132-34,Acts 10:38).
Anyone who thinks they can dothe works that Jesus did without the baptism in the Holy Spirit is
deceved... Let's ehow Jesus did the works that He did!

Jesus said to aman whaose son reeded ademoncast out, " ... f thou canst believe, al things
are possbleto him that believeth" (Mark 9:23). Thisisatrue statement, and it works every time
we believe. If we believe the Word of God, it works, just like it says... In Matthew 9:2, Jesus said
to aman sick of the palsy, " Son, be of goad cheer; thy sins be forgiven thee" Revelation 138
tell s us "the Lamb was dain from the founddion d the world." Thisistrue, if we will believeit.
Therefore, Jesus said to the man sick with the palsy, " Arise, take up thy bed, and gounto thine
house" (Matt. 9:6). The man believed Jesus, " and he arose, and departed to hishouse" (Matt.
9:7).

Anyone can dowhat that man did, if they will believe..."All thingsare possbleto themthat
believeé" Lookwhat happened to the man with awithered hand! In Mark 3:5, Jesus said to the man
withthewithered hand,” Stretch forth thinehand..." Whentheman stretched forth hishandit was
made whale, just as the other hand. All the man had to dowas beli eve the Word of God spoken by
Jesus.

Wherever we look in the gospels, we will find that Jesus was telli ng those who were sick,
lame, diseased, even ded; " believe, and it shall be according to what you believe." Jesus sid to
Lazarus, whowas dea four days, " ...Lazarus, comeforth” (John 1143), And Lazarus, whowas
dea, cameforth ou of the grave. Whatever Jesus said, doit! Don't let your mind glestionthe Word
of God. The Word of Godis greaer than your mind.

When weget to know Jesus, that is, " experiencethe power of HisWord in ou lives,” wewill
belikeHim. Within uswill come aknowingthat canna be explained by humanintelled. A knowing
that is produced by the power of God within us. A knowing that comes by the power of the Holy
Spirit; that nothing in thisworld can overcome. The power of Godisgreaer than the powers of this
world. No man can stand against the power of God if we will believe onthe LORD Jesus Christ,
using His name, and refusing to accept anything that does not agreewith the Word o God.

There are many today, belonging to churches that say they are Christians. They use Bibles,
but do nd truly know Jesus. | belonged to ore of those denominationsfor forty-fiveyeas. | read my
Bible, taught Sunday Schod, was on the dhurch courcil, and dd everything | knew to be agood
Christian. Yet, it was not God, it was man. Man'sideaof what the Bible says. Had | died, | would
have gone straight to hell, na knowing Jesus; only knowing all abou Him.

Some may ask, how do you knov you would have goneto hell? How can you knaw if the
church you belong to isteading thetruth? The Bibletellsusin 1John 510," Hethat believeth on
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the Son of God hath the witnessin himself: he that believeth not God hath made him aliar;
because hebelieveth not the recrd that God gaveof hisSon." Anyonewhoistruly "born again®
has the withessin hmself.

Many say, | know Jesus! | know Heisthe Son d God! | know He died onthe aosd | know
Herose again from the dead! | know Heisin heaven, sitting at the right hand o God the Father! |
know He took all my sins uponHimself, that | can confessmy sins and He will forgive me! They
can continue to go on,and on,telli ng you everything they know abou Jesus. They know the ten
commandments. They know it iswrongto lie, ched, sted, murder, commitadultery, etc. They know
all this, and kecause they live acording to what they know, they think they will go to hearen when
they die...

What they know isnot bad... But it will not get them to heaven. It will only help them while
they are here oneath to live agoodlife, be acceted by thase wholive agoodlife. They will even
beaccepted by those who say they are Christians, and even by many whoaretruly "born again.” But
al thiswill not get apersoninto heaven; it will only help them to live agoodlife here on eath.

The only oneswhowill goto hearen arethosewhoaretruly "born again” from above. Jesus
made it very clea,

That which isborn of theflesh isflesh; and that which isborn of the Spirit is irit.

MARVEL NOT THAT | SAID UNTO THEE, YE MUST BE BORN AGAIN. (John 36,7).

HOW Do You kecome Born Again? You must, personaly, yourself, make adedsion to recave
Jesus as LORD of your life.

If youarenat truly "born again,” or are nat completely sure, beyondall doult that you are
bornagainBY A WITNESSWITHIN YOURSELF you reed to stopwhatever youaredoing RIGHT NOW,
andask Jesusto beacomethe LORD of your life RIGHT NOW. Don't just say wordswithou meaning
it. Besureyouare seriouswhen youask... Be sureyouintendto make Jesus LORD, and nd just say
aprayer andforget what it means to make Jesus LORD.

Thaosewhotruly know Jesus, that is, have made Him LORD of their lives, and have awitness
within themselves, must aso follow Him. There is much more to being truly "born again," and
foll owing Jesus, than just saying a prayer and waiti ng for the day when Jesus comes to take us to
heaven. Those who truly know Jesus, will | ay their lives down for Him...

Whichismoreimportant, what we experienceinthislife, or wherewewill beonceyouleare
this world? The "born again" experiencein ou life is only the beginning of a new life in Christ
Jesus. We canna stopthere andwait until Jesusreturns. Wemust continue on urtil the end,then we
will be saved. Jesus said in Matthew 24:1-13,

And many false prophets dall rise, and shall deceve many.

And becuseiniquity shall abound, the love of many shall wax cold.

BUT HE THAT SHALL E NDURE UNTO THE END, THE SAME SHALL BE SAVED.

We must make a"firm dedsion;" that is, make Jesus LORD, and follow Him all the way,
every day of our lives. He paid the price for our salvation... Will we accet the payment without
obeying the LORD? Or will we be obedient even urto deeh, foll owing Jesus all the way? Whowill
we serve, theworld or Jesus? Whowill we love, the things of thisworld, a Jesus? WILL THE LOVE
OF THE FATHER STILL BE IN US WHEN WE LEAVE THIS LIFE? Or will the caes of this world, the
decatfulnessof riches, and the lust of other things enter in...?

Jesus said, WE MusT DO THE WILL OF GOD THE FATHER! How can we know what the will
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of Godthe Father is? Study the gospel sof Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John.Everything Jesusdid was
thewill of Godthe Father. Jesus said in John 530," | can of mine own self do nothing: as | hear,
| judge: and my judgment isjust; because| seek not mine own will, but thewill of the Father
which hath sent me."

Jesus brought every thought into subjedion, and dd only that which was given for Him to
do by His Father. He never did His own will, He did orly the will of God the Father. Therefore,
whatsoever Jesus did, it was the will of God the Father.

Everything Jesus taught was the will of God the Father. If we start in Matthew and foll ow
through John,we will seefrom the beginning how to dothe will of God the Father. In Matthew 5
through 7, Jesus taught thase who are baby Christians how to live in thislife & a Christian. Y et,
Jesus did na say we shoud remain baby Christians al our lives.

Aswe go onin the gospelsand cometo the 10th Chapter of Matthew, Jesus teadies us what
to do as Christian. How to read the lost. What to doas Christians in aworld that does not know
Him. Then when we get to the 13th through the 1 7th Chapters of the gospel of John,Jesus explains
how we aeto dothe same works He did.

In the last hours of Jesus life before He went to the aoss He explained the most important
thing for anyone living in this world today. He explained the nead of the Holy Spirit in their lives.

By the time we get to the 13th Chapter of John, starting at Matthew 1:1, we shoud have
arealy seen that Jesus did nahing of Himself. Everything Jesus did was by the power of the Holy
Spirit working in Hislife. Every demon Jesus cast out was cast out by the power of the Holy Spirit
within Jesus (Matt. 1228). Every goodwork that Jesus did, was the Father working in Him, by the
power of the Holy Spirit (John 1410). Jesus could do nahing of Himself. He could orly do that
which was given Him by His Father.

We know from the teadings of the gostlesin Acts and the Epistles that it was the power
of the Holy Spirit, working in thelife of Jesusthat manifest all the signsand wondersthat Jesus did.
All the manifestations of God are by the power of the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 12). By thiswe shoud be
ableto seethat "withou the baptism in the Holy Spirit" we do nd have the power to dothe will of
Godin ou lives. Jesus said, “ the power comes when we are baptized with the Holy Sgrit” (Acts
1:8).

Jesusmadeit very clea that we need the Holy Spirit to dothewill of God.Just asHe nealed
the Holy Spirit to dothe will of Godthe Father. In John 1415-17, Jesus said that if wewould keegp
His commandments, He would pray the Father, and the Father world give us another Comforter
(whichisthe Holy Spirit) to be with usforever. Not only would the Holy Spirit be with us, bu He
would also be IN US! He cmmesinto us when we receve Him.

InJohn 1426,Jesus said," But theComforter, which istheHoly Ghost, whom theFather
will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring al thingsto your remembrance,
whatsoever | havesaid unto you." Lookat what Jesus said the Holy Spirit will doin ou lives. He
will "teach usall things." Hewill "bringto ou remembrancethose things which Jesus said to us."

In John 1526, Jesus said the Holy Spirit, who comes from the Father, will testify of Jesus
in our lives. In John 168-11, Jesus said, the Holy Spirit will reprove the world of sin, o
righteousness and d judgement. Then in John 1612-15, Jesus explained that there were many
things Hewas nat able to tead His disciples at the time, "becuse they ould na understandthem
at thetime." They would na understand them until after Jesus opened their understanding (Luke
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24:44,45. Many other things would be taught to them by the Holy Spirit, Who Jesus cdled "the
Spirit of Truth" (John 1613). Jesus sid the Holy Spirit would guide us into all truth... He would
glorify Jesus... He would take the things of Jesus and the Father and show them unto us... Hewould
show us things to come...

In Acts 1:4,5, Jesus commanded His disciplesthat they wait until they are baptized with the
Holy Spirit beforethey went anywhere. The disciplesobeyed the LORD andwaited inwhat iscdl ed
the upper room urtil they recaved the Holy Spirit with the evidence of spegking in tongues. Jesus
told His disciples that they would recave power after the Holy Spirit is come uponthem, and this
power was to enable them to be witnesses unto Him.

Any Christian, who is srious abou doing the will of God the Father shoud understand,
"theycannd dothewill of Godthe Father withou the baptismin the Holy Sprit with the evdence
of speakingin tongues." After we recavethe Holy Spirit upon ou lives (that is, are baptized in the
Holy Spirit), our bodes become the temple of the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 6:19). It is from within our
bodes, "out of our belly,” will flow the living water that will enable usto dothe works that Jesus
said we shoud do.

Satan has dore dl he can to prevent Christians from recaving the Holy Spirit with the
evidenceof spe&ingintongues. Heknowsthe power of the Holy Spirit, andthe ailit y of Christians
who have the Holy Spirit dwelli ng in them. Therefore, Satan dces all he can to prevent Christians
from receving the baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking to God in unknown
tongues (1 Cor. 142).

All the epistleswerewritten to Christianswho hed aready receved the Holy Spirit with the
evidenceof spegking intongues. In Phili ppians2:13it says, " For it isGod (theHoly Spirit) which
worketh in you both to will and to do of hisgoad pleasure.” In Galatians 3:2, the gostle Paul
asked thisquestion,"” Thisonly would | learn of you, Receved yethe Spirit by theworksof the
law, or by the hearing o faith?" These Galatians had already recave the baptism in the Holy
Spirit, and nawv they were listening to thase who tried to get them to go bad uncer the law.

Thelaw wasgiven by Moses. It wasaschod master for the dhildren of Israd, urtil grace ad
truth came by Jesus Christ (John 117). Thelaw wasnever for Christians, it wasonly for the dhildren
of Israd until Jesus came to set them freeof the law. The law reveds our bondage to the things of
thisworld. TheHoly Spirit cameto set Christiansfreeof bondageto thisworld. Thasewholive dter
the flesh are till i n bondige to the things of thisworld; but thase wholive dter the Holy Spirit are
free.. The law is a schod master to thase who do na know the leading, guiding, helping, and
comforting of the Holy Spirit.

For thase who are fill ed with the Holy Spirit and beptized in the Holy Spirit, with the
evidenceof spe&ing in unknown tongues, they have alaw written in their heatsandin their minds
by theHoly Spirit (Heb. 810,17). They do nd need that man shoudteadthem, " But theanointing
which ye have receved of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as
the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and istruth, and isnolie, and even asit hath
taught you, ye shall abidein him" (1 John 227).

Today, multitudes of Spirit-fill ed Christians are being deceved by the things of thisworld.
They follow after those who tead, you can have whatsoever you desire, if you want it. That puts
Christians badk to the garden of Eden mentality. The serpent said to Eve, "the things of thisworld
areyours, youcaneven belikeGodif youwill eat of thetreeof knowledge of good ancewl." Today,
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multit udes of Spirit-fill ed Christians are seeking thethings of thisworld, andteading othersto seek
them aso. Thisisnot good...Thisisnot thewill of Godthe Father... The LORD'S instructions are
to"...seek yefirst the kingdom of God, and his righteousness and all these things dhall be
added unto you" (Matt. 6:33). When we truly seek the kingdom of God, we have no desirefor the
things of thisworld. For the things of God are much greaer than the things of thisworld. Abraham
knew that. Hebrews 11:10tell sus, Abraham " looked for a city which hath foundations, whose
builder and maker is God." Becaise Abraham set his eyes uponthe LORD and a heavenly
kingdom, the LORD supgied Abraham with al he had need of in thislife.

Many Christianstoday, have turned what Abraham did aroundand are seeking the things of
thisworld instead o the things above. They love the world and the things of this world more that
they lovethe LORD... Not only dothey go astray, bu they lead athersto go astray, following their
example. My prayer is that those who come to Jesus, will follow Him fully. Live like Jesus lived.
Dowhat Jesusdid. Talk like Jesustalked. Walk like Jesuswalked. | pray that they will get to know
Him in such away that He dhangestheir livesto belike Heis.

To dothe works that Jesus did we need the baptism in the Holy Spirit, just as Jesus was
baptized in the Holy Spirit. Jesus needed the baptism and so dowe.

If you do nd have the baptism in the Holy Spirit, with the evidenceof speaking in tongues,
you can. Just ask the Father in Jesus nameto baptize you with the Holy Spirit with the evidence of
speking in tongues, and He will . Believe in your heat and receve by faith. If for some reason a
other you do no spe&k in tongues, ask someone who has the baptism with the evidenceof spegking
intonguesto help you. They can help youto receve. There aefour waysto recave the baptism in
the Holy Sprit given in the New Testament. Don't just try one and stop if you dorit recave the
evidence by spe&ing in tongues.

In Matthew 7:21-23, Jesus said,

Not every onethat saith untome, Lord, Lord, shall enter into thekingdom of heaven;

BUT HE THAT DOETH THE WILL OF MY FATHER WHICH ISIN HEAVEN.

How dowe dothewill of Godthe Father? Thewill of God the Father isthat “we submit to
the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ, and beacomevesslsof hona, fit for the Holy Spirit to use,” that His
will bedorein ou lives, not our will ...

Jesus set the example for us. He said in John 530, “1 can of mine own sdf do
nothing...because| seek not mine own will, but thewill of the Father which hath sent me.” In
John 6:38, Jesus said, “ For | came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of
him that sent me.”

Christians have their own will, just as Jesus had His own will . We have a toice just like
Jesus had a choice, to do our will or to dothewill of Godthe Father. If wedo ou own will, we will
nat be doing the will of God the Father. The Father’ swill and ou will are oppdasite of ead ather.
Our will i sthe will of the flesh. Galatians 5:17 tell s us, “ For theflesh lusteth aganst the Spirit,
and the Spirit aganst theflesh: and these are contrary theonetotheother: so that ye cannot
do thethingsthat yewould.”

Jesus was aMan in the flesh when He prayed to the Father the night He was taken. In Luke
22:42 Jesus prayed, “ Saying, Father, if thou bewilli ng, removethiscup from me: nevertheless
not my will, but thine, be done.” Then Jesus did the will of God the Father, na His own will of
the flesh...

Many Christians do nd know the diff erence between their will of the flesh and the will of
God the Father... Therefore, many go into ministry work dang their own will, thinking they are
daingthewill of God...They aredeceved intheir minds, andtheir worksareonly dead works of the
flesh; they never submitted their will t o God...Unlesswe submit our will t o Godit will only bedead
works of the flesh... The flesh works from our mind, the Holy Spirit works from our spirit... There
isabig difference between ou mind and ou spirit (between ou will and His will).

Of our own ahility, we caana dothewill of God...Only by His ability can we dothe will of
God...We must, of our own freewill submit to the will of God the Father. Until we submit to His
will, we will only be serving the flesh, na God...Even after we ae born again of the Spirit, and
baptized with the Holy Spirit, we still must submit to dang Hiswill nat our will .

Within the body of Christ today, multitudes are doing their own will, and claiming to be
doing the will of God. " by their fruitsye shall know them” (Matt. 7:20).

Y eas ago aword came from the LORD, saying,”T hase who havetaugh what they have
heard ather men teach and haenat recaved it from My Sgrit, if theywill repent, My grace will
cove them!” Many Christians today are teating what they head ather men teadh, and have not
receved it from the Holy Spirit... In 1 Peter 4:11it tellsus, “ 1f any man speak, let him speak as
the oracles (logion) of God; if any man minister, let him do it as of the ability which God
giveth: that God in all things may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom be praise and
dominion for ever and ever. Amen.” Theword “orades’ means“thewordsor utterances of God.”
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It shoud bethe Holy Spirit speaking through us, na us geaking our own mind, by our own ability.
Our ministry work must be by the anointing of the Holy Spirit, na the ailit y of man.In 1John 227,
it says, “ But theanointing which ye have receved of him abideth in you, and ye need not that
any man teach you: but asthe same anointing teacheth you of all things, and istruth, and is
nolie, and even asit hath taught you, ye shall abidein him.” All ministry work must be dore by
the anainting of the Holy Spirit within us. If man dcesthe ministry work, it is dead works, works of
the flesh. If the Holy Spirit does the ministry work through the anointing within us, then it is God
and nd man.

Only that which comes from the Holy Spirit is acceptable unto the LORD. How can you
know if it came from the Holy Spirit? It must agreewith the Word of God from Genesis through
Revelation. If it does not agree they did na recaveit from the Holy Spirit. The Word of God and
the Holy Spirit aways agree for they are One (1 John 57).

As an example, when someone tell s you the baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidenceof
spedking in tongues is not for today, you knaw they are teading what other men have taught, and
have na recevedit from the Holy Spirit. From such, youshoudturnaway... Y our eternal lifeshoud
be moreimportant than to li sten to thase whoare nat heaing from the Holy Spirit. The Apastle Paul
said in Galatians 1: 6-9,

| marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into thegraceof Christ

unto another gospdl:

Whichisnot another; but therebesomethat troubleyou, and would pervert the gospel

of Christ.

But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that

which we have preached unto you, let him be accur sed.

Aswe said before, so say | now agan, If any man preach any other gospel unto you

than that ye have receved, let him be accursed.

There can be no question that the baptism in the Holy Spirit, with the evidence of speaking
intonguesis apart of “the gospel” that Paul preaded. In Galatians 3:1-3, Paul wrote,

O fodlish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey thetruth, before

whose g/es Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you?

Thisonly would | learn of you, Recaved yethe Spirit by theworksof thelaw, or by the

hearing of faith?

Are ye so fodish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfed by the flesh?

In Galatians 3:12-14 Paul wrote,

And thelaw isnot of faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them.

Christ hath redeamed usfrom the airse of thelaw, being made a cursefor us: for itis

written, Cursed is every onethat hangeth on atree:

That the blessng o Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that

we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.

The promise of the blesang of Abraham is the receving of the Holy Spirit through faith.
How doyou knaw if youreceved the Holy Spirit promised to you? In Acts 19, Paul questioned the
bornagain Christians (disciples), in Ephesus concerning their recaving of the baptism withthe Holy
Spirit, for there was no evidence of spe&ing in tongues. It says, “He said unto them, Have ye
recaved the Holy Ghost sinceye believed? And they said unto him, We have not so much as
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heard whether therebeany Holy Ghost” (Acts19:2). Until Paul heard them spe&king in tongues,
he was not convinced that they had receved the Holy Spirit... Then in Acts 19: 6, it says, “And
when Paul had laid hishandsupon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spakewith
tongues, and prophesied.”

Therefore, Paul said in Galatians 1.9, “ Aswe said before, so say | now agan, If any man
preach any other gospel unto yau than that ye have receved, let him be accursed.”

There are many within the body of Christ, teating another gospel, which they have nat
recaved from the Holy Spirit... Our eternal life and ou walk with God shoud be more important
to usthan to follow thase who pread anather gospel.

Christians, whofoll ow those who pread another gospel are cdl ed chil dren of disobedience
in Ephesians 2:2. They are still being controlled by the prince of the powers of the ar, and dorit
know it. Our minds are @nstantly recaving thowghtsthat are not from God, bu rather from the evil
forces of Satan. If wetry to do ow own will, and donat submit to the will of God, Satan will still
have control of our thoughts...

When Jesus sibmitted to the will of God the Father, it was nat easy, yet He did it.... Yet,
when we submit to the will of God the Father, OUR THINKING WILL CHANGE... Our thoughts will not
be the same & they were before... Let me give you an example from my own life...

For many yeas, | belonged to a church that taught by the knowledge of man (they al so taught
against the baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speging in tongues). | becane “self-
righteous,” living by theteadingsof reli giouspeopl e. They taught the Ten Commandments, Creeds,
Petitions, etc. This caused meto become very self-righteous. It kept me from sin in the way people
look at sin. | didn't smoke, drink, lie, sted, chea, commit adultery, etc. Yet, my self-righteous
lifestyle did na solvemy problemswithin. | had no peaceor joy “which comesfrom theHoly Spirit”
(Rom. 14:17). Onenight in June of 1979,1 prayed al night long. | asked the LORD to take over my
life, for | wasonly faili ng inthethings| tried to do.That night, My whaelifeandthinkingchanged

Beforel prayed that night, | waslikemost Christians. | was concerned abou money, houses,
cas, andthethingsof everyday life... | wastrying to buld upenoughincometoretire. After | prayed
that night, my whalelife, and my thinking changed drasticdly... | nolonger concerned myself abou
money, houwses, cas, or the things of thisworld. | only wanted to dothe will of God the Father.

Being unaware of what would happen if | asked the LORD to take over my life, | was
confused as to “why my thinking changed so much.” Then a few days later, while sitting in my
living-room, watching Television, al of asudden | wasnolonger in my body, but upin the doudks,
looking down at the eath. | saw the things | owned, the buil dings, the business| was owner of, all
the materia things of this world. Even ahers se&ing fame and reoognition for their
acomplishments. Then avoicespoketo me, saying, “ all thesethingswill passaway, theonly thing
that will matter isyour relationship to Me’! Then | foundmyself bad in my body, sitting in my
living-room as before. My eyes were opened that | could understandthe will of Godfor my life, na
my will, but Hiswill ....

Until Christian’ seyesare opened, they will never be aleto dothewill of Godintheir lives.
They must submit their will t o thewill of Godthe Father, andthe LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ, before
their eyes will be opened. Unlessthe eyes or our understanding are enlightened by the LORD, we
will gothrough life, believing we ae doing thewill of Godwhen in fad we ae only doing our own
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will of the flesh... Our will of the fleshisonly “dead works,” and d very littl e value to God.

Let me giveyouanather example of aman whoasked the LORD to changethedesiresof his
heat. He was from Ghana, West Africa After hereceved Jesus as LORD and Savior, he till had
the desireto go to Australia andenter aUniversity there. A friend d hishad writtento him, off ering
to help him pay his entrance into College, whereby he culd become educaed and receve many
honasand ahigh paying pasitionin thislife. He wanted so much to attain thisgoal in life, yet he
knew the LORD wanted him to serve Him. Thelove of attending the University was o strongin his
heat that he was gruggling with the two, to serve the LORD or to attend the University.

Hewent before the LORD and asked Him, “L ORD if youwant meto enter the ministry then
takeaway the desireto atendthe University!” The next morning the desireto attendthe University
was gone, and the only desire he had was to serve the LORD!

TheLORD worked out thedetail s, andwithin two monthshewas gayinginamisson hotse.
His dail y schedulewas from 5:00am to 1200pm; morning prayer, daily household duies, study the
Scriptures, prayer, visitations, Church service, other duties, privatestudy and prayer. Ashe continued
to pursue the cdl of God, cetall s were worked ou for him. Evangeli sts came, spedkers came, the
Holy Spirit moved in hislife. Within afew yeas, the anointing came andtoday after many yeasin
the ministry, gred signs and wonders are dore by the power of the Holy Spirit wherever he goes.
Mirades, new legs where they had been amputated, arms where they were missng, blind eyes
opened, ded receve their heaing, etc. The ministry work has grown, including Bible schods,
Churches, traveling into many other courtries. Always sang the power of God manifest wherever
he goes.

Christians shoud daily commit themselves to be led by the Holy Spirit, na their mind...
"T rust in the LORD with dl their heart, andlean nd unto their own understandng’ (Prov. 35).
Christians shodd understand Psalms 37:3-5, which says,

TrustintheLORD, and do godl; so shalt thou dwell in theland, and verily thou shalt

befed.

Delight thyself alsoin the LORD; and he shall givetheethe desires of thine heart.

Commit thy way unto the LORD; trust also in him; and he shall bring it to pass

The LORD did nat say Hewill giveyouyour desires OF YOURHEART. Hesaid, “ Hewill put
His desiresinyour heart, then, if youwill commit yours ways unto the LORD, andtrust in Him, He
will bringHisdesires, He put inyour heart, to pass..” Oh, hav many have been lea astray by the
teadings of men, nd seekingthe LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ, na submitting unto the LORD to take
control of their lives. But, rather doing their own will, saying it is of the LORD.

AsacChristian, we shoud know (ginosko) the LORD for WhoHeis, na just know all about
Him. In every areaof our lives, we shoud commit ourselves to dang the will of God the Father...
Y et, understanding that we caana do the will of God the Father and ou will at the sametime. To
dothewill of God,we must first submit ourselves unto God, then resist the devil and rewill flee

Satan gains his control in ou lives by thoughts he putsin ou minds. We must bring those
thoughtsinto subjedionto the Word of God, destroying every thought that does not agreewith the
written Word of God.We caana commit ourselvesto the LORD, or destroy the thoughts unlesswe
submit ourselves unto God first.

When | asked the LORD to “ take over my life” for | wasfailing in what | wasdoing; | had
noideaof what would happen to my thinking. | only knew that of my own ability | could na dowhat
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| thought was right. Today, | know, thereis only one way to dothe will of God. That isto commit
ourselves unto the LORD, and let Him show us that Way, the Truth, and the Life He has for us...
When weknow Hiswill for us, we shoud ask Him to take avay the desirefor anything el se, that we
can do only the Will of God the Father... When we ask Jesusto take avay those desiresthat are not
of Him, we must also submit oursel vesunto God andresist the devil whowill try to keep us ®eking
those desires (our will of the flesh). Thereis no wsein asking Jesus to take avay the desiresif we
are not willi ng to submit ourselves unto God and resist the devil.

When we seeJESUS in the Gospels, we shoud also seethe Father, and the will of God for
our lives. Then we shoud commit our ways unto the LORD and dothat which is HisWill . Don't
follow the religious girits of today, who think they are doing the will of God. But ask the LORD
totake avay the desiresof your mindthat causeyouto becomereligious, and pu Hisdesiresin your
mind and in your heat. In Hebrews 8:10, we have the promise, of the LORD, when He said, “...1
will put my lawsinto their mind, and writethem in their hearts: and | will betothem a God,
and they shall beto me a people.” The LORD will not do this unlesswe submit our ways unto
Him. Therefore, when we pray, first we must know thewill of God, then ask acwrding to HisWord
(1 John 514,15.

Thefirst thing Christians need to doisto seethewill of Godfrom the e/esof the LORD, na
from the gyes of theflesh...We neal to seepeople the way God sees people. When we see aperson
in the flesh, we shoud be looking beyondthe flesh at the spirit that is trying to control the person.
Until we know the spirit that isin control we caina help that person the way God desires to help
them. Our first desire shoud be to seethings the way God sees them, na the way the flesh sees
them. “ It isnot the personwhois doing the works that we seemanifest in their lives, it isthe spirit
behind the person” ! Whether Christians understand it or naot, there is a spirit behind every person
controlli ng their adions (Eph. 22). It shoud be the Holy Spirit controlli ng their adions, but if itis
not theHoly Spirit, thenit isanother spirit, andwe canna help that person urtil weknow what spirit
is behindthat person. Then we shoud make ourselves avail ableto the Holy Spirit (submit ourselves
unto God), and resist the devil and he will fleefrom the personwho heistrying to control.

We must submit ourselves unto Godfirst, beforewe can help anyone dse (Matt. 7:3-5). We
must seethings the way God sees them, then we can help ahers. Religious sirits within the body
of Christ try to help athers obtain that which is of thisworld, thinking they are hel ping God and the
individual. That isnot what Jesusdid, andthat isnot thewill of God. Thosewho help aherstogain
worldly pleasures, wedth, riches, and material things are only foll owing religious giritswhowalk
after the flesh... Lookfirst at what Jesus cameto do...

Jesus didn't cometo give usthe desires of our mind, He caneto set usfreeof the desirefor
the things of thisworld, so we @uld dothe will of God the Father. He came so we could dowhat
He said we shoud do in Matthew 6:33, “...se&k ye first the kingdom of God, and his
righteousness and all thesethings dhall be added unto you.”

When the LORD’ Swill i sdore, the signs andwonderswill not be man, but the Holy Spirit
working. They will not befalsesignsandwonders(Matt. 24:24), bu thetrue anointing of God dang
the works that Jesus did.

Y et, Jesus sid, “Many will say tomein that day, Lord, Lord, havewe not prophesied
in thy name? and in thy name have @ast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful
works?” (Matt. 7:22). What Christiansfail to understandisthat “a person can be anointed, and can
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dogreda works, and yet be leading others astray...”. The person andthe anointing are not the same.
The anainting can work through anyone, even an ass(Num. 2228). The LORD can use aiyone to
do grea signs and wonders... That does not mean the personis any better or more qualified than
ancther. People can ke living in sin and the anainting can flow through them. Look a Samson in
Judges 13, the anointing wasupon hm, yet helivedinsin...In Numbers 22,the LORD anointed an
assto sped to the prophet Balaam.

Theanaointing is not dependant uponthe person, it is dependant uponthe will of Godanda
work of the Holy Spirit. Many people have been anointed with gifts of the Spirit, bu that doesn’t
makethem any greaer than any other. Never foll ow aperson kecaise of the anainting. The anointing
can be aTRUE anainting, whil ethe personisin decetionand decaving others. The anointing only
operates asthe Holy Spirit will s(1 Cor. 1211). Remember Balaam, he had atrue anainting, bu he
taught Balacto lead many into fornicaion. For this reason, the New Testament doesn’'t spe&k very
highly of Balaan (2 Peter 2:15, Rev. 2:14).

A person can be anointed in the aeaof “heding” and ke used by God gredly in that
anointing. At the same time, that same person could go abou “teaching false doctrines.” How is
that? Becausethe anointingisnat for teading, bu for heding... Then again, thosewhoare anointed
for “heding” cantead “faith for heding,” and keled by the Holy Spirit to doso. But, if they go off
teading other thingsthey are not anointed to tead, they can lead many othersinto grea deception.

Thisis happening daily within the body of Christ today. Many who are anainted to do ore
thing, are going abou teading what they have heard ather men tead, and havenat recaved it from
the Holy Spirit. They must repent, if the graceof the LORD is to cover them. "T hose who have
taught what theyhaveheard ather men teach and haenaot receved it from My Sqrit, if they will
repent, My gracewill cover them!” Gracedoes not cover thase who do nd repent...

Y et, we know many will nat repent... Why? Becaise they are doing their own will when it
comes to dang that which they are not anointed to do...Satan has a place in their lives, bringing
thoughtsto their minds, what they can dofor God. Y et, it isnot the will of Godthat they tead what
they head ather men teat. Neither isit the will of God that they do what they seeother men do.

Many havebuilt upgrea ministries, evenworld-wide, bu it wasnat the Holy Spirit that built
their ministry, it was the will of the flesh. Yes, there is an anainting in some of the works that are
being dore, bu the other things they are doing are nat of God. The works of the flesh they do, they
doby raising money to do*their ministry work,” rather than trust inthe LORD. They usetheworlds
way of raising money; even lying, cheding, steding, and mislealing other Christiansto help them
do “their ministry work.” Thisis not of God. There may have to give an acourt given onthe last
day, when they stand before the LORD! The Scripture says, they will be judged acerding to their
works (Rev. 20:12). Oh! How much better it would beif they would judge themselves now, before
they stand before the LORD, then to wait unit that last day.

Christiansmust submit themsel vestotall y and compl etely to the LORDSHIP of Jesus Christ,
andlet theHoly Spirit havefull reignintheir lives. Then,thewill of Godwill bedoreintheir lives.
Not their will of theflesh, but thewill of God, by the power of the Holy Spirit, through the anainting
(2 John 227). Eternity isnot far away for anyone of us. Will we submit to the LORDSHIP of Jesus
Christ, or will we continueto do ou own will ? The dhoiceis ours. We have afreewill to chocse
whowewill serve (Rom. 6:16). To oley the LORD is better than anything thisworld hasto dffer...
We must deny ourselves, pickup up ou cross and foll ow Jesus “all the way into eternity...”
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Psalm 127.1 says, “ Except the LORD build the house, they labour in vain that build it:
except the LORD keep the dty, the watchman waketh but in vain.” If your body is the temple
of the Holy Spirit, your life belongs to the LORD. Ask the LORD to take complete control of your
life. Let the Holy Spirit watch ower al the works of your mind. Thisisthewill of Godfor everyone
of Hischildren.
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
