InIsaiah 263,41t says, “ Thou wilt kegp him in perfed peace whose mind is gayed on
thee becausehetrustethinthee..Trust yeintheLORD for ever: for intheLORD JEHOVAH
iseverlasting strength.” Thisis aprophetic message for Christians today. Actually, the Children
of Israd could na obtain urto perfed peacefor the Spirit of Peacewas nat given urtil after Jesus
arose ggain from the dead.

Thekingdom of Godis*“thereign of God’ hereoneath andin heaven. The kingdom of God
isthe Holy Spirit carrying out the will of God here on eath andin hearen. Withou the Holy Spirit
in operation as the one who causes the Word of Godto manifest in the natural, man could na have
perfed peace

Once Christians have recaved the Holy Spirit astheir hel per, guide, comforter, leader, and
teader they can enter into thereign of God here oneath. Inthe Old Covenant, thiswasnat passble
for the Holy Spirit was not given urtil after Jesus was glorified (John 7.38,39.

Accoording to 2Peter 1:19-21, al Scripture is prophetic. That means that the Scriptures are
prophesying of things past, present, and future. Much of the Old Testament is prophesying of things
that were to come in the New Covenant. Much of what was prophesied to come, has already come
and Christians shoud be living in the days of the greaest move of God the world has ever seen.

The kingdom of Godishere andit isin operationright now. But, many have not understood
the Kingdom of God, and many have not entered into the Kingdom of God kecause of aladk of
knowledge of the prophetic Word written in the Old and New Testaments. The prophetic message
of the Scriptures can only be understood ty arevelation d the Holy Spirit. The natural man canna
understand the prophetic message of the Scriptures.

In 1 Corinthians 2:7-14t says, “ But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the
hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory...Which none of the
princes of thisworld knew: for had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of
glory...But asitiswritten, Eyehath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered intotheheart
of man, thethingswhich God hath prepared for them that love him...But God hath revealed
them untousby hisSpirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, thedeep thingsof God...For
what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which isin him? even so the
things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God...Now we have receved, not the spirit of
theworld, but the spirit which isof God; that we might know thethingsthat are freely given
tousof God...Which thingsalso we speak, not in thewor dswhich man'swisdom teacheth, but
which theHoly Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual thingswith spiritual...Butthenatural man
receveth not thethingsof the Spirit of God: for they are fodlishnessunto him: neither can he
know them, because they are spiritually discemed.”

What many Christians have not understoodis that the natural manis dill here with us. We
have the new birth into the body of Christ. We have gerna life avidingin us(in ou spirit). We ae
nolonger intheflesh, bu in the Spirit. Romans 8:9tell sus, “ But yeare not in theflesh, but in the



Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of
Christ, heisnoneof his.” Thisisal true, including 2 Corinthians 5:17 which says, “ Therefore if
any man bein Christ, heisanew creature: old things are passd away; behold, al thingsare
becme new. “ Yet thereis aproblem with the translation d this verse of Scripture. Theway it is
translated will require that “we speak things that are not as though they were” (Rom. 4:17).
Therefore, the way it istrandated in the King James Version, it only appliesto thase whowalk in
love fulfilli ng the two commandments that were given us by the LORD in Mark 1230,31.

God*...calleth thosethingswhich benot asthough they were,” knowingthe endfrom the
beginning (Rom. 4:17; Isa. 46:9,10. The LORD did the same thing in the book d Job.In Job 18,
“theLORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considered my servant Job, that thereisnonelikehim
in the arth, aperfed and an upright man, one that feareth God, and escheweth evil ?”

The LORD knew the end from the beginning. Job hed a problem of self-righteousness bu
the LORD was ge&king to Satan things that were not as though they were. The LORD knew that
onceJobrepented, He aould turn the captivity of Jobaroundand dessJob.OnceJobrepentedin Job
42:1-6,the LORD did blessJob. Afer Jobrepented, hewas*...a perfed and an upright man, one
that feareth God, and escheweth evil?” (Job 18).

Therefore, Godis gedking thetruth when He speaksthingsthat are not asthough they were.
For God always livesin the “Now,” knowing the end from the beginning (Isa. 46.9,10.

Christiansshoud a so uncerstandwhat theinspired written Word saysin 2Corinthians5:17.
The Englishtrandlationsare not corredly translated from the Greek to English. Inthe Greek it redly
says, “...heisa new creature: old things are passng away; behold, al things are becoming
new.” Inthe natural, ou redemptionis not complete & thistime. It will not be complete until we
leave this body of eathly flesh and bores and go to be with God for all eternity. In 1 Corinthians
15:51-54, it says, “Behold, | shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleg, but we shall all be
changed...In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall
sound, and the dead shall be raised incorr uptible, and we shall be danged...For this
corr uptiblemust put on incorr uption, and thismortal must put on immortality...Sowhen this
corr uptibleshall haveput onincorr uption, and thismortal shall haveput onimmortality, then
shall bebrought to passthesayingthat iswritten, Deathis svallowed up invictory.” Whenthis
takes placethen ou new credure in Christ will be complete.

Whilewe aedtill li ving onthe eath, we still havethe old man of flesh with us (Rom. 8:16).
The new creaurein Christ isintheinward man o the spirit, na the outward man of theflesh (2 Cor.
4:16). We can still walk after theflesh, ar we canwalk after the Spirit, the dhoiceisours(Rom. 7:14-
8:8). If wewalk after theflesh, we caana please God,we adually become enemies of Godwhenwe
walk after the flesh. Therefore, we must learn to walk after the Spirit and nd after the flesh.

Thisisthe battlewe must fight every day in ou liveshereoneath. It iscdl ed the goodfight
of faith. It says in 1 Timothy 6:12, “Fight the goad fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life,
whereunto thou art also called, and hast professed a goal professon before many witnesses.”
The goodfight of faith isfought between the flesh and spirit. Which orewill wefoll ow, the natural
man o the flesh or the spiritual man of the Spirit?

If we sow to theflesh, wewill regp corruptionwhichistheoppasiteof eternd life. If we sow
to the Spirit, we will reg life @ernal. We still have a dioice & to whom we will submit ourselves
tointhislifehereoneath. Our redemptionisnat complete, andwill not be complete until weleave



this eath for the last time.

Therefore, we must not try to understand the inspired written Word of Godacording to the
natural man, bu rather receve the revelation d the inspired written Word as it is giritualy
discerned by the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 29-14).



Perfed Peace

Why do Christians gill have situationsin their lives which cause fea, torment, confusion,
sicknessand dsease? If the Scriptureistrue, why arewestill being heldin bondageto thethingsthat
Jesus alrealy obtained ou freedom from when He went to the Crossand paid the pricefor our full
redemption?

All over theworld, Spirit-fill ed Christians are suff ering from the same problemsin themind
andinthebody that the Chil dren of Israd suff ered from throughout the Old Testament. Thereis dill
sicknessand dsease anong many Spirit-fill ed Christians. Thereis dill fea, torment and confusion
among many Spirit-fill ed Christians.

The Apostle Paul was a Spirit-fill ed Christian, cdled of God as an Apastle, when he wrote
inRomans7:14-23 d hisown struggeswith sinintheflesh. Then Paul made astatement in Romans
7:24,saying, “ O wretched man that | am! who shall deliver me from the body of thisdeath?”
If the Apostle Paul still had problemswith the flesh, what about Spirit-fill ed Christians today? Are
they free of the problems the Apastle Paul had? No, nd unlessthey do what the Apostle Paul
reveded in the inspired written Word. In Romans 7:25, Paul wrote, “1 thank God through Jesus
Christ our Lord. Sothen with themind | myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh the
law of sin.” Then in Romans 8:1-8, the Apostle Paul explained what He was taught by the
inspiration d the Holy Spirit in the Scriptures.

If we aeto befreeof all that Satan comes against uswith, we must walk after the Spirit and
nat after the flesh. If we walk after the flesh we @uld experience @rruption, which isthe oppaite
of eternd life (Gal. 6:7,9).

How can Christianstoday, have perfed peacen their lives here on eath? It can orly come
by knowing andfoll owing “the Princeof Peacg” whichisJesusChrist, Himself. InIsaiah 9.6, it was
prophesied, “ For unto us a child isborn, unto usa son is given: and the government shall be
upon his $oulder: and hisnameshall be alled Wonderful, Counsellor, Themighty God, The
everlasting Father, The Princeof Peace”

Perfed peace omeswhenweknow the Truth, andthe Truth setsusfree(John 831,32. The
Truth isthe Word of God which manifested in the life of Jesus Christ, whois the Prince of Peace
The Word of God makesit very clea, we canna walk in darknessand still have fell owship with
God (1 John 15-6). TheWord of Godalso makesit clea that inthislifewestill havesinin ou flesh
(12 John 8,10. The Word of God also makesit clea that if we repent of all works of darknessand
walk in the Light, the Blood d Jesus cleanses us from all sin (1 John 17). The Word of God aso
makes it clear that if we sin, we have an advocae with the Father, which is Jesus Christ the
righteous, who is making intercessonfor us (1 John 21,2).

InHebrews 7:24,25 spe&king of Jesus, it says, “ But thisman, becausehe mntinueth ever,
hath an unchangeablepriesthood...Wherefore heisablealsoto savethemtotheuttermost that
come unto God by him, seang he erer liveth to make intercesson for them.”

With thisin mind, we must remember with every promise of God,thereisa condtion. That
condtion kegins with the two commandments that Jesus gave usin Mark 1230,31.It says, “And
thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy
mind, and with all thy strength: thisisthefirst commandment...And thesecond islike, namely
this, Thou shalt lovethy neighbour asthyself. Thereisnoneother commandment greater than



these.”

If we “arenot” keeping thetwo commandmentsthat Jesus gave us, then the promises of God
are of nore dfed in our lives. If we do nd repent, we ae serving the Devil. If we ae serving the
Devil, we canna havefell owship with God. Withou fell owship with God, we aeno dfferent than
those of the world who do no know God.

Remember Cain (thefirst son & AdamandEve). Cain knew what wasright to do.But Cain’s
heat was nat right before the LORD. When the LORD cameto Cain and reveded what the Devil
wasdangin hislife, Cain dd na listen to the LORD. Cain continued in his sn, andthereforein 1
John 3:7,8, it says, “Little children, let no man decave you: he that doeth righteousnessis
righteous, even asheisrighteous...Hethat committeth sin isof thedevil; for thedevil sinneth
from thebeginning. For thispurposethe Son of God wasmanifested, that hemight destroythe
works of thedevil.” Herein 1John 38, most of the English Versions of the Bible aeincorredly
trandated. Where it says “He that committeth sin is of the devil...” it shodd read, “He that
continuesin sin isof thedevil...” In 1John 15-10it makesit clea that al Christians commit sin.
If wesay wedo nd sin,welie (1 John 18). But if werepent and confessour sins Godistruthful and
just andwill forgiveusandcleanse usfrom al sin (1 John 19). But thase Christians who continue
in sin are following the Devil, whois cdl ed the Wicked orein 1John 312.

So let usgo onandlookat what it tell susin 1John 39. It says, “W hosoever isborn of God
doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he @annot sin, becauseheisborn of.”
Again,in many of the English Versionsof the Biblethisverseistransated incorredly. It shoud say,
“W hosoever isborn of God doth not continuein sin...” Thasewhoaretruly walkingintheLight
canna continuein sin. While aChristian iswalking in the Light, the Spirit of God within them will
lead them to repentance, andforgivenessof all sin. If we aenot walking inthe Light, then Satan has
aplacein ou lives, andwe aenot cleansed from our sin. Therefore, 1 John 310-12 explainsthis.
It says, “In this the dhildren of God are manifest, and the dildren of the devil: whosoever
doeth not righteousnessis not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother...For thisisthe
messagethat yeheard from thebeginning, that weshould loveoneanother...Not asCain, who
was of that wicked one, and slew his brother. And wherefore slew he him? Because hisown
workswere evil, and hisbrother'srighteous.”

Christians do nd have dernal seaurity. Christians have an advocae with the Father, whois
Jesus Christ, the righteous, making intercesgon for us. That intercesson daes nat give us eterna
seaurity, it only helpsusto walk in the Light asHeisin the Light, so that the Blood d Jesus Christ
cancleanseusfromall sin.

When Christiansdo nd have “perfed peace’ they need tofind ou wherethey missed it with
God. They nedl to start by cheding their livesin comparisonto the two commandments that Jesus
gave us. Are we keguing the ommmandments that Jesus gave us? If nat, then repent and receve
forgivenessand kegp the commandments that Jesus gave us.

If we keep the two commandments that Jesus gave us we will have perfed peacefor Jesus
isthe Princeof PeaceJesusisour “...Wonderful, Counsedllor, The mighty God, The everlasting
Father, The Princeof Peace’ (Isa. 9:6). When we ae walking in the Light, which isthe Word of
God, we will have “perfed peace”’

God is apersona God. God dvells in eat one of His Children personally. Each ore of
God s Children are personall y resporsible to keep the two commandments that Jesus gave us. Not



kegping our two commandments is what causes depresson, confusion, fea, discouragement,
torment, and etc. These dfed ead Christian personally. Not al Christians walk in fea and
confusion. Only those who do nd know the Prince of Peace ad continue with sin in ther lives.
Thaosewho do néunderstand hav to beled by the Holy Spirit and taught by the Holy Spirit will “at
times’ experience depresson, confusion, fea, torment, etc.

God will do His best to comfort and sustain the Babes in Christ. God will work through
mature Christiansto set the Babesin Christ free But when it comesto thosewho shoud bewalking
intheLight andarenot walkingintheLight, their liveswill bemiserableuntil they repent andreturn
to walking in the Light as Godisin the Light.

When Christians, who shoud be mature in the LORD do nd walk in the Light, they are
acourntableto Godfor their sins. Their sinswill findthem out. They will experiencethe atadks of
the enemy. Not because that God daes nat lovethem, bu, becausethey are walking in darknessand
not intheLight. The Blood d Jesus only cleanses usfrom al sin when we aewalking in the Light.

Jesus said that “...repentance and remisgon of sins $ould be preached in his name
among all nations, beginning a Jerusalem” (Luke 24:47). This repentanceis not just for those
whoarenot born again. It isfor everyonewhoisnot walkingintheLight. If any Christianiswalking
in darkness they need to repent, andwalk in the Light to have their sinsforgiven and washed away
by the Blood d Jesus Christ.

Most Christiansthat | have talked with that have depresson, fea, confusion, etc. will admit
that they have stopped praying and studying their Bibles on a dail y basis. When they do that, they
openthedoa for Satan to attack them intheir minds. When they try to operatefrom their mind orly,
and nat from their spirit they get degper and ceeper into depresson, fea, and confusion. In James
3:161t says, “ For where envying and strifeis, thereisconfusion and every evil work.” Strifeis
“striving to oltain that which we desire by our own ability.” Christians sioud be led by the Holy
Spirit every day in their lives. Christians $roud be walking after the Spirit and nd after the flesh
every day. The lusts of the flesh, the lust of the gyes and the pride of life ae not from God (1 John
2:15-17). If it isnat from God, then Christians sioud na be invaved with it.

Depresson, fea, and confusion are the beginning symptoms of Satan at our doar, trying to
get usto follow hisplansfor our lives. Cain dd na rule over the thoughts that Satan was putting in
his mind, and kecause of Cain’s disobedience, he becane of the Wicked ore (the Devil).

Christians have aresporsibility to kegp the two commandments of the LORD, and to walk
inthe Light asHeisin the Light. Thisisthe only way to keg Satan from leading us in the wrong
diredion, which could end upin the wrong placein eternity.

Godisfor us, and nd against us. God will doall He can to help, guide, comfort, lead, and
tead us. But, if wedo nd do ou part, God canna help us. We must do ou part so that what Jesus
has dore for us will be dfedivein ou lives. The Blood d Jesus canna cleanse us from sin if we
continueto liveinsin. In 1John 16,7it says, “1f we say that we have fellowship with him, and
walk in darkness welie, and do not thetruth...But if wewalk in thelight, asheisin thelight,
we havefell owship onewith another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth usfrom
al sin.”

When we seetheword “if” used in the Scriptures, we neal to find ou why it isthere? “ If,”
many timesisa mndtionthat needsto be observed to oltain the promise. With every promise from
Godthereisa @mndtion.We must med the condtionto oltain the promise.



Christians shoud study Romans 1:18-32 very carefully. In Romans 1:18-32it explains that
Christians, who do na glorify God and are not thankful for al that God has dore for them through
Jesus Christ, could end upwith areprobate mind.

In Romans 1:28it says, “ And even asthey did not liketoretain God in their knowledge,
God gavwethem over to areprobatemind, todothosethingswhich are not convenient.” Romans
1:28 is nat spe&king of those things which are listed in Romans 1:22-27. But, Romans 1:28 is
speaking of those things listed from Romans 1:29-31. Christians who continue in the sinslisted in
Romans 1:29-31 can have their mindsturned ower to areprobate mind, whichisadebased, rejeded
mind.

Oncethe Holy Spirit turnsa Christian’s mind ower to the Devil, thereis not much hoge for
them. They will not have @ntrol of their own mind.

When the Devil has control of a Christian’s mind, they are withou hope, and withou the
ability of set themselvesfreeof the atadks of the enemy. The only way they can be set freeis by the
anointing of the Holy Spirit working in their lives. If they refuse to oley the leading, guiding,
comforting, helping, and teading of the Holy Spirit from within them, the anointing will not set
them free

Not obeying the Holy Spirit from withinthemselves, iswalking after theflesh. Walking after
the flesh brings corruption. Corruption krings eternal deah (Gal. 6:7,8). Thisis srious business
Christians neal to befull y aware of theplan and puposethat God hesfor their lives. Christians need
to submit to God and resist the Devil (James 4.6-8).

Withou the help of theHoly Spirit we aeno-match for the Devil . Wedo nd havethe aility
to stopthe Devil withou the power of the Holy Spirit working in ou lives. To submit to the Devil,
and nd to the Holy Spirit is not goodto say the least.

InActs5:1-10,Ananiasand Sapphira gaveplacefor Satan intheir heat, andlied totheHoly
Spirit. When aChristian submitsto the Devil, andliesto the Holy Spirit it i s srious businessto say
the least.

The Scripture doestell usthat the Father has given al judgement to the Son (John 522). It
aso tell s us that the Son daes not judge ayone d thistime. In John 1246-48 Jesus sid, “1 am
comealightintotheworld, that whosoever believeth on meshould not abidein darkness..And
if any man hear my words, and believenot, | judgehim not: for | camenot tojudgetheworld,
buttosavetheworld... Hethat rejedeth me, and recaveth not my wor ds, hath onethat judgeth
him: theword that | have spoken, the same shall judge him in thelast day.”

Inall of this, it doesnat say that the Holy Spirit will not judge thase whofoll ow the ways of
the Devil. The Holy Spirit will turn Christians over to areprobate mind, if they are not thankful and
donat glorify God andretain Godin their minds. If they continue to dothe works of the Devil, and
do nd submit to the leading of the Holy Spirit they can be turned ower to areprobate mind.

In Hebrews 6:4-6, it says, “ For it isimposgblefor thosewho wereonce enlightened, and
havetasted of theheavenly gift, and weremade partakersof theHoly Ghost...And havetasted
the goad word of God, and the powers of theworld to come...If they shall fall away, to renew
them agan unto repentance seangthey crucify to themselvesthe Son of God afresh, and put
him to an open shame.”

Concerning Christians who do na follow the leading of the Holy Spirit, Peter wrote, “ For
if after they have escaped the poll utions of theworId through the knowledge of theL ord and



Saviour Jesus Christ, they are agan entangled therein, and overcome, thelatter end isworse
with them than the beginning..For it had been better for them not to have known theway o
righteousness than, after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered
unto them.” (2 Peter 2:20,21).

Christians must not give any placefor the Devil in their lives. God has made it posgble for
Christiansto oltain everlasting lifein heaven. But, God hes nat given us eterna seaurity, whereby
no matter what we dowe will still enter into heaven.

There are mndtions to every promise of God. We neead to knowv and undrstand the
condtions. We need to olserveto dowhat Jesustold usto do.We nedal the help of the Holy Spirit
to overcomethewicked ore. Weneal the anointing to destroy theworks of darknessin ou livesand
the lives of othersaround ts.

Itis sad that today many Churches are teating ancther gospel, which is not the gospel that
Jesus and the Apostles taught. Many are teading a gospel of grace without obedience and
repentance Thisisnat the gospel that Jesus and the Apastles taught. Repentancemust come before
gracecan become dfedivein ou lives. When Christians do nd repent, Satan hes control in their
minds, and leads them into destruction.

The secondcommandment that Jesus gave usisjust asimportant asthefirst commandment.
The second commandment is, “ Thou shalt love thy neighbour asthyself. Thereis none other
commandment greater than these” (Mark. 1231).

InActs5:1-10,Ananiasand Sapphira, did na kegp the secondcommandment that the LORD
gave Christians. They lied to the Holy Spirit, and kept bad part of the money they receved for the
property they sold.

Christians who do no walk in love toward ore ancther, are listening to the wrong spirit.
Ananias and Sapphralet Satan fill their heat to lie to the Holy Ghost.

Lies are dways a work of the Devil. The Devil is the father of lies, for he lied from the
beginning (John 844). Christians canna serve the Devil andthe LORD at the same time. We must
submit to the Holy Spirit and resist the Devil.

Itisimportant for Christiansto understandthework of the Holy Spirit in ou lives. TheHoly
Spirit is here to prepare us for eternity in heaven. In heaven there ae no works of darknessat all.
Revelation21:4 says, “ And God shall wipeaway dl tearsfrom their eyes; and thereshall beno
more death, neither sorr ow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for theformer
things are passed away.” Then in Revelation 216-8 it says, “And he said unto me, It isdone. |
am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end. | will give unto him that is athirst of the
fountain of thewater of lifefreely...Hethat overcometh shall inherit all things; and | will be
his God, and he shall be my son...But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and
mur derers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all li ar s, shall havetheir part
in thelake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which isthe second death.”

Christians must overcome the works of darknessin their lives. We caana permit the Devil
to have any placein ou lives. We must walk in the Light as God is in the Light if we aeto be
cleansed from all sin by the Blood d Jesus.

In heaven therewill not be any who do ndwalk in the Light. Thase who submit to theworks
of the Devil will not be in heaven. God is Love, and all who love God will walk in love one to
ancther, keguing the first and second commandment of our LORD Jesus Christ.



Thaosetoday, whosubmit tothe Devil andservethe Devil by doing their ownwill of theflesh
are in gred danger of losing the gredaest blessing that God hes for thase who keep the two
commandments the LORD has given us.

In heaven thereisnosin or works of the Devil. In heaven there ae not any who do nd love
one anather. Christians must love one ancther, and ke the two commandments of the LORD.
