The Anointing

ThisisPart 2 of The Anainting, which isa continuation Part 1. Being that not everyone will
have Part 1, the First part of this Mini-bookis mostly arepea of Part 1.

Christians are “in Christ.” Christ, means “anointed.” Being in Christ, we ae “in the
Anointed.” Beinginthe Anointed One, wemust lean awhole new way of living. We aenat of this
world (John 1716) Therefore, we must learn haow to live in the spirit, and nd walk after the flesh
(Gal. 5:25).

Jesussaid, “ That which isborn of theflesh isflesh; and that which isborn of the Spirit
isspirit” (John 36). When wewere born of the flesh, we learned to walk after the flesh. Now that
we aeborn again of the Holy Spirit and the Word of God, we must lean how to live in the Spirit
andwalk in the Spirit.

When wewere dnildrenin theworld, theworld taught ushow to live. Thosewhowerein the
world were our teaders. We were taught by our parents, then by othersin the world. But now, that
weareborn again of the Spirit, Godisto be our teader. Jesus said, “ It iswritten in the prophets,
And they shall beall taught of God...” (John 645). Thisisawhaenew way of living. Itisawhde
new lifeinthe Spirit. Beforewewereborn again, wewere not inthe Spirit, but only intheflesh. We
must lean how to live in the Spirit and walk in the Spirit.

In 1John 227it says, “ But theanointing which yehave receved of him abideth in you,
and ye nedal not that any man teach you: but asthe same anointing teacheth you of all things,
and istruth, and isno lie, and even asit hath taught you, ye shall abide in him.” The word
“anointing” means “a spedal endowvment of the Holy Spirit.” Y et, as we study the Scriptures, we
will findthat the “anointing” isthe Holy Spirit, Himself. Therefore, in 1 John 227 it says, “...ye
nead not that any man teach you: but asthe same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is
truth, and isno lie, and even asit hath taught you, ye shall abidein him.” The “him” isthe
Holy Spirit.

Only the Holy Spirit is able to teat us al things. When we were born into thisworld, ou
parents taught us abou life, and haw to live in the flesh. Now that we ae born again of the Holy
Spirit, it isthe Holy Spirit that will tead ushow tolivein the Spirit. Who knavs more aou living
in the Spirit, than the Holy Spirit, Himself?

We know that all things had their beginning in the spiritual redm. It all began with God the
Father, whois Spirit. Godisnot “a spirit,” but God*is Spirit.” Out from the Father came His Son,
whom we know as Jesus Christ (John 526; 14:28; 16:27; Acts 2:36). The Holy Spirit also came out
from the Father (John 1526). These three ae One (1 John 57).

Being barn of God, living in the Spirit, we must be taught by God. God is our true Father,
andwe ae Histrue dildren. Jesus said, “ And call no man your father upon the erth: for one
isyour Father, which isin heaven” (Matt. 239). Oh, hav important it isto be“taught by God.”
Only God knavs all things, and orly God hes the aility to doall things. God knawvs how to teah
HisChil dren spiritual things. Thereisno letter teader to teat us Firitual thingsthan GodHimself.

In teadiing us “all things,” God hes given us threewitnesses to know what is of God and
what is nat of God. In 1John 58t says, “ And there are three that bear witnessin earth, the
Spirit, and thewater, and theblood: and thesethreeagreein one.” These aetheonly witnesses
we need to know what is of God. In the Old Covenant there was the witnessof two o threemen. In



the New Covenant the witnessof menisnolonger used, for sometimes men areliars (Num. 2319).

Therefore, it isexplained in 1John 59,10,saying, “ If we recaeve the witnessof men, thewitness
of God is greater: for thisisthe witnessof God which he hath testified of his Son...He that

believeth on the Son of God hath thewitnessin himself...” Now that the witnessof Godiswithin
us, we do nd need the witnessof men, who sometimeslie. What we ae taught by the “anointing”

istruth and nd alie (1 John 227).

How many Christians today are ready and willi ng to be taught by God? How many are
willi ng to walk in the Spirit and nd in the flesh? How many are willi ng to be led by the Spirit and
not by the flesh? How many are willi ng to believe God, and nd the world?

All of these things are necessary, if we aeto beled by the Spirit and nd by the flesh. The
flesh is of the natural man. The Spirit isof God. Living in the Spirit and walking after the Spirit is
awhode new way of living. It isawhade new lifein Christ. It isnat the way the world lives. Many
religious people aeteading Christians how to become religious.

Thisis smilar to the Levites (the Pharisees and Sadducees), at the time of Jesus. They were
teading acording to the outward appeaances, na acwrding to the inward leading of God. They
were trying to make others perfed, by their ideaof what God was teading. They were teading
others that they had to live by the Law of Moses, when they themselves did na live by the Law.

Goddoesnat teath that way. Godteadiesusall thingsacording to theway Godlives. Jesus
isan example of theway Godlives. God sent His Son, Jesus, into thisworld to tead usto know the
Father who sent Him. Jesus taught by the way He lived so we @uld understand the leading of the
Holy Spirit. By example, Jesus taught us how to live in the Spirit, and walk in the Spirit.

Now that Jesus has gone badk to be with the Father, He sent the Holy Spirit to tead us all
things. Therefore, Jesus sid, “It iswritten in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of
God...” (John 645). Jesusknew it was not possblefor men to tead spiritual things. Therefore, He
sent the Holy Spirit to teat us all things.



Taught by God

Jesuswastaught by Godfrom the beginning. When Jesuswaswith the Father, Hewastaught
by Godin everything God daes, and hav God operates (Prov. 822-31). Then Jesus came into this
world with many purposes.

Jesus cameto show usthe Father (John 118; 6:46). In John 148, it says, “ Phili p saith unto
him, Lord, shew usthe Father, and it sufficeth us.” Thenin John 149t says, “J esus saith unto
him, Havel been solong timewith you, and yet hast thou not known me, Phili p? hethat hath
seen me hath seen the Father...” The Father was in Jesus doing the works (John 1410).

Therefore, everything Jesusdid included “teating usto knowv God by Hisexample” by what
He did and hov Hedid it. From the time that Jesus recaved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit, He was
led by the Holy Spirit in everything He did. Now, it is up to us to be taught by the Holy Spirit
ourselves, by knowing what Jesus did and hav He did it.

Satan has brought into this world teadings acarding to the treeof knowledge of goodand
evil (Gen. 31-6). Therefore, the world lives by the knowledge of goodand evil. That isnot God' s
plan for Christians. God's plan for our lives is that we ae taught by God (the Holy Spirit). In
teading us, the Holy Spirit uses the written Word of God, and the anointing within usto tead us
al things. What is written in the four gospels is of grea vaue to usin leaning from the written
Word o God that which is of God and that which is not of God.

In John 83-18it tell s us of when the Pharisees brought awoman to Jesus that was taken in
the ad of adultery. They were tempting Jesus acording to what they believed the Law of Moses
said.

InJohn 86 it tell susthat after Jesus heard them, He*“... stooped down, and with hisfinger
wrote on the ground, asthough he heard them not.” Why did Jesus do that? Why didn't Jesus
answer them acarding to their ideaof the Law of Moses?

Jesus never did anything unlessHe first heard from God. Jesus waited urtil He heard from
God. Then Jesus answered them, saying, “...Hethat iswithout sin among you, let him first cast
astoneat her” (John 87). Jesuswas*“walking after the Spirit and nd after theflesh.” Jesuswasnat
judging acerding to the flesh, bu acerding to the Spirit (John 815-18).

What Jesus oke to the woman was what God wanted Jesus to say, na what the Pharisees
wanted Jesus to say. Godisnat trying to pease men, bu rather to doHiswill here oneath. Godis
not for deah, bu for eternal lifein Christ Jesus.

The sin that this woman committed was alrealy declared as paid for by the Blood d the
Lamb dlain from the foundition d the world (Rev. 138). It seans the Pharisees never considered
what was written in Isaiah 4325,26, where it says, “1, even |, am he that blotteth out thy
transgressonsfor mine own sake, and will not remember thy sins...Put mein remembrance
let us plead together: dedare thou, that thou mayest bejustified.”

InJohn 317it says,” For God sent not his Son into theworld to condemn thewor Id; but
that the world through him might be saved.” Salvation daes not come by keeping the Law of
Moses (Acts 13:38,39. Salvation comes by Jesus doing for man what man could na do o himself.

When we believe the Gospel and dowhat we aetold to doin the written Word, we will be
saved. What man could na do, Jesus did for us.

In 2 Corinthians 5:21 it says, “For he (God) hath made him to be sin for us, who knew
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no sin; that we might be made the righteousnessof God in him.” Jesus came into thisworld as
man (the Son d Man) so that man could become born again o the Word and the Spirit and become
(Sons of God). Jesus becane sin for us, so that we @wuld become the righteousnessof Godin Him
(in Christ).

InJohn 811it says, “J esus said unto her (the woman), Neither do | condemn thee go,
and sin nomore.” Jesusdid na cometo condemn the woman taken in the ad of adultery. He cane
that she wuld havelife, andliveforever in eternity. But thiscould na happen if shewould continue
in sin. Therefore, Jesus said to her, “...go, and sin no more.”

Then Jesus said to those aoundHim, “...1 am thelight of theworld: hethat foll oweth me
shall not walk in darkness but shall havethelight of life” (John8:12). Foll owing that, Jesus said
inJohn 815-18“Yejudge after theflesh; | judgeno man... And yet if | judge, my judgment is
true: for | am not alone, but | and the Father that sent me...It isalsowritten in your law, that
thetestimony of twomenistrue...| am onethat bear witnessof myself, and theFather that sent
me beareth witnessof me.” Jesusdid nd judge acording to the Law of Moses or acarding to the
knowledge of goodand evil. Jesus recaved Hisinformation from the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit,
the Word of God, and the Blood d Jesus agreed with what Jesus said and dd.

Jesus mentioned of the Law of Moses that required the witnessof two or threemen before
anyone could be put to deah. Yet, Jesusdid na go by the witnessof two o threemen. Jesus taught
“the way of righteousness” Jesus was teading acording to the New Covenant whil e still li ving
under the Law of Moses.

In the New Covenant, the Law of Mosesis nolonger used, reither is the witnessof two o
threemen (1 John 58,9). Thisisimportant for Christiansto understandtoday. We do nd go by the
witnessof two o threemen. We only go by the threewitnesses given in the New Covenant. They
are“the Holy Spirit, the written Word of God, andthe Blood d Jesus.” When Christians lean that
they shodd na doanything unlessthey areled by the Holy Spirit, then the will of Godwill bedore
hereoneath asit isin heaven.

It seansthat the Law of Moses was 9 strong in the minds of the Jewish nation when Jesus
came, they were dwayslooking a “who sinned?’ In John 91,2it says, “ And as Jesus passd by,
he saw a man which wasblind from his birth...And his disciples asked him, saying, Master,
whodid sin, thisman, or hisparents, that hewasborn blind?” Hereit was Jesus' disciplesthat
asked Jesus “...who did sin, thisman, or his parents, that he was born blind?”

These disciples of Jesuswere not asking to tempt Jesus. They were taught the Law of Moses
acwrding to what the Pharisees and Sadducees wereteading. They did na know what Jesusknew.
Therefore, it saysin John 93,4,“J esusanswered, Neither hath thisman sinned, nor hisparents:
but that theworksof God should bemade manifest in him...I must wor k theworksof him that
sent me, whileit isday: the night cometh, when no man can work.”

That manwas not born bind becaise he, or hisparents snned. His blindnesswas awork of
the Devil. Jesus came to destroy the works of the Devil (1 John 38).

Through the knowledge of goodand evil, man tries to justify himself and blame others for
what the Devil does. The Devil is“thegod d thisworld” (2 Cor. 4:4). As“a god,” the Devil hasthe
power toinfled infirmities, sickness and dseases uponchil dren even beforethey are born into this
world. Whil e they are still i n the mother’ swomb, the Devil can cause deformities of the flesh, and
mental ill nessin the brain. (This does not mean that the dild does not have any understanding or



ability). What it is, isthat the physicd body of the dhild preventstheliving soul from communicating
with athers.

Many Christians have been deceved by the works of the Devil, and havetried to figure out
whoisto bdamefor the deformities, sickness and dseases of chil dren beforethey arefully borninto
thisworld. Thisisjudging after the flesh, acording to the knowledge of goodand evil .

In answering His disciples question, Jesus said, “1 must work theworksof him that sent
me, whileit isday: the night cometh, when no man can work...Aslong as | am in the world,
| am thelight of theworld” (John 94,5). Thework that the Father sent Jesusinto thisworld to do
included destroying the works of the Devil. In John 96,7 it says “W hen he had thus spoken, he
spat on the ground, and made day of the spittle, and he anointed the gyes of the blind man
with the day.. And said unto him, Go, wash in thepod of Siloam, (which isby interpretation,
Sent.) Hewent hiswaytherefore, and washed, and cameseang.” Theway that Jesusdid thiswas
the way the Holy Spirit led Him. Jesus always did things the way the Holy Spirit led Him.

In Acts 10:38it says, “How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and
with power: who went about doing goal, and healing dl that were oppressed of thedevil ; for
God waswith him.”

Jesuswas tting an examplefor Christians (how they shoud livein the Spirit, and nd walk
after the flesh). By example, Jesus was $howing everyone who is born again how to live in this
world.

Thereisamajor diff erence between the way the Children of Israd lived before Jesus came
andthe way Christians are to live dter they are born again of the Word and the Spirit.

There are threewitnesses that Christians have been given to knowv what is of God and what
isof man? Thesethree ae mentioned in 1John 58, whereit says, “ And thereare threethat bear
witnessin earth, the Spirit, and the water (Word), and the blood: and these three agree in
one.” It says, “ And there are threethat bear witnessin earth...” God dasnat give us any more
than threg or any lessthan three It saysthere ae “three.” Christians must leanto live acording
to thewitnessof the Holy Spirit, thewritten Word, andthe Blood d Jesus. What Jesus wasteading
His disciples, He taught them by example, (by living by the witnessof the Holy Spirit, the written
Word, and the Blood).

In the cae of thewoman taken in the ad¢ of adultery andthe man ban blind, Jesus knew the
power of the bloodto cleanse us from al sin. Therefore, Jesus was led by the Holy Spirit to come
against the Devil, who sinned from the beginning. The Devil i stheonethat triesto get peopletolive
acarding to the treeof knowledge of goodand evil (Gen. 29,1617; 3:1-6,17).

The Law of Mosesonly explained thelaw of sin and deah that came in the garden of Eden.
The Law of Moseswas only aschodmaster to tead the Children of Israd until Jesus came and set
them freeof the law of sin and deah, which came in the garden of Eden (Gal. 3:11-26).

Now that Christians are born again of the Word of God and the Holy Spirit, we aeto take
authority over theworksof the Devil andset peoplefree In 2Corinthians5:3-5it says, “ For though
wewalk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh...(For the weapons of our warfare are not
carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;)...Casting down
imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself aganst the knowledge of God, and
bringing into captivity every thought to the obedienceof Christ.” Christiansare one Spirit with
Christ (being we aeHisbody hereoneath). We have the same anointing of the Holy Spirit as Jesus



had oncewe recave the Holy Spirit as Jesus receved the Holy Spirit (at abou the age of thirty). It
isthe anainting of the Holy Spirit within usthat destroys the works of the Devil .

When Jesus went abou destroying the works of the Devil, He know that (in eternity,
everything was dedared as arealy finished from the foundition d the world). What God hed
dedared canna be changed.

Jesus knew that the blood d Jesus was shed from the foundition d the world (Rev. 138).
Jesus knew that God hed already given authority to man to have power over the works of the Devil
from the foundition d the world. All Jesus needed to dowasto walk in the power of the anointing
that was uponHim.

Noticewhat it saysin Matthew 10:1. It says, “ And when hehad call ed unto him histwelve
disciples, hegavethem power aganst unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner
of sicknessand all manner of disease.” How could Jesus give His disciplesthat power when they
were not born again, and nd baptized in the Holy Spirit?

Jesus opened their understanding to the power they already had under the Old Covenant.
Jesus taught them who He was by example, and by being led by the Holy Spirit. Seven o the nine
gifts of the Spirit mentioned in 1 Corinthians12:7-11, operated in the Old Covenant. Jesus, andthe
disciples could operate in “the gifts of faith, gifts of heding, and working of mirades.” Out of all
thegiftsof the Spirit mentioned in 1 Corinthians12:1-7,the only onesthat did na operateinthe Old
Covenant were “tongues, and interpretation d tongues.”

Mostly, what Jesustaught Hisdiscipleswas*“faith.” When Jesus' disciplesbelieved what He
was teading them, they foundthat “the written Word works.” The Holy Spirit confirmsthe written
Word with signs foll owing.

In Luke, Chapter Ten, Jesus has ent out seventy other disciples. In Luke 10:9 it says, Jesus
toldthem to“...heal thesick that are therein, and say unto them, The kingdom of God iscome
nigh unto you.” Luke10:17 says, “ And the seventy returned agan with joy, saying,Lord, even
the devils are subjed unto us through thy name.” The devils knew who Jesus was. They aso
knew the power of using His name against them.

Jesus said to His disciples, “Behold, | give unto you power to tread on serpents and
scor pions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any meanshurt you.” By
this, Jesus' disciple foundthat they could use the name of Jesus against the demons.

What the disciplesof Jesusleaned, Christianscan also lean fromwhat iswrittenin thefour
gospels. What Jesus taught them, is written for our learning also.

To uncerstand hav Jesus could dowhat He did, we must understandthat Godisthe Creaor
of al things. God isrighteous in everything He does. Satan had histime in heaven. Satan rebell ed
against God, and he did na repent. Therefore, He was cast out of the third heavens, down to the
eath for his sn. Satan becane the aithor of sin, being he sinned from the beginning (John 1244,
1 John 38).

Being that thereisnotimein eternity (no days, months, or yeas), God operatesin the now,
acording to His ability. The Holy Spirit isthe anointing, and God determines who will operate by
the anointing, withou resped of persons. God will use whomsoever He desires. God can uselittl e
children, boys and girls, men and women, dder adults, and yourg adults, any nationality, or color
of skin. God daes things acording to His wisdom, knowledge, and unarstanding.

Jesus did na go against anything that God had na made known to Satan and his demons



from the beginning. The Devil knew who Jesus was. The demons knew who Jesus was. In Mark
1:22,23,it says, “ And therewasin their synagogue a man with an unclean spirit; and he cried
out...Saying, Let us alone; what have we to do with thee thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou
cometodestroy us? | know theewhothou art, theHoly Oneof God.” Many times, demons said
they knew who Jesus was.

The main thing abou what Jesus did was that “Hewasled by the Holy Spirit” in everything
He did. Thisisthe main thing that Christians need to learn and understand. We must be “led by the
Holy Spirit,” in everything wedo. The Holy Spirit hasbeen givento usto help, guide, comfort, lead,
andtead usall things. If we aenat led by the Holy Spirit, then thereis another spirit in operation,
which shoud na be dlowed to operatein the life of a Christian.

One of the things Christians neal the most iswisdom. Wisdom only comes from God. Man
has knowledge, but knowledge withou wisdom can destroy man. The knowledge of goodand evil
isawork of the Devil in thelives of individuals. But, wisdom comes from God.

InJames 1:5it tellsus, “ If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to dl
men liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him.” Wisdom does nat come by
knowledge, it comesfrom God, by the anainting of the Holy Spirit. Many beli eve because they have
gred knowledgeof thewritten Word, they havewisdom. Thisisnaot so, for wisdom only comesfrom
God, nd from knowledge.

The knowledge that we need to dothe works that God hes cal ed usto docomes from God.
So does the wisdom onwhat to do,when to doit, and haw to doit. It al comesfrom God, nd from
man, and nd from the Devil .

There aretimes when the Holy Spirit will give someone “aword of knowledge,” or “a word
of wisdom,” so they can operatein the anointing at that time for that purpose. Theword of wisdom
or word of knowledgeisnot given because someoneis geaadl. It isgiven becaise Godis God and
iSanointing someone & that time to give them the power to destroy the works of the Devil .

Jesus was given “a word of wisdom” many times while He was ministering under the
anointing of the Holy Spirit. Jesuswas also given “a word of knowledge” many timeswhile Hewas
ministering under the anointing of the Holy Spirit.

These are gifts of the Holy Spirit which the Holy Spirit operates through people acording
to Hiswill, na the will of men (1 Cor. 127-11). Anyone can be given (by the Holy Spirit) “a word
of wisdom” or “a word of knowledge” at any timethe Holy Spirit so desires. These gifts of theHoly
Spirit operated all throughou the Old Testament aswell asinthe New Testament. These ae dways
acording to the will of the Holy Spirit, and nd acarding to the will of man.

Godisapersonal GOD. God cesiresto dwell ineadindividual person Himself. God wants
to bein control of everythingwedointhislife andin eternity to come. Godisfor us, na against us.

Just as God was in Jesus, reconciling the world urto Himself, He wants to be in every
individual personwhowill receve Jesus astheir LORD and Savior. Becaise that Godis Love and
does na force anyoneto doanything, ead personindividually must recevethe LORD themselves.

TheBiblesays, “ But asmany asreceved him, tothem gavehepower tobecmethesons
of God...” Do what the Bible says. “Believe in your heat” and pray:

"LORD Jesus, | knowthat You aethe Son ¢ God.| know that You ded onthe aossfor me.
| know that God raised You from the dead.

Jesus, forgive me of all my sins, wash me dean in Your blood that | may be the



righteousnessof God in You. Thark You, Jesus!

Jesus, | ask Youto comeinto my life? LiveYour lifein me! Let Your will bedonein me! Let
thewill of God bedorein my lifeasit wasin Your life. | surrender my life to You, Jesus!

You lead me by Your Sprit and!| will follow to the best of my ahility. | will li vefor You dl
the days of my life, as Youlead me by Your Sgrit.

| recave You naw, as my LORD, and S\VIOR for all eternity. | will be with You here on
earth, andl will bewith Youin heaven, foreve andeve. | will giveYou dl the Glory. It isfor You
that | will li veforeve. Amen."

From thisday forward, study the Bibledail y, and bkecome adoer of theWord of God, nd just
aheaer only.

InMark 16:16,17,Jesus sad, “Hethat believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he
that believeth not shall bedamned...And thesesigns dhall follow them that believe; In my name
shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues...” If you have not been baptized
with the Holy Spirit, with the evidenceof spe&king intongues, pray aprayer whil e believingin your
heat onwhat God has promised youin His Word.

"LORD Jesus, Yousaid in Mark 16:17,that in Your name | can cast out devils.

Saan,inthenameof Jesus | cast you ou of my mind. You haveno authority over my mind.
My mindisclear of all demonic oppressonin Jesus name.

Father, according to Your Word in Luke 11:13, You promised me the Holy Sgrit if | ask.
Father, | am now asking You to gve me the Holy Sgrit with the ewdence of speaking in Your
heavenly languag. | receveHim from You naw, in Jesus name."

PlaceGod first in your life andlive for God every
day.
