In Jeremiah 1.5, the LORD God said to Jeremiah, “ Before |
formed theein thebelly | knew thee and before thou camest forth out of thewomb | sanctified
thee and | ordained theea prophet unto the nations.” Every person ban into this world was
formed in their mother’s womb by God.

That means God knavsyou
also. He knew you kefore you were formed in your mother’s womb.

The Importanceof the Call

Why isitimportant to understand” The Call to Ministry?’ There ae anumber of reasonswhy

it shoud beimportant for everyone to understand the cdl.
(2). According to the New Testament, everyone who is born again is cdled to a ministry of some
sort. Calledto aministry, means“call ed to serve.” There ae afew versesin the New Testament that
make it important for us to understand the cdl, and also, what ministry we ae cdled to as an
individual inthefamily of God.Oneverse of importanceto the Call i sin Matthew 7:21,where Jesus
said, “ Not every onethat saith untome, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven;
but hethat doeth thewill of my Father which isin heaven.”

The will of God the Father for ead individual is that they fulfill the cdl of God ontheir

lives. Therefore, the cdl of Godisthe will of Godfor ead individual. If we don't know what our
cdl is, how can we be sure we ae doing the will of God the Father?
(2). Acoording to the parable of the tares of thefield in Matthew, Chapter Thirteen (Matt. 1324-30,
37-34), thetaresarethase who Satan pusinthe diurches. Thesethat Satan pusin the cdiurcheswill
inthe end betaken ou and” And shall cast them into afurnaceof fire: thereshall bewailing and
gnashing o tegh” (Matt. 1342).

Thiswould na be agood paitionto be in after spending al our lifetime doing what we
thought we shoud be doing, andthen finding out toolate, that iswasn’t God, bu the devil that was
putting us into the ministry that we were doing.

(3). Acoording to the New Testament, we ae not to dothe work of the ministry by our own abilit y.
We are to be led by the Holy Spirit in everything we do. That which is dore of our own ability is
cdled “works of the flesh.” That which is dorne by God working in us and through usis cdled
“walking after the Spirit.” These two are contrary to ead aher.

Galatians 5:16,17says,

This | say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil thelust of the flesh.

For theflesh lusteth aganst the Spirit, and the Spirit aganst the flesh: and these are

contrary the oneto the other: so that ye annot do the thingsthat ye would.

Therefore, na knowing the cdl of God on ou lives could easily get us over into walking
after the flesh rather than walking after the Spirit. According to Romans 8:1, if we walk after the
flesh we bring condemnation upon otselves. Whereas, God' s plan for every born again Christian
isthat they walk after the Spirit, and nd after the flesh (Rom. 8:1-8).

God Calls People

There are cetain people God cdled to establish Hiswill here oneath. Just to name afew,
God cdled Adam, Abraham, and Jesus to establish Hiswill here on eath.

There are cetain people whom God cdls geaficdly into certain types of ministry work.
These people ae cdled by Godand dacal into the cdl by God. Just to mentionafew of these, God
cdled Moses, Aaron, and the Old Testament prophets. God cdled John the Baptist, the twelve
Apostles, and Paul who at that time was Saul of Tarsus.

Every ore of these mentioned above were cdl ed by God. Man canna cdl himself to any of
these pasiti ons. Spe&king of the position Jesus now has as High Priest, Hebrews 5:4 says, “ And no
man taketh thishonour unto himself, but he that is called of God, aswas Aaron.”

Therefore, as we view the history of God's cdli ngs we seethat it was God sideg God dd
it, and nd man. The first example is that of Adam. When the LORD God creged man in the
beginning, He aeded them male andfemale (Gen. 1:26-28). Y et therewas oneindividual that God
creaed, whowas only male, andthat was the man named Adam. Out of al the people onthiseath,
Godchose Adam asthefirst manin Hiscreaion. Adam was the beginning of thewhole humanrace
here on eath. Even Eve cane out of Adam. Adam was first, then Eve.

Did Adam have a choice before God creaed man? We do nd know, thereisnoindicaion
that God gave Adam a dhoice before the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground(Gen.
2:7). Thereisnoindicaionthat anyone had a dhoicebefore they were born into thisworld asto who
their parentswould be, andinto what courtry or nationthey would beborn. It all i ndicaes that God
madethat deasionconcerningeadind vidual beforethey were mnceavedintotheir mother’ swomb.

When Cainwasborn of Adam and Eve, Evesaid, “| have gotten a man from the LORD”
(Gen. 41). Eve knew it was the LORD that caused the birth of Cain. Even though Adam was the
father of Cain, it was the LORD that determined when Cain would be born.

The LORD spoketo Jeremiah, saying, “ Before | formed theein thebelly | knew thee and
before thou camest forth out of thewomb | sanctified theg and | ordained theea prophet unto
the nations’ (Jer. 1.5). Thistell s us two things abou Jeremiah and all mankind. The LORD God
formed Jeremiah in hismother’ swomb. It also tell sus that the LORD God cdled Jeremiah into the
ministry of a prophet to the nations. It wasn't Jeremiah’ sideato beborn asa dild of Israd, rather
than asan Egyptian or of another nation.We @uld say, it wasall God sideawho Jeremiah’ smother
would be and what Jeremiah would doin his lifetime here on eath. Jeremiah was cdled by the
LORD Godto be aprophet even before he was conceived in his mother’ s womb.

God hasforeknowledge of al things. God knavswhat people aegoing to do keforethey do
it (Gen. 25:23). God knaws everyone before they are born into thisworld. Thisis God's credion,
not man’s and nd the devil’s.

God has aplan and a purpose for everyone who was ever born into thisworld. Man can try
to dothings that God hed na planned for him, bu he caana change the original cdl upon hslife.
Men can fail tofulfill the cdl of God ontheir lives, but they canna removethe cdl. Romans 11:29
says, “ For thegiftsand calling of God are without repentance” Godis nat going to change His
mind onthe gifts and cdli ngs. But, man can prevent that cdli ng from accomplishing all that God
planned for the personwho hes been cdl ed.

One example isKing Saul. God chose and cdled Saul to be the first king over the tribes of
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Israd (1 Sam. 9:1-10:1). Saul disobeyed the LORD and hecause of his disobedience the LORD
chose David to replaceSaul (1 Sam. 15.1-23). The cdling onKing Saul’slife wasthere, aslong as
King Saul lived, bu Saul did na fulfill that cdl acording to the original purpaose for that cdl.

Therefore, there ae cdlings uponindividuas lives, and that cdli ng remains, whether the
person fulfill s that cdl or not. The fulfilling of the cdl is dependant uponthe resporse of the
individual persontothe cdl. God daesnat force anyoneto fulfill the cdl upontheir lives. It' supto
ead individual to follow theleading of the Holy Spirit to fulfill t he cdl that God daced upontheir
lives. Therefore, God cdl's, bu man must respond.

It isalways Godthat doesthe cdling. Man canna cdl himself to any positionwithou God
first cdling him. Those whotry to cdl themselves to a paosition are doing so by awork of Satan in
their minds. Satan isthe onewhotriesto get peopleto enter into pasitionsthat God dd na cdl them
to (Matt. 1338,39. Therefore, it isimportant that we understand the cdl of God ona persons life
and haw it works for the good d al mankind.

Let’ stake Abraham for an example. It was Godthat cal ed Abraham when hewas gill i n Ur
of the Chaldees (Acts 7:2-3, Gen. 121). Abraham responced to the cdl, andwhen he arived where
the LORD wanted him, the LORD spoke to him again and informed him of another part of his
cdling. The LORD then said to Abraham “ Unto thy seed will | givethisland” (Gen. 127). Each
time Abraham responcded to what the LORD asked him to do,the LORD theninformed him of more
of hiscdling. By Abraham’sresporseto the cdl of God, he becane known as the Father of God's
chosen people. A covenant was made with Abraham concerning al those who would chocse to
follow God splanfor their lives. Abraham becane thefather of thenation d Israd. He dso becane
the father of all wholive by faith.

Abraham obeyed the cdl of God and God established His plan here on eath through a
covenant He made with Abraham and his el after him.

What will be the future of thase who came dter us? What will happen to those who are our
children by natural birth? It has alot to dowith what we do abou the cdl of God on airr lives as
individuals. Our resporse to God s cdl will determine what will happen to those dter us.



Called by God

When we talk abou being cdled by Godto aministry, we aetaking abou those who God
cdled “to serve others.” The word “ministry” means, “to serve others, or be aservant to ahers.” A
ministry is nat a high pasition. It is a position whereby a person kecomes a servant to athers. If
anyone thinks they have been cdled to a ministry, they shoud understand, if they are cdled they
must become aservant to thase whom they are to minister to. In ather words, in the ministry work,
others do nd serve you, you serve them.

It is God that does the cdling. We do nd cdl ourselvesto any pasitionin thisworld, o in
the body of Christ. God even pu Pharaoh ower Egypt at the time of Moses, when Moses led the
Children of Israd out of Egypt. God worked ou all the detail s, that this Pharaoh (not the Pharaoh
that was over Egypt when Josephwas alive), would be over Egypt when Moses and Aaron went to
bring the Children of Israd out of ceptivity.

Spe&king of the cdl of Godto awork of the ministry, we must understand, it is God who
cdls. It isGodwho equips. It is Godwho sends. It is Godwho supgies. All manis, isavess for
Godto useto acammplish Hiswill here oneath.

Goddoesnat force anyoneto doHiswill . God daesnat force anyoneto fulfill t he cdl of God
ontheir lives. God cannat fulfil the cdl onaperson'slifewithou the coperation d the person. If
the person refuses to cooperate with God, God can do nomore for that person concerning the cal
of God ontheir life.

Let’stake one example from Luke, Chapter One. God hed already chosen Mary to become
the mother of Jesus. But God could na forceMary to bethe mother of Jesus. Mary had to be willi ng
to cooperate with God to beame the mother of Jesus.

God sent the angel Gabriel to Mary toinform her of God' splan for her to becomethe mother
of Jesus. Beforethe angel cameto Mary, therewasnoindicaionthat Mary knew anything abou the
plan of God for her life. It was God' s choice, and God s timing, and urtil that time it seans Mary
knew nathing concerning her becoming the mother of Jesus.

When the angel spoketo Mary, shewasfacel withadedsion,would sherespondtothe cal,
or would sherefuse? Mary had to make aquick dedsion, shedidn't have aweek or month to think
abou it. The angel neaded aresporse that day.

When Mary questioned the situation, concerning the arcumstance (that she was avirgin),
theangel explained to Mary how thiswould happen. The Angel said, “ TheHoly Ghost shall come
upon thee and the power of the Highest shall overshadow thee therefore also that holy thing
which shall be born of theeshall be alled the Son of God.” (Luke 1:35). This was the answer
Mary needed “how was de to become pregnant?’ Then the angel explained something very
important to Mary, “For with God nothing shall beimpossble’ (Luke 1:37). There had to be an
agreament between Mary and God. God could na, andwould na, forceMary to becomethe mother
of Jesus. Mary had to agreeto permit God to doHis will in her life. God could na do His wil
withou Mary, and Mary could na beame the mother of Jesuswithou the help of the Holy Spirit.
It took Mary’ s willi ngnessand the power of the Holy Spirit to bring Jesus into thisworld, ban of
avirgin.

Thisis the way al ministry work isto be done. Man canna do the work of the ministry
withou the help of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit will not force anyone to dothe will of God.



There must be operation between man and God for anyone to dothe work of the ministry.

Thereisfirst the cdl. Godfirst cdl ed Abraham. Foll owing Abraham’ s resporse, God then
could continue the cdl on Abraham'’slife. If Abraham would na have left Ur of the Chaldees, the
cdl of God onAbraham’slife would na have been completed. If Mary would nd have said to the
angel “ Behold thehandmaid of theL ord; beit untomeaccordingtothy word” (Luke1:38), the
LORD could na have used Mary to complete Hiswill here oneath. Man must respondto the cdl
(usualy withou knowing al the detail s).

How much timeisinvoved between the first indicaion that Godis cdling and the time a
person knows what that cdl is? That depends entirely uponGod, and His plan. God ory reveds
things when He so desires, na aacording to ou will or desires. No ore knows how long it was
between the time the LORD first spoke to Abraham in Ur of the Chaldees and the time Abraham
arrived where the LORD wanted him in the land d Canaan. It could have been many yeas.

Thecdl of God onAbraham’ slifeisagoodexample of what happensin apersonslifefrom
the time God starts working with them and the time their cal i s completed. Let uslook at what we
know abou Abraham and God' s cdl upon hslife and seehow these things came dou?

We do knaw that in Acts 7:2,3it tell s us,

The God of glory appeared unto our father Abraham, when he wasin Mesopotamia,

before he dwelt in Charr an,

And said unto him, Get theeout of thy country, and from thy kindred, and comeinto

theland which | shall shew thee
Evidently, Abraham must have said something to his father Terah. For in Genesis 11:31 it says,
“And Terah took Abram his on, and Lot the son of Haran his ©n's on, and Sarai his
daughter in law, his ©n Abram's wife; and they went forth with them from Ur of the
Chaldeses, to gointo the land of Canaan; and they came unto Haran, and dwelt there.”

Abraham remained in Haran urtil hisfather died. Thiscould have been qute sometimefor
it tellsusin Genesis 12:5 “And Abram took Sarai hiswife, and Lot hisbrother's sn, and all
their substancethat they had gathered, and the soulsthat they had gotten in Haran; and they
went forth to gointo the land of Canaan; and into the land of Canaan they came.”

We seethat Abraham and Lot gathered “their substance..and the souls that they had
gotten in Haran.” It takes time to acaimulate substance and people, who becane servantsto Lot
and Abraham whilein Haran.

After Abraham’sfather died, it said in Genesis 12:4, “ So Abram departed, asthe LORD
had spoken unto him; and L ot went with him: and Abram was sventy and fiveyear sold when
he departed out of Haran.” Genesis 12:6 tellsus, “ And Abram passed through the land unto
theplaceof Sichem, untotheplain of Moreh. And the Canaanitewasthen in theland.” When
Abraham arrived at the place where the LORD wanted him, the LORD began to reved why He
cdled Abraham aready while he wasin Ur of the Chaldees.

Thisis very important for Christians to understand. We must obey the LORD to continue
recaving information concerning “The Call to Ministry.” Nothing of importance happened in
Abraham’s life until he left his father’s house (separated himself from those who could kegp him
from obeying the LORD). Had Abraham never left Ur of the Chaldees or Haran, the cdl of God on
his life may never have become what it istoday.

God doesnat force ayoneto doanything. It isal upto theindividual to respondto the cdl



of God ontheir lives. Each time Abraham responded to the instructions of the LORD, hewas given
alittl e more information as to what God' s plan was for him.

In Genesis 127 it tells us, “ And the LORD appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy
sead will | givethisland...” Thiscould bethesemnd a third timethe LORD appeaed to Abraham
(firstinUr, now after leaving hisfather’ shouse). This sansto bethefirst timethe LORD promised
Abraham’s el apossesson d land.

After Lot and Abraham parted, Genesis 13:14-17 says,

And the LORD said unto Abram, after that L ot was separated from him, Lift up now

thine eyes, and look from the place where thou art northward, and southward, and

eastward, and westward:

For all the land which thou seest, to theewill | giveit, and to thy seal for ever.

And | will makethy seed asthedust of the earth: sothat if aman can number thedust

of the erth, then shall thy seed also be numbered.

Arise, walk through theland in thelength of it and in the breadth of it; for | will give

it unto thee
This is the first time the LORD spoke @ou the nation o Israd becoming as “the dust of the
earth.” The LORD was making two covenants with Abraham, ore with Israd and ore with Christ
(one cdl ed the Old Covenant and ore cdl ed the New Covenant).

Then yeaslater in avision, Abraham asked who his heir would be, being Abraham had no
children, “the word of the LORD came unto him, saying, This dhall not be thine heir; but he
that shall comeforth out of thine own bowels shall bethineheir” (Gen. 154). Thisisthefirst
time Abraham knew hisheir would be hisown child, nd his srvant. Then Genesis 15.5 says, “ And
hebrought him forth abroad, and said, L ook now toward heaven, and tell thestars, if thou be
ableto number them: and he said unto him, So shall thy seed be.” Herethe LORD is ge&ing
of the New Covenant. Abraham’s el ac@rding to the stars of heaven pertainsto thosewhoare “in
Christ.” In Genesis 15:13-21 the LORD went bad to speking of the covenant with the dhildren of
Israd (the Old Covenant).

Yeas later, Abraham still did na have a tild. (Abraham was eighty-six yeas old when
Ishmad was born. That was eleven yeas after Abraham left hisfather’s house in Haran and came
into the land d promise).

Genesis, Chapter Sixteen, revedshow that Satan, working through themindsof people, tries
to get people to dothe will of God withou waiting onthe LORD. Sarah came up with the ideaof
Abraham having a diild with Hagar.

When Abraham wasninety-nineyeasold (twenty-four yeasafter leaving hisfather’ shouse),
the LORD first reveded to Abraham His plan, so that Abraham could uncerstand theimportanceof
hiscdling. O’ how important it isto wait uponthe LORD and dorit let Satan try to get apersonto
dothewill of Godthemselves, withou the leading of the Holy Spirit.

In Genesis, Chapter Seventeen, “the L ORD appeared to Abram, and said unto him, | am
the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfed...And | will make my covenant
between me and theg and will multiply thee excealingly” (Gen. 171,2). O’ how important it is
to understand that, even though Godisworking in apersonslife for yeas, they must wait uponthe
LORD, beforethey go ou to dothewill of God. Notice, the LORD required orething of Abraham,
before He would make a ©venant with Abraham. That was, “walk before me, and be thou



perfed...” Thisisarequirement that will establish apersoninthe ministry the LORD cdled them
to.

Noticeaso,the LORD did na say, “| have made a ovenant,” but rather Hesaid “ And | will
makemy covenant between meand thee..” “I will,” isfuturetense, na past tense. Although, the
LORD knew the end from the beginning (that is, the LORD knew Abraham would obey Him),
Abraham did na know the total requirements for the cvenant the LORD was abou to make with
him and hs sal after him.

When a personis cdled to the ministry, the LORD usually does not give them any more
information than what they need at the time. We must lean to foll ow the LORD day by day, na
knowing all the detail s of the future. Jesus sid in Matthew 6:34," Taketherefore no thought for
themorr ow: for themorr ow shall takethought for thethingsof itself. Sufficient unto theday
isthe evil thereof.” To Thomas, Jesus sid, “becuse thou hast seen me, thou hast believed:
bles=d are they that have not seen, and yet have believed” (John 2029). Therefore, thase who
obey the LORD withou seang will be blessed, for “thejust shall li ve by faith” (Heb. 1038).

In Genesis, Chapter Seventeen, the LORD first reveded to Abraham that Sarah would have
a dild. In Genesis 17:15,16,it says,

And God said unto Abraham, Asfor Sarai thy wife, thou shalt not call her name Sar ai,

but Sarah shall her name be.

And | will blessher, and givetheea son also of her: yea, | will blessher, and she shall

be a mother of nations; kings of people shall be of her.

Twenty four yeas after leaving hisfather’ shouse, Abraham wasfirst informed that Sarah would be
the mother of Isaag “thechild of promise, not of works.” Then in Genesis, Chapter Eighteen, the
LORD appeaed to Abraham andtold hm “when” Sarah would have a &ild, whowas Isaag “the
child by promise.” The LORD said to Abraham, “1 will certainly return unto theeaccording to
thetime of life; and, lo, Sarah thy wife shall havea son” (Gen. 1810).

When Ishmad was abou fifteen yeas old, Abraham obeyed the LORD and sent Hagar and
Ishmad away (Gen. 1811-15). It was important that Abraham obey the LORD, even when it
involved sending away his on after the flesh (Ishmad).

Many yeas went by when God tested Abraham'’s faith, and told hm to take Isaac ad
saaifice him on mount Moriah. This Abraham did, and was faithful, na knowing the future, but
trusting in the LORD and the promise which he had been given. Hebrew 11:17-19tells us.

By faith Abraham, when hewastried, offered up Isaac: and hethat had recaved the

promises off ered up his only begotten son,

Of whom it was sid, That in Isaac shall thy seed be alled:

Acoounting that God was ableto raise him up, even from the dead; from whencealso

he recaved him in afigure.
Genesis 22:15-18tellsus,

And theangel of the LORD called unto Abraham out of heaven the seand time,

And said, By myself have | sworn, saith the LORD, for because thou hast done this

thing, and hast not withheld thy son, thine only son:

That in blessng | will blessthee and in multiplying | will multiply thy seed asthestars

of the heaven, and asthe sand which isupon the sea shore; and thy seal shall possess

the gate of hisenemies;



And in thy seal shall all the nationsof the erth be blessed; because thou hast obeyed

my voice
Thiswasthefinal testing of Abraham to fulfill the cdl of God on hslife. It is © important that we
lean to okey the LORD even when it does nat conform to ou understanding. Proverbs 3:5 says,
“Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding.” God
isnat telli ng usto dothingsfodlishly, for Godwill giveuspeacan ou spirit before we doanything.
GodisaGod d love and peacgeand will nat force ayone to doanything. What Abraham did, he
did na doit fodlishly, for Hebrews 11:8-10tell s us,

By faith Abraham, when he was called to go ait into a place which he should after

recevefor an inheritance obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went.

By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, asin a strange country, dwelling in

tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirswith him of the same promise:

For helooked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God.
For those cdl ed into the ministry, it is very important that we do nd get our eyes and attention on
thisworld, a the things of thisworld. In 1John 215-17it tells us,

Lovenot theworld, neither thethingsthat are in theworld. If any man lovetheworld,

thelove of the Father isnot in him.

For all that isin theworld, thelust of the flesh, and thelust of the eyes, and the pride

of life, isnot of the Father, but is of theworld.

And theworld passth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will of God

abideth for ever.
Abraham is cdl ed the father of God s chasen people, “becaise he obeyed the LORD.”

It's important to okey the LORD, and nd seek the world o the things of this world.
Abraham’ s attention was not ontheworld or the things of the world. Abraham was looking toward
heaven, where dl thase who oley the LORD will spend eternity.
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The Call

Many peoplewho are cdl ed to the ministry have had an experiencewith the LORD ealy in
their childhood, o yeasbefore they knew they were cdl ed to the ministry. Some can even tracethe
cdl to before they were born, their mother of someone dose to them had an experience with the
LORD and it was reveded that God was going to use that child for His glory. Samuel’s mother
dedicaed him to the LORD even before she becane pregnant (1 Sam. 1:11). Moses s mother knew
therewas a cdl of God uponMoses when hewas born (Ex. 2:2).

Inmy own life, at the age of sixteen, | had adesirein my heat to study the Bible, to find the
answers | neaded, that if | died that | would be sure | went to hearen. In my later teens and ealy
twenties | experienced the hand o God onmy life many times. | knew it was God, bu did na
understand why God was deli vering me from danger and deah over and ower again.

In the ealy 1960s | had a drean whereby my father, who hed passed away appeaed to me
and advised me of things that were happening that | had ignored, and told me what to do.I did as|
wastold in the dream and everything worked ou for my good. The plan of the enemy fail ed, (Satan
could nolonger use what he had planned against me). | knew that drean came & aresult of God
working in my life, bu | didn't know why God was proteding me.

Many times | knew it was God proteding me and keguing me from danger, bu | did na
know why. In 1966,] saw the hand d God working on my behalf when | had a daughter born with
haesinal four seaionsof her heat. Shelived just over six months. All through her lifetime, | saw
evidence of God heing in control of what happened. | aways knew it was God, bu did na
understand why God was working on my behalf.

Thefirst indicaion d God cdling meto the ministry was when | was born again at the aye
of forty-five. | had been a church member sincel was sxteen. | did alot of church work from the
timel wastwenty on.l was onchurch baardsin anumber of churches, taught Sunday schod in ore
of the churches. | believe Godwas preparing mefor thefuturework arealy at that time, eventhough
the church system | belonged to dd na understand the new birth or the baptism in the Holy Spirit.

When | wasborn again onaThursday night in June of 1979,my whalelife changed. | could
nolonger think of owning property, retiring at the age of fifty-five, also, many yeas of fea left me
that night. There was sich a diange in my life, and my thinking, | coud na understand what
happened?

The following Sunday, after Church and eaing a noonmed | sat on my living room
davenpat, and suddenly, | foundmyself in the sky, standing on alarge white fluffy cloud.| was
shown my persona wedth and accompli shments, andthe atemptsof otherstrying to gain personal
gain and reputation. During that time, | saw a bright light shining down from heasen and avoice
spoketo me, saying, “ all of thiswill passaway, the only thing that will matter isyour relationship
to Me.” | knew that was the voiceof the LORD, but | did na seeHim or anyone dse & that time.

This experiencetook at least fifteen minutes. During that time my yourgest son came into
the house andtried to talk to me, asking for the keysto my vehicleto get my todsto fix hisbicycle.
When | did nd respondto him, he then took the keys out from my pocket and went and opened my
vehicle. Then he returned and tried to awake me again, to tell me he had gotten the todls from my
vehicle, but he could na get any resporse from me. He put the keysin my pocket and went out to
work on hsbicycle.
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After | wasbad in my body, | saw my two boysworking ontheir bicyclesand | asked them,
“how did you get the tods out of my vehicle?” Then they told me what happened, and hav my
yourgest son asked for the keys but could na get any resporse from me when he first came, and
again when he brought the keys bad.

Thiscould have been the beginning of reveding to methe cdl totheministry inmy life. That
yea, 1979,was the beginning of many works of Godin my life. | got to know the LORD from the
Scripturesinaway | never knew Him before. The LORD started heding my body withou me even
saying anything. | would ndicethingsin my body that had given me problemswere nolonger there.
Onewsas, | had hemorrhoids for yeas with much bleeding. They disappeaed withou me knowing
just when, but within that yea | know they were gone and have never returned.

Within months from the day | was born again | had a desire for the Baptism in the Holy
Spirit. At first, | didn't know anyone in Milwaukeethat could help me recave the Baptism. | keep
praying and looking for someone who could help me. (The Baptism in the Holy Spirit is necessary
for theministry. No ore shoud enter the ministry work withou the Baptism inthe Holy Spirit (Acts
1:4,5,8). The desire for the Baptism was awork of the Holy Spirit in my life.

On May 7, 1981l receved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit with the evidenceof spegingin
tongues. The LORD used asister in the LORD from the state of Louisianato minister the Baptism
to me. The LORD gave her aword of knowledge ancerning my life, my present situation,and hav
| would recevethrough her obediencethat day. Thisinformationshereceved from the LORD abou
1:30pm, andabou 4:30pm | receved the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. She knew that | would receve
that day, but waited for me to come and recave. The next day | met with her and her husband and
wanted to tell her why | wanted the baptism in the Holy Spirit and what was happening in my life.
She said to me, no, let me tell you why and what was happening in your life. She told me what |
wanted to tell her al abou my situation and things that came against me. She recaved her
information from the LORD, mine cane by my own personal experiences.

Foll owing the Baptism in the Holy Spirit | began to receve words of knowledge and words
of wisdom from the Holy Spirit. At times | spoke propheticdly, yet not understanding prophetic
speaing. In July of 19811 spoke propheticdly of entering into the ministry. The words came out
of my mouth withou meknowing what | was sying until | heard myself say them. That wasthefirst
pasitive indicaion that | was cdl ed to the ministry. Foll owing that time, the LORD started to use
mein praying for others and they receved heding as | prayed for them.

Thefirst week of January 19821 made gpli cationto attend Bible Schod, andthefirst week
of February | recave natice of acceptanceinto that Bible Schod.

In the mean time, on January 23, 19821 had a desire to attend a meding in Milwaukee
Wisconsin, where someone from out of state was holding meeings. | had noideathat anything was
abou to happen to methat day. Only one other person,whowaswith me & thetime, knew | was at
that meding until | wascdled ou. During the meding the minister in charge pointed dredly to me
and spoke the foll owing:

My Brother here in the dark suit, right there, Hallelujah! Lift up you hand and

Praise Him. The LORD is healing you today, the power of the LORD is going dl

throughyou. | seethe fire of God buning dl throughyour chest, it's going all

throughyou, Hallelujah! All the way down throughyour stomach, the LORD is
healing you completely, Praise the LORD! And the LORD is going to enrich and
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strengthen your mind to understand His Word, Hallelujah! Hall elujah! The LORD

issaying, Merle, recavethe anantingin a rew way, even this day, Hallelujah! Go

ahead and paise God, Hall elujah!

Beforel attended that meding, | had problemseaing. | could orly ea asmall amourt of foodat one
time. Itwasasif | had apeptic ulcer at the entranceto my stomadh. | had dfficulty swall owing food.
Usually could orly get small amourtsof food davn,therefore, | could na ea afull med at any time.
The same day, following that meding, | ate afull med with no poblems whatsoever. | knew the
LORD heded me of that condtionthat day.

There are times when there is a word of knowledge or prophecy from the LORD, that
confirmationwill come shortly foll owing. To me, thiswas confirmation d what was goken that it
was of the LORD.

Foll owing receving the confirmation d acceptanceto Bible Schod, | was concerned abou
two things: (1). | had alarge payment to make within afew weeks and dd na have anywhere nea
themoney | needed. (2). What shoud | doabou the Television bwsinessl wasin at thetime? Shoud
| sell it, and hov would | sdll it if | did?

In February of 1982awoman in the ministry came to me to barow avideo tape from me.
Whil e she was there, she turned and spoke to me, “ Merle, dorit worry abou the money, you will
havethe moneyontime. Don't worry abou selling the business The LORD already has a buyer
for thebusiness Thebusinesswill besold andyouwill bein Oklahamain September intimeto start
Bible Schod.”

Just to say alittl e ebout selli ng the business the LORD worked ou a very unusual ded in
the selli ng of the business The Redtor | hired to sell the businessmade aded whereby he sold the
businessto his own son, who krew nothing abou repairing Televison sets. His ©n leaned a lot
“supernaturally,” with no schoding or training. His sn and hs wife dso, becane born again
Christians because of the witnessthey saw in me. | did na pray for them. | did na lead them to the
LORD. They saw the LORD working in my life and wanted that same LORD Jesus in their lives.

That Spring, athers gpoke words over me, of which | do nd have any tape recordings of. A
third ore, which also was naot taped spoke some of the foll owing words.

Brother Merle, the ministry work the LORD is callingyouto is not what you think.

It is nat like anything you know abou. When it happens, you will know it is the

LORD. Youwill know what it is, there will be no question.

That was given to me onaFriday evening. The foll owing Sunday night, abou 1:00 A.M., | awoke
with agred desireto write. It seemed | continued to write and write with no desireto stop. Within
amonth or so | had written my first book,“THE LORD SAID, TELL THEM | LOVE THEM.”

Beforel left for Bible Schod that yea | had 15,000 dthese books printed. | paid for them,
andgavethem away free One dhurch used nealy 3,000 ¢ them. Since1982I havewritten well over
75books. And have an enormousamourt of informationin my computer, ready to be used when the
right time cmes.

The anainting to write books comes uponme very often. When it comes uponme, | write,
andthen | study what waswritten, and ched it with the Written Word. | lookfor othersalso to read
what | have written andtell meif there is anything they question abou what is written.

June 20, 1982) had been having medings with asmall group of Christians. During thase
medingswe head abou an Evangeli st who was holding medingsin Cincinnati Ohio. We saw him
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on Televisionand wanted to go seehim in person. To the best of my knowledge & that time, | was
going to seewhat God was doing in this person’s ministry. | had noideaof what was abou to
happen to me while & that meding.

Threeothers besides myself and my two sons wanted to go to Cincinnati Ohio to attend ore
of his medings. We went there for a Saturday Evening meding, and then stayed ower for Sunday
morning meding. We never signed ou names or told anyone that we were there. We were seded
in the center of the auditorium, at least forty fed from the Evangelist. During the midde to the
Sunday morning servicethe Evangelist looked dredly a me, and panting to me, He said,

There is smeone right in here, your, you hare a ministry. You're involved in a

business of sometypearound alot of eledronicsandtubes. But you havea ministry

also, andyou harebeen praying for Godto open the doars for your ministry part of

your life. | want to say Merle, isthere anybody right in here named Merle? (I stood

up,andHe said), Brother Merle, | want youto walk up here. Godisgoingto let you

start your ministry by laying hand uponthisman. Sanebody say Amen! (He asked),

Brother Merle, havel eve talked to you before? (I answered, No). (He asked), Do

youwork around alot of eledronicsandtubesandwiresandso forth? (I answered,

Yes, I'vebeanintheTV businessfor 12yeas). (Hesad), Inthetelevision bisiness?

(He asked) Is this your first time here? (I answered. Yesit is). Then he said, And

Brother Merle, God says aslong & you live, you ae going to speak the Word's of

spirit andlife. Your ministry isjust starting. Theword of wisdom, gift of knowledge,

discerning d spirits.

Asl waswalking badk to my sed, about half way badk, wehead the audiblevoiceof the LORD say,
“andou of your hands shall fl ow the power of healing as you lay them uponthe sick” Thisvoice
| head with my eas, and it was also head by al five people who were with me & that time (they
were d least twenty fed from me at the time). We dl knew it was the audible voice of the LORD.
Y et, it was not onthe casette tape that was recording the Evangelist at the time.

Already at thistime| would liketo remindthoserealing thisor heaingit from others, if you
arecdledto theministry, Godwill confirm that cali ng with many invaluable proofs, with signsand
words of wisdom, words of knowledge, even prophedes. By the time you start doing the work God
has cdl ed you to, there will be no doul that you have atrue cdli ng from God to the ministry. Do
not be in ahurry to go ou and minister, Godis not in a hurry. God hes all the time in eternity to
bring to passthat which He starts. If God cdled you, God will | ead and guide you by His Spirit
working in you. Phili ppians 1:6 says, “Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath
begun a goa work in you will perform it until theday of JesusChrist.” Phili ppians 2:13 says,
“For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of hisgoad pleasure.”

Thereisan anainting for the work of the ministry that God cdl syouto. Y ou must wait urtil
you have the anainting before you move out into the work the LORD has cdled youto. Do nd try
to dothe work of a ministry withou the anainting from the Holy Spirit. God daes nat want you
doing the work of the ministry by your own ability. Godwill giveyouHisability to dothe work He
has cdled youto do.

Satanwill alwaystry to hinder youfrom doing thework of theministry. In 2Corinthians 12:7
the apostle Paul wrote, “ And lest | should be exalted above measure through the abundance of
therevelations, therewasgiven tomeathorn in theflesh, themessenger of Satan to buffet me,
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lest | should be exalted above measure.” In 1 Thessalonians 2:18 Paul wrote, “W herefore we
would have cmme unto you, even | Paul, onceand agan; but Satan hindered us.” Therefore,
think it not strange if Satan triesto hinder youin the cdl of God uponyour life.

In 1982and 1983] was at Bible Schod, and at the sametime | waswriting onBorn Again
and Salvation, showing the diff erence between these two. | was aso writing on the Two Adams,
Adam and Jesus, the diff erencebetween thesetwo. | would writewhil e under the anointing, but then
when | was not under the anainting, | had problems.

| knew what | was writing did na agreewith some of the larger ministries’ teadings. | kept
praying, “L ORD, takethis ministry away from me and gveit to someone dse. It'smorethanl can
hande. Let someone dsedothiswork.” Whilel wastrying to get the LORD take avay the ministry
that He cdled meto, ore Sunday the Pastor of the durch | attended (who was used grealy by the
LORD intheword of wisdom, word of knowledge, discerning of spirit, heding and mirades) said,
“ anyonewho reedsprayer, comeupfront.” 1 didn't think | needed prayer, bu from my spirit | knew
| shoud go upalso. Asl stoodinline, the Pastor cameto mewith hisasgstant Pastor foll owing him.
Helooked at me and said to hisasgstant Pastor, “ you havea word for Merle, dorit you?' He went
to the next personin line and the asgstant Pastor said to me “ Merle, the LORD said writeit.”

Later that week | wasn't sure that assstant Pastor knew what | was writing so | went over to
his howse to talk with hm. When | explained what | was writing, he said to me, “ what you ae
writingis right, what theyare teachingiserror, the LORD wants you to continue to write what He
givesyou.” This Pastor and | have been friends after that for many yeas.

During thase years many things happened, too numerousto mention.| would recave words
of knowledge mncerning others. Others would receve words of knowledge, and prophesy for me.

In 1991 | wasat ameding wherethe Evangeli st came andlaid hishad uponmy shouder and
said,

“the LORD said, the bodks you arewittingwill go dl over theworld, andwill still

be working for the LORD after you haregore...”

There was moreto this, bu it isnot necessary at thistime. At the time thiswas goken to me dou
the books going al over the world, | had noideathat Hands For Jesus, Inc. would be using the
Internet to make books avail able FREE all over the world by downloading from the Web sites. At
that timel was snding out books onmy own, and also some of my books were being sent over seas
by anather Christian organization.

On February 9, 1993, was at meding where the person ministering came to me, laid his
hand onmy shouder and spoke these words,

“ Fromthe temptations andthe lusts of thisworld, O theywalk after My Sgrit, they

walk after Me. For I' verevealed things by My Sprit from My Word says the Sgrit,

that have @used youto livegody and overcome temptation; that will establi sh you

onthe Rock of My Word. Sadlisten dli gently to those things, dorit let them slip, the

things that you haveheard. For time of adversity of problems are at hand and oly

those that | equip in those days will be able to stand. Sominister in My presence

when things are well with thee in the day of tribulation, I, your LORD God, will

strengthen you andsee yuthrough?

Thiswastruly aword from the LORD. It was nealed at that time, for Satan had been using
people ayainst me and what | was doing.
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During the yeas from 1990through abou 1997many timesin ore church that | ministered
there was awoman by the name of Lois, (whoisnow goneto be with Jesus). She would seelights
aroundme and behindme. Sometimesonly two, ather timesasmany asfive. She cdl ed them angels.

From 1998to 2000,as | ministered in ancther church, there was a man attending who saw
angels by me when | ministered. He said he wuld seethe complete angel all the way down to the
fed. Sometimes there were two or three angels ganding by me.

We know that thasewhoare cdled of Godto minister have angels (ministering spirits (Heb.
1:14)) with them. These angels have many purposes and they are visible to some & times.

In August, 2004 two angelsappeaed to meinmy living room. They were dressed in United
States Army uniforms. They had noidentification onthem. | thought they were red people.

| wasaslegpin my living room at the time. One of them awoke me by taking hold of my bare
foat. | jJumped as| was awakened. | starred at them from head tofoat. | chedked every detail | could,
trying to figure out who they were and how they got into my house? After a few minutes of me
looking at them and them looking straight at me, they disappeaed.

In my spirit | knew they were angels sent to proted me. They did na say anything to me and
| did na say anything to them. They were just reminding me, they are to guard and proted me.

Whenyou have a c#l of God onyoufor aministry, the LORD will confirm your cdli ngwith
many signs and proof of your cdling. The anointing will be uponyou when you minister. At other
times, you may nat experience any anointing uponyou.

When the anaintingisuponyou, it isfor the purpose of helping others. It isnot therefor you,
but for to help athers. The anointing is to minister to athers. The LORD will minister to you
personally when you are done, in your time of prayer, and study.

Never consider the anointing to be yours personaly. It isnat yours, it belongs to the LORD
andiscontrolled by the Holy Spirit. It comes and goes as the Holy Spirit will s. Y oucanna make it
come, but you can prevent it from coming by disobedienceto the LORD or by grieving the Holy
Spirit. The anointing belongs to God and the Holy Spirit controlsiit.

Youwill reaognize the anointing by the way the anointing works. You knaw it isnat you,
youknow it isthe Holy Spirit. You knav you do no have the adility of yourself to minister the way
ministry work is done when you are under the anainting.

When the anointing for a ministry is not uponyou, you are no dfferent from any other
Christian. Youarejust as subjed to deceptionasany other Christian. Satan will attadk you,just like
he does others. Youarenaot speaal inthe gyesof God. Y ouarejust anather member of the LORD’ s
body here oneath.

Theway youliveyour lifeistotaly upto you. You dedade what you do,and hav you doit.
Youarenat proteded against sin. Y oumust doyour part the same & any other members of thebody
of Christ, to resist sin and al the works of the devil. You must “ Submit your selves therefore to
God. Resist thedevil, and hewill fleefrom you” (James4:7). Godwill not doit for you. Thisis
your resporsihility.

Godisnot arespeder of persons. The cdl of God onyour life does not make you speaal in
anyway. No matter how grea the anointing, you are no dfferent in the gyes of the LORD than a
person who was just born again into the body of Christ yesterday. A new babe in Christ isjust as
important to God as you are. God will not do any favors for you, just becaise you are cdled and
anointed for aministry.
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The Anointing

The true anainting is always from God, “the Holy Spirit.” The true anointing always has a
peaceand joy abou it. When it comes, you knaw it is not you, personaly. You know there is a
diff erence between what you can doand what comes from God.

The anainting flows withou effort and many times withou ever getting tired, it flows
peacéully andisajoy. When under the anointing you can speak or minister for hoursand rever get
tired. Time seems to never end, you just keep going and going and still fed refreshed. Things go
smoothly, andyou sometimesfed that you do ndneed to put any eff ort in what youaredoing at all .
Many times, two housislike fifteen minutes.

Thereare anointingsfor amost everything God hesusdo. That includes usheringin church,
greding others asthey comein, aswell aseven cleaning the capets or scrubhing floors. When the
anointing isthere, it isajoy and you rever get tired.

Mainly wethink of the cdl of Godfor the five-fold ministries of Apostle, Prophet, Teader,
Evangelist, and Pastor. But there ae dso two aher anaintings for ministries that are just as
important, which is “Praise and Worship Leaders’ and “Intercessors.” The same thing applies to
theseanaintings, those with anainting never seam to get tired, they can continuefor hours, asthough
they had orly gone for fifteen minutes.

Eadh of these anaintings are different from the others. For the Apaostle, the anointing is
strongest in the aeaof authority. As an example, Peter was an apostle in Acts 5:1-10. By the
anointing, Peter spoke, and judgement came uponAnanias and Sapphira, and they fell over dead.
The apostle Paul was an apostle and in Acts 13:9-11, Paul, speging by the anointing caused
blindnessto come uponElymas the sorcerer.

For the Prophet, the anainting is the strongest to prophesy. They spe& the “foreknowledge
of God’ concerning things to come. Many times they spe&k to Kings and rulers of nations as well
asto Christians.

For the Teader, the anainting us grongest in teading from “thewritten Word o God,” not
worldly situation a past worldly happenings. Not from news paper articles or magazine aticles. A
Teader sticks very closely to the Written Word.

For the Evangeli &, the anointing is grongest inwinning thelost and kringing badk thasewho
have gone astray. They operatevery strongly infaith, mirades, heding, andcasting out demonswith
gred signs and wonders. Phili p the Evangeli st walked in this anointing in Acts, Chapter Eight.

For the Pastor, the greaest anainting isin ministering to the people. They have the greaest
“compasgon’ for thase who are sick in their bodes or minds. They have agrea compasson for
those who go astray, or are led astray. They have the anointing of a good shepherd.

All of these can operate in any of the anointings at times, but you can know them by the
gredest anointing ontheir lives.

Likewise, thegredest anointing on praise andworship leadersisthe aility tolead praise and
worship withou getting tired. Many of these write or author new songs of praise andworship. They
will sing from the Scriptures and sing psams.

The greaest anointing onan intercessor is praying in the Spirit for housand houswithou
gettingtired. Four to eight hours of prayingisnot uncommonwhen under the anointing. Many times
they will travail in the spirit until they have arelease, evenif it takes hous.
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With everyone whois cdled, there will be an anainting. It is nat the will of God that any
cdled person operates by their own ability. God always gives them the aility to perform the work
to which they are cdl ed.
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The Counterfeit

In every one of the cdli ngsto ministry, there ae those who dd na come into that position
through the Door of the sheegpfold. In Revelation 22, Jesus said to the Church at Ephesus, “ | know
thy works, and thy labour, and thy patience, and how thou canst not bear them which are evil :
and thou hast tried them which say they are apostles, and are not, and hast found them liars.”
Badk in the Old Testament times, there were always more false prophets then there were true
prophets (1 Kings 1822, 1910).

Jesus said in John 107, “ Verily, verily, | say unto you, | am thedoor of the sheg.” In
John10:1Jesus sid, “ Hethat entereth not by thedoor into thesheepfold, but climbeth up some
other way, the sameisathief and arobber.”

When a Christian enters into the ministry through the Door, they also recave the anointing
to do the work they have been cdled to do. There ae many Christians today, cdli ng themselves
“Pastors.” Many of these do nd have the anointing necessary to be aPastor. They took the titl e of
Pastor, but have not receved the anointing from the LORD to be aPastor.

Thisis avery sad situation indeed, for those who kelong to their churches do nd get the
proper teating on haw to receve heding. Therefore, when they get sick, their Pastor sometimes
tell s then to go and see adoctor. The Bible does not tead that.

The Bible teates that a Pastor is to take them to the LORD acarding to the Word of God
written in ou New Testament (Covenant) and get them heded. Thisis the duty of a Pastor.

| have seen Pastorswhogo and visit peopleintheir homesandin haspitals, thinking they are
obeying James 1:27,which says, “ Pure religion and undefil ed before God and the Father isthis,
Tovisit thefatherlessand widowsin their affliction, and to kegp himself unspotted from the
world.” When they visit thosewhoaresick, instead of praying acording the Word of Godfor their
heding, they try to comfort them in their pain and suff ering. They beaome like “Job's comforters,”
nat helping those who reed heding at all. But instead, they are helping Satan destroy their bodes
with sicknessand dsease. When the person des, they say they were doing their duty, by preparing
them to med the LORD in hearen when they get there. Satan sure has their minds blinded to the
truth of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Remember, part of Job'sproblemwashisthreefriends, which some cdl “ Job' scomforters.”
Had Jobli stened to Eli hu,the young prophet sent by the LORD, his stuationcould have been turned
aroundmuch ealier in his grugge with the bail s that Satan smote him with. When Christians are
sick, “they don't need those Pastors’ that dorit know how to take apersons scknessand dseases
to the LORD and get them heded.

Lookat what it says abou Elihu,in Job 322, “ Then waskindled the wrath of Elihu the
son of Barachel theBuzite, of thekindred of Ram: against Job washiswrath kindled, because
hejustified himself rather than God.” Thisismany timesthereasonwhy Christianswhoaresick
and neal heding don't get heded. They don t need someoneto comfort them intheir sickness They
need someonetolead them in repentancefrom their sin of self-justificaion.Oncethey haverepented
of their self-righteousnessand salf-justificaion, it is easy to get them heded.

| have been at funeral services of Pastors, where they had many other Pastors praying for
them and Misiting them all the time whil e they were sick, in their homes and in the hospital. These
pastors were nat helping the sick, they were only helping the devil destroy them and take the sick
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personslife.

Satan has the power of deah, nd Jesus. Jesus hasthe power of life, na the power of deah.
We believe that Jesus will recave those who are His when they die. But, the LORD’s way of
recaving someone when they leave this eath isthat they just simply “give up the ghost, and go to
bewith Jesus.” Abraham, Isaag Jaawb,and Jesus all “gave upthe ghost,” when they died. Satan dd
nat take thelir livesfrom them. Christiansdo nd need to besick to die. Deah by sicknessor disease
isawork of the devil.

O’ how important it isto understand ou covenant, and the way the LORD works, that we
do nat help the devil do his destroying among Christians. We don't need Pastors who are “Job's
comforters.” We neal Pastors who have the anointing that is necessary to dothe work of a Pastor.

If you are amember of a church were the Pastor does not have the anointing to get people
heded when they are sick, you read to doalot of praying to the LORD. Pray for the Pastor, that he
recaves the anointing. But, also, if your prayers are not bringing an anointing uponyour Pastor, it
would be wise to ask the LORD to lead you to a Church where the Pastor does have the anainting
to hed the sick. Thereisno reed for youto “be nice” so to spedk to a Pastor whois not anointed
for the position d a Pastor. Just pray for the LORD to show you ancther Church where thereis an
anointed Pastor.

Never leave a tiurch or Pastor with bitternessin your heat. Forgive him, pray for him, but
donit stay with hm andloaose the benefits of heding for your body when youare sick. Alwayskeep
yourself from unforgiveness Unforgivenesscould prevent youfrom recaving heding (Matt. 6:15).
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Don't Be Deceved

Satan will doeverything he can to stopyoufrom fulfilli ng the Call of God onyour life. If he
can't stop you in ore way, he will try to lead you into ancather diredion. Look at Balaan for an
example. In Numbers22:38," Balaam said unto Balak, Lo, am comeuntothee havel now any
power at all to say any thing?theword that God putteth in my mouth, that shall | speak.” This
is the true ministry of a prophet. “Only the words the LORD puts in their mouth will t hey spe&k.”
Satan canna stop a prophet that maintains this attitude toward the ministry of a prophet.

So what did Satan do to stop Balaam? Peter said, Balaan “loved the wages of
unrighteousness’ (2 Peter 2:15). Jesus said,“ Balaam, whotaught Balacto cast astumblingblock
before the dildren of Israel, to eat things sacrificed unto idols, and to commit fornication”
(Rev. 2214). Balaam, because of what he did, was aso slain with the sword (Num. 31:8).

Many Spirit fill ed Christians have been deceved by the devil i n many ways. We must know
what God hes cdled usto do,and then be doing what God cdled usto do.

Stay with your cdling and do na try to operate in another cdli ng unlessthe LORD anaoints
you for that cdling. The LORD has changed the cdli ngs of some dter they have been faithful in
their first cdling. It must be the LORD changing the cdli ng, na the person. It must be God swill,
not the will of the individual.
