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TWO COVENANTS

In the Old Testament the LORD made a ©venant with the dildren of Israd, and with Judah.
Within this covenant was the Law of Moses; which also contained the ten commandments. The
covenants began with Abraham. In Genesis 15:18it says, “In the same day the LORD made a
covenant with Abram, saying, Unto thy seed have | given thisland, from the river of Egypt
unto the great river, the river Euphrates.”

The posesson d landwas apart of the mvenant the LORD made with the dhildren of Israd.
But, for the children of God today (born again of the Word and the Spirit), the LORD made anew
covenant, “seded in Hisblood”

In comparison, when the LORD gave the diildren o Israd the posesson d land, He
required of them that, they shoud goin and pessessthe land He promised to them. Yet, He did na
say they shoud possessthe land bytheir own ability. He said in Exodus 23:23, “ For mine Angel
shall gobefore theg and bring theein unto the Amorites, and the Hittites, and the Perizztes,
and the Canaanites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites: and | will cut them off.”

In Exodus 23:27-30, He said,

| will send my fear before theg and will destroy dl the peopleto whom thou shalt come,

and | will make all thine enemiesturn their backs unto thee

And I will send hornets before theg which shall drive out the Hivite, the Canaanite,

and the Hittite, from before thee

| will not drivethem out from before theein one year; lest the land become desolate,

and the beast of the field multiply aganst thee

By littleand littlel will drivethem out from before thee until thou be increased, and

inherit the land.

The LORD promised them the land, and then promised to go lefore them and dive out all
the inhabitants, littl e by littl e. Yet, THEY were to passessthe land themselves.

Now we have asimilar covenant. Our covenant isnot for land like that of Israd. We aeto
possessour souls and bodes. We ae to drive out all sicknessand dsease, al sin and iniquity.
Romans 12:1 says, “| beseed you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present
your bodiesaliving sacrifice holy, acceptable unto God, which isyour reasonable service”

If thereis evidenceof anythingin ou bodesthat isnot holy and acceptable to God we ae
to drive it out, using the name of Jesus and the power of the Spirit of God. “ By the power of the
Spirit of God and in the name of Jesus we command evey work of the dewl to leave our bodes
and neve return.”

Ephesians 5:30 says, “ For we are members of hisbody, of hisflesh, and of hisbones.”
Our bodes are Hisbody, our bores are His bores, our flesh is His flesh; therefore, we must present
them pure and hdy unto God.



In Genesis 1:26, “ God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness and let
them have dominion over thefish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the aittle,
and over all the arth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.” The word
“dominion” includesinit’s meaning “to rule over.”

We aetoruleover al the eath. Our bodes are made of the eath; they are eathly, of this
eath (1 Cor. 15:47). Everything that is of the eath isunder our dominion. Now, that we ae sons and
daughters of God throughthe new birth, we have power over the enemy. In Luke 10:19, Jesus said,
“Behold, | giveunto you power to tread on serpents and scor pions, and over all the power of
the ememy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you.”

Whoisthis enemy that we have power over? In 1 Corinthians 10:3 it says, “ For though we
walk in the flesh, we do not war after theflesh.” Thenin 1 Corinthians 10:4, it explains, “ (For
the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of
strong holds.)” Ephesians 6:12 says, “ For we wrestle not aganst flesh and blood, but against
principalities, aganst powers, aganst the rulers of the darknessof thisworld, aganst spiritual
wickednessin high places.” Our enemy isnat anything that we can seewith ou natural eyes. But,
rather “principaliti es, powers, and rulers of the darknessof thisworld.”

Demonic spirits are & work in ou bodes and in ou minds to cause us to goagainst the
perfed will of God. By thougtts and manifestationsin ou bodesthey try to get control of our lives.
If weyield ouselvesto their control, we become their servants. Romans 6:16 says, “ Know ye not,
that to whom ye yield yourselves srvants to doey, his ®rvants ye are to whom ye obey;
whether of sin unto death, or of obedienceunto righteousness?”

When we permit the spirits of this world to have aplacein ou minds or our bodes, we
bemme servants to them, and they becme our master. We shoud have only one master, that is God,
workingin and through s by His Word and His Spirit.

By the Word of God and the power of the Spirit of God we ae to take aithority over the
works of the devil and destroy every evil work in ou minds and bodes. Our wegors are not carnal,
but mighty throughGod... By the words we spee everything shall be established. In pover and
authority, we speék to the spiritsthat try to inhabit our minds and ou bodes and command them to
leave and rever return. Every evil spirit must be driven ou by the power of the Spirit of Godin the
name of Jesus.

Thereis power in the name of Jesus. Every spirit, every sickness every disease must gowhen
we use the name of Jesus against them. Their power is broken by the Spirit of God in the name of
Jesus. When we sped to them, using the name of Jesus, the Spirit of God causes them to oley. They
have no chaicebut to okey the Word of God when the Spirit of God comes against them. The Holy
Spirit always confirms the Word of God. By the words we spe&k, the Holy Spirit ads and the works
of the devil are destroyed.



How dowe know they will | eare when we cmmand them to gd? Because Jesus sid we have
power over them, andthey canna hurt us (Luke 10:19). Jesus said, “ He gaveus power over them.”
Jesus canna lie, for He is the truth (John 1416). Truth is truth, and truth canna lie. Whatsoever
Jesus sid to dg doit!

The children of Israd had a @venant with the LORD. Their covenant was for land, that they
wereto goin and pessess We have abetter covenant with the LORD. Our covenant is based upa
better promises (Heb. 8:6-12). In our covenant we aeto passessour bodes and minds. In the New
Testament we aetold how to dothis.

In 1 Peter 1:23, it says, “Being born agan, not of corr uptible seed, but of incorr uptible,
by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.” In John 36, it says, “ That which is
born of theflesh isflesh; and that which isborn of the Spirit is girit.” Being, we are born again
of the Word of God and the Spirit of God, we have spiritua powers that the dildren of Israd did
not have. We can passsessour bodes and minds, by the Word of God and the power of the Holy
Spirit workingin us and through ts.

InRomans 12:1 it says, “| beseed you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that
ye present your bodiesa living sacrifice holy, acceptable unto God, which isyour reasonable
service” The Children of Israd were given landto passsess We have been gven bodesto pesssess
By the power of the Holy Spirit working in us and through s we ae to passessour bodes and
minds.

Thereis atype and shadow of thisin the Old Testament, and if we follow it over into the
New Testament we will seethe paralel. The tabernade and temple were designed similarly. They
had a courtyard, which represents our physicd bodes. In the murtyard everyone could enter, even
those whowere nat children of Israd. There they presented themselves before the priest’” and there
they brought in their saaificesand dferings. That which was accetable to the LORD was separated
from that which was not acceptable. That which was acceptable was kept and used by the priests,
that which was not acceptable was cast out. Our bodes do the same thing. All kinds of foods and
liquids and gases enter our bodes. That which isacceptable for nourishment and hedth is kept and
that which isnot acceptableis cast out.

Then there was the haly room.The haly room was were the candestick, the table, and the
shewbread were. There cetain priests could enter to burn incense, and there is where the candle
sticks were that had to burn continually day and night, cakes were baked and set in the holy room,
andthere Aaronand hs onsate. Only, catan priests were dlowed to come into the hay room. This
isatype and shadow of the soul of man, between the wurtyard and the haly of halies.

For the born again Christian, their living soul is trandated from the flesh to the spirit (Rom.
8:9). They were in the flesh (Rom. 7:5), but now they arein the spirit. Our mind, intelled, will, etc.
arein ou soul. Therefore, the soul of man represents the haly room in the temple.



Next there was the hdy of hdli es, where the high priest could enter only once ayea to make
saaificefor the diildren o Israd. The veil of the temple divided between the hdy room and the haly
of halies. Beyondthe vell i swhere the goden censer, the ak of the mvenant, the golden pa that had
manna, Aaron' srod that budded, and the tablets of the mvenant. Over the ak of the covenant were
two cherubims made of gold and between them was the mercy sed. In the hdy of hadliesiswhere God
dwelt, and only the high griest could enter once ayea to make @onement for the souls of the people.
The spirit of man is like unto the holy of holies where God dwells (in thase who are born again),
where God communicaes with man’s oul. The spirit of man is cdled “the andle of the LORD”
(Prov. 20:27).

So there were threeparts to the tabernade and the temple, the courtyard, the hdy room and the
haly of hdlies, andtherethreepartsto man, the physicd body, the soul, and the spirit.

In 1 Corinthians 6:19, it says, “W hat? know ye not that your body isthe temple of the
Holy Ghost which isin you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?”
Jesus said in John 219, “ Destroy thistemple, and in three days | will raiseit up.”In John 221
it explains, “But he spake of the temple of his body.” Jesus body was the temple of the Holy
Ghost. A Christian’ s bodyis the temple of the Holy Ghost. We aeto passes our bodes, and present
them aliving saaificeunto the LORD (Rom. 12:1). In the same way, Jesus st an example. In John
2:13-16, it tell s us that Jesus made Himself a scourge of small cords, and wse it to drive out of the
temple the sheep, the oxen, and owerthrew the tables of the money changers. Those things that were
nat acceptable in the temple, Jesus drove out. Then Jesus said, “ Take these things hence make not
my Father's house an house of merchandise” (John 216). There was ancther time when Jesus
drove out the money changers.In Matthew 21:12,13, it says,

And Jesus went into the temple of God, and cast out all them that sold and bought in

the temple, and overthrew the tables of the moneychangers, and the seats of them that

sold doves,

And said unto them, It iswritten, My house shall be alled the house of prayer; but ye

have madeit a den of thieves.



L earning to do the wor ks of Jesus

As Christians, we must lean to dothe works that Jesus ssid we shoud da There ae ways
to improve the dfedivenessof what we doand hav we doiit.

One of thefirst thingswe shodd understandisthat repeding the Word of God over and ower
will instill knowledge within ouselves. Thereby, we will not be destroyed for aladk of knowledge
(Hosea4:6). In Joshua 1:8, the LORD said to Joshua, “ Thisbook of the law shall not depart out
of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observeto do
acoordingto dl that iswritten therein: for then thou shalt makethy way prosperous, and then
thou shalt have goad success” To prosper in what we do and have good success continuously
speaking that which the Word of God tells us will help tremendously. The word “depart” in this
verse means, “shall nat stop.” The word “meditate” in the Hebrew includesin it’s meaning “to spe,
over and ower.” If wewill spe&k over and ower the Word of God, it will become established in our
mindsandin ou heats. Onceit isestablished in o mindsandin ou heatsit will become dfedive
in ou lives.

Alongwith spe&king the Word of God ower and over, it helps to renew our minds on the
Word of God. Romans 12:2 says, “ be not conformed to thisworld: but be yetransformed by the
renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what isthat goad, and acceptable, and perfed, will
of God.” God hes aperfed will for us here oneath. That perfea will i sthat we live and movein
the image of Jesus. In 1 Corinthians 15:49 says, “ And as we have bor ne theimage of the erthy,
we shall also bear theimage of the heavenly.”

Everything Jesus did, we shoud doaso. Jesus said, “ Verily, verily, | say unto you, He that
believeth on me, theworksthat | do shall hedo dso; and greater worksthan these shall he do;
because | gounto my Father” (John 1412). In arder to dothe works that Jesus did, we must renew
our minds, that we are nolonger conformed to this world; but rather, transformed into believingin
our heats and minds that whatsoever the Word of God saysistrue.

Believing that the Word of God istrue, even when ou minds do nd understandit will help
us to dothe works that Jesus did. One quick example of doing what the Word of God says, even
when our mind daes not agreeis what happened thefirst time | prayed for two aher people to have
their arms come out to the right length. Before | prayed, my mind was sying, “it will never work.”
Mark 16:17 says, “ And these signs dhall follow them that believe...” | didn't believe in my mind
because the thougtt that it will never work kept going throughmy mind. | was 100% sure, beyond
al doult, that it would na work. (That was the devil tryingto stop me from praying). When | said,
“in the name of Jesus | command this arm to come out to the same length asthe other,” it came out.
God s Word always works, regardlessof the thougtis the devil putsin ou minds.

We must overcome the thouglts the devil putsin our minds by renewing ou minds onthe

Word of God. One way to renew our minds onthe Word of Godisthroughrepeaed spe&ing the
Word of God ou of our mouth. In dang so, we beaome so famili ar with the Word of God that it
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becomes like seond reture to us. It becomes natural for us to spesk the Word of God ovwer
situations, sickness and dsease. Whenever we come to any work of the devil, we automaticdly
spek the Word of God ower it and Satan is defeaed by the words we spe&.

TheWord of Godisour “sword of the Spirit” that defeds the devil every timewe useit (Eph.
6:17). Every time we command the works of the devil to stop, they stop. Every time we command
hedingin the bodes of individuals, they get heded. Every time we command demonsto leave a
personthey go. Why, becaise the Word of God isthe wegonthat we use to destroy the works of
the devil .

In Matthew 8:5-8, there was a canturion that came to Jesus. He said that “ his servant lieth
at home sick of the palsy.” When he told Jesus of his servants condtion, Jesus said, “1 will come
and heal him.” The centurion krew the power of words goken in authority, and he said to Jesus,
“speak theword only, and my servant shall be healed.”

When a personwho hes authority speeks, things happen. Christians need to understand what
authority they have, and then use that authority “by spe&ing the Word only”! In Matthew 12:37,
Jesus said, “For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be
condemned.”

Christians need to be very careful what words they speak, whothey spedk them to, and what
they believein their heat before they speak. Thesethings are dl necessary, before they spe&k.

Words are powerful. Words can change things. Words can creae things. Words can destroy
things. Everything that exists was creaed by Words. Psalm 33:6 says, “ By theword of the LORD
were the heavens made; and all the host of them by the breath of his mouth.” Hebrews 11:3
says, “...theworldswere framed by the word of God.”

When the centurion said to Jesus, “ speak theword only, and my servant shall be healed,”
he knew who he was as a centurionin the Roman army, and he knew who Jesus was, and the power
of HisWord. Christians need to knav who Jesus is and the power of His Word. Theyalso need to
know whotheyare in Christ andthe power of their words.

When Jesus went around leding people, many times it happened like in Matthew 9:35,
where it says, “ And Jesus went about all the dties and vill ages, teaching in their synagogues,
and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sicknessand every disease among
the people.” Notice Jesus did na say to these people, “your faith hath made you whaole,” or
“acoordingto your faith,” etc. No, it tellsus, “He heded them all.” Jesus did the heding, “by His
faith, they were made whole.”

Some people do nd have enoughfaith ontheir own to be heded. Christians can spe&k the
Word over ancther person and bythe faith of the one doing the spe&king, the other personwill be
heded. James 5:14,15tell sus that the prayer of faith bythe elderswill hed the sick. It doesn’t say



the sick person hasto have faith. It only saysthe dders must have faith.

Many people have receved heding byanother personsfaith, but when the devil comes badk
at them, they loose their heding. Let me give you an example of a goodfriend and trother in the
LORD. For yeas, he had emphysema, he caried an oxygen tank with him wherever he went. One
time, there was a brother in the LORD spe&king at the church he went to. At the end d the medings,
he prayed for the sick. For almost aweek my friend attended the medings, and heaing abou how
the LORD wanted to hed everyone. He was darting to uncerstand what was being taught.

Onemorning he cdled meup by hm, al excited. He said, “Merle, | never redized that | was
heded until thismorning. | woke up and found ou that the oxygen hose was disconneded al night
long | must haverolled over and puled the hose loase. When | woke up andlooked, it came to me,
| dorit need the oxygen! | am heded!” The next day, he told his doctor that he didn't need the
oxygen, and even some of the pill s he had been taking. The doctor ran some test and could na find
any emphysema. He told the doctor, “the LORD heded him”! For abou a month he went without
any oxyeen o pill sand hefelt fine.

Yet, hedid na have the Word in hm to knaowv what to do when the devil comes badk at him
after he was heded. After abou a month with no oxygn, he caight a @ld in hischest. He did na
usethe Word o God, spe&king with authority against the @ld as he shoud have. Instead, he though
that if he would use some oxygen for alittl e whil e, and take some medication, the wld would go
away. “When we trust in the world system, over the Word of God, the LORD canna help ws.” It
ended up that after afew weeks all the signs of the enphysema had come badk. Within ayea or so
later he died of emphysema. Why? What he believed in his heat and the words he spoke took their
course. Had he @ntinued to spe& the Word orly, and kelieve in his heat that what Jesus said is
true, the symptoms of the @mld would have left and he would still have been heded.

When you ded with sicknessor disease, you are deding with the devil. The devil isaliar
(John8:44), and he has all sorts of tricks to get youto believe him. The Word of God spoken in
authority, andrelied upon and hidden in ou heat will defea the devil every time. My friend was
heded onthefaith of the personwhowas e&king and praying for people & the medings. But, his
own faith was nat there to kegp his heding.

When an elder prays the prayer of faith, whasoever they pray for does get heded. The
manifestation may nat come immediately, but it will come.

| had asimilar situationin 1988 For yeas my teeth would brake off just below the gums.
They were like dhalk, and partswould brake off while eding. By 1988 | had alot of tegh that were
broken off below the gum line. My dentist did everything he could to pu pinsin the remaining part
of my teeh and pu a cg onthem. After many yeas of problems with my teeth | dedded to have
them all taken ou and false teeth made.

| went into a hospital to have him pull al my teeh. The teeh were so hrittle that every tooth



broke off and he had to dg them out of the jaw bore. Even parts of the jaw bore broke off. | wasin
the operating room for threehous. Wheress, if thingswould have gore dl right, it would have not
been over one hour.

After coming ou from under the anesthesia, the nurse kept asking me, “do youwant anything
for pain”? | kept telling her “1 dorit have any pain”! For abou four hours| wasin the recvery room,
andat least four or five timesthe nurse asked me “do youwant anything for pain™? | kept telling her,
“l don't have any pain”! Then my son picked me upto take me home. That was onaThursday. On
Friday, | went badk to my dentist’ s office and he dhedked everything ower andtook ou some of the
stitches. Then he asked me, “shoud | write you a prescription for pain”? | told him, “I don't have
any pain’! The next day, a Saturday morning, | went bad to the dentist’s office and he again
chedked my mouth andtook ou more stitches. Threetimes that morning he asked meif | wanted a
prescriptionfor pain pills. | kept telling im, | dor't have ay pain.

Just before left his officethat morning, he aked me oncemore, thistime saying, “youwon't
be ableto cdl me until Monday morning, so if youwould let me, | will write you a prescriptionfor
pain pill s. You can always goto adrug store and et it fill ed, if you reedit.” | told him, | dorit have
any pain, but if he wanted to he could write the prescription and | would take it along hane. That
was my biggest mistake.... That evening the pain came. It wastheworst pain | ever had in my life.
| got the prescription filled and took all the pill s and the pain never left up. | prayed and dd
everything | could think of andthe pain never left up. | cdled dfferent peopleto pray with me and
it wasn't until Wednesday evening that a brother in the LORD came over abou 10:00 PM and
prayed with me that the pain started to leave. It still t ook about threedays before the pain was gore.

At that timel did na know what | know today. | didn't know that the pain was not from the
pulling of my tedh, even thoughthat is where the pain was. It was a “spirit of pain,” sent by the
devil. My faith was let down when | receved the prescriptionfor pain pill s. | did nd have any pain
at thetime | recaved the prescription, had | refused the prescription | would nd have had any pain.

Some people may ask, how do you knev it was a spirit of pain, and nd from the pulling o
the teegh? Any dactor or nurse will tell you, the pain will be there when you come out of the
operating room, andwill continue until heding takes over. That iswhy the nurse kept asking me if
| wanted anything for pain? She wmuld na understandwhy | didn't have any pain. If you kelieve the
Word of God concerning pain, youwill not have any pain. Jesusbore dl our pain in Hisbody onthe
Cross Believing the Word of God kefore pain comes will prevent pain from coming.

Onceyou open the doa by letting dawvn you faith, Satan will send a spirit of pain. When a
spirit of pain comes, we must command it to leave in the name of Jesus and it will go. Just praying
for aspirit of pain to leare won't work. That spirit must be commanded to leave, and it will | eave.

Many Christians have faced the same situation as | did, maybe not from having teeth pul ed,

but from some other type of sicknessor disease. They are heded, they have no pain, then comes*“a
spirit of pain” and they make the same mistake | made. Instead of standing onthe Word of God and
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commanding the spirit to leare, they go bad to medication, or some other means of relieving the
symptom. Satan has many tricks he usesto convince us we shoud go bad to the world system for
our relief from pain, sickness or disease. The Word of God still works the best, and cost the least.
Jesus bore al our pain and sicknessfor usonthe Crosd If wewill believe and nd doult, sickness
and pain will haveto leave our bodes, they can't stay.

Let me give you anather example of speaing the Word in faith. | was at another friends
house one day when the douds kept coming in darker and darker, looking as thoughit was goingto
rain. My friendisafarmer, andit had rained so much that he was nat able to get his crops planted.
He didn't need anymore rain at that time, so he walked ouside, fadng the douds and commanded
the sunto shine. Within lessthan an half-hour, the douds were gore and the sunwas sining. The
words he spoke with authority caused the doudsto goanather diredionandit did nd rain at that
time. But, you knav what happened? Abou eight hours latter, in the evening he was nat paying any
attention to the weaher and the douds came badk, andthat time it rained. If he had gore out again
and commanded the rain to goelsewhere it would na have rained. That is the way the devil ads
when it comes to sicknessand dsease. You et heded by the Word of God, and latter the devil
comes badk with the same symptoms andif you do nt use the Word of God against the symptoms
they will manifest, and the thing that came upon youthe first time will come badk. Onceyou are
heded by the Word o God, youmust continue to spe&k the Word of God every time the symptoms
come bad. It'sthe Word of Godthat will producethe manifestation d hedingin your bodythe first
time you spe& the Word in faith. But you must continue to spegk the Word in faith to kegp you
heding. If youwaver, youwill belike abranch in thewind. Youwill nat keg you heding.

In my own life, over the past 20 yeas or so, arthritis has tried to take had of my body. Ever
sincel have been ban again, | spoke against arthritis. | refuseto let it have any pacein my body.
Every timethereisany fedingin my jointslike that of arthritis, | immediately speek against it, using
the name of Jesus and confessng, by His gripes| am heded. The symptoms of arthritislease within
a short time as | spe& with authority against the symptoms. Even today, | still do nd have ay
arthritisin any of my joints; I’ ve refused to let the devil inflict me with arthritis. James 4:7 says,
“Submit your selves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will fleefrom you.”

How do yousubmit yourselves to God? Did you knav you canna submit yourself to God
withou submitting youself to the Word of God first? Many Christians try to submit themselvesto
Godwithou first submitting to His Word and it doesn’t work. They fail to oltain what they desire
because they do nd submit to the Word of God first.

Thereis asequencewe must follow to oltain anything from God. God the Father is over all
things, and He has put His Son in control over this credion. The Son d God dces nothing o
Himself, He does only that which He recaves from His Father (John 519, 12:49). The Father has
given us His Word, throughHis Son. But to receve from God that which He has promised we must
gothroughthe Son. Jesus said, “no man cometh unto the Father, but by me” (John 146). Jesus
isthe Word o God. No man can come to the Father but by the Word of God. When we submit to
the Word of God, we can come to the Father throughthe Word and receve whatsoever He has
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promised.

But, there is ancther thing, “we must resist the devil” if we want himto flee | like what |
head anather brother in the LORD tell me @ou thingslike this. He said, someone was prayingin
the Spirit one day and the LORD spoke to him, saying, “what are you gangto doabou thefiresin
onre of the western States™? He said to the LORD, “what do Y ou mean LORD? What are YOU going
to doabou those fires’? The LORD said badk to him, “I put You in authority on eath, now, what
are You goingto doabou them”?

The LORD has put the body d Christ in authority onthe eath, if anythingis goingto be
dore &ou the works of the devil, the Christians will haveto doit. God just sits bad and watches
while the devil destroy’'s all over this eath, sickness disease, storms, all sorts of works of
destructions. God wually doesn’t do anything abou them unlessChristians take the authority they
have and wse it “according to the Word of God.” Jesus gave authority to “all Christians’ over “all
the works of the devil” (Luke 10:19). Now it is up to Christians all over the world to take that
authority and wseit to destroy the works of the devil. Don't give any placefor the devil in your life,
or in thelives of others. “ Submit your selvestherefore to God. Resist the devil, and hewill flee
from you” (James 4.7).

The devil doesn’t give up easlly, therefore, we must never give up. When we spe&k “the
Word only,” in authority, it isdore. Whatsoever we say comes to pass(maybe not immediately, but
it does cometo pes9y “if we continue to resist the devil.” If we speg the Word orce and then forget
abou it, the devil may comeimmediately and sted the Word which we have sown (Mark 4:15). We
must be persistent in what we do. We must continue to spegk the Word, and then the devil will flee
Onceisnat always enoughto ke the devil onthe run, so be persistent, and continue to spe&k the
Word.

Jesus said in Mark 11:23, “ For verily | say unto yau, That whosoever shall say unto this
mountain, Be thou removed, and bethou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in hisheart, but
shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass he shall have whatsoever he
saith.” The word “say” means “command.” “ Whatsoeve you command, and nd doult in your
heart, shall be according to what you command” Jesus put us in authority here on eath. That
authority is caried ou by what we command, using the Word of God, spe&king from our heat.

Let me bring ou ancther paint of interest, a very important point. The New Testament
teahesthe LOVE of God. It emphasesthelove of God. In 1 Corinthians 13:2, it says, “ And though
| have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries, and all knowledge; and though |
have all faith, so that | could remove mountains, and have not charity (Love), | am nothing.”
Thelove of God isdifferent than the love of man. The love of God must have a ompleted circle to
be effedive. It must come from God and return to God. If it is broken at any pant it will not be
effedive. God pous out His love on mankind, but unlessman responds bad to God in the same
love, it isnat eff ecive. God loves the whole world, and His Son gave Hislife for the whole world.
But, the only onesthat will benefit are those whowill return Hislove to Him, completing the arcle.
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Broken love will fail, but completed love will endure forever.

When we love God the way He loves us, love will prevail over all other manifestations,
includingthe gifts of the Spirit (1 Cor. 13:2, 13). In 1 Corinthians 13:13, it says, “ And now abideth
faith, hope, charity (L ove), thesethree; but the greatest of theseischarity (Love).” Many times
the Gospelstell us of Jesus, and that He heded multitudes. They say, He had “compasson’ upon
them and heded them. The word “compasgon,” comes from ancther Greek word, included init’s
meaningis“inward affedion, + tender mercy.” When Christians have an inward aff edion and tender
mercy for those who are victims of sicknessor disease, or any aher works of the devil, they are more
effedivein their prayers, and commanding the works of the devil to cease.

Thelove of God lrings the mercy of God uponthose who reed deliverance from the works
of the devil. | know from experience, that when youcan fed the hurt, and pain, of an individual who
isin need o prayer, your prayerswill be answered much faster. | believe that iswhy many timeswe
receve aword of knowledge concerning an individual before we pray. “Thisword of knowledge
comes by an inward knowving d a wndtion d an individual, by feding the same pain as they fed.”
When this happens, amost every time we pray, our prayer is answered; or every time we command
Satan and his giritsto leave, they leave.

Love coversamultitude of sins. In 1 Peter 4:8, it says, “ And aboveall things have fervent
charity (Love) among yaur selves. for charity (Love) shall cover the multitude of sins.” When
we love God with al our heat, mind, soul, and body God answers every prayer. Love, causes usto
obey every Word of God, and ke doers of the Word and nd heaers only. When we love one ancther,
God moves with compasson and mercy, and heds whatsoever needs heding.

Thelove of God krings people to repentance, nat the wrath of God. When wewalk in love,
otherswill cometo usfor prayer, andrecave, becaise the love of God will flow through s.

Asour mindisrenewed onthe Word of God, it becomes effedive to the pulling dovn of
stronghdds and destroying the works of the devil. If we let the thougtis of our mind stop us from
speaing the Word of God, nothing will happen, the works of the devil will not be destroyed. But,
if we renew our mind onthe Word of God, Satan will have no paver over us.

What about man’sdominion oneath? In Genesis 1:26it says, “And God said, L et usmake
man in our image, after our likeness and let them have dominion over thefish of the sea, and
over the fowl of the air, and over the aittle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping
thing that creegpeth upon the earth.” Who dd God gve dominionto? Did He give it to Adam, or
did He giveit to all mankind, male and female?

God said, “Let them have dominion.” “ Them” is plural, meaningtwo or more. By thisitis
evident that dominionwas nat given to Adam aone, but to all mankind, male andfemale. In Genesis
1:27it says, “ So God created man in hisown image, in theimage of God created he him; male
and female created hethem.” Hereit tellsus God creaed “man,” male andfemale. It dso tellsus
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that when God creaed man, He aeaed “them,” nat just “him.”

Everything God said and dd abou dominionincluded “mae and female,” not just Adam.
If we look upthe word man used in verses 26 and 27we will findthat it is Strong s number 120,
which pertains to mankind in general; whereas Strong s number 121 pertainsto oreindividual or
a daty by the name of Adam. Therefore, when God creaed man, He aeded them male andfemale
and gave them “all mankind’ dominion.

Dominionin the Hebrew means “reign a rule, to tread dovn.” In English, dominion means
“supreme authority.” Thereby, God gave man, male and female, supreme autharity to reignandrule
oneath, over dl that islisted in these, and the foll owing verses: which includes, the fowl of the ar,
the cdtle, all of the eath, and every cregping thing that cregoeth uponthe eath.

Now, let us make this alittl e more personal, getting right down to the roct of things. When
God gave man daminion, He gave you and | dominion, just as much as He gave Adam dominion.
We are apart of “man,” mankind. We were included when God gave man daminion. We ae still
included amongall thase who God gave dominion. Every person ban into this world was given
dominion at the same time, right from the beginning. Therefore, youand | were dso gven daminion
right from the beginning, even thoughwe didn’'t come into thisworld urtil we were born o the flesh,
by the will of our parents.

Thisdominion operates by the Words we spesk and what we believe in ou heat. We must
agreewith God s Word if we want to have power over al spirits of thisworld. God gave dominion
to all mankindright from the beginning. Youand | were given daminion at the same time Adam and
Eve were given dominion. We have the same choice Adam and Eve had; we can ea of the treeof
life, or we can ea of the treeof knowledge of goodand evil. The treeof life will producethelife of
Godin us. Continuowsly eding d the treeof life will cause usto grow and mature in the things of
God. Wheress, eaing d the treeof knowledge of goodand evil will cause usto de. Continuously
eding of thetreeof knowledge of goodand evil will cause usto love the world andthe things of this
world more than we love the LORD!

The snares of the devil are dl around . He has many tricks he uses to stop us from taking
dominionover al the works of the enemy. Our eyes become blinded by the world and the things of
thisworld.

What can we dowhen wefind ouselvestaken in Satan’s siare, when the caes of thisworld
beame more important than the Word of God, andthe cdl of God on ou lives?

It'stime to seach ou heatsand see what isit that drew us away? What did Satan useto get
usto ea of the treeof knowledge of goodand evil ? God has provided away of return to ou first
love. Oncewe know the wil es of the devil, we still have the Crossof Calvary.

Repent, change our ways, get our eyes badk onJesus. Confessour sins, andwalk in the light
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asHeisinthelight. Do as Paul said, “ set those things behind that so easily pull usback, and pess
ontoward the mark of the high callingin Christ Jesus’ (Phil. 3:13,14).

God gave us dominion, power, and autharity over everything uporthis eath. We have power
and authority over our mind, our flesh, and all the works of the devil. But this power and authority
isonly goodif we useit. We must continue to use it, day and right, if we aeto be succesgul in the
things of God. If we let up, and ea of the treeof knowledge of goodand evil, it can owvertake us.

We must trust in, and rely upon the Word of God and the power of the Holy Spirit within
us. Never let up, continue to pressonin for the high cdlingin Christ Jesus. Be adoer of the Word,
not aheaer only.

God has given usthe victory over all the works of the devil. If we ae persistent and dorit
look adk we will win every time. But, first we must seach ou heat to find what is it that gets us
to look badk and missthe mark? Our heat isthe most important areaof our lives. What isthe desires
of our heat? We have been gven daminion (Gen. 1:26-28). We can have the desires of our heat
(Mark 11:23,24).

It isthe desires of our heat that will set our course, even after we ae born again and fill ed
with the Spirit. God will not go against our will. He will give us the desires of our heat. We can
have what we say... But, be caeful of what we say, and what desireswe have in ou heat; they can
lead to destruction.

Every day, we shoud seach ou heatsand knav what isthe desire of our heat? For Jesus
said, “What things ever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that ye recave them, and ye shall
havethem” (Mark 11:24).

Theword “desire” isamuch stronger word than the words “want, or hope.” When you dsire
something you are willi ngto goto the extremesto oltain it, nathing el se matters more than what you
desire. Many people think they desire something, but they are unwilli ng to goto the extremesto
obtain what they desire.

The word “pray” also means “command.” If you command something youexped to get it.
If you only ask, your expedation could waver, like the wind. You ask, and as oonas Satan pus a
though in you mind youwaver. But if you command something, you exped to get it.

Mark 11:24isadominion verse. You desire something with all you heat, and youcommand
it, expedingto receve; “ andyou shall havewhatsoeve you cesire’ ! Y oumust believe you aready
have whatsoever you command, before yourecaveit! Yet, that shodd na be aproblem, for you
would na commandit if youalready hed it!

We must be persistent in the things of God. We must continuowsly spegk the Word over
every situationin ou lives. Those who are not persistent usually never receve acording to what
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they say. They endure for awhil e, and when thingslook ked they waver, and rever obtain that which
they desire.

Some have been taught by men, nat to pray asecmndtime, for if you do youcancd your first
prayer. That isignaancegoreto seal. Theword pray or prayer is not always asking. Sometimes it
means command.

When we take dominion ower something, we don't ask for what we have need of; we
command it to come. When we command something to come, we exped to get what we say. If we
didn't exped to get it we would na have cmmmanded it to come.

Satan isadevil. Heisnat agentleman. He has noresped for people. He only wants to control
peoplefor his purpose. Heisadecaver, andwill deceve anyore he can. Hedoesn't just get upand
leare when youtell him to. Y oumust be persistent and continue to command hm to leave urtil he
isgore. Hewill goif youwill be persistent. So, kegp oncommanding hm to leave and he will go.
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WALK INTHE LIGHT

In1John 16, it says, “ If we say that we have fell owship with him, and walk in darkness
welie, and do not thetruth.” What is meant by darkness? Darknessis ymbadlic of sin. If wewalk
insinwe aena in fellowship with God. If we aenat in fell owship with God, then God canna pour
out His blessngs upon s. Our prayers will not be answered. We can pray and pray, and yet our
prayers will not be answered. We can pray for others, and God will answer our prayers. But when
we pray for ourselves, God will not answer.

InHosea4:6 it says, “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast
rejeded knowledge, | will alsorejed thee that thou shalt be no priest to me: seang thou hast
forgotten thelaw of thy God, | will also forget thy children.” It wasn’t becaise knowledge was
not avail able to them, but it was because they regjeded the knowledge that was avail able to them.

What abou Christians today, are they rgeding knavledge?Many Christians sy, “| believe
God’! “I know | believe God.” “There is no doulh in my mind, | do kelieve God; yet the
manifestations of what | pray for do nd come.” Whoistelli ng the truth, the Christian or the Word
of God?

We may be believing God in ore aeaof His Word, but what abou the other aress? We
believed God when He said, “ But as many as recaved him, to them gave he power to beacome
the sons of God, even to them that believe on hisname.” Thereby, we asked Jesus to come into
our life and ke our LORD and Savior, and He did. We becane diildren of God bythe new birth.

If youwill natice, thereisonly one promise of God that has “no condtions’ other than to
recave. There ae no condtions attached to being ban again. “Whasoever will , let him come!” If
we will recave Jesus Christ into ou lives as LORD and Savior He will come into us and we wil
bemme diildren of God. John 111-13 says.

He came unto hisown, and his own receved him not.

But asmany asreceaved him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even

to them that believe on hisname:

Which were born, not of blood, nor of thewill of the flesh, nor of thewill of man, but

of God.

The new birth isawork of God, andal you haveto doisreceave Jesus Christ as LORD and
Savior. God dees all therest. First, God daws you byHis Spirit. Jesus said in John 644, “No man
can cometo me, except the Father which hath sent medraw him: and | will raise him up at the
last day.” God ddit. It was Hisgood peasureto receve youinto Hisfamily. All we did wasreceve
Jesus Christ as LORD and Savior. God dd na say, we must first clean up ou lives and be freeof
sin before we @muld beaome born again of the Word and the Spirit. God helps usto overcome sin
after we ae born again into His family.
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From that paint on, in ou lives, there ae mndtions attached to everything we receve from
God. If we want to recave the Holy Spirit, we can, but we must use our faith to recave the promise
of the Holy Spirit. Jesus was crucified onthe Cross ® that we muld receve the Holy Spirit, which
iscdled the blesang d Abraham. In Galatians 3:13,14 it says,

Christ hath redeaned usfrom the aurse of the law, being made a cursefor us: for itis

written, Cursed is every onethat hangeth on atree:

That the blessng of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that

we might recavethe promise of the Spirit through faith.

We must receve the promise of the Holy Spirit “throughfaith.” If we don't apply our faith,
we will not receve.

If wewill receve Him by faith, He will comeinto us and become the power of Godin ou
lives to overcome the works of the devil. God dd na say we must first overcome sin before we
could receve the Holy Spirit. He promised the Holy Spirit as our Helper, Guide, Comforter, and
Teader. The Holy Spirit will help us overcomesinin ou lives.

Jesus said, “ But ye shall recave power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and
ye shall bewitnessesunto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto
the uttermost part of the earth.” When we use our faith to receve, we recave the Holy Spirit with
the evidence of spe&ingin tongLes. By this, we believed and we recaved. It was smple to become
born again, and it was smpleto receve the Holy Spirit. Why isn't it just as Smpleto believe God
and receve many o the other promises of God?

There are dso condtions attadhed to the other promises. Most of those cndtionsinclude
“faith.” Withou faith we will not receve. God dd nd receve usinto Hisfamily just to be blessd.
God wants to bessus. But there ae condtionsto recaving the blessngs of God.

Faith isnecessary for New Covenant people. The Bible says, “ The just shall li ve by faith.”
That, initself isa cndtionthat God sets uponall Hischildren. Y et, there ae degreesto faith and
it seansthey very acordingto God sways, nat our thinking.

A new born Christian seemsto receve from God with very littl e faith; whereas more mature
Christians must increase their faith to receve. Is this unfair of God? No. God is never unfair in
anything He does.

What Christians do nd understandis that there is a diff erence between being ban again and
living as a Christian here on eath. When a Christian is born again, they become cildren of God.
Heaven istheir home, eath istheir “tempaorary” dwelling dace They areleft here oneath for God' s
purpose, nat their purpose. God dd nd leave us here to do ou will , He left us here to doHis will .

Lookwhat Jesus sid in John 1714, “I have given them thy word; and the world hath
hated them, because they are not of theworld, even as | am not of the world.” Jesus made it
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very clea, we ae nat of thisworld. We ae born again into the family of God. Heaven is our home,
we ae nat of thisworld. When we leare here, we go hane, “Home to Heaven!”

What abou before we leave and go haneto heaven? Jesus prayed to the Father and said in
John17:15,“1 pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou shouldest
keep them from the evil.” Jesus prayed that the Father would na take us out of thisworld. Why
nat? Why na take us home to heaven?

InJohn 1718, Jesus sid, “ Asthou hast sent meinto theworld, even so havel also sent
them into theworld.” Jesus wants us here to dothe works that He did. We are here to doHis wil
and cestroy the works of the devil.

There are anumber of thingsto look at where Jesus said, “ Asthou hast sent meinto the
world...” How did God send Jesus into this world? God sent Jesus into thisworld “as His Son.” Jesus
had “eternal life” when He cane into this world. Therefore, Jesus did na send ws into this world
“withou eternal life.”

Eternal lifeisthe very life of God Himself. We were born into this world with human life,
that is“soul life.” But, when we were born again of the Word and the Spirit, we receved the very
life of Godwithin us. We ae one with God, He dwellsin usand we dwell in Him. In 1John 44, it
says, “..greater ishethat isin you, than hethat isin theworld.” God, Who creaed heaven and
eath dwellsin us, andHeis greder than Satan and his demons. Satan can have no pawver in ou lives
“if wedo nd let him.” He can orly dowhat we let him doin ou lives.

Eternal lifeisfor our protedion, that Satan has no paver over us. Colossans 3:3 says, “ For
yeare dead, and your lifeishid with Christ in God.” But, what abou the reason Jesus snt usinto
thisworld? He sent usto dothe works that He did. What kind o works did Jesus do? He destroyed
the works of the devil. In 1 John 38 it says, “ For this purpose the Son of God was manifested,
that he might destroy the works of the devil .”

Jesus wants us to destroy the works of the devil. He wants us to dothe works He did and
even greaer works than He did (John 1412). How can we do the works Jsus did? Not by ou
power, not by ou ability, but by the power of the Holy Spirit dwelli ngwithin us. As Jsus saidin
Acts 1:8, “But ye shall recave power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall
be withesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the
uttermost part of the earth.”

The interesting thing abou the word “power” in Acts 1:8, is that it is “dunamis,” in the
Gregk; meaning“ miraaulous power.” That is, “the power to domirades.” We have the power to do
mirades. The power resides“in us,” it is“inherent power.” Like astick of dynamite, the power is
in the dynamite, but it lays dormant until it i signited by a spark or flame.

We have the power of the Holy Spirit within us at dl times. He never leaves us (John 1416).

But, if we do nd do what is necessary to release that power it will never be released. We must
release the power of the Holy Spirit for Him to be of valueto us.

Jesus knew how to release the power of the Holy Spirit whenever He needed to. Jesus walked
on water, heded every sicknessand dsease, raised the deal, cast out demons, etc. All of thisis
acomplished bythe power of the Holy Spirit that dwelt in Jesus. This same Holy Spirit dwellsin
every Christian that has been baptized with the Holy Spirit. He is resident within us, and must be
released by the one who He dwellsin. It' sthereleasing d the power of God within us that does the
mirades.

There is omething we must do to release the power of God from within us. In most cases,

it takes faith to release the power, and that faith must be in the Word of God. True faith daes not
work outside of the Word of God. The Holy Spirit only operates acarding to the Word of God.
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HOW TO OVERCOME

Many Christians today are listening to the lies of the devil. Many are sickly among ws, and
many arelivingin sin. Why? Becaise they do nd believe the Word of God concerning sicknessand
disease, sin andiniquity.

All sicknessand dseaseisawork of the devil . Jesus came to destroy the works of the devil .
Jesus did what He caneto dg and onthe Crossof Calvary Jesus destroyed sicknessand dsease, sin
andiniquity. There ae types and shadows of what Jesus did in the Old Testament.

When Moses and Aaronwent to Pharaoh d Egypt to tell him to let God s people go; the first
thing they did was a type and shadow of how Jesus swvallowed upsicknessand dsease, sin and
iniquity in Hisown body orthe Crossof Calvary. In Exodus 7:8-12, it tell s us that when Aaron cast
down hisrod before Pharaoh, it became aserpent. Then the magicians of Egypt, also cast down their
rods and they becane serpents. “...but Aaron'srod swallowed up their r ods’ (Ex. 7:12). When
Aarontook up hsrod, which had turned into a serpent, it returned to arod. Yet, al the rods of the
magicians were gone, Aaron’ s rod hed swall owed them up.

Just like Jesus did onthe Crossof Calvary. When the Roman soldiers laid 39stripes upon
Jesus, He took uponHimself al our sicknesses and dseases. Jesus swvall owed upall our sicknesses
and dseasesin Hisbody lefore He died onthe Cross When Jesus shed His blood lefore He died,
He swallowed upall our sins and iniquities. They were washed away by the blood d Jesus.

In God s eternal judgement, all our sicknesses and dseases, al our sinsand iniquities were
laid uponJesus before He died onCalvary. In 2 Corinthians 5:21, it says, “ For he (God) hath made
him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousnessof God in
him.” It isfinished! All our sicknesses and dseases, al our sins and iniquiti es were swallowed up
in victory, when Jesus svallowed them upin His own body*“before He died” on Calvary.

Just like the rods of Pharaoh’' s magicians, they were swall owed up byAaron' srod; and they
did not exist anymore; sicknesses and dsease, sins and iniquiti es were swallowed up byJesus. In
the gyes of God, they do nd exist anymore, “unlesswe permit Satan to lay them upon 8.”

If we accet what Jesus did for uson Calvary, we can rejed al sicknessand dsease, al sin
andiniquity, andthey must leave our bodes. We determineif they can exist in ou bodesor nat. It's
upto us, if wewill permit Satan to have aplacein ou lives. If we refuseto gve placeto the devil ;
insisting on ou inheritance “which is Jsus' victory over al the works of the devil,” they cannat
stay in ou bodes, or in ou lives.

The victory is ours in Christ Jesus. He bore our sins and iniquities, our sicknesses and
diseasesin His own body lefore He died onCalvary. Jesus won the victory over the devil onthe
crossof Calvary. Jesus,
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[Blotted] out the handwriting of ordinancesthat was aganst us, which was contrary
to us, and took it out of theway, nailing it to hiscross

And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly,
triumphing over them in it (Col. 2:14,15).

Sicknessand dsease, sin and ceah were swallowed upin victory by Jesus, who, defeaed
the devil onthe aossof Calvary for us. ThroughJesus' battle with Satan, He won the victory and
becane the King of kings. Jesus was LORD of Lords from the beginning, and onthe CrossHe
becaneKing d kings (Rev. 17:14, 19:16). When Jesus, beingKing d kingsand LORD of lordsdied
on Calvary, Heleft an inheritancefor us. We ae His brothers and sistersin the LORD. We inherited
al that Jesuswasin passesson d when He died onCalvary. We inherited His victory.

Just like in the world system. When a brother dies, his brothers and sisters inherit al his
possessons. We, (all whoarein Christ), are His brothers and sisters (Heb. 2:11). We inherited His
victory over sin and deah, over sicknessand dsease. Y et, unlesswe daim our inheritance, we will
gothroughlifeletting Satan put sicknessand dseases upon s, bringingsin and ceah into our lives;
al because we did na claim our inheritance

What Jesus did, He did it for us. He did it for the whole world (1 John 22); but He did it
espedally for thosewho arein Chrigt; thase who are His brothers and sisters. If we let Satan lay upan
us sicknessor disease, sin o iniquity, it’s because we ather don't know our rights as ©on's and
daughter’s of Godin Christ Jesus; or we aeignaant or our inheritance.

In the world system; if someone cmesto sted your inheritance, would youlet him haveit,
or will you fight to get what is rightfully yours? Will you come against the one who has come to
sted, kill, and destroy that which isrightfully yours? Will youtake the blood d Jesus, and the name
of Jesus and command Satan to take badk all the sicknessand dsease, al the sinsand iniquities he
tried to lay upon yo? Y ou must resist the devil if youwant him to flee(James 4:7).

Freedom from sicknessand dsease, sin and iniquity are yours. All you haveto dois possess
your bodyand mind; using the Word of God against al the works of the devil.

All aChristian whois sck hasto dois“RISE AND BE HEALED”! The only reason they
are still sick is because they let the devil li e to them and they dorit believe they can “rise and be
heded.”

Look at the man, “sick of the palsy, lying on abed” in Matthew, Chapter Nine. Four men
brougtt him to Jesus. He wastoo sick to walk, he could na get out of bed; so they brought him lying
on his bed. When they came to the house where Jesus was teating they could nd get in because the
house was too crowded. So the four of them opened upthe roof and let the man lying on hs bed
down throughthe roof. There he was, lying on hsbed too sick to get up. As sck as sck could be,
too sick to move.
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Jesus looked at the four that brought him, seeng their faith (seangthey believed that, if they
brough him to Jesus he would be heded). Jesus said to the man, “ Son, be of goad cheer; thy sins
be forgiven thee” Some of the Scribes (teaders of the Law), said within themselves “ who eve
heard of such athing, Jesus must be blaspheming, no man canforgivesins but God.”

These Scribes evidently didn't know the Word of God concerning sin. They did na know
that the Lamb was dain from the foundition d theworld (Rev. 13:8). They didn't know that Jesus
isthe one Who peaid the pricefor al the sins of the whaeworld. In 1John 22, it says, “And heis
the propitiation for our sins. and not for oursonly, but also for the sins of the whole world.”
They didn't know that righteousness comes by believing onJesus Christ, and nd by the Law.
Romans 8:3 says, “ For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God
sending his own Son in the likenessof sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh.”
They didn't know that the prayer of faith could hed the sick, andif they committed any sinsit would
be forgiven them. James 5:15tell sus, “ the prayer of faith shall savethesick, and the Lord shall
raise him up; and if he have cmmmitted sins, they shall be forgiven him.” Jesus had faith. The
four that brough the man on hs bed hed faith.

The Scribesdidn’'t know that all things are posgble to those who telieve. They didn't know
what Jesus said to a man whose sonwas possessed byademonin Mark 9. To that man, Jesus sid,
“If thou canst believe, all things are possble to him that believeth.” It was easy for Jesus to
believe; He knew the Word of God. When Jesus saw the faith of the four that brough the man, He
could join His faith with their faith and the man would be heded.

But first the sinissue had to be settled. Jesus, knowing that God operatesin the NOW, knew
that the man’s sns were drealy forgiven. All Jesus needed to dowas convince the man that the
Word of God was true. God is NOW, and faith works NOW. Once the man knew his sns were
forgiven; NOW, faith could make that man whole.

Now, many may believe that it was because that Jesus was the Son d God, He has eadal
powersthat no aher man has. That’salie of the devil! The Scribes could have dore the same thing
Jesus did, if they would believe. You and | can dothe same thing Jesus did, if we believe. “All
things are posgble to them that believe” (Mark 9:23). The reason Jesus was able to dowhat He
did is because He knew the Word of God; and He believed the Word o God. Many Christians know
the Word of God bu donit redly believe the Word of God.

These Scribes knew the Law, but they didn't understand the Word of God concerning sin.
Therefore they becane very religiousin their thinking and though that Jesus blasphemed, becaise
He spoke the truth concerning the Word of God.

GodisNOW, and ou sinsare forgiven NOW, “if we believe the Word of God.” Jesusisthe
same, Y esterday, Today, and Forever (Heb. 13:8). The Word of God isthe same, Y esterday, Today,
and Forever! To al who believe that the Word of God works, “it works NOW.” Not in the past, not
in the future. It did work in the past, and it will work in the future; but for everyone living NOW, the

Word works in the NOW!

For the man, sick of the palsy, his snshad to be forgiven at that predse moment. Luke 5:20
says, “hesaid unto him, Man, thy sinsare forgiven thee” “Areforgiven”’ puts everythingin the
present tense, right NOW! Godis NOW, and everything should operate in the NOW, nat the past,
nat in the future; but NOW!

Jesus, knowing the Word of God, after rebuking them for their thoughs, said to the man
lyingonthe bed, whowas “too sick to get up,” “ Arise, take up thy bed, and gounto thine house.”

What did the man, sick of the palsy, whowas “too sick to get out of bed” do? He was © sick,
that four men had to bring hm to Jesus on his bed. So sick, that they had to let him down through
the roof so that Jesus could seehim lying on hs bed. He was too sick to get up. But what did that
sick man dowhen Jesus said to him, “ Arise, take up thy bed, and go unto thine house.” Matthew
9:7 says, “And he arose, and departed to hishouse.”

When Jesus sid, “Arise,” Hemeant “right NOW”! The man did what Jesustold im to da
Withou letting anything stop hm. Luke 5:25 says, “immediately he rose up before them, and
took up that whereon helay, and departed to hisown house, glorifying God.” Immediately, not
taking any time to think atherwise. Not giving any placefor the devil. The man operated in the
NOW. Godis NOW! God s Word works NOW!

Theman ddn't let the devil put thoughsin hismindto stop hm! Did he say, | can’t move?
Did he say, what do youmean, can’'t you seel am sick? No, that man dd what Jesus sid to dqg “he
got up and walked aut of the house”! Mark 2:12 says, “ And immediately he arose, took up the
bed, and went forth before them all.”

Remember, the house was full of people. They couldn’t get in throughthe doar. But when
he got up, andtook up hs bed, they made room for him to carry his bed and walk out the doar.

The devil suredidn’t like that, but the devil could na stop the man, he gat up andtook up
his bed and left the house WALKING! Faith is NOW. Faith operates in the present tense. Faith is
afruit of the Spirit (Gal. 5:22). The Holy Spirit always operatesin the NOW! Jesus, seang the faith
of the four that brough the man, operated in the NOW, saying, “ Arise, take up thy bed, and go
unto thine house.”

What would have happened, if the man, sick of the palsy, “too sick to get up,” would na
have obeyed the Word of God? Would he still have walked? Most likely nat? The Word of Godis
true, and when we a¢ uponthe Word of God the devil hasto let us go, and we go away heded, “by
the stripes Jsus bare for usonthe Crossof Calvary,” “ By His gripeswe are healed” (1 Peter 2:24).

What abou the man in the synagogte, in Matthew 12, with the withered hand. There he was,
in the synagogle with a hand all withered up He @uld na open his hand. Jesus said to him,
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“Stretch forth thine hand.” What did the man dd? Did he say to Jesus, | can’'t? No, he did what
Jesustold hmto dd Matthew 1213 says, “ And he stretched it forth; and it wasrestored whole,
like asthe other.” All the man dd was what the Word of God says he shoud dg he obeyed the
Words that Jesus goke and stretched forth his hand. When we do what the Word of God says,
sicknessand dsease will haveto ga Sicknessand dsease caana stand against the Word of God
when we do what the Word says.

What abou the man at the pod of Bethesdain John 52 There he was, lying on hs bed. He
had been sick for thirty-eight yeas. He wuldn't walk, hejust laid there, waiting for someone to help
him when the waters were stirred. Jesus said to him, “ Rise, take up thy bed, and walk” (John 58).
What did the man dg whowas 9 sick that he could na get out of bed? Did he say to Jesus, | can't,
I’m too sick? No. John 59 says, “immediately the man was made whole, and took up hisbed,
and walked.” Immediately, when the Word of God comes to you to do something, do it
IMMEDIATELY, DON'T WAIT for the devil to pu thoughsin you mind that you can't!

Just “RISE AND BE HEALED IN THE NAME OF JESUS!” Don't even let one though
enter your mind that sicknessand dsease have any power over the Word of God. When youad upan
the Word of Godit will acamplish whatsoever it says. “ By His dripeswewere healed” If youwere
heded, “you are heded.” If you are heded, then dorit ad like you are still sick. Don't let any
thoughts enter your mind that you can’t just get up and walk, or you can't shou with a voice of
triumph*“ I’ mhealed, by the stripes that Jesus bore for me” ! When you dowhat the Word of God
says, al sicknessand dsease will | eave. The devil won't stay aroundwhen you lelieve the Word of
God and ad uponit, immediately!

Whenyouad “immediately” the devil doesn’t havetimeto stop yod You can runfaster then
he can walk. The devil walks around seekingwho he can devour (James 5:8). But if you move faster
then the devil, he can't stop you Do it immediately, when the Word of God comesto you no matter
which way it comes, do it immediately, don't wait for the devil to talk you ou of your blessng.
Don't let the devil keg youfrom being heded. Act uponthe Word of God “immediately.”

What abou sin? What can you doabou sin? Believe the Word of God, tell the devil to get
out of your life, confessyour
sinsand kelieve the Word of God. Jesus said to the woman who was caught in the ad of adultery,
“Nether do | condemn thee go, and sin no more” (John 811). Jesusis not condemning youfor
your sins, you condemn youself by “not repenting, not confessng, and nd going and sinning ro
more.” Confessyour sins, repent, and gosin nomore. “ Brother and Sister, your sinsare forgiven
you, gosin nomore....” Don't let the devil have any placein you life. Jesus arealy paid the price
for your freedom. Jesus said in John 836, “ If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be
freeindeed.” He drealy dd it, he set you fred He went to the dossand bae dl your sinsand
iniquities uponHimself, then He shed His bloodfor the forgivenessof all your sins and iniquities.
God the Father “made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the
righteousnessof God in him” (2 Cor. 5:21). It'salrealy dore! It wasdore onthe Crosd Youcan
be freeof sin andiniquity if youwill repent, confessyour sins, and kelieve the Word of God, “go
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sin no more”!
In 1John 79 it says,
But if wewalk in thelight, as heisin thelight, we have fellowship one with another,
and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth usfrom all sin.
If we say that we have no sin, we decave our selves, and thetruth isnot in us.
If we oonfessour sins, heis faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us
from all unrighteousness

Don't say you dorit have any sin. Just confessyour sins, walk in the light of the Word of
God, knowing that “he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all
unrighteousness”

Thedevil isaliar, hewasaliar from the beginning. Don't beli eve the thougtts that come to
your mindthat do nd set youfree “Hewho the Son setsfreeisfreeindeeal.” Youarefreeof sin,
if you Repent, Confessyour sins, and gosin No More! Jesusdid it al for you, if youwill believe
and not dould. If you let the thoughsin you mind stop youfrom “immediately ading uponthe
Word of God,” Satan will rob you ¢ your blessng. Immediately, ad uponthe Word of God, don't
let any thoughts rob you d what Jesus has already dore for you!

Rise and be healed,
In the name of Jesus...

When we ae born again o the Spirit and the Word, we have derndl life. Eternal lifeisthe
very life of God dvellingin us. We aenolonger of thiseath, we aeborn again from heaven above.
Heaven is our home, eath isonly atemporal dwelling dacewhile we ae here.

In 1 Timothy 6:12 it says, “Fight the goad fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life,
whereunto thou art also called, and hast professed a goal professor Deore marny wWitneses.
The words “lay hdd on’ isafigure of speed, meaning “get ahad of eternal life and dorit let it
go.” Oncewe have dernal life, we must first find ou what eternal lifeis! Then shift over from our
old soul life (psuche) to ou new eternal life (Zoe) and live by the principals of eternd life.

The principals of eternal life ae different than the principals of eathly life (soul lifein the
flesh). Everythingin eternd life cmes from God, nat from man, not from the world. It comesfrom
the Father, throughthe Word and manifestsin ou lives acording to “what we believe in ou heat
and confesswith ou mouth.”

What we believe in ou heat is dependant upon hav we renew our minds on the Word of
God. Romans 12:2 says, “be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the
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renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what isthat goad, and acceptable, and perfed, will
of God.” Some Christians sean to be renewing their mind onwhat they hea others tead; by this
they are defeded in their lives and dorit know it, or don't know why things dori t work for them the
way they think they shoud. God ddn't say, renew your minds acording to what others tead.

| recdl aWord from the LORD yeas ago, which said, “T haose who havetaugit what they
have heard athers teach, and havenat receved it from My Sqrit, if theywill repent My grace will
cove them.” We cannd renew our minds onwhat others tead, we must renew our minds acarding
to what the Holy Spirit teades.

In 1 John 227, it says, “ But the anointing which ye have receved of him abideth in you,
and ye nedal not that any man teach you: but asthe same anointing teacheth you of all things,
and istruth, and isno lie, and even asit hath taught you, ye shall abidein him.” The aointing
that abides in youwill tead YOU all things acording to what the Holy Spirit knows. The Holy
Spirit knows what you knav and what you do nd know. The Holy Spirit is your personal teader,
knowing what the will of the Spirit is as well as knowing everything concerning this complete
creaion. There is nothing that the Holy Spirit does nat know, therefore, with Him, knowing all
things, Heis YOUR personal teader.

This does not eli minate the five-fold ministries mentioned in Ephesians 4. They are in the
bodyof Christ for aspedfic purpose and we must take alvantage of them. Espedally, when it speeks
of “teaters.” Teadersinthebody d Christ areto bring forth the Word of God bythe anainting o
the Holy Spirit, and the Spirit will confirm the Word to you personally wherever it appliesto you
life. The Holy Spirit is YOUR personal teader.

Teadersin the body d Christ are people, and sometimes tead from their minds, and nd
from their spirit. They shoud be teading from their spirit and nd their mind, but there aemany in
the body d Christ that have been taught by men and dorit know how to let the Holy Spirit dothe
teating throughthem. The Holy Spirit, “knowing all truth,” can confirm to youthat which is of the
Spirit and alert you when the teating you lea is of the flesh. You must deade what you wil |
receve, that which is of the Spirit or that which is of the flesh.

What we believe in ou heat will depend upon hav well we know how to recave the
teading of the Holy Spirit from within us (1 John 227). As we lean the diff erence between our
mind and our spirit, we will then bein aposition d renewing ou mind to the point where we ae
transformed into knawving the things of God and discerning the things of this world which are not
of God.

When we lay hdd oneternal life, the life of God within us will be more important than ou
livesin this world. We ae in the world, but the caes of thisworld, and aher things will not be
important. The things of God shoud be of most important in ou lives. Our life is eternal, from
everlasting to everlasting. Our time on eath could end anytime. But, our eternal life will continue
on forever. Therefore, we shoud live our lives focused uponwhat the LORD would have us do
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today, forgetting the past and nd concerned ourselves about tomorrow.

God is NOW! Eternal lifeis NOW! Nothing else shoud be important to us. Welive and
movein Christ (Acts 17:28). Christ isNOW. Now, we have derndl life! Now, we live forever and
ever. Wemust lay hdd dof eternal life and live for Christ everyday.

To dothis, we must understand hav God operates onthis eath. God operates by His Spirit,
throughHis Word. Everything God daes onthiseath isdore “throughHis Word.” Jesusisthe Word
of God, and therefore, everything is done throughJesus.

While Jesus walked this eath as the Son d Man, He did the will of God the Father,
acording to the Word o God. He never went outside of the Word of God. He used the Word of God
to defeat every enemy that came against Him. He used the Word of God to set people free He set
them freeof al sorts of demonic adivity, sicknessand dsease, sSin and iniquity, etc. In dang so, the
written Word of God becane more predse and effedive for thase wholive by the Word of God.

Jesus taught the New Covenant by Word and example. By Word, Jesus made statements sich
asin Matthew 4:4, saying, “It iswritten, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word
that procealeth out of the mouth of God.” Eternal life lives by the Word of God. The Word of
God is forever settled in heaven (Psalm 119.89). Everything that has been spoken by God was
arealy settled in heaven before the world ever was. It is considered as arealy dore!

By example, Jesus cast out devils, heded the sick, raised the dea, etc. Using His example,
Jesus said, “ Verily, verily, | say unto yau, Hethat believeth on me, theworksthat | do shall he
do also; and greater wor ksthan these shall he do; because | gounto my Father” (John 1412).
Did Jesus tell the truth? He had to tell the truth, for He is the Truth (John 146).

It al dependsuponwhowe will believe?The devil andthelies of thisworld, or Jesus, Who
is the Truth? Jesus is the Way, the Truth, and the Life! If we will believe Him, we will walk in
victory in every areaof our lives. Wewill befreg for Jesus said, “If the Son therefore shall make
you free, ye shall befreeindead” (John 836). Areyoufree?f nat, youcan be free Believe onthe
LORD Jesus Christ and youwill be free Believe every Word Jesus oke and youwill be fred
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If you have nat become born again by making Jesus Christ the LORD of your life you can
doso NOW. In John 111-12it says, " He a@ame unto hisown, and hisown receved him not. But
asmany asreceved him, to them gave he power to becmethe sons of God, even to them {Mex
Paeveon moname. "Ask Jesusto come into you life and become your LORD!
